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Thirty-third Regiment—Infantry—Volunteers.

The Thirty-third Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress approved July 22, 18fil, and under instructions and
authority received by the Governor, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, Juno 30, 1863. The organization

was to be effected under the requirements of General Orders No. 191 (current series), War Departmert, Adjutant General's Office, Washington,

D. ()., June 25, 1863, and in conformity with General Orders No. 1 10 (current series). War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington,

D. C, April 29, 1863. The Regiment was commenced and completed under the provisions of General Orders No. 4, dated Office of Adjutant

General, Trenton, N. J., July 11, 1863. The headquarters of the Regiment was established at Newark, N. J., at which place it was mustered

into the service of the United States by companies, for three years or during the war. Company A, August 14
;
Company B, August 17 ; Com-

pany C, August 29 ; Company D, September 4 ; Company E, August 29 ; Company F, August 17 ; Company G, August 29 ; Company H,
September 4 ; Company I, August 29 ; Company K, August 20, and Field and Staff, September 5, 1863, by Joseph P. A.-iii, First Lieutenant

Fifth Cavalry, United States Army. It left the State September 8, 1863, en route to Washington, having a full complement of men. Officers,

39; Non- Commissioned Officers and Privates, 902. Total, 941. Soon after arriving it crossed into Virginia and proceeded to Warrenton, at

which place it went into Camp and immediately began to fit itself for active service. At this point it was assigned to the Eleventh Army Corps.

It remained in this vicinity until the 25th of September, when in connection with the Corps to which it had been assigned, broke camp, having
been detached by order of the War Department for service in the West. It then became a part of the Army of the Cumberland and entered

upon an active career. It remained in this connection until the middle of November, 1864, when it joined the /Army of General Sherman on
his march through Georgia and the Carolinas. At different times during the years 1864 and I860 the strength of the Regiment was increased

by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of a large number of Recruits, Substitutes and Drafted men. In compliance with General

Orders No. 12, dated Headquarters Twentieth Army Corps, June 1, 1865, the enlisted men of the Thirteenth Regiment not entitled to discharge

under existing orders joined the Regiment by transfer, and in compliance with Special Orders No. 45, dated Headquarters Ninth Army Corps,

June 15, 1865, the enlisted men of the Thirty-ninth Regiment not entitled to discharge under existing orders joined the Regiment by transfer.

The men so transferred were organized into and known as Unassigned Companies. 'The Regiment continued its organization and remained in

active service until the close of the war, and those coming under the provisions of General Orders No. 77, War Department, Adjutant General's

Office, Washington, D. C, April 28, 1865, were mustered out of service near Bladensburg, Md., June 1, 1865, by Reuben H. Wilbur, Major
One Hundred and Second Regiment Infantry, New York Volunteers. Assistant Commissary of Musters, Second Division, Twentieth Army
Corps. The remainder were mustered out of service by the same officer near Washington, D. C, July 17, 1865, in compliance with Special

Orders No. 160, Headquarters Department of Washington, D. C, July 5, 1865.

The Regiment was first attached to the First Brigade, Second Division, Eleventh Army Corps ; then to the Second Brigade, Second Division,

Twentieth Army Corps, and at the close of the war was attached to what was known as the Provisional Corps, Army of the Potomac.

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Thirty-fourth Regiment—Infantry—Volunteers.

The Thirty-fourth Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, 1861, and under instructions and

authority received by the Governor, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 30, 1863, as set forth in General

Orders No. 4, dated Adjutant General's Office, Trenton, N. J., July U, 1863. The organization was to be effected under the requirements of

existing orders governing the enrollment of troops, and of General Orders No. 191 (current series), War Department, Adjutant General's Office,

Washington, D. C, June 2.5, 1863, and in conformity with General Orders No. 110 (current series), War Department, Adjutant General's Office,

Washington, D. G., April 29, lb63. The organization of the Regiment was immediately commenced, and the authority to raise Companies was

issued to individuals in different parts of the State. The Headquarters of the Regiment was established at Beverly, N. J., and so remained

until the 3d of October, 1863, when under instructions from the Adjutant General's Office, Trenlon, dated September 30, 1863, the comrnand wa.i

transferred to Camp Parker, near Trenton, at which place it remained until fully completed. As soon as the Companies were raised they

reported at Camp and were immediately mustered into the service of the United States for three years, or during the war. Company A was

mustered in September 3
;
Company C, September 21, and Company G, September 23, 1863, at Beverly, N. J., by Wm. Hudson Lawbesce,

Captain Fourteenth Infantry, United States Army ; Company B, October 15 ; Company D, October 6 ; Company E, October 26
;
Company F,

October 8 ; Company H, October 6 ; Company I, October 20 ; Company K, and Field and Staff, November 9, 1863, at Camp Parker,

near Trenton, N. J." by Samuel Canby, First Lieutenant Fourth Artillery, United States Army. Under the same authority by which

this Regiment was organized, the Thirty-seventh Regiment Infantry was commenced, but failed. The enUsted men for that Regiment were

assigned to and joined this Regiment. The Regiment was fully organized and completed by the 9th day of November, 1863. having a full com-

plement of men. Officers, 35 ; Non-Commissioned Officers and Privates, 830. Total, 865. It left the State November 16, 18G3. and under

orders from the War Department proceeded to Eastport, Miss., having been assigned for duty in the West. It then became a part of the Army
of the Cumberland, and at once entered upon an active and varied career. It was then assigned to the Sixteenth Army Corps. At difEerent

times during the years 1861 and 1865 the strength of the Regiment was increased by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of large

numbers of Recruits. The Regiment remained in this vicinity until February, 1865, when, in connection with other troops, proceeded to New
Orleans, to join an expedition against Mobile, Ala. The Regiment continued its organization and remained in active service for one year after

the close of the War, having been retained in this Department by order of the Government, and was employed at Provost and other duties. The

enlisted men entitled to discharge under the provisions of General Orders No. 77, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C,

April 28, 1865. were mustered out June 6, 1865, at Montgomery, Ala., under the provisions of General Orders No. 64, dated Headquarters Mili-

tary Division West Mississippi, New Orleans, La., May 31, 1865. The Regiment was mustered out of service at Selma, Ala., April 30th, 1866,

by Eli H. Hosiier, First Lieutenant Eighty-first Regiment United States Colored Infantry, Assistant Commissary of Musters, in obedience to

General Orders No. 21. Department of Alabama, April 9, 1866. It then returned to New Jersey, arriving at Trenton in due time, and was

soon after disbanded, being the last Regiment from the State to quit the service of the United States upon the conclusion of the War.

The Regiment was first attached to a Provisional Brigade, Arrny of the Cumberland ; then to the First Brigade, First Division, Sixteenth

Army Corps ; then to the Third Brigade, Fiist Division, Sixteenth Army Corps.

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RECAPITULATION.
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Thirty-fifth Regiment—Infantry—Volunteers.

The Thirty-fifth Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, 1861, and under instructions and

authority received by the Governor, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 30, 1863, as set forth in General

Orders No. 4, dated Adjutant General's Office, Trenton, N. J., July II, 1863. The organization was to be effected under the requirements of

existing orders governing the enrollment of troops, and of General Orders No. 191 (current series), War Department, Adjutant General's Office,

Washington, D. C, June 25, 1863, and in conformity with General Orders No 110 (current series). War Department, Adjutant General's Office,

Washington, D. C, April 29, 1863. The organization of the Regiment was immediately commenced, and the authority to raise Companies was
issued to individuals in different parts of the State. The Headquarters of the Regiment was established at Flemington, N. J., and active

measures were put forth to complete the organization at an early day, which was successful. The required number of men was raised and

mustered into the service of the United States, by Companies, for three years, by the 13th of October, 1863. Company A was mustered in

August 28 ; Company B, September 25
;
Company C, September 15 ; Company D, October 13 ;

Companies E and F, September 18 ; Company
G, September 25 ; Company I, September 18 ; Company K, September 15, and Field and Staff, October 14, 1863, at Flemington, N. J. ; Company
H was mustered in September 2+, 1863, at Freehold, N. J., by Wm. Hudson Lawbevce, Captain Fourteenth Infantry, United States Army.
Under the same authority by which this Regiment was organized, the Thirty-sixth Regiment (Infantry) was commenced, but failed. The
officers and enlisted men for that Regiment was assigned to and joined this Regiment. The Regiment was fully completed by the 14th of

October, 1863, having a full complement of men. Officers, 37 ;
Non-Commissioned Officers and Privates, 865. Total, 902. It left the State

October 19, 1863, and proceeded to Washington, D. C, where it was assigned to a Provisional Brigade, Casey's Division, Defences of Washing-
ton, it remained in this vicinity until the 31st day of October, 1863, when under orders from the War Department it proceeded to Eastport,

!Miss., having been assigned for duty in the West. It then became a part of the Army of the Tennessee, and at once entered upon an active

career. It was soon after attached to the Sixteenth Army Corps. It remained in this connection until July, 1864, when it reported under
orders to General Sherman, and joined in the campaign before Atlanta, and proceeded with him on his march through Georgia and the Carolinas.

At different times during the years 1864 and 1865 the strength of the Regiment was increased by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton,

N. J., of large numbers of Recruits, Substitutes and Drafted men. The Regiment continued its organization and remained in active service

until the close of the war, and those coming under the provisions of General Orders No. 77, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Wash-
ington, D. C, April 28, 1865, were discharged at Washington, D. C, May 30, 1865, in compliance with orders from War Department, Washing-
ton, D. C, dated lV{ay 18, 1865. The remainder were mustered out of service near Alexandria, Va., July 20, 1865, by E. Alexander, Captain

and Assistant Commissary of Masters, Bartlett's Division, Twenty-becond Army Corps, under the provisions of Special Orders No. 160, Head-
quarters Department of Washington, D. C, dated July 5, 1865.

The Regiment was first attached to a Provisional Brigade, Casey's Division, Defences of Washington ; then to a Provisional Brigade, Army
of the Tennessee ; then to the First Brigade, Second Division, Sixteenth Army Corps ; then to the Second Brigade, Fourth Division, Sixteenth

Army Corps ; then to the Second Brigade, First Division, Seventeenth Army Corps, and at the close of the war was assigned to what was known
as the Provisional Corps, Army of the Potomac.

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Thirty-seventh Regiment—Infantry—Volunteers.

The Thirty-seventh Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress approved July 22, 1S61, and in pursuance of a call

made by the President of the United Statc-s for the immediate raising by voluntary enlistment from the Militia force of the State, of troops to

serve one hundred days, unless sooner di-scharged, and as was fully set forth in a proclamation by thu Governor of this State, dated Trenton,

May 16, 1864. The troops to be raised were to be organized according to existing regulations governing enlistments, and to be mustered into

the servise of the United Slates by Regiments. Under the authority thus issued the organization of two Regiments of Infantry was immediately

commenced, to be known as the Thirty-seventh and Thirty-eighth Regiments. The Headquarters of the Thirty-seventh was established at

Trenton ; the Thirty-eighth at Camp Frelinghuysen, near Newark. The expectation of a rapid enrollment for these Regiments was not

realized, and it became necessary to consolidate the two, which was done. The Headquaiters of the Regiment after consolidation was estab

lished at Camp Delaware, near 'Trenton, and the organization designated the Thirty-seventh'. It was then completed, and the command, con-

sisting of nine Companies, was mustered into the service of the United States for one hundred days, unless sooner discharged, June 23, 1864, at

Trenton, N. J., by Feank Wistkb, Captain Twelfth Infantry, United States Army, the strength of the command being—Officers, 35 ; Non-
commissioned Officers and Privates, 743. Total, 778. It left the State June 28, 1861, en route to the front. At Baltimore, Md., the com-

mand embarked on transports, proceeded to City Point, Va., and immediately reported for duty. It was then assigned to a Provisional

Brigade, Army of the James. The early service of the Regiment was varied, being assigned for provost, garrison, guard, picket and other

duties, and so continued until the 28th of August, when, under orders, it marched to the extreme front, relieving veteran troops, and was
assigned to duty in the trenches and fortiiications before Petersburg, Va. It remained in the performance of these duties until relieved,

September 25, 1864, their term of service having expired. During the month of September, and prior to its return to the State for discharge, a

number of the enlisted men re-enlisted for one year, and were assigned by transl'er to Battery H, First Regiment New Jersey Artillery. On
the 26th of September the Regiment left the front en route to Nev/ Jersey for discharge, leaving a record gratifying and unexceptional, having
gained a reputation uncommon to troops of so short a period of service, receiving a decided compliment from Miinr General Birney, command-
ing, as set forth in General Orders No. 34, Headquarters Tenth Army Corps, Army of the James, dated Before Petersburg, Va , September 25,

1864. The Regiment was mustered out of service at Trenton, N. J., Oct. 1, 1861, by James W. Lo.sg, Captain Second Infantry, United States

Army.
Tiie Regiment was first attached to a Provisional Brigade, Army of the James ; then to the Second Brigade, Third Division, Tenth Army

Corps.

The Regiment took an active part in the operations before Petersburg, Va., from August 28 to September 26, 1864.

RECAPITULATION.
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Fortieth Regiment—Infantry—Volunteers.

The Fortieth Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved J^uly 22, 1861, and an Act of Congress,

approved July 4, 1864, as set forth in General Orders No. 224, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, July 6,

1864, and under instructions from the Governor, dated Office of the Adjutant General, Trenion, N. J., October 4, 1864. The organization of

the Regiment was to be effected under the provisions of General Orders No. 243, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington,

D. C, August 9, 1864. The Headquarters of the Regiment was established at Draft Rendezvous, (Camp Ferrine.) Trenton, N. J. Under the

authority thus issued, the organization of the Regiment was commenced, the term of enlistment to be for one, two or three years. In compli-

ance with a telegram dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, October 12, 1864, the Regiment was to be organized

by successive companies ; no new company to be commenced until the one preceding it was completed and mustered. In accordance therewith,

the command was completed and was mustered into the service of the United States by Washington I. Newton, Major Second Cavalry, United

States Army, commanding Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., and was forwarded to the field by companies, immediately after being mustered in.

Company A was mustered in October 24, 1864, and left the State October 24, 1864 ; Company B, mustered in in two detachments December 24,

RECAPITULATION.
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First Regiment—Cavalry—Volunteers.

(Sixteenth Eegiment.)

This Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, a.pproved July 22, 1861, and by authority issued by the War
Department, Washington, fi. C, August 4, 1861, direct to private individuals resident of this State, and not in any way under the control or

supervision of the State authorities. Under the authority thus given, recruiting was commenced, and its organization soon completed. It was
then accepted by the War Department as an independent organization, having been designated Halsted's Cavalry. The Head Quarters of the

Eegiment was established at Trenton, N. J., and from thence proceeded to Washington, D. C, on or about September 1, 1861, the strength of

the command being—Officers, 44; Non Commissioned Officers and Privates, 998, Total, 1,042. Upon arrival it went into Camp on Meridian

Hill, D. C. On the 19th day of February, 1862, an order was issued from the War Department transferring the Regiment to the State authori-

ties. It was then thoroughly re-organized and designated the First Regiment Cavalry, New Jersey Volunteers. On the 3d of April, 1862,

Captain Cornelius G. Van Reipen's Company, Third Regiment, New York Cavalry, being composed entirely of men from New Jersey, was under
orders from the War Department transferred to and joined this Regiment, the enlisted men being distributed among the different companies.

Under the provisions of General Orders No. 191, War Department, Adjutant General's Office Washington, D. C, June 25, 1863, a large number
of the enlisted men re-enlisted in the field for three years or during the war. Those who did not re-enlist and whose term of service having
expired, reported by order at Trenton, N. J,, and were mustered out tieptember 16, 1864, by James W. Long; Captain Second Infantry, United States

Army. At different times during the years 1863, 1864 and 1865 the strength of tlie Eegiment was increased by the joining from Draft Ren-
dezvous, Trenton, N. J., of large numbers of recruits and some substitutes. The Regiment continued its oi]ganization and remained in active

service until the close of the war, and those coming under the provisions of General Orders No. 83, War Department, Adjutant General's Office,

Washington, D. C, May 8, 1865, were mustered out (excepting Company F,) May 31, 1865, at Cloud's Mills, Va., by Howakd M. Smith, Brevel;

Lieutenant Colonel and Assistant Commissary of Musters, First Cavalry Division, Department of Washington, those of Company F, were mus-
tered out May 25, 1865, at Camp near Washington, D. C, by May H, Stagey, Captain Twelfth Infantry, United States Army, and Commissary
of Musters. The remainder were mustered out at Vienna, Va., July 24, 1865, by P. L. Lee, First Lieutenant and Assistant Commissary of

Musters, First Separate Brigade, Department of Washington, in compliance with General Orders No. 94, War Department, Adjutant General's

Office, Washington, D. C, dated May 15, 1865.

Second Regiment—Cavalry—Volunteers.

(Thirty-secoad Regiment.)

This Regiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, 1861, and under authority and instructions

received by the Governor, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 30, 1863, and as set forth in General

Orders No. 4, dated Adjutant General's Office, Trenlon, N. J., July 11, 18H3. The organization -was to be effected under the requirements of

existing orders governing th^ enrollment of troops, and of General Orders 19 1 (current series). War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Wash-
ington, D. C, June 25, 1863, and in conformity with General Orders No. 110 (current series). War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Wash-
ington, D. C, April 29, 1863. The organization of the Regiment was immediately commenced, and the authority to raise companies was
issued to individuals in different parts of the State. The Head Quarters of the Regiment was established at Camp Parlser, near 'Trenton, N.

J., and active measures were put forth to complete the organization at an early day. As soon as tlie companies were raised they reported at

Camp, and were immediately mustered into the service of the United States for three years or during the war. Company A was mustered in

August 11 ; Company B, August 15 ; Company C, September 9
; Company D, August 26

;
Company E, September 16 ; Company F, September

8 ; Company G, September 25 ; Company H, August 12 ; Company I, August 28
; Company K, August 28 ; Company L, August 26 ; Company

M, September 2, and the Field and Staff September 25, 1863, at Camp Parker, near Trenton. N. J., by Joseph P. Ash, First Lieutenant Fifth

Cavalry, United States Army; the strength of the command being—Officers, 44; Non-Commissioned Officers and Privates, 1,105. Total, 1.149.

It left the State October 5, 1863, proceeded to Washington, D. C, but soon after crossed into Virginia and went into Camp near Alexandria,

having been assigned to General Stoneman's Division of Cavalry, Army of the Potomac. It remained in this vicinity engaged in drilling,

scouting and preparing for active service until the 9th of November, 1863, when under orders from the War Department, Washington, D. C, it

proceeded to Eastport, Miss., and joined the Army of the Southwest. At different times during the year 1864, the strength of the Regiment
•was increased by tne joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of a large number of recruits and some substitutes. The Regiment con-

tinued its organization and remained in active service nearly eight months after the close of the war, having been retained in this Department
by order of the Government for provost and other duties. The enlisted men entitled to discharge under the provisions of General Orders No.

83, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, May 8, 1865, were mustered out June 29, 1865, at Vicksburg, Miss., by
George W. Riohaedson, First Lieutenant Twenty-fourth Regiment Indiana Volunteers, As-i^istant Commissary of Musters, Department of the

Gulf; the remainder were mustered out November 1, 1865, at Vicksburg, Miss., by James H. Landers, Captain Eighth Regiment Infantry,

New Hampshire Volunteers, Assistant Commissary of Musters, Department of Mississippi in compliance with Special Orders No. 76, dated Head
Quarters Department of Mississippi, October 17, 1865.

The Regiment was first attached to a Brigade, Stoneman's Cavalry Division, Army'of the Potomac ; then to the First Brigade, First Cav-
alry Division, Army of the Tennessee; then to the First Brigade, Seventh Division, Sixteenth Army Corps; then to the First Brigade, Second
Division Cavalry Corps, Military Division West Mississippi.

(Thirty-Bixth Begiment.)

This Begiment was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, 1861, and in pursuance of a proclamation

issued by the President of the United States, dated Washington, D, C, October 17, 1863, as set forth in General Orders No. 340, War Depart-

ment, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, October 19, 1863, and General Orders No. 10,dated Adjutant General's Office, Trenton,

N. J., November 4, 1863. The organization of the Begiment was to be effected under the requirements of existing orders governing the enroll-

ment of troops, and of General Orders No. 191 (current series). War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C., June 25, 1863,

and in conformity with General Orders No. 110 (current series). War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C., April 29, 1863.

The organization of the Regiment was immediately commenced, and the authority to raise companie.s was issued to individuals in different parte

of the State. The Head Quarters of the Begiment was established at Camp Bayard, Trenton, N. J., and to ensure an early completion of the

organizaticn, it was designated the First Begiment United States Hussars, and a unilorm pertaining to this branch of service "was adopted, which

gave an enthusiasm to recruiting, and the required number of men to complete the Regiment was soon obtained. As soon as the companies were

raised they reported at Camp, and were immediately mustered into the service of the United States for three years unless sooner discharged.

Company A was mustered in January 26, and Company 0, Ja-.mary 22, 1864, by George B. Eckeet, First Lieutenant Third Infantry, United

States Army; Company E, January 4, 1864 ; Company F, January 12, and Companies G and H, January 6, 1864, by William P. Maetin,

Captain and Commissary of Subsistence, United States Volunteers, at Camp Bayard, Trenton, N. J. ; Company D, December 2, 1863; Com-
pany B, January 29, 1864 ; Companies I, K, L and M, March 24, and Field and Staff February 10, 1864, by Samuel Canby, First Lieutenant

Fourth Artillery, United States Army ;
the strength of the Begiment being—Officers, 47 ;

Non-Commissioned Officers and Privates, 1,131 . Total,

1,178. It left the State April 5, 1864, and marched overland to Annapohs, Md., having been assigned to the Ninth Army Corps. It remained

at this point but a short time when under orders it proceeded to Alexandria, Va., and joined the Army of the Potomac. At different times

during the year 1864, the strength of the Begiment was increased by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N, J, of a large number of

recruits and some substitutes. The Begiment continued its organization and remained in active service until the close of the war, and those

coming under the provisions of General Orders No. 83, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. ()., May 8, 1865, were mus-

tered out at Camp near Alexandria, Va., June 5, 6, 7 and 8, 1865. The remainder were mustered out August 1, 1865, at Washington, D C, by
Beubeh H. Wilbub, Major Oue Hundred and Second Begiment Infantry New York Volunteers, in compliance with Special Orders No. 101,

Head Quarters Department of Washington, D, C, July 6, 1865.

The Begiment was first attached to the Ninth Army Corps: then to the Third Brigade, First Division, Cavalry Corps, Army of the Poto-

mac; then to the First Brigade, Third Division, Cavalry Corps, Army of the Potomac.

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Battery A—First Regiment—Artillery—Volunteers.

This Battery was originally oraanized as a part of tlie Militia force of the State, and was attaclied to the Third Regiment, Hudson Brigade. It

remained in this connection until tne breaking out of the Kebellion in 1861, when the services of the Battery were tendered to the Governor of

this State, but by reason of no authority having been received for the acceptance of this branch of the service, their offer was declined. Its

organization was continued and recruited up to the full standard, and waited only an opportunity to enter the service. In this they were at

last successful, having been accepted under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22. 1861, and by authority received by the

Goveinor from the War Department, Washington, D. C, dated July 29, 1861. The Battery was then organized! and completed under the

requirements of General Orders No. 16, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C., May 4, 1861. It was fully completed,

ofiicered and equipped by the 12th day of August, 1861, at which time it was mustered into the service of the United States for three years or

daring the war, at Hoboken, New Jersey, by Frederick S. Larned, Captain Twelfth Infantry, United States Army, the strength of the Bat-

tery being—Officers, 5 ; Non-Com missioned Officers and Privates, 151. Total, 156. It left the State August 20, 1861, en route to Washington,
D. C. Soon after arrival it was furnished with the necessary outfit of guns, horses and equipments, and under orders crossed into Virginia,

having been assigned to the First New Jersey Brigade. On the 16th of October, 1S62, by reason of the disbandment of Company K, First

Regiment, Infantry, the greater part of the enlisted men of that company joined the Battery by transfer. Under the provisions of General

Orders No. 191, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. 0., June 25, 1863, a number of the enlisted men re-enlisted in the field

for three years or during the war. Those who did not re-enlist and whose term of service having expired, reported at Trenton, N. J., in com-
pliance with Special Orders No. 213, Pai-agraph 2, Head Quarters Army of the Potomac, August 9, 1864, and were mustered out August 18,

1864, by George B. Eokert, First Lieutenant Third Infantry, United States Army. At different times during the years 1862, 1863 and 1864,

the strength of the Battery was increased by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of a large number of recruits and some substi-

tutes. The Battery continued its organization and remained in active service until the close of the war, when it was mustered out at Trenton,

N. J., June 22, 1865, by R. Burnett Smith, Brevet Captain Eleventh Infantry, United States Army, in compliance with General Orders No.
105, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 2, 1865.

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Battery B—First Regiment—Artillery—Volunteers.

This Battery was at tne commencement of the Rebellion, a part of the Militia force of the State, and was known as Company F, First

Regiment, Independent Essex Brigade. It remained in this connection until September, 1861, when it tendered its services to the Governor for

active service. It was accepted under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, 1861. and by authority received by the Governor
from the War Department, Washington, D. C. The Battery w-as then fully organized and completed under the requirements of General Orders

No. 16, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, May 4, 1861 It was fully completed, officered and equipped by the

3d of September, 1861, at which time it was mustered into the service of the United States for three years or during the war, at Camp Olden,

Trenton, N. J., by Chaeles H. Beightly, First Lieutenant Fourth Infantry, United States Army, the strength of the Battery being—Officers,

5; Non-Commissioned Officers and Privates, 159. Total, 164. It left the State October 22, 1861, en route for Washington, D. C. ; soon after

arrival it was furnished with the necessary outfit of guns, horses and equipments, and under orders crossed into Virginia and went into Camp,
near Alexandria, having been assigned to the Third Army Corps. Under the provisions of General Orders No. 191, War Department, Adjutant

General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 25, 1863, a number of the enlisted men re-enlfsted in the field, for three years or during the war ; those

who did not re-enlist and whose term of service having expired, reported at Trenton, N. J., and were mustered out September 14, 1864, by J.^mes

W. Long, Captain Second Infantry, United States Army. At different times during the years 1862. 1863 and 1864, the strength of the Battery

was increased by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of large numbers of recruits. In January, 1864, the strength of the Bat-

tery having been increased by the arrival of recruits far beyond the maximum allowed by law, the surplus men were transferred to Batteries C,

D and E, in compliance with Special Orders No. 39, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, January 26, 1864. The
Battery continued its organization and remained in active service until the close of the war, when it was mustered out at Trenton, N. J., June
16, 1865, by R. Bdbnett Smith, Brevet Captain Eleventh Infantry, United States Army, in compliance with General Orders No. 105, War
Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 2, 1865.

It

was fully completed, officered and equipped by the 11th day of September. 1863, at which time it was mustered into the service of the United

States for three years or during the war. at Camp Perrine.

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Battery D—First Regiment—Artillery—Volunteers.

This Battery was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, 1861, and aDd,er instructions and authority

received by the Governor, dated War Deparment, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 30, 1863. The organization of the Battery

was to be effected under the requirements of General Orders No. 191, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C., June 25,

1863, and in conformity with General Orders, No. 110, War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, April 29, 1863. It was

fully completed, officered and equipped by the 16th day of September, 1863, at which time it was mustered into the service of the United States

for three years or during the war, at Camp Perrine, Trenton, N. J., by William P. Mamin, Captain and Commissary of Subsistence, United States

Volunteers, the strength of the Battery being— Officers, 3; Non-Commissioned Officers and Privates, 141. Total. 144. It left the State Sep-

tember 29, 1863, en route to Washington, D. C. ; soon after arrival proceeded to Camp Barry, D. C, where it was furnished with the necessary

outfit of guns, horses and equipments, and began to prepare for active service. It remained in this connection until the 23d of April, when under

orders it proceeded to the front, joined the main Army and was assigned to the Tenth Army Corps. At different limes during the year 1864,

the strength of the Battery was increased by the joining from Draft Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of a large number of recruits, as well as by
transfer from Batteries A and B. On the 4th day of November, 1864, the Battery in connectfon with other troops, I'eft the Army and proceeded

to New York city to support the civil authorities, in anticipation.of a riot during the Piesidential election, this duty performed, the Battery

returned and reported for duty November 21. The Battery continued its organization and remained in active service until the close of the war,

when it was mustered out at Richmond, Va., June 17, 1865, by Jeremiah Remis&ion, Captain Eigty-ninth Infantry, New York Volunteers,

Assistant Commissary of Musters, Department of Virginia, under the provisions of General Orders No. 105, War Department, Adjutant Gen-

eral's Office. Washington, D. C, June 2, 1865, excepting a small detachment who under orders reported at Trenton, N. J., and were mustered out

June 20, 1865, by R. Bi;rnett Smith, Brevet Captain Eleventh Infantry, United States Army, in compliance with Special Orders, dated War
Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C. May 18, 1865.

This Battery was organized under the provisions of an Act of Congress, approved July 22, ]861, and under instructions and authority

received by the Governor, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 30, 1863. The organization of the Battery

was to be effected under the requirements of existing ordeis governing the enrollment of troops, and in conformity with General Orders No 110, War
Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, April 29, 1863. It was fully completed, officered and equipped by the 8th day of

September, 1863, at which time it was mustered into the service of the United States for three years or'during the' war, at Camp Perrine, Trenton,

N. J., by William P. Martin, Captain and Commissary of Subsistence. United States Volunteers, the strength of the Battery being—Officers,

3 ; Non-CommiMioned Officers and Privates, 141. Total. 144. It left the State September 26 1863, en route to Washington, D. C, and soon

after arrival proceeded to Camp Barry, D C, where it was furnished with the necessary outfit of guns, horses and equipments, and began to pre-

pare for active service. It remained in this vicinity until the 22d of April, 1864, when under orders it proceeded to the front and joined the

main Army. At different times during the years 1863 1864 and 1865, the strength of the Battery was increased by the joining from Draft

Rendezvous, Trenton, N. J., of large numbers of recruits, substitutes and drafted men. In January, 1864, a number of recruits joined by transfer

from Batteries A and B, and on the 18th of September, 1864, a number of re-enlisted men of the I'hirty-seventh Pvegiment, Infantry, New Jersey

Volunteers, joined by transfer. The Battery continued its organization and remained in active service until the close of the war, when it was

mustered out at Puchrnond, Va., June 12, 1865, by Jeremiah KEMi^rGTOU, Captain Eighty-ninth Infantry, New York Volunteers, Assistant

Commissary of Musters, Department of Virginia, under the provisions of General Orders No. 105. War Department, Adjutant General's Office,

Washington, D. C, June 2, 1865, excepting a detachment of substitutes and drafted men, who under orders reported at Trenton N. J., and were

mustered out July 11, 1865, by E. Bursett Smith, Brevet Captain Eleventh Infantry, United States Army, in compliance with instructions

from War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, June 30, 1865.

The Battery was first attached to General Barry's Brigade, (Artillery ) Twenty-second Army Corps ; then to the First Division. Tenth Army
Corps; then to an Artillery Brigade, Tenth Army Corps; then to an Artillery Brigade, Twenty-fifth Army Corps.

This Company was fully organized in the Militia of New Jersey, November 30, 1860, and at the breaking out of the war was in a fine state

of drill and discipline. On the 16th of April, 1861, a meeting of tbe Company was called for the purpose of responding to the call of Presi-

dent Lincoln for 75,000 men, but before action could be taken. Captain Murphy was directed by Special Orders from the Adjutant General's

Office of the State, to immediately guard the large amount of military stores at the Now Jersey State Arsenal, at Trenton, N. J. The same
night the Company marched to the Arsenal and went into service—thus being the first Company under arms in the North. Before their term
of service was completed a large number of the men of this organization joined the United States Regular and Volunteer Armies. After the

three months' service was completed, the Company was again recruited and volunteered as Company A, First Batallion, Pennsylvania Emer-
gency. During the whole war the Company was emphatically the school of officers, and the Company boasts to-day, with none to challenge it,

that it sent, for its size, more men to the war than any organization in the North.

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Pennsylvania Emergency.

Early in the month of June, 1863, the Confederate Army, under General Robert E. Lee, invaded Pennsylvania and instituted a series of

aggressive movements that created profound and universal alarm through the entire Northern States. The first appeal for military aid from

Governor Cdbtin, of Pennsylvania, to the Governors of adjoining States was made June 15th, and on the 17th the Governor of New Jersey

called for volunteers to press forward to the assistance of Pennsylvania in this emergency, and appealed to the Nine }'onths' Regiments, which
had just reiiurned, to unite in the efforts to repel the invasion of a sister State. In response to the latter appeal, the Twenty-third and Twenty-
seventh Regiments volunteered for this service. In addition thereto, ten companies of Infantry and one battery of Light Artillery volunteered

for the emergency—Company A, of Trenton, Captain William R. Mcrpiiy; Company B, of Trenton, Captain George F. Marshall; Com-
pany C, of Trenton, Captain James C. AIasxisg ; Company D, of Lambertville, Captain Hiram Hughes; Company E, of Morristown, Captain

George Gage; Company F. of Newark, Captain William J. Roberts; Company G, of Mount Holly, Captain J. Fred Laumaster; Com-
pany H, of Newark, Captain T1M1..T11Y CoLviN ; Company I, of Trenton, Captain Joseph A. Yard; Independent Company, of Camden.
Captain James M. Soovel; Light Battery, of Rahway. Captain John R. Chapin. The first Company (A) left Trenton on the morning of

June 18th, and arrived at Harnsburg same day ; the other Companies followed soon after. Upon arrival they reported for duty to Major-

General Couch, Department Commander, and were organized into two Battalions, Captain William R. Murphy, Company A, was assigned to

the command of one Battalion, and Captain J. Fred Laumaster, Company G, was assigned to the command of the other Battalion. At the

end of the thirty days' service they were returned to Trenton for discharge. Governor Curtis on the 21th of June, expressed the thanks of the

Commonwealth of Pennsylvania to New Jersey " for the patriotic disposition they so truly manifest, and their willingness to take up arms for

our defence."

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Maryland Emergency.

In the early part of July, 18fi4, the cities of Washington, D. 0., and Baltimore, Md., were endangered by a threatened invasion of the
enemy. A battle had been fouaht within a few miles of Baltimore, and communication with Washington had been interrupted. In view of
this emergency the Governor of this State issued a proclamation dated Trenton, July 12, 1864, calling for the organization of the militia for thirty
days' service in Pennsylvania, Maryland or the District of Columbia. Under the call this company reported for duty, was accepted, and mus-
tered in at Camden, N. J., July 14, 1864, for thirty days. It left the State July 15, 1864, for Baltimore, Md., and, on arrival reported to Maior-
General Lew Wallace, commanding Middle Department. It was stationed at the Relay House, below Baltimore, and was attached to the First
Separate Brigade, Eighth Army Corps. Upon expiration of terra of service it returned to New Jersey, and was mustered out at Camden,
August 15, 1864.

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Veteran Reserve Corps.

Under the provisions of General Orders No. 105, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, April 28, 1863, the

organization of an Invalid Corps was authorized. The Corps was to consist of such Ofhcers and enlisted Men of commands then in the field,

as were unfit for active field service on account of wounds or disease contracted in the line of duty, as well as those who had been honorably
discharged from the service by reason of wounds or disability contracted while in the line of duty ;

they being able and physically qualified for

doing Garrison and other light Military duties away from actual field service. By virtue of the authority thus given, a large number of Ofiicers

and enlisted Men in the service, but absent from their commands, were transferred to and joined the Corps, and under the provisions of Circular

No. 13, dated War Department, Provost Marshal General's Ofiice, Washington, D. C, May 25, 1863, the Acting Assistant Provost Marshal of

each State was directed to open a Recruiting Rendezvous for the Corps at or in the immediate vicinity of his Head Quarters, for the enrollment
of such honorbly discharged men who desired to re-enter the service ; the "term of enlistment was to be for three years or during the war.

Under the provisions of Circular No. 15, dated War Department, Provost Marshal General's Ofiice, Washington, D. C, April 27, 1864, those who
enlisted or re-enlisted in the Corps were to be credited upon the quota of the State, the same as other troops. The Corps was organized in

Companies of two classes or Battalions—the men enlisted in or transferred to the Corps who were most efiicient and able-bodied, capable of

using the musket, performing Guard dutj', or making light marches were assigned to Companies of the First Battalion, and were to be employed
as Provost Guards, Guards in cities, &c,, and were not liable to active campaigns with the Army in the field ; those of a minor degree of physi-

cal efficiency by reason of the loss of a hand or arm, foot or leg, were assigned to Companies of the Second Battalion, to be armed with side arms
only, and were to be employed in Hospitals as Cooks, Nurses, Clerks, Orderlies, &c., and as Guards to Hospitals or other Public Buildings.

Ofiicers desiring to re-enter the service in this branch, received their appointment and were commissioned direct from the War Department.
Under the provisions of General Orders No. Ill, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Washington, D. C, March 18, 1864, the
name of the organization was changed from Invalid Corps to Veteran Reserve Corps.

The following list shows the Officers and enlisted Mien who re-enlisted for the Corps, and were placed to the credit of this State, (those who
were transferred to the Corps from New Jersey Regiments in the field to serve the remainder of their term of service, are accounted for on the
rolls of their original Company and Regiment). 'They continued in service until after the close of the war, when they were discharged at

different times and places as the War Department directed.

The Head Quarters of the Corps was established at Washington, D, C, and Major-Oeneral Winfield S. Hancock, United States

Volunteers, was assigned to the command. The Corps was to consist of not less than twenty thousand Infantry, and was to be composed of

such honorably discharged Soldiers as had rendered a service in the Army, of not less than two years, and were physically qualified ; their term

of service was to he for one, two or three years, and upon enlistment, they wciro allowed the privilege of being credited to such district in the

State, in which they or their families resided, or sueli other locality as they might select. At the commencement of the organization, all enlist-

ments and muster in of men were to be made at Wnshinfjtron, D, C, but free transportation would be furnished to Washington, to any one wishing

to enlist in the Corps upon application to any Provost Marshal. These iuslruelions were subsequently modified by allowing Provost Marshals

in the several States to enroll and muster in any who were properly qualilied, and wished to enter this branch of the service. A camji of

organization was established at Camp Oliffburne, Wiwhington, D. C, at which place all recruits for the Corps were forwarded, and were formed

into Companies and Regiments as soon as possible after arrival. The enlisted men were allowed to select their Companies and Regiments.

The Officers received their commissions direct from the War Department, and were assigned to such command as tliat Department saw proper.

The following list shows the appointments and enlistments in the Corps credited to this Slate. The greater part having enlisted for one year

were mustered out at different times and plaees on expiration of service. Those who had enlisted for a longer period were mustered out during

the months of July and August, 1866, under the provisions of a letter of instructions, dated War Department, Adjutant General's Office, Wash-
ington, D. C, July 11, 1866.
