ON
the 2d of June, 1863, an order was issued from the War Department to

Alexander Cummings, a citizen of Philadelphia, to recruit a regiment of

cavalry for three years service. Recruiting was immediately commenced, and
with the exception of companies L and M, which were from the counties of

Huntingdon and Blair, recruits were principally obtained in Philadelphia. The

regiment was organized at Camp Stanton, near Girard College, Philadelphia,

with the following field officers : Alexander Cummings, Colonel
; Joseph C.

Hess, Lieutenant Colonel ; Amos J. Holahan, and Norman M. Finlay, Majors.
Most of the men, and all the officers, except one, had seen service. On the

5th of November the First Battalion, under command of Major Holahan,
started for Washington, and three days after, the balance of the regiment,
under Lieutenant Colonel Hess, followed. Upon its arrival, it was reported to

General Stoneman, and on the 13th, was ordered to proceed to Eastport,

Mississippi, and join the army of General Sherman. While en route, its desti

nation was changed to Columbus, Kentucky, where it arrived on the 3d of

December, and joined the command of General A. J. Smith. Three days
afterwards it moved to Union City, Tennessee, where it was assigned to the

First Brigade of the cavalry division, commanded by General B. H. Grierson,

and was associated with the Fourth Missouri, Second Illinois, Seventh Indiana*

and Second New Jersey Cavalry regiments, commanded by Colonel Qeorge E.

Waring. Soon after taking the field, Colonel Cummings was ordered to de

tached service, and the command of the regiment devolved on Lieutenant

Colonel Hess. On the 18th of January, 1864, the brigade was ordered to

Colliersville, where a cavalry force was concentrating, under command of

General W. S. Smith, intended to operate on the flank of General Sherman s

army, about to move from Vicksburg, for the destruction of railroads centering
at Jackson and Meridian, and the immense supplies of grain which had been

accumulated along the line of the Mobile and Ohio Railroad. The march to

Colliersville, on account of bad roads and swollen streams, was exceedingly

tedious, so much so, that the brigade did not reach its destination until the 5th

of February. General Grierson, with two brigades, set out on the 10th, keep

ing to the west of the Mississippi Central Eailroad, while Colonel Waring, who
followed on the llth, moved upon the east. On the 19th, a detail of one hun
dred picked men of the regiment, under Major Holahan, made a dash upon
the town of Egypt, drove out the rebel guards, destroyed two bridges, a por
tion of the railroad track, and immense quantities of corn and supplies for the

rebel army. The division continued the march along the line of railway, de-

stroying depots of grain as it went, until the 20th, when the enemy, in force,

was first met, and was driven, a running fight being kept up during the entire

day. At evening he was pushed across the Tombigbee, and the command
went into camp at West Point. It is estimated that three millions of bushels

of corn, and three thousand bales of cotton, were destroyed on this inarch.

On the following day, a retrograde movement was commenced, and the enemy
followed closely, harassing the rear of the column. At Joy Farm, on the

afternoon of the 22d, the enemy charged with great impetuosity. The First

Brigade was in line and ready to receive him, and as he came within range,

poured in a. withering fire, and delivered a counter-charge which swept him

x?rom tlje\&Ql^ filling and wounding many, and scattering his forces. The

rqarch .w.as.then resumed, and continued with little further interruption, until

tlie C9mmaiiii.re2tetie^jViemphis. The loss in the Nineteenth, on this expedition,

was fifteen in killed, wounded, and missing.

On the 6th of April the brigade, now much reduced by the absence of its

members on veteran furlough, was sent to harass Forrest, moving for his Fort

Pillow slaughter. Too weak to give battle, the brigade could only impede his

progress. At Cypress Swamp, Lieutenant Colonel Hess, with his own, and a

battalion of the Seventh Indiana, attacked the enemy, and from noon until night

fall, a succession of charges, and counter-charges, was kept up. At evening the

command was withdrawn, the Nineteenth having sustained only small loss

in killed and wounded. Captain James E. Wenrick was taken prisoner, and

died while in captivity, at Columbia, South Carolina. The command re

turned to camp at Memphis, on the 10th. Details from the regiment were

almost daily sent out for scout and picket duty, in one of which, under com
mand of Sergeant John Dunlap, a number of men were lost, in killed and

missing, the Sergeant, himself, being among the latter. In the engagement
at Bolivar, on the 2d of May, the rear-guard of Forrest was struck by a detach

ment of the First Brigade, under Colonel Karge, and driven across the Hatchie

Eiver. Forrest made good his escape, and the Union forces, which were under

the command of General Sturgis, returned to Memphis. Early in June, Sturgis

again moved with all his forces against Forrest, and met him at Guntown.
After a severe battle, Sturgis was driven back, sustaining great loss in men
and material. The Nineteenth acted with the infantry in this engagement, and
did good service in repelling the attacks of the enemy, while on the retreat.

Jt lost, fifteen in killed, wounded, and missing, Lieutenant Murray being among
the wounded.

On the 4th of July, a detachment of one hundred and fifty ineD, with

similar detachments from other regiments in the brigade, all under command
of Colonel Karge, moved by water to Vicksburg, and thence marched in con

junction with the forces of General Slocum, for a diversion in favor of General

A. J. Smith, then moving from Memphis. At the Big Black, Port Gibson,
. and Grand Gulf, the enemy was met, and spirited actions ensued, in which the

detachment of the Nineteenth rendered good service, and afterwards returned

^with the command to Vicksburg. Early in August, General Smith again led

his forces against Forrest, and the cavalry had warm engagements at Cold*

water, Hurricane Creek, and Oxford. Soon after its return to camp, a de

tachment of the brigade, in which the Nineteenth was included, under Colonel

Karge, was sent to Little Eock, Arkansas, and thence via Cape Giradeau, tx*

Independence, Missouri, being engaged in the general movement against
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General Sterling Price. While upon this expedition, tbe regiment participated

in engagements at Marion, Greensboro, Pilot Knob, Osage, and the Big Blue

Eiver. In the latter engagement, the Nineteenth joined in a sabre charge

which contributed largely to the victory which was there achieved. After a

campaign signalized by great activity, the detachment returned to Memphis,

arriving on the 20th of October. During the greater part of the month of

November, the regiment operated with the cavalry upon the flank of General

Hood s army, who was now moving northward towards Nashville. On the

20th, Lieutenant Maurice E. Fagan, with company F, met a superior force of

the enemy at Noncona Creek, and after a desperate hand-to-hand conflict, in

which the sabre was freely used, drove him, inflicting severe loss.

On the 2Gth of November, the regiment moved by transport from Memphis,
to Nashville, Tennessee, for the reinforcement of General Thomas, who was

now threatened by the near approach of Hood. It arrived on the 3d of

December, and was assigned to the First Brigade, Seventh Division, in which

it was associated with the Second and Fourth Tennessee, Eleventh and Twelfth

Indiana, and the Fourteenth Ohio Battery, commanded by General J. H. Ham
mond. On the 12th, the regiment crossed the river, and encamped in rear of

the Union trenches on the Charlotte Pike. At four o clock on the morning of

the 15tb, the cavalry took position on the right wing of Thomas combined

army, in position and ready to attack, and an hour later, dismounted and

moved to the assault. The battle soon became general along the entire line.

The enemy s left was broken and pressed back upon his centre, when the

cavalry mounted and swept the rebel flank and rear, driving it in rout until

night-fall. Shortly after daylight on the following morning, the Nineteenth

was led out upon a reconnoissance, and at a point mid way between the Hardin

and Granny White pikes, struck a force of the enemy, and at once attacked

his out-posts, killing and wounding a number, and taking some prisoners.

Skirmishing was kept up for several hours, when, it having been ascertained

that the enemy was advancing in force, General Nelson, who was in position

on the Hardin Pike, a mile in rear, moved forward and opened the battle. At
first the enemy was forced back, but upon gaining the line of hills to the east

of the Graney White Pike, made a determined stand, repulsing repeated

charges of the Union troops. At two P. M., a grand charge was made, to the

music of &quot;

Rally round the Flag,&quot; played by all the bands, before which the

enemy was finally driven. Still he clung to every favorable position, as he

went back, and fought determinedly. The final charge, just at the close of

the day, was made by the Seventh Division, led by General Knipe, which

swept the enemy from his position. The regiment lost in this series of battles,

two killed, and a number wounded.

The enemy was now in full retreat, and on the morning of the 17th, the

cavalry started in pursuit. At a point a mile beyond Brentwood, on the

Franklin Pike, his cavalry was found in line of battle across the road. The

Nineteenth was ordered by General Knipe to charge with the sabre. Without

waiting to form line, the command dashed forward in columns of fours, and

scarcely had the rebels delivered a single volley, when it was upon them.

Unable to withstand the impetuosity of the onset, the rebel line broke, and for

two miles, and until it reached the infantry column at Hollow Tree Gap, it was

closely pressed. Here the enemy s infantry and artillery was concealed from

view, and before its position was known, the regiment was charging upon it.
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Suddenly saluted by canister at short range, and by showers of bullets, and

being unsupported, it was unable to stand, and fell back upon the rest of the

brigade. As the brigade came up, the fight was renewed, and the enemy was
routed. At Franklin he again showed a determined front. In the engage
ment which ensued, the Nineteenth charged upon him, in position behind a

stone wall, but was repulsed ; moving around upon the flank of his position,

and supports coming up, he was driven to a second line. Here he was again

attacked, and the battle raged until nine at night, when he was driven at all

points. In this day s fighting, the regiment took three stands of colors, and

three hundred and fifty prisoners. Its loss in killed, wounded, and missing,
was about twenty-five. Major Holahan, Captains Frank Keeder, and N. M.

Smith, and Acting Adjutant James Blackstone, were among the wounded.

The enemy made good his escape across Duck Kiver, destroying the bridges
after him, in consequence of which, the Union column was delayed until the

pontoon train could be brought up. On the 23d, a crossing was effected, and

the pursuit renewed. On the 25th the advance came up with his rear-guard
at Anthony s Hill, from which he was driven after a spirited engagement, in

which the Nineteenth re-captured some of its own men. At Sugar Creek he

again made a stand, and was found in good position behind a line of works.

The Nineteenth was held in reserve at the ford, while a part of the command
crossed and attacked. The attack was repulsed, and the force was driven

back across the stream, when the Nineteenth advanced to its relief. For

thirty minutes the regiment held its position, in face of vastly superior num

bers, but was at length driven back, his forces crossing the stream above

and below, and completely outflanking it. Finally, the Nineteenth was dis

mounted, and sent, together with Myers7 Ohio Battery, to attack upon his

rear, while the concentrated Union force moved upon his front, when he was
routed and driven. The regiment lost during this engagement, twelve in

killed and wounded. This virtually ended the campaign.
On the 4th of February, 1865, while in camp at Gravelly Springs, Alabama,

the regiment, which had become greatly reduced in numbers, was consolidated

into a battalion of six companies, and supernumerary officers were mustered

out. On the 8th, the battalion embarked at Eastport, under command of

Lieutenant Colonel Frank Eeeder, for New Orleans, and after a brief detention

at Cairo and at Vicksburg, arrived at its destination on the 9th of March. On
the 20th, it moved to Baton Eouge, where, engaged in picket and scouting

duty, it remained until near the middle of August. On the 13th of June, the

battalion was further consolidated to four companies. Qn the 25th of July,
it met and defeated a detachment of General Wirt Adams command, at Clin

ton. On the 12th of August, the battalion moved to Alexandria, Louisiana,
where headquarters were established, and where company B remained. Com
pany A was sent to Shreveport, C to Monroe, and D to Natchitoches. On the

15th of December, company A was sent to Marshall, Texas, and C to Jefferson,
in the same State. In January, 1866, company A had a sharp fight with

guerrillas, defeating them with heavy loss. The company lost five killed. In

March, companies B and D were ordered to New Orleans, where A and C
joined them in April. Here they performed provost duty until the 14th of

May, when they were mustered out of service.
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ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-FIRST

TWENTIETH CAYALET.

THIS
regiment was recruited in the months of June and July, 1863, in compli

ance with an order of the War Department, of the 9th of the former month.

It was composed of seven companies, recruited for six months7

service, and

five companies of emergency militia, and was principally from the counties of

Bucks, Montgomery, Chester, Dauphin, Cumberland, Union, and from the city

of Philadelphia. Previous to its organization, and while the rebel army was

making its triumphal march in the State, the several companies acting

independently were employed in scout and picket duty along the fords of

the Susquehanna, in the vicinity of Harrisburg, and on the various roads

leading towards Carlisle, York, and Marysviile. The regiment was organized
in July, with the following field officers : John E. Wynkoop, Colonel

;
William

Eotch Wister, Lieutenant Colonel
;
Samuel W. Comly, Major. On the 7th of

July, the regiment left camp Couch, near Harrisburg, where it had rendezvoused

and had been drilled, and marched up the Cumberland Valley to Greencastle,

whence it was sent upon scout duty into Maryland, and in conjunction with

three companies of the First New York Cavalry, followed upon the footsteps

of Lee s army to Hagerstown, near which place, a portion of the command,
under Captain Siugiser, engaged the rebel rear-guard, capturing a few prisoners

and horses. From Greencastle, the regiment marched to Falling Waters, where

it bivouacked, and picketed the shores of the Potomac, then much swollen

by recent rains. The roads were in a horrible condition, and for nearly three

weeks it was kept upon the march, the trains being moved with the greatest

difficulty. At the end of tbis time, it went into camp near Clear Spring,

Maryland. Early in August, and after the emergency companies had returned

to Harrisburg, and their places had been partially supplied by six months

men, the regiment was ordered to Sir John s Kun, West Virginia, to guard a

portion of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, and to cover the country in the

direction of Winchester. Accordingly, companies F and I, under Major Comly,
were stationed at Berkeley Springs, D and E, under Major Thorp, at Bloomery

Gap, A and H, at Great Cacapon Station, and C at Hancock. The remaining five

companies were on detached service, under Major Douglass, at Philadelphia,

Beading, and Pottsville, and did not re-join the rest of the regiment until the

flnal muster-out. About a hundred dismounted men remained at headquarters.
The command at Berkeley Springs was attacked, in the early part of

September, by a body of the enemy s cavalry, who penetrated the picket lines

by a mountain defile. After a sharp struggle, they were driven, with a loss

to the regiment of twenty taken prisoners. A number of horses and some

camp equipage were also lost. Major Comly, with the company at Hancock,
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pursued the party for twenty miles, but failed to overtake it. Soon after this,

the companies were all concentrated at headquarters, whence scouting parties

were sent out, by night and bj
T

day, which frequently met roving bands of the

enemy, and were fired upon by parties lying in wait for them in concealment,
but failed to encounter any organized forces. In November, the regiment
was brigaded with the Fifty-fourth Pennsylvania, Fifteenth Virginia, First

Pennsylvania Battalion, and the Third Virginia Artillery, which it joined at

Springfield. The weather soon after became intensely cold, and the enemy
was wily and active, requiring ceaseless vigilance, and subjecting the

troops to great hardship and suffering. From Springfield, two companies
were sent on a reconnoissance to the south of Komney. They proceeded

nearly a hundred miles into the heart of the State, engaged the enemy a

part of Imboden s command defeated him, captured and destroyed a piece of

artillery, and a number of small arms, and took several prisoners. They also

burned the Columbian Furnace, then operated by the rebel authorities for the

manufacture of war material. They returned to Springfield, after an absence

of four days, without having sustained any loss. On the 24th of December,
the regiment was ordered to Harrisburg, where, on the 7th of January, 1864,

its term of service having expired, it was mustered out.

Previous to its disbandmeut, measures were taken for its re-organization

for three years service, and during the month of February, the men were

mustered into service, in camps at Harrisburg and Philadelphia, and the fol

lowing field officers were commissioned. John E. Wynkoop, Colonel
,
Gabriel

Middleton, Lieutenant Colonel
;

J. Harry Thorp, Eoberfc W. Douglass, and W.
W. Anderson, Majors. Upon taking the field, it reported to General Sigel, who
was in command of the army in the Shenandoah Valley. On the loth of May,

Sigel encountered a superior force of the enemy under Breckenridge, at New

Market, and after a severe battle, in which he lost some prisoners and

guns, was forced to retire to Strasburg. The Twentieth sustained a loss of

three in this engagement. Sigel was soon after succeeded by Hunter, who at

once opened an active campaign, advancing in the direction of Lynchburg,

encountering obstinate opposition on the way. The cavalry was kept actively

employed in this advance, the Twentieth sustaining a loss of three at Staunton,
on the 10th of June, and of two at New Glasgow, on the 14th, and losing in

the various encounters almost daily. Hunter arrived in front of Lynchburg
on the 17th, and during the two succeeding days, the fighting was severe, the

regiment being actively engaged, and losing heavily in killed and wounded.

Hunter was obliged to retire, after having made a vigorous assault, without

success, and retreated into the Kanawha Valley, whence he proceeded by

transport with his army to Parkersburg, and thence by rail to Martinsburg.
The Twentieth shared the hardships of this retreat, and in an action at Salem, v

on the 21st, sustained a loss of four.

General Crook succeeded General Hunter in command of the army, which

was subsequently known as the Eighth Corps, and on the 18th of July, met
the forces of Early and Breckenridge, at Snicker s Gap, in the Blue Eidge, and

defeated them, taking three hundred wagons. In this engagement the regi

ment actively participated, and sustained a loss of fourteen. It was engaged
on the 24th, at Winchester, making a daring charge down the Winchester

Pike, in which Captain John C. Henry was mortally wounded. A few days
later the regiment was sent, by order of General Crook, to attack the

3 VOL. v.
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rear of General Barly s forces, by way of Ashby s Gap, and in the en

gagement which ensued, it sustained a loss of one hundred and eight

in killed, wounded, and missing. In the meantime, the command in the

valley had been reinforced by the Sixth and Nineteenth corps, and two

divisions of cavalry, and on the 7th of August, General Sheridan was

placed in command of the combined forces. In the re-organization of the

cavalry, which soon after took place, the Twentieth was assigned to the

Second Brigade, of the First Division, General Devin in command. A mouth

later, Sheridan inaugurated an active offensive campaign, in which a series of

brilliant victories were gained, and the power of the enemy in the valley

was completely annihilated, the subsistence of any considerable hostile force

being rendered impossible. So complete was this destruction, that it was

humorously declared, &quot;If a crow wants to fly down the valley, he must

carry his provisions with him.&quot; In this campaign the Twentieth participated,

and at its conclusion, went into winter-quarters with the brigade, where it was

engaged in severe guard and scout duty, and in occasional expeditions in

force against bands of the enemy s cavalry, which still maintained a bold and

defiant attitude. Upon the retirement of Colonel Wynkoop, Lieutenant Colonel

Middleton was promoted to succeed him.

On the 27th of February, 1865, Sheridan, who had remained during the

winter in the valley, opened the spring campaign by a grand cavalry raid.

With a force of ten thousand horse, he led in the direction of Lynchburg. At

Waynesboro, he again encountered Early, whom he routed after a spirited

engagement, and striking the James Kiver Canal, and the Virginia Central

Bailroad, effected immense destruction, and moving in by White House, on

the 27th of March, just one month from the time of starting, reported to

Grant in front of Petersburg.
Grant was now upon the point of moving upon the rebel position with all

his forces, and Sheridan was immediately put in motion with the cavalry

towards Dinwiddie Court House. The enemy s advanced lines were pressed

back behind his intrenchments, and a part of the cavalry was sent out towards

Five Forks. But the enemy who had been reinforced, struck heavily the

Union infantry which had come into position on his front, and pushed the

cavalry back towards Dinwiddie, Sheridan dismounting his men, and dis

puting the ground stubbornly. General Grant, in his report, says of Sheri

dan s action :
&quot; Here General Sheridan displayed great generalship. Instead

of retreating with his whole command on the main army, to tell the story of

superior forces encountered, he deployed his cavalry on foot, leaving only
mounted men enough to take charge of the horses. This compelled the

enemy to deploy over a vast extent of woods and broken country, and made
his progress slow.&quot; In the meantime, Devin s command, in which was the

Twentieth, had been temporarily separated from the rest of the corps, but

again effecting a junction, it united in the attack which was made on the

morning of the 1st of April, by which the enemy was driven by impetuous
charges from one line of works after another, until he finally took shelter

behind his main fortifications, on the White Oak Eoad. &quot; The courage dis

played,
&quot;

says General Sheridan,
&quot; by the cavalry officers and men, was superb.&quot;

When the enemy had been thus driven to cover, the cavalry was ordered to

make a feint to turn his right flank, while the Fifth Corps was brought into

position for a powerful assault upon his left. The opening of the infantry fire
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was to be the signal for the cavalry to attack in earnest. u As stated before,
7

says General Sheridan,
&quot; the firing of the Fifth Corps was the signal for

General Merritt to assault, which was promptly responded to, and the works

of the enemy were soon carried at several points by our brave cavalrymen.

The enemy were driven from their strong line of works and completely routed,

the Fifth Corps doubling up their left flank in confusion, and the cavalry of

General Merritt dashing on to the White Oak Road, capturing their artillery and

turning it upon them, and riding into their broken ranks so demoralized them,

that they made no serious stand after their line was carried, but took to flight

in disorder. Between five and six thousand prisoners fell into our hands, and

the fugitives were driven westward, and were pursued until long after dark,

by Merritt s and M Kenzie s cavalry, for a distance of six miles.&quot;
u I cannot

speak too highly,&quot; says Sheridan further on in his report,
&quot; of the conduct of

the troops in this battle, and of the gallantry of their commanding officers,

who appeared to realize that the success of the campaign and the fate of Lee s

army depended upon it.&quot; In the heroic conduct by which this brilliant result

was secured, the Twentieth, led by Colonel Middleton, shared, and won by
its steadiness and resolution, the commendation which was thus freely

given ;
but not without serious loss. Lieutenant Henry Lebo was killed, and

Lieutenant Albert S. Ely was mortally wounded, and a large number of

killed and wounded in addition, shows the fiery ordeal through which it

passed. Until the final surrender, which took place on the 9th, the regiment
was kept constantly in motion and in action, and sustained losses almost daily.

At the close of the campaign, it returned to the neighborhood of Washington,

where, on the 17th of June, it was consolidated with the Second Pennsylvania

Cavalry, under the name of the First Provisional Cavalry. It remained in

service scarcely a month longer, and was finally mustered out on the 13th of

July, at Cloud s Mills, Virginia.

THE
Twenty-first Cavalry was recruited during the months of July and

August, 1863, by authority of Governor Curtin, under the President s

call of June 15th, for cavalry for six months service. Company A was re

cruited in York county, B in Adams, C, and G in Lancaster, D, H, I, K,

L, and M in Franklin, E in Bedford, and F in Cambria. The companies were

equipped and mounted at Camp Couch, near Harrisburg, and were thence sent

to camp of instruction near Chambersburg. The following field officers were

selected and commissioned: William H. Boyd, Colonel
;
Eichard F. Moson,

Lieutenant Colonel
;
Charles F. Gillies, Oliver B. Knowles, and John W. Jones,

Majors. The field officers were all experienced in cavalry duty. Colonel

Boyd had commanded a company in the Lincoln Cavalry, which had attained

distinction upon the Peninsula, and especially in skirmishing with the advance

of Lee s army, in the Cumberland Valley, in the Gettysburg campaign.
Lieutenant Colonel Moson had commanded a company in the Seventh Cavalry.

Major Gillies was a regular army officer, and Major Knowles had served with

great gallantry under Captain Boyd, in the Lincoln Cavalry. Most of the line

officers and men had previously been in the service. On the 23d of August, the

regiment was ordered to Harrisburg, whence a detachment, consisting of com

panies C, E, K, H, L, and M, was sent for duty to Pottsville and Scranton, and

company B to Gettysburg. The remaining five companies, under command of

Colonel Boyd, proceeded to Harper s Ferry, and during the fall and winter,

were engaged in arduous duty in the Department of the Shenandoah.

In January, 1864, authority was given to re-organize the regiment for three

years service, and about the 1st of February, its scattered ranks were con

centrated at camp near Chambersburg, where the troops who did not choose

to re-enlist were mustered out of service, the remainder were mustered for the

long term, and its depleted ranks were filled by new recruits. The field officers

all remained, with the exception of Major Jones, whose place was filled by the

promotion of Captain Eobert Bell. On the 1st of April, company D was
ordered to duty at Scranton, Pennsylvania, where it remained for over a year.

About the middle of May, the regiment was ordered to Washington, where,

upon its arrival, it was dismounted, armed and equipped as infantry, and sent

by transport to join the Army of the Potomac. It arrived at the front on the

1st of June, and was assigned to the Second Brigade, First Division, of the

Fifth Corps, where it was associated with the Sixty-second Pennsylvania, and

Twenty-second and Twenty-third Massachusetts, commanded by Colonel

Sweitzer. The army was then in front of Cold Harbor, and at noon of the
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2d, the regiment was sent to the left of the Fifth Corps, where it was ordered

to throw up breast-works. These were hardly completed, before the enemy
opened upon it a flank fire from his artillery, from which Lieutenant Eichard

Waters was instantly killed. On the following morning, it was ordered a half

mile to the right, to the support of a battery, and at seven, the enemy brought
his twenty-four pounders into play, killing two men and three horses belong

ing to the battery. The regiment was subsequently ordered to the front line,

and in reaching it, was obliged to pass over a grain-field which was raked by
the enemy s infantry and artillery fire. The charge across this was gallantly

made, but with a loss of eight killed and nineteen wounded. A galling fire

was kept up during the entire day from behind breast-works, and, notwith

standing it had this protection, it suffered considerable additional loss, the

entire number being eleven killed and forty-six wounded. Colonel Boyd re

ceived a severe wound, on account of which he was subsequently discharged.

Captain William H. Phillips, and Lieutenant Martin P. Doyle, were also

among the wounded. On the 18th of June, it was again engaged in front

of Petersburg.
&quot; We were marched n

says J. D. H.
?
who has published

a pamphlet of the &quot;Travels and Doings&quot; of the regiment,
u over the field

where the Second Corps had been engaged the day before, and the ground
was covered with their dead. We came to a halt in a woods, where we
were ordered to lie down. The rebels then commenced to shell us. We
lost a great many men, killed and wounded. Among the latter was Major

Gillies, of the First Battalion, wounded in the knee. We were ordered to go

forward, and charged across a large field, and came to the Petersburg and
Suffolk Eailroad. Here we halted and kept up a brisk fire with the rebels,

who. were behind their works in front of us about half a mile. In the evening
we were ordered to charge a large rebel fort. We fixed bayonets, and went

up the hill on a yell, while the rebels opened upon us a perfect hail-storm of

iron and lead from their muskets, and from sixteen pieces of artillery. If

Cold Harbor was hard, the fight of the 18th of June was harder. We charged
the brow of the second hill, and the rebel fort lay directly in front of us, at a

distance of about one hundred and fifty yards. Here we found that we could

go no farther. He who went beyond this, went to his grave. Four times

were our colors shot down, and four times were they raised again. Finding
that we could do no more, we halted and formed, and while some carried rails

and built works, others kept up a heavy fire on the fort, which effectually

silenced their artillery. After forming a line of works, we lay behind them,

keeping up a fire with the rebels until morning, when we were relieved and
taken to the rear.&quot; In this engagement, the loss was eleven killed, seventy-
nine wounded, and one missing. Lieutenant Colonel Moson, and Lieutenant

Henry G. Lott, were among the severely wounded, the latter mortally. Major
Gillies was incapacitated for further service, and was honorably discharged,
and Lieutenant Colonel Moson was prevented from re-joining his command
until near the time of its muster-out. The command of the regiment conse

quently devolved on Major Knowles.
On the 22d, the regiment was again engaged on the Jerusalem Plank Koad,

losing two killed and three wounded. Early in July, the Sixty-second Regi
ment was mustered out of service, by reason of expiration of its term, and
the Ninety-first was assigned to the brigade, to the command of which Colonel

E. M. Gregory succeeded. The regiment remained for some time in heavy
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works, near the Mnth Corps line, where it was subjected to a vigorous shelling.

On the 30th of July, upon the occasion of the springing of the Mine, it was

under fire, and sustained some loss, Captain John H. Harmony being wounded,
but no advantage was gained, and the routine of duty behind the works was
resumed. On the 18th of August, a descent was made upon the Weldon

Eailroad, in which the Twenty-first participated, and was engaged in destroy

ing the track, when the enemy attacked
;
but by the timely arrival of a por

tjon of the Mnth Corps, he was repulsed, and the portion of the road possessed

was held. The loss was one killed and twenty-seven wounded. Among the

latter was Lieutenant James Speer Orr, mortally.

Early in September, the Twenty-first was brigaded with the One Hundred
and Eighty-seventh, Major Knowles commanding. About the middle of the

month, upon the withdrawal of the One Hundred and Eighty-seventh from the

front, the Twenty-first was transferred to the First Brigade, General Sickel

in command, where it was associated with the One Hundred and Mnety-

eighth. On the 30th, the brigade joined in the movement to the left, and at

Poplar Spring Church came upon the enemy s works, which were triumphantly

carried, with a loss in the Twenty-first of sixteen killed and wounded. On
the following day, the regiment was attacked while lying upon the ground, in

a large open field, but held its position without serious loss. For its gallantry

in this engagement, it received a complimentary order from General Griffin,

in command of the division. With this battle closed the connection of the

regiment with the infantry.

On the 5th of October, the Twenty-first was sent to City Point, where it

was equipped and mounted, and ordered to the division of General D. M M.

Gregg, in which it was assigned to the First Brigade, composed of the First

Maine, Sixth and Thirteenth Ohio, Second New York, and Twenty-first Penn

sylvania, commanded by Colonel C. H. Smith. On the 27th of October, the

regiment was in a sharp engagement at tke Boydton Plank Eoad, where the

division went to the support of the Second Corps, which was hard pressed.

The fighting was severe, and the Union forces were obliged to retire, the

cavalry holding the line until the infantry and artillery were well out of the

way, and then cutting its way out after night-fall. The Twenty-first lost three

killed, thirty-three wounded, and eighteen missing. Captains Elias M Mellen,

and George F. Cooke, and Lieutenants Martin P. Doyle, Henry C. Pearson, John

T. Pfoutz, and Henry B. Kendig, were among the wounded, and Lieutenant

William Chandler, among the prisoners. On the 1st of December, the division

proceeded to Stony Creek Station, destroying the station and rebel stores.

The regiment was of the rear-guard on the return march, and sustained some

loss. On the 4th, company E was detailed for duty at the headquarters of

the Sixth Corps, with which it remained until near the close of its service.

On the 6th the regiment was again out upon the Bellefield raid, and on the

10th was engaged, losing two killed, five wounded, and one, Lieutenant John

A. Devers, a prisoner. In the meantime, Major Kuowles was promoted to

Colonel, and Captain Eichard Eyckman to Major.

On the 5th of February, 1865, a heavy force of the Union army moved across

Hatcher s Eun, for the purpose of opening the way to the left, and extending

the lines towards the South Side Eailroad. It was met by the enemy, and

heavy fighting ensued, but the Union forces held their ground. Gregg s

Cavalry co-operated, and moved on to Dinwiddie Court House, meeting some
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opposition, but having no serious fighting. Colonel Knowles had command of

the brigade in this expedition. During the winter, the Twenty-first was re

cruited to the full maximum strength, and on the 1st of March, was trans-

ferred to the Second Brigade, of the Second Division, which was composed
of the Second, Fourth, Eighth, Sixteenth and Twenty-first Pennsylvania regi

ments, commanded by General J. Irvin Gregg. The dismounted men of the

Twenty-first, comprising nearly half its entire strength, were ordered to City

Point, under command of Captain James Mickley, and with the dismounted

men of the brigade, participated, under command of Major OldMm, of the

Eighth Pennsylvania, in the final assault upon the defenses of Petersburg.
&quot; On the 29th of March,&quot; says Major Bell,

&quot; the cavalry corps moved out

on the left flank of the army, the Eighth Pennsylvania having the advance.

By some mistake, this regiment mistook the road, which left the Twenty-first
in advance, and gave it the honor of making the first charge in the campaign,

striking the rebels near Dinwiddie Court House, carrying their barricades,

and capturing some prisoners, from whom important information, pertain

ing to the rebel cavalry under Fitz Hugh Lee, was obtained. The Twenty-
first was not in the fight of the 31st, which well nigh proved a disaster, it

having been detailed to hold a bridge over Stony Creek. When it was dis

covered that the cavalry line was unable to hold its ground, Colonel Forsythe,
of Sheridan s staff, ordered the Twenty-first to throw up a line of works

across the road, in rear of the Court House, and said, with emphasis,
i This

must be held, at all hazards, until morning, when the Fifth Corps will be up.
7

Fortunately, the rebels did not follow their advantage, and the regiment was
undisturbed during the night. The Second Brigade was only partially en

gaged at Five Forks, it being posted to prevent any flanking attacks on the

left. On the 5th of April, the Second Division struck the rebel wagon train,

and captured a battery, destroying two hundred wagons, and bringing in some

nine hundred mules. The First Brigade made the captures, while the Second

and Third did the most of the fighting. Out of two hundred and thirty-four

engaged, the Twenty-first lost ninety-eight in killed, wounded, and missing,
in less than half an hour. Adjutant Samuel Henry had two horses shot under

him. On the, next day, the Twenty-first was in the fight at Sailors Creek,

capturing a number of prisoners, with the loss of Lieutenant J. Henry Triece,

killed, and a few men wounded. On the 7th, the brigade had a sharp, and in a

measure disastrous fight, at Farmville, in which General Gregg was captured,
and the regiment sustained some loss, mostly prisoners. At daylight on the

9th, our brigade, under Colonel Young, of the Fourth, was thrown across the

main road to Lynchburg, upon which the rebel army was retreating, and had

some sharp work, contesting the ground in front, while Bosser s Cavalry hung
upon its rear. Finally, the Twenty-fourth and Twenty-fifth corps came up,

and the division turned upon Rosser, who was driven nearly a mile, when he

made a determined stand, and preparations were made to charge him in force.

The Third Brigade had the centre, and the Twenty-first led on the main

Lyuchburg Road. At the sound of the bugle, the regiment dashed forward,

driving in the rebel skirmish line
;
but by the time his main force was reached,

it was discovered that the regiment was entirely unsupported, and fearfully

exposed to capture. A precipitate retreat was made, in which some prisoners

were lost. On its way back, it was greeted with the glad tidings that Lee had
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surrendered, the other brigades having received the intelligence just as the

Twenty-first went forward.&quot;

From Appomattox Court House, the brigade marched back to Burkesville,

and shortly after to Petersburg. It had been but a few days in camp, when
Sheridan moved with his entire cavalry corps for ]^orth Carolina. Upon his

arrival at the Dan Eiver, learning that General Johnston had surrendered, he

turned back, and retired again to Petersburg. Early in May, the brigade was

sent to Lynchburg, whence detachments were sent for provost duty to various

points in the surrounding counties. Colonel Knowles, with a part of the

Twenty-first, was sent to Danville, Virginia. About the middle of June, the

entire regiment, including detached companies and dismounted men, was con

centrated at Lynchburg, and on the 8th of July, was mustered out of service

The active duty of the regiment really commenced on the 1st of June, 1864, at

Cold Harbor, and virtually ended on the 9th of April, at Appomattox Court

House, a period of a little over ten months. In that time it had three field

officers severely wounded, one staff officer slightly wounded, one died of

disease, and one was discharged to accept promotion in the One Hundred and

Fifty-fifth Regiment. Of the line officers, four were killed in battle or mortally

wounded, ten were wounded, four were wounded previous to their promotions,
and four were captured. Of the enlisted men, one hundred and forty-seven

were killed in battle, or died of disease, and two hundred and fifty-three were

wounded.

ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-THIRD

REGIMENT.

fTlHIS regiment was organized at Philadelphia, under the auspices of the

_|_ Union League Association, and was known as the Fourth Union League

Regiment. Recruiting was commenced in the fall of 1863, the troops rendez

vousing at a camp near Fraukford. Depot, subsequently on Broad, Street,

below Chestnut, but the organization was not completed until the March

following, when the following field officers were appointed : George P. M Lean,

Colonel; William Powell, Lieutenant Colonel
5
John Reynolds, Major. Col

onel M Lean had served as Major of the Twenty-second, and Colonel of the

Eighty-eighth regiments. The regiment contained a large proportion of very

young men, who, in the earlier stages of the war, would not have been passed.

Immediately after its organization, it proceeded to the front, and joined the

Army of the Potomac, in camp upon the Kapidan, where it was assigned to

the First Brigade, First Division, of the Second Corps, and was associated

with the Sixty-first New York, Eighty-first Pennsylvania, and Twenty-sixth

Michigan, under command of Colonel Nelson A. Miles.

In the fierce fighting of the Wilderness, on the 5th and 6th of May, it was

at the front, and again on the 8th, at Laurel Hill, where the rebel columns

were encountered, and in the struggle which ensued, it lost four killed. At

the Po Elver, the fighting was renewed, and here the brigade resisted the

fierce charges of the enemy, and repeatedly repulsed his bold assaults. Its

loss was two killed. At a little before dawn, on the morning of the 12th,

Hancock assaulted the right of the rebel line, carrying his works, and taking

many captives, guns, and small arms. Miles Brigade ^had a prominent pla.&e

in this assault, and shared the glories of the victory. The One Hundred and

Eighty-third lost in this engagement, ten killed and five mortally wounded.

Captain John H. Hutt, and Lieutenant John M. Ottinger, were among the

killed. Soon after this battle, Colonel M Lean, Lieutenant Colonel Powell,

Major Eeynolds, and Adjutant Theodore F. Mann, resigned, on account of

some differences existing between themselves and Colonel Miles, in command
of the brigade, and the line officers having had little experience in military

duty, Captain John F. M Cullough, a veteran officer of the One Hundred and

Fortieth Regiment, was appointed Colonel, and Captain George T. Egbert, Major.
In the action at Tolopotomy Creek, on the 31st, Colonel M Cullough, who had
shown himself a brave and gallant man in the fierce fighting which preceded
it at the North Anna, was killed, and the regiment lost besides, in these

battles, twelve killed. On the 3d of June, the fighting was renewed at Cold
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Harbor, and here the struggle became more desperate and destructive than

011 any previous field, the regiment losing eight killed, and five mortally
wounded. Captain Joseph E. Smith was among the killed. On the 15th of

June, Captain James C. Lynch, of the One Hundred and Sixth Pennsylvania,
at that time acting as Inspector General of the division, was assigned to the

command of the regiment, and was commissioned Colonel.

After crossing the James, the regiment participated in the attack made by
the corps in front of Petersburg, on the afternoon of June 16th, in which the

enemy was driven from his outer line. On tbe morning of the 17th, a charge
was made by a portion of the Ninth Corps, which resulted in the capture of

some prisoners, and seven guns. At evening, a charge was again made by a

part of the same corps, which wTas repulsed, and the troops fell back upon the

First Division of the Second Corps, which held the enemy in check. For

several days the division was engaged in advancing and changing its lines,

v, hich involved frequent and heavy skirmishing. On the 22d, it was advanced

some distance in front of its w^orks, when the enemy came very suddenly in

upon its left flank, compelling it to fall back rapidly to the line from which it

Lad moved, with the loss to the regiment of a number wounded and taken

prisoners. Early in August, the term of service of the Seventy-second Regi
ment expired, and upon its muster-out, the veterans and recruits wr

ere assigned
to the One Hundred and Eighty-third. Its numbers were thereby raised to a

standard which entitled it to a full complement of field officers, whereupon.

Major Egbert was promoted to Lieutenant Colonel, and Captain Augustine T.

Lynch, to Major. The regiment wras now thoroughly re-organized and drilled,

but remained otherwise inactive until the 26th of July. On that day it was

put upon the march, and with the corps crossed the James, approaching the

enemy s lines near Deep Bottom. The skirmishers of the brigade were imme

diately advanced, and discovered the enemy in position behind breast-works,

along the margin of a wood, with an open field in front. Across this the

brigade was ordered to charge. Forming under cover, it moved with such

celerity across the open space, that little time was given the enemy to make a

defense, and before he was hardly aware of its presence on his front, the brigade
was upon him, capturing his works, and four pieces of rilled cannon. Colonel

Lynch led the regiment in this charge, gallantly riding at its head, and having
his horse shot under him. It lost four killed. On the 29th, the corps returned

to the support of the Ninth Corps, but on the 12th of August, again crossed

the James, and in the battle which ensued, the regiment suffered a loss of

three killed, but was only partially engaged, the corps returning to the works

before Petersburg, without gaining any signal advantage.
With little delay, the corps moved upon the Weldon Railroad, and on the

afternoon of the 25th, the enemy attacked, and finally drove the division, after

being repeatedly repulsed. The regiment lost one killed, and a number in

wounded and prisoners. A few days after this battle, the One Hundred and

Eighty-third, now numbering about one hundred and fifty men, was detailed

for duty at Cedar Road Station, guarding the railroad leading from City

Point, where, for a time, it w^as out of the range of the enemy s guns. Towards
the close of September, it was relieved by the Twenty-sixth Michigan, and

moving up to the line of works, was posted along the right bank of the

Appomattox Eiver, on the extreme right of the line, facing the enemy on the

opposite bank. Colonel Lynch here had command of the brigade, which held

130 ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-THIRD REGIMENT,

nearly three miles of the line, and Lieutenant Colonel Egbert of the regiment.
There was little firing upon its front at this time, but on account of the marshy
and malarial nature of the ground along the valley, the duty proved destruc

tive to health, chills and fever prevailing, which sent large numbers to the

hospitals. On the 6th of October, Colonel Lynch was mustered out, his term

of service having expired, and Lieutenant Colonel George T. Egbert was sub

sequently commissioned Colonel,Major Augustine T. Lynch, Lieutenant Colonel,

and Captain Horace P. Egbert, Major. At the opening of November, the

brigade was relieved by the 12th New Jersey, and re-joined the division. On
the 9th of December, at Hatcher s Run, the brigade came upon a line of the

enemy occupying temporary works. He had filled the stream with felled tim

ber, to impede the passage to his position. The Second New York Heavy Artil

lery, supported by the brigade, crossed and drove him out. He afterwards

returned to the attack, and opened a brisk fire, but was prevented from cross

ing the stream. At the conclusion of this skirmish, the regiment returned to

camp, and remained undisturbed until the 5th of February, 1865, when the

lines were extended to the left, and works were built in the new position,

which works it occupied.

Early on the morning of the 25th of March, the enemy surprised and cap

tured Fort Steadman, on the Ninth Corps front
;
but the troops soon rallying,

re-took it, killing, wounding, and capturing most of the attacking party. An
order was immediately issued for the advance of the pickets along the whole

Union line. The pickets of the Second Corps at once opened a rapid fire, and

the brigade moved early to the support of those upon its front. During the

day the picket line was advanced, with but little opposition, until half-past

four in. the afternoon. The enemy then came out in force, drove back the

pickets, and came upon the supports, when a brisk action, lasting for half an

hour, occurred, in which the position of the brigade was held, and the enemy
was forced to withdraw, after suffering severe loss. The One Hundred and

Eighty-third had one killed and thirteen wounded. The regiment was soon

sifter transferred to the Fourth Brigade, with which, on the 29th, it commenced

moving and skirmishing, and on the evening of the 30th, was under fire of the

.enemy s shells, near the Boydton Plank Eoad. On the following morning, in

.company with the One Hundred and Forty-fifth, the regiment was ordered

back nearly a mile, and was brought into position upon a road leading from

Dabney s Mills to the Boydton Eoad. While engaged, the rest of the division

.charged and captured a part of the enemy s line, taking prisoners and two

battle flags. During the night of April 1st, the command marched to the

support of the Fifth Corps, returning in the morning, and on Sunday the 2d,

while moving forward, came upon the enemy s rear-guard, well entrenched,
.and disposed to dispute further progress. Charges of the Second and Third

brigades failed to dislodge him, whereupon, the Fourth Brigade moved to the

left, and coming in upon his right flank, drove him in utter rout. In front of

the One Hundred and Eighty-third, little opposition was met, the line ad

vancing in excellent order. Until the surrender of Lee, on the 9th, the regi
ment was kept upon the march, but had little more severe fighting. After the

surrender, it marched back through Bichinond, to Alexandria, participated in

the grand review of the armies at the Capital, on the 23d of May, and on the

13th of July, was mustered out of service.

REGIMENT.

SEVERN&quot;

companies of this regiment, recruited in various and widely sepa
rated sections of the Commonwealth, for a term of three years, render

voused at Camp Curtin, where, in May, 1864, they were organized, and on the

14th of that month, moved under command of Major Charles Kleckner, to

join the Army of the Potomac, coming up with it as it was crossing the

Pamunky Eiver, on the 28th of May. It was immediately assigned to the

Second Brigade, Second Division, of the Second Corps, and on the day follow

ing its arrival, was led to battle at Tolopotomy Creek. It was engaged in

skirmishing on the way to Cold Harbor, and on the second day of the battle,

led the brigade in two desperate assaults upon the enemy s works, losing

sixty-seven killed, and one hundred and thirteen wounded, and leaving some of

its dead on the enemy s intrenchments. Lieutenants William D. Williams, and

S. Hamilton Gorman, were mortally, and Leonard F. Brahm, severely wounded.

For its unflinching bravery, it was warmly commended by its brigade com
mander. For ten days it remained upon the front line, heavy skirmishing being

constantly kept up. It then moved with the corps, and crossing the James,
assaulted the enemy s works on the 16th, repeating the assault on the two

following days, and losing in each very heavily. On the 22d the assault was

renewed, and the brigade, after having charged and gained a position close

upon the fortifications, was out-flanked, and a large number were taken

prisoners. In this engagement, the regiment lost fifty-two in killed and

wounded, and one hundred and fifteen taken prisoners. Captains Evans,

Haines, Huff, and M Keage, and Lieutenants Eahn, Stover, Bryan, and Adju
tant Muffly, were among the prisoners. Out of five hundred men who stood

in the ranks on the banks of the Tolopotomy, on the 29th of May, three

hundred and fifty, including twelve officers, had been either killed, wounded,
or taken prisoners, in a j)eriod of twenty-five days a loss unprecedented.

Of the number taken prisoners on the 22d, sixty-seven died at Andersonville,

and a number at Salisbury and Florence. The greater part of the wounded

prisoners died at Petersburg.

Kear the close of July, the handful which remained, joined in an expedi.

tion to Deep Bottom, where it was engaged in skirmishing for a day, returning

on the 29th. On the 16th of August, the command again crossed the James,
and in the neighborhood of Deep Bottom, after skirmishing during the entire

forenoon, made a determined assault, in which it lost, out of ninety-seven
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engaged, twenty-seven in killed and wounded. Returning to the Petersburg

front, the corps, with but little delay, moved out upon the TVeldon Railroad,

and commenced its destruction. On the afternoon of the 25th, the enemy
attacked with terrible earnestness, but was three times repulsed, with fearful

slaughter. In a fourth assault, which he delivered with fresh troops, and in

overpowering numbers, the little brigade was overborne, and compelled to fall

back. Lieutenant Colonel Kleckner, in command, while at the head of his

regiment, cheering on his men, was severely wounded. On the same night,

the fragment that remained marched back to Petersburg, and was placed in

the trenches, where it was employed in fatigue duty, until near the close of

October. In the meantime, three new companies, recruited for one years ser

vice, were added to the regiment, completing its full number. On the 25th

of October, the regiment marched with the corps to Hatcher s Run, where,

on the 27th, it was hotly engaged, the corps being outflanked and roughly
handled. The regiment lost fifteen in killed and wounded. After the

battle, it returned and was placed in the trenches between forts Ilaskell and

Steadman. It was here subjected to constant duty, in close proximity to the

enemy s-lines, where it lost a number in killed and wounded, from the unerring

fire of his sharp-shooters, Captain Joseph S, Jenkins being instantly killed.

In December, the regiment moved to the left flank of the army, and here it

was joined on the 1st of January, 1865, by Colonel John H. Stover, who had

been commissioned at its organization, and now assumed command. Colonel

Stover had previously served as Captain in the Tenth, and Major of the One
Hundred and Sixth. On the 5th of February, he led his command to Hatcher s

Run, where, on that and on the following day, it was warmly engaged. It

encamped on the field, and remained there during the winter, the lines being
extended to that point. On the 28th of March it broke camp, and on the 1st

of April, took position in line of battle in front of the enemy. On the 2d, in

common with nearly the entire army, it moved to the assault, breaking the

enemy s lines, and capturing his works with but small loss. It then moved
with the corps in pursuit, and skirmished as it went, until it reached Appo-
mattox Court House, where the rebel army surrendered. It then marched

back to the neighborhood of Washington, and participated in the grand review

of the armies. On the 2d of June, the three companies last added to the com

mand, were mustered out, and the remaining seven, which formed the original

regiment, on the 14th of July.
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ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-FIFTH,
TWENTY-SECOND CAVALRY.

rr&amp;gt;HE Twenty-second Cavalry was formed by the consolidation of a battalion

JL known as the Einggold Cavalry, with a battalion re-organized from a force

of five companies, which had been called out for a period of six months, upon
the occasion of the rebel advance into Pennsylvania, in the summer of 1863.

Two companies of the Einggold Cavalry, A and G, of the new regiment, were

recruited in the summer of 1861, in Washington county 5
four other companies,

B, C, E and F, also from Washington county, in the summer of 1862
5
and one

company. D, from the same county, in the spring of 18G3. These companies

had gone into service, as fast as recruited, in West Yirginia, and had acted

independently, those first entering, taking part in the battle of Eich Mountain,

in July, 1861, in which the rebels, under command of General Lee, were

defeated and driven with severe losses, and in October, at Greeubrier and

Eomney. On the 7th of January, 1862, these companies were engaged at

Blue s Gap, east of Eomney, where the enemy was defeated with a loss of

fifteen killed, two jneces of artillery, wagons, tents, and twenty prisoners ;
on

the 14th of February, at Bloomery Gap; on the 19th of March, at Strasburg;
on the 22d, at Winchester, in which General Shields defeated the rebel General

Stonewall Jackson, inflicting severe loss
;
on the 15th of April, at Columbia

Furnace; on the 17th and 18th, at Two Churches, and at Eood s Hill; on the 15th

of August, at Korth Eiver Mills, and at Dashu s Mills on the 9th of November.

During the winter and spring of 1863, they were actively employed in guard
and scout duty, in which they rendered most efficient service. When the rebel

army advanced in force into Pennsylvania, towards the close of June, many
of the Union troops in West Virginia were summoned to the assistance of the

Army of the Potomac, in expelling the invader, and these companies hastened

forward, arriving near Williamsport, on the 8th of July, where they met some

forces of the enemy, and on the following day, at Fairview. The rebel army

escaped on the night of the 14th, but was closely followed, and on the 17th

the cavalry came up with him at Martinsburg, and skirmished with his rear

guard at White Hall, on the 22d. The spring campaign of 1864, in West

Yirginia, opened early, and on the 3d of January, the enemy was met at

Petersburg, where the battalion was engaged, and in the beginning of Febru

ary, at Lexington and Moorefield.

The Six Months Battalion, which formed the nucleus of the new regiment,

w^as recruited in June, 1863, and was employed unde* command of Major

Morrow, in guarding the fords of the Susqueharina, above and below Harris-

burg, and in picketing the roads leading into the Cumberland Valley. After
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the defeat of the rebel army at Gettysburg, it was pushed up tho valley in

pursuit, and until the close of its term of service, was engaged with the

cavalry in holding the Sheuandoah Valley. Upon its muster-out in February,

1864, in compliance with an order from the War Department, the battalion was

re-organized at a camp of rendezvous near Chambersburg, and was recruited

for a term of three years. On the 22d, the Einggold Battalion was united with

these re-organized companies, and a regimental organization was effected, with

the following field officers: Jacob Higgins, Colonel
;
A. J. Greenfield, Lieuten

ant Colonel; George T. Work, Elias S. Troxell, and Henry A. Myers, Majors.
On the 1st of March, the battalion at Chambersburg, under command of

Major Troxell, proceeded to Martinsburg, where it joined the forces of General

Sigel, and proceeded thence, by his order, to Cumberland, where the Einggold
Battalion was stationed, and where a union of the two was effected. The-

regiment remained in camp of instruction here, until April, when that portion
of it not mounted, amounting to about seven hundred men, proceeded, under

command of Lieutenant Colonel Greenfield, to a general camp of rendezvous

for cavalry, in Pleasant Valley, Maryland, where it received horses and equip

ments, and where it remained until the middle of May, the men receiving, in

the meantime, a thorough course of drill and discipline. From Pleasant

Valley it moved to Camp Stoueman, near Washington, where its instruction

was continued. About the middle of June, it was ordered to Martinsburg,

where, upon its arrival, it was temporarily armed with muskets, and under
command of Major Troxell, was assigned to the infantry brigade, commanded

by Colonel Mulligan, who soon after led his forces to Leetown, to meet the

threatened advance of the rebel General Early. On the morning of the 3d of

July, the brigade was furiously attacked by a largely superior force. With

the most determined bravery, Mulligan s little band stood its ground, and for

eight hours held the enemy at bay, keeping open the way of retreat for Sigel,
at Martinsburg, and thereby assuring the safety of the army and its material.

The detachment, though fighting as infantry, in which it was little schooled,
showed such spirit and determination, that Colonel Mulligan placed it at the

fore front, where it repelled repeated assaults of the enemy. On the 6th and
7th it was engaged in a series of skirmishes on Maryland Heights, and for

some days afterwards was on the march with the troops, then retiring before

a superior force of the enemy under Early, advancing towards Maryland, with

the design of effecting the capture of the National Capital. On the 15th it

again crossed the Potomac, and moved through London county to Snicker s

Gap, having, on the 17th, a sharp engagement at Snicker s Ferry. It then

advanced to Winchester, but on the 22d, was ordered back to the camp at

Pleasant Valley, for the purpose of being mounted and thoroughly equipped as

cavalry. On the 8th of August it left camp, and joining the force of General

Torbert, led the advance of General Sheridan, who had just then been put in

command of the entire army in the Shenandoah Valley. On the 9th, it came

up with and joined in the attack of the rebel rear-guard, capturing ten men
and fifteen horses. On the 20th, under command of Colonel Lowell, it covered
the retreat of General Sheridan from Cedar Creek. On the 21st, under com
mand of Lieutenant Colonel Greenfield, it took part in an engagement at

Kernstowu, where it displayed great steadiness and gallantry, repelling re

peated assaults of a largely superior force. On the three following days it

was warmly engaged at Opequan and Berryville, and on the 25th at Charles-
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town, stistainiDg considerable loss, Captain Thomas D. French and Lieuten

ant F. B. Smith, being among the wounded. On the 2Gth, under a severe

artillery fire, it participated in an attack upon the enemy s position, charging

his lines, and capturing a number of prisoners. Major Myers was severely

wounded in this engagement. Soon afterwards the detachment was ordered

to Hagerstown, where it was united with the detachment which had been left

at Cumberland, in the April preceding. The latter, at this time under com.

mand of Major Work, had been in constant and active service during the

entire summer, taking part in the campaign of General Hunter against

Lynchburg, and serving in the brigade commanded by Colonel Higgins, under

Sigel and Crook, with whom it was actively engaged in the battles of Kew

Market, and Kernstown, on the 25th of July. It subsequently joined the

division of General Averell, and with him made a forced march in pursuit of

M Causland, after the burning of Chambersburg, coining up with him at

Moorefield, where a decisive battle was fought, and the rebel leader was put
to rout, losing many men, and all his gnus. In this engagement, Major Work
was sent with his command to flank the enemy and attack his rear, which was

accomplished with the most gratifying success. After the union of the two

commands at Hagerstown, the entire regiment, under command of Lieutenant

Colonel Greenfield, advanced under General Averell to Martiusburg. On the

3 1st of August the division was attacked, and after a severe engagement, was

driven towards Falling Waters. On the 2d of September it again advanced

to Darkesville, and boldly attacked, capturing the enemy s wagon train. On
the 3d, at Bunker Hill, and on the 4th, at Stephenson s Depot, it was engaged
with largely superior forces of infantry and cavalry, and on the 7th, charged
the enemy at Darkesville, driving him in confusion. On the 12th, it was again

engaged in an action at Bunker Hill, and on the 15th, in one at Bucklestown,
in each of which the regiment bore itself gallantly.

Sheridan was now ready to move upon Early with all his forces, and on

the 18th, the regiment charged the enemy at Martinsburg, checking him in

the town, and early on the following morning, pursued his retreating forces

towards Winchester. Captain John H. Boring, and Lieutenant Felix Boyle
were wounded in this engagement. On this day, Sheridan attacked at the

Opequan, and at evening, the Twenty-second, led by Major Troxell, joined in

the cavalry charge which finally routed the rebel army, and sent him in flight

and confusion through Winchester, the regiment capturing a battery and

eighty men. Captain William F. Speer was among the wounded. Following
the retreating enemy, it came up with him at Fisher s Hill, where it participated
in the fierce fighting which again routed the enemy, Lieutenant George Gass

being wounded, and on the 20th, pushed the advantage by attacking at Mount
Yernon Forge. On the 27th, the division was surprised while in camp, by a

superior force of the enemy. The Twenty-second rallied, under a severe fire,

and delivered a most determined charge, driving the enemy back in disorder,and
held the ground in face of an overwhelming force, thereby saving the entire

division train. Its loss was very severe. Major Work, and Adjutant Joseph G.

Isenberg, were among the severely wounded, and Lieutenant C. L. Mercereau,
and Surgeon S. M. Finley were taken prisoners. The regiment was commanded
here by Major Troxell, Lieutenant Colonel Greenfield being in command of

the brigade, the latter displaying both courage and ability in the disposition
of his troops. At Cedar Creek, on the 19th of October, it was again fiercely
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engaged, losing a number in killed and wounded, Captain Martin Kulm being

of the latter.

A few days after the battle, the regiment was sent in charge of a train

bearing the wounded to Martinsburg, where, after its arrival, it went into

camp, and remained until the 20th of December. It was then ordered to

New Creek, and daring the winter, was engaged in active duty in the

the counties of Hardy, Hampshire, and Pendleton, operating against roving

bands of the enemy, which infested the mountains of that region, capturing

and driving them awaj ,
and completely freeing the country from their presence.

To accomplish this, the command was kept almost constantly in the saddle,

and was exposed to great hardships and privations, in moving over mountain

roads covered with ice and snow and swept by wintry blasts.

In April, 18G5, nearly one-half of the men were mustered out of service,

their term having expired. The remainder, under command of Lieutenant

Colonel Greenfield, continued in service until near the close of June, when it

was consolidated with a portion of the Eighteenth Eegiment, torming the

Third Provisional Cavalry The new command was distributed at various

points through West Virginia, and contributed largely to the restoration and

maintalnance of civil order. It was was finally mustered out of service at

Cumberland, Maryland, on the 31st of October.

ONE HUNDREDAND EIGHTY-SEVENTH
REGIMENT.

A body of troops known as the First Battalion, which had been organized

just previous to the invasion of the State, in July, 1863, for six months

service, and which had performed guard and provost duty at various points in

the State, was, upon the expiration of its term, re-organized and recruited as a

part of this regiment. Four new companies were added to it, and the regimental

organization was completed in March, 1864, at Camp Curtin, with the follow

ing field officers : Joseph F. Ramsey, Lieutenant Colonel, and George W. Mer-

rick, Major. While here, it performed camp and provost duty, and was regu

larly drilled. Soon after its organization, it was assigned, by companies, to

duty at military posts in the State. On the 18th of May, an order was re

ceived from the War Department for the various detachments to assemble at

Harrisburg, preparatory to joining the Army of the Potomac. Leaving Ilar-

risburg on the 19th, it proceeded to Washington, and went into camp at Ar

lington Heights, where its equipment, which had been defective, was made

complete. On the 26th it started for the front, proceeding by transport to Port

Royal, and thence marched by Bowling Green, capturing two of the enemy s

scouts on the way, pausing at the Matapony to build a bridge, and reaching the

battle-beaten ranks of the army during the progress of the fierce fighting at

Cold Harbor. It was assigned to the First Brigade, First Division, of the

Fifth Corps, commanded respectively by General J. L. Chamberlain, General

Charles Griffin, and General G. K. Warren.

For a few days subsequent to the battle of Cold Harbor, the regiment was

engaged in picketing and entrenching, and in the various changes of position

of the corps. At two A. M., on the morning of the 7th, the corps moved to

the extreme left of the army, and threw up intrenchments on the north bank
of the Chickahominy, the enemy keeping up a continuous fire upon it as it

passed. For several days the corps remained in position, covering the army
in its passage of the Peninsula. On the 16th it crossed the James, and made
a forced march to the position which the army had taken up before Petersburg,

arriving at midnight, and during the fighting of the 17th, supported the Ninth

Corps. Heavy firing was kept up during the night, the troops sleeping upon
their arms. On the morning of the 18th, the corps moved by the left flank,
the enemy shelling it as it went, and crossing the Petersburg and Norfolk
Railroad fell with impetuosity upon the enemy s right, while the Second Corps
engaged him in front, and drove him back with heavy loss to his inner works,
compelling him to abandon the line of railway. The lines were then re-formed,
the enemy at the same time opening a galling fire, and at three P. M., the
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Second and Fifth corps moved to the assault of his last line. His pickets in

front of the Fifth were driven, and pressed to a ravine not more than fifty

yards from his works, when he opened a murderous artillery fire on tbe front

and left flank of the corps, compelling it to fall back with heavy loss. The
One Hundred and Eighty-seventh, led by Major George W. Merrick, lost in

the engagement more than a tenth of its numbers in killed and wounded,

holding its place in the most gallant manner, and winning, by its good con

duct, the special commendation of General Chamberlain, who, himself, re

ceived a dangerous wound. Major Merrick, and Lieutenant Jonathan .T.

Jessup, each lost a leg while leading their men in the charge. At five in the

evening, the enemy made a desperate counter-charge, but was repulsed with

great slaughter. The work of intrenching was immediately commenced, and

pushed until the 20th, when the corps moved to a position on the Jerusalem

Plank Road, to the right of the Second Corps, where it was again set to

intrenching, and day and night the work was pushed, a hot picket and artillery

fire being constantly kept up between the two lines. On the 4th of July, a

salute of two hundred guns was fired from the Union side, which was answered

in full chorus by the enemy, the bands on both sides playing patriotic airs.

On the 9th, in response to orders to strengthen the lines, several strong forts

were commenced. The largest of these, standing on a commanding ground,
was made to mount sixteen guns, and was christened Fort Sedgwick, but has

since been popularly known as Fort Hell.

Early on the morning of the 18th of August, the Fifth Corps moved south

upon the Jerusalem Road, about five miles, when, facing westward, it moved
in the direction of the Weldon Railroad. After advancing half a mile, the

skirmishers struck the enemy s out-posts, when the Union line of battle moved

up to their support, and Griffin s Division advanced to the railroad, striking it

at Yellow House. In the meantime, the remaining three divisions were drawn

up in line for its protection, and just as they had commenced the work of

throwing up breast-works, the enemy, under A. P. Hill, wrho had come out

from Petersburg, arrived in the front, and at once attacked. For some time

the battle raged furiously on both sides, each sustaining heavy losses. Finally,
Griffin s Corps was withdrawn from its destruction of the railroad, and placed
in support of the corps line, when a charge was delivered by the entire force,

driving the enemy back. He, however, rallied, and made a counter-charge,
but suffered a disastrous defeat. All night long intrenching was vigor

ously pushed, the pickets keeping up a sharp fire. The battle was renewed in

the morning, and raged furiously until noon, when the enemy, having suffered

severely, withdrew to Lis works. On the 20th, the position of the corps was

changed, and its ground strongly fortified. The One Hundred and Eighty-
Seventh was actively employed upon this work, until the 22d of September,
when it was ordered from the front, and proceeded for duty to Philadelphia.

Lieutenant Colonel Ramsey had retired from the service in the previous Au
gust, and Major Merrick having been disabled by his wounds from further field

service, the line officers joined in a petition to the Governor of the Common
wealth for the appointment of Captain John E. Parsons, who was then serving

as Assistant Adjutant General of the brigade, to the command. He was ac

cordingly commissioned. Upon its arrival in the city, it was placed in Camp
Cadwalader, and was employed in garrison and escort duty. Opportunity was

here given for thorough drill, which was studiously practiced. At the funeral
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obsequies of President Lincoln, it was assigned to the head of the procession,

on its way from the Baltimore Depot to Independence Hall, and was left as

guard of honor while the remains lay in state. With the First City Troop, it

was detailed to escort the remains from Independence Hall to the JSTew York

Depot, as they were borne away. On the llth of May, it was detached by

companies for guard and provost duty in various parts of the State. Early in

August, the war being now over, the companies rendezvoused at Harrisburg,

where, on the 3d, the command was mustered out of service.

ONE HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-EIGHTH

REGIMENT.

THE
Third Artillery, One Hundred and Fifty-second of the lino, was organ

ized for garrison duty at Fortress Monroe. Numerous recruits were

sent to it from time to time, after entering the service, and as it sus

tained few losses, its ranks were not only kept full, but a large number

of unassigued men accumulated. The number of surplus men had become

so great by the first of April, 18G4, that an order was issued from the War

Department, directing a call to be made for volunteers from this regiment, to

form a new infantry regiment. In response to the call, over six hundred men

volunteered, and in less than two weeks, a new regiment, afterwards known
as the One Hundred and Eighty-eighth, was organized, with nearly nine

hundred men. The following field officers wTere appointed, promoted from

captains of companies in the Third : George K. Bowen, Lieutenant Colonel
;

Francis H. Eeichard, Major. A large proportion of the .men had served in

other organizations before entering the Third, over three hundred having been

in the Reserve Corps. The organization, arming, and equipping of the new

regiment had scarcely been completed, when it was ordered to the field. On
the morning of April 25th, it took up the line of march from Camp Hamilton,
a mile and a half from the Fortress, where the organization had been made,
for Yorktown. Upon its arrival, it was assigned to the Third Brigade, First

Division, of the Eighteenth Corps, where it was associated with the Second

Connecticut, Fourth New Hampshire, and Fifty-eighth Pennsylvania regiments.
On the 4th of May, the Eighteenth Corps moved by transports to Bermuda

Hundred, above City Point, on the James. Skirmishing commenced soon after

the debarkation, which continued for a full week before the advance reached

Fort Darling, at Drury s Bluff, a strong wwk upon a commanding position.

At Proctor s Creek, on the 10th, the command was warmly engaged, losing
two killed, and on the 13th and 14th, again sustained some loss. Major

Eeichard, who was in command of the skirmish line of the brigade, had
succeeded in driving the enemy out of a small redoubt, within eight hundred

yards of the fort, and had posted some of his men behind some log huts, where

they picked off the enemy s gunners. During Sunday, comparative quiet

prevailed, the men busying themselves in throwing up breast-works. On the

morning of Monday the 16th, the enemy having massed his forces and prepared
them for action, under cover of a dense fog, which hung like an impenetrable
curtain on every hand, made an unexpected and most determined assault.
The firing was of necessity much at random, but the struggle was maintained
with unflinching valor, and positions were taken and re-taken at the point of
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the bayonet. The enemy bore heavily upon the right of the line, and Heckman s

Brigade, which held this ground, was driven in. The Third Brigade was

moved to its support, and in the midst of the movement, the right wing of the

regiment, consisting of six companies, under command of Colonel Bowen?

by order of Captain Eeed, of General Brooks staff, was separated from the

left, and took position to the right, and considerably in advance of the rest of

the brigade. Soon after taking position, Captain Eeed rode forward and

informed Colonel Bowen that the position was an important one, and must be

held to the last extremity. Other aids came, and finally General Brooks

himself, to encourage the men, and to magnify the importance of the position.

Finally, Captain Eeed called for volunteers to go forward a few hundred yards
to bring off a Union battery which had been abandoned. The battalion re

sponded in a body, and soon had possession of the battery, but found it so

disabled, that they were unable to remove it. Discovering this movement,
the enemy opened a heavy and a most murderous fire upon the command,

compelling it to fall back to its first position. By this fire, Captain Hiram E.

Shinkle was mortally wounded, and fell into the enemy s hands, dying while

a prisoner at Eichmond. As the command executed this retrograde move

ment, the portion of the Union Mae, which was posted in its rear, unfortunately

mistook it for a charge of the enemy, and opened fire upon it, delivering two

volleys before the mistake was discovered. The division was finally driven

back, and took position behind its works at Bermuda Hundred. The loss in this

unfortunate engagement, was eleven killed and sixty wounded. The command
was immediately put to fortifying, and for a period of two weeks, it was kept

busy in strengthening and improving the works.

2s&quot;ear the close of May, the Eighteenth Corps, under command of General

Baldy Smith, was ordered to reinforce the army of the Potomac, and on the

evening of the 1st of June, came up to the Sixth Corps near Cold Harbor,

taking position on its right. Scarcely had the newly arrived forces got into

position, when the word to advance was quietly passed along the lines, and a

simultaneous and most desperate charge, by the entire Union force in position,

was made on the enemy s strong lines of well abatised earth-works and forts.

These proved to be well manned, and the storm, of deadly missiles which was

poured upon the advancing troops, caused them to recoil. Three times the lines

were rallied, and returned to the attack, when, just as darkness was setting

jii, the enemy s outer line of works was carried, and though exposed until far

into the night to a desperate artillery fire, was held and fortified, every spade,

pick, tin cup, plate, even to the hands of the men, being brought into requisition.

At a little before dawn, on the morning of the 3d, the troops were again

formed, and two desperate charges were made, but all with no avail. Their

ranks were swept with terrible effect, and they were compelled to desist, after

having displayed unparalleled daring and courage, and left the ground strewn

with their dead and wounded, many of them lying close up under the enemy s

guns. Falling back to their lines, they fell to fortifying and strengthening
their works, and for a period of ten days, artillery was plied with little cessation,
but without material effect. In the two brief struggles on the 1st and 3d, the

One Hundred and Eighty-eighth lost twenty-four killed, and a large number
wounded. Among the killed were Captain Herman C. Moeller, and Lieutenants

\Yilliam Dieterlie, Ernest Schmidt, and Adam W. Mattice, and among the

mortally wounded was Captain Harry E. Breel.
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When further efforts to carry the enemy s works by assault were deemed

fruitless, the Union forces moved out of their trenches, and crossing the

Peninsula and James River, came on the 16th upon the enemy in front of

Petersburg. He was soon driven from a strong line of fortifications, extending

along a bluff which stretches away some miles to the south and east of the

city. After several days of severe fighting, a line was established some

distance in advance of the bluff, where strong lines of intrenchments and

covered ways were built. The Eighteenth Corps was posted on the extreme

right of the line, its right resting on the Appomattox, and fronting the rebel

work known as Fort Clifton. The rebel guns at the fort, and the guns of

batteries placed on the opposite side of the river, were so posted as to easily

command the position occupied by the regiment, which would have been

untenable, had it not been in a measure protected by the Union guns. In this

position the regiment remained nearly two months, and during that time, lost

eighty in killed and wounded, and a much larger number by disease. Lieutenants

Charles Stark, and George B. Sherbon, were among the killed. The latter had

just been promoted, but had not been mustered, when, by a sharp-shooter s

bullet, he was cut down.

On the 5th of July, company F, which, since the 16th of May had been on

detached service at Drury s Bluff, re-joined the regiment with full ranks,

materially adding to its strength. On the 27th of August, the Eighteenth

Corps was relieved by the Tenth Corps, the Eighteenth proceeding to occupy
a position on the Bermuda Front, which the Tenth had vacated. On entering

the works, the troops were saluted with a fierce fire from the enemy s guns j

but this was soon silenced, and they remained in comparative quiet and security

to near the close of September. On the night of the 28th, the entire corps was

relieved, and moving silently, crossed the James on a muffled pontoon bridge,

at Aikeu s Landing, and just at day-break, commenced a cautious advance

upon the enemy. His pickets were soon encountered and driven, and pushing
on at quick time, through a thick wood with tangled undergrowth, the troops

at length emerged upon open ground in front of the rebel works, but a

few hundred yards away. Fort Harrison, strongly built and bristling with

cannon, was in their immediate front, and before the garrison was hardly

aroused, the order to charge at double-quick was given. A long stretch of

open ground was passed at a run, and though the enemy brought all his guns
and his small arms to bear, he failed to get the range of the advancing troops,

firing for the most part too high. At a point within fifty yards of the fort was
a slight ravine, which stretched along in its front, capable of affording some

protection, and here the line was re-formed, and the men took breath. They
were now under a desperate fire, and to go forward was sure to entail heavy

slaughter 5
but pausing only for a moment, the word was again given to charge,

and without flinching, as one man the line sprang forward. A terrible volley

swept it, and many brave men fell. For an instant it seemed to waver
;
but

only for an instant, and recovering, it dashed on, and the works were

carried. Fortunately, the men of the One Hundred and Eighty-eighth were
well schooled in the use of the Fortress guns, and instantly turned the guns
of the fort upon the foe. The victory was complete. The rebel stronghold,
with all its guns, small arms, and many prisoners, was taken. General Ord,
in command of the corps, and General Stannard, in command of the division,
were wounded, and General Burnham was killed. The First Division was
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soon rallied, and advanced upon Fort Gilmer, to the left, under cover of rebel

gunboats on the James, and batteries posted along its banks; but it was

repulsed, and suffered grievous slaughter in returning to the fort, Lieutenant

George M Neil receiving a mortal &quot;wound when close upon the rebel works.

At night-fall, the troops were put to work in preparing the fort for effective

defense, and at dawn it had been reversed and presented a new face. This labor

was completed not a moment too soon, for during the night the rebels had been

reinforced, and daylight showed them preparing for an assault. They were soon

discovered in motion. On they came in solid column ; but not a shot was fired

from the fort until they had come within a few yards, when, just as they were

commencing to utter that unearthly screech, so familiar to Union ears, the

signal was given, and such a volley was poured into their ranks as caused

them to recoil, and retire in utter confusion, leaving the ground covered with

their dead, and their fallen colors. Ee-formiug, again they advanced, but

again were they stricken, and sent staggering back. In desperation, their

officers flew to the front, and a third time led them on
;
but all to no purpose.

They fell like grain before the sickle of the reaper, and they were finally

compelled to yield the ground, and give up the contest. Many of their men
were swept in as prisoners, and twenty stands of colors taken.

Though foiled in their main purpose, they succeeded in throwing a body of

sharp-shooters upon the right of the Union line, in such a position as to

enfilade the brigade line, which began to suffer severely, the traverses of the

works having been only partially completed. Captain Henry B. Dickson, who

had led the regiment in alt this fierce fighting, a gallant officer, was instantly

killed by the missile of a sharp-shooter, from this enfilading fire. The slaughter

in the regiment was very great, the killed amounting to nearly sixty, and the

wounded to upwards of a hundred. Lieutenant John Carson was also among
the killed.

Tot long afterwards, important changes were made in the strength and

organization of the corps, and its designation was changed to that of the

Twenty-fourth, the brigade to which the One Hundred and Eighty-eighth

belonged, being changed to the Third, of the Third Division. Recruits, to the

number of four hundred, were sent to the regiment while here. They had

been recruited for the Third Artillery, but as that regiment was full, were

sent to this. As the cold weather approached, the Brigade, which had been

posted some distance to the rear of the fort, as a reserve, erected permanent

winter-quarters, the various regiments vicing with each other in the plan and

finish of their soldier villages.

The monotony of camp life, which was little disturbed during the winter,

was broken on the 4th of March, 1865. On that day the brigade moved, under

Colonel Eoberts, to Deep Bottom, and thence proceeded by transports, down

the James and up the Rappahannock to Frederieksburg, landing at various

points on the way, and effecting immense destruction of stores and property

collected for the use of the rebel army. At Frederieksburg, a large quantity

of tobacco, ready to be shipped to the rebel capital and depots of supplies,

were committed to the flames. Upon its return, the brigade touched at Fortress

Monroe, from which point it conveyed supplies to White House, destined for

Sheridan, who was coming in from the Shenandoah Yalley, having effected the

destruction, on his way, of the James Biver Canal, and the railroads centring

at Richmond.
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Early on the morning of the 3d of April, there was an unusual stir in the

camps iiboufc Fort Harrison, and rumors of strange movements of the enemy
in front were circulating. The division, which was now commanded by Colonel

Deveus, was hastily formed, and, advancing, found the rebel lines deserted.

A rapid inarch towards Richmond was commenced, and on coming in sight of

the city, it was discovered to be on fire, and the wildest confusion prevailing,

the explosion of shells and of whole magazines of ammunition, multiplying

the terrors of the burning city. A part of the division was hurried away to

assist in checking the ilames, which were finally subdued, and comparative

quiet was restored. The brigade was soon after settled in camp, in Manchester,
a village on the opposite side of the James to Richmond. On the 28th of

June, the members of the One Hundred and Ninety-ninth, whose term, of

service had not expired, were consolidated with those of the One Hundred and

Eighty-eighth, with James C. Briscoe, of the former, as Colonel, and S. Irvin

Givin, of the latter, as Lieutenant Colonel, and the new regiment was or

dered to Lyuchburg. Soon after arriving there, Colonel Briscoe was promoted
to Brigadier General, and placed in command of the post, leaving the regiment
in command of Lieutenant Colonel Given, who retained it until the final

muster out. Five of the companies were sent out into as many different

counties surrounding the post, for guard and provost duty, and the remain

ing live were sent to Danville, where they were also distributed for similar

duty. Thus separated, the companies served until the 14th of December,
when they were ordered to assemble at City Point, where they were mustered

out of service.

ONE HUNDRED AND NINETIETH AND

NINETY-FIRST REGIMENTS*

UPON
the muster out of service of the regiments composing the Reserve

Corps, a large number of veterans and recruits, whose terms had not

expired, still remained. These were collected and organized into two new

regiments, known as the One Hundred and Ninetieth, and One Hundred and

Ninety-first. The first of these was composed of men from the First, Seventh,

Ninth, two companies of the Tenth, Eleventh, Twelfth, and Thirteenth Reserve

regiments, to the command of which the following field officers were appointed :

William R. Hartshome, who had been Major of the Thirteenth, Colonel;

Joseph B. Pattee, a Captain in the Tenth, Lieutenant Colonel ;
John A. Wolfe,

a Captain in the Thirteenth, Major. The second was composed of men from

the Second, Fifth, Sixth, Eighth, and Tenth Reserve regiments, and had the

following field officers : James Carle, a Captain in the Sixth, Colonel
; George

W. M Cracken, a Captain in the Tenth, Lieutenant Colonel; Milton Wcidler,

a Lieutenant in the First, Major. Lieutenant Colonel M Cracken was obliged

to retire from the service, on account of wounds, soon after the organization,

and was never mustered. The last battle in which the Reserve Corps

participated, was that of Bethesda Church, on the 30th of May, 1864, and the

new regiments were organized in the field immediately thereafter. They were

at once pushed up to the front, and during the fierce fighting at Cold Harbor,

were subjected to a severe artillery and musketry fire, answering with good
effect. As soon as a lull in the fighting would permit, these regiments were

organized, and constituted the Third Brigade, Third Division, of the Fifth

Corps, Colonel Hartshome, by reason of seniority, assuming command. He
was soon after granted a furlough, and the command devolved on Colonel

Carle. When the army commenced moving across the Peninsula, the Fifth

Corps was thrown out towards Richmond, to cover the right flank of the

advancing columns. These regiments were posted on the roads leading to

Charles City, on the 13th of June, where they were attacked, and during the

entire day, held at bay a superior force of the enemy. Colonel Pattee, in

command of the One Hundred and Ninetieth, had his horse killed under him,
and a number in both regiments were killed and wounded.

After crossing the James, the command moved rapidly towards Petersburg,

* The One Hundred and Eighty-ninth Regiment was organized from surplus men of the

One Hundred and Twelfth, on the 18th of April, 1864, and participated in the Wilderness

campaign, and in the operations before Petersburg, until the 5th of September, when what
was left of it was returned to the old regiment from which it was taken. The records of the

men will accordingly be found in the rolls of that regiment.
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arriving in front of the enemy on the 17th, and taking position after night-fall,

in a slight ravine to the left of the position occupied by the Ninth Corps. A
thin curtain of trees, on the bank in front, skirted a narrow open field, which

sloped up to a sandy ridge, where was a body of timber, along the farther edge

of which were the enemy s breast-works. The Ninth Corps had taken and

were holding a portion of them. This brigade was ordered to drive out the

enemy in its front, and hold the part connecting with that occupied by the

Ninth Corps. Colonel Carle, accordingly, formed his line, and commenced

cautiously to advance. It was hardly in motion before the enemy made an

assault upon the troops of the Ninth Corps, driving them back; but coming

upon this brigade, was checked, and in turn driven, some prisoners captured

from the Ninth Corps being re-taken, and an entire rebel regiment, the Thirty-

ninth North Carolina, was captured. On reaching the crest of the sandy ridge,

the command dropped upon the ground, and while one-half kept up a vigorous

fire, the other half began to scoop up the sand, and build breast-works. Though

vigorously assailed by infantry and artillery, the ground was held, until regu-

relieved. The loss was considerable. Lieutenant Eobert G. Christuot, of the

One Hundred and Ninetieth, was killed, and Lieutenant Colonel Pattee, in com
mand of the same regiment, and Major Wolfe, who succeeded him, and Lieuten

ants Edward Greenfield and Daniel Blett, were severely wounded, the two latter

mortally.

Until the morning of the 23d, the brigade was kept on active duty, losing

daily in killed and wounded. It was then relieved, and after a day s rest,

moved to the left, into pits vacated by the Second Corps. On the way to this

position, the column was exposed to a sharp fire from the enemy s artillery

and sharp-shooters, throwing it into some confusion, and occasioning some loss.

During the 24th and 25th, sharp-shooting was incessant, after which a truce

was entered into upon the picket line, which secured immunity from peril. At
the opening of July, the brigade was ordered back, and commenced the

construction of Fort Warren, and two weeks later to a position where was

subsequently located Fort Crawford. On the 18th of August, the Fifth

Corps moved upon the Weldon Eailroad, capturing and destroying a portion,

near the Yellow House. Colonel Hartshorne, who had just previously returned

to duty, was in command of the brigade, which was early ordered upon the

skirmish line. It continued to advance, over heavily timbered ground, driving
back the enemy until it came in front of his breast-works, where a line was

established and fortified. This advanced position was held, without supports,
and with no connecting force on its flanks, until four o clock on the afternoon

of the 19th, when it suddenly found itself completely surrounded, and was
forced to surrender. The captives were hurried away to rebel prisons atKich-

inond, Salisbury, and Danville, and were kept in confinement until near the time

of Lee s surrender. Lieutenant Henry L. Stock was among the killed in the

operations of the 19th. A small detachment had been ordered to the rear for

provisions and ammunition, which escaped capture, and this, together with

men returning from furlough, and from detached duty, was organized under
command of Lieutenant Colonel Pattee, who soon after returned from an
absence occasioned by his wounds, and was transferred to the Second Division,
commanded by General Ayers, participating with that division in the remaining
hostile operations of the year 1864.

On the morning of March 29th, 1865, Colonel Pattee with his own, and a

battalion of the One Hundred and Fifty-seventh, moved with the corps across

Hatcher s linn, and on the following day, passing Gravelly Run, advanced as

skirmishers, and threw up rifle-pits. Towards evening the enemy attacked,
but were easily repulsed by the rapid fire from the Spencer Eepeaters, with

which the command was armed. On the morning of March 31st, the enemy,

by a flank movement, drove a part of the corps back across Gravelly Run.

Pattee s command was upon the skirmish line, and held its ground to the last,

but was finally forced back, losing a number in prisoners. After re-crossing

the run, the corps moved further to the left, and coming in upon the enemy s

flank, re-gained the ground lost in the morning. During the night, it marched
to the relief of Sheridan, at Five Forks, arriving within supporting distance

at daylight on the morning of April 1st. Here the command was allowed some

rest, of which it was sorely in need. At noon it was ordered forward, and

came into line on the extreme left, resting on the rebel line of works. As

usual, it was thrown upon the skirmish line, and bravely advancing, a hundred

yards in front of the line of battle, led the way in that grand left wheel around

the rebel rear, which crushed his entire force at one blow. When the last

charge was made, the skirmishers awaited the coming up of the main Union

line, when, joining in, they advanced with the column and shared in the

glorious triumph, bearing away guns and small arms, and crowds of captive

officers and men. From the 2d to the 9th, the pursuit was pushed, the

skirmishers hanging upon the flank and rear of the rebel army. On the

morning of the 9tb, after having crossed the Lyuchburg Railroad, Colonel

Pattee was summoned to the front with his command, by General Avers, and

ordered to deploy to cover the front of his division, and push forward to the

assistance of the cavalry.

The glad hour, for

which we had been battling for four long years, had come.&quot; Returning after

the surrender, to the neighborhood of Washington, the two regiments went

into camp, where, on the 28th of June, they were mustered out of service.

TSOTE. The greater portion of the rank and file of these two regiments were captured
before they had been three months in these organization, and consequently passed a much

longer period in imprisonment, than in the field, not being released until the close of the

war. It is but just, therefore, that some record should be made of the service of these brave

men, while waiting, and starving, and dying in the miserable prison-pens where they were

incarcerated ;
for they no less served their country, than those who stood at the front and

faced the deadly missiles of the foe. From the 19th of August until the beginning of October,

they were confined on Belle Island, near Richmond. They were then taken to Salisbury,
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North Carolina, where they remained until death, or the advancing columns of Grant and

Sherman compelled their release. Frank King, Sergeant Major of the One Hundred and

Ninetieth Regiment, who was a prisoner through the entire term, and was among the last to

be released, kept a record of his prison life, from which he has prepared a manuscript

volume, of which I have been kindly permitted by the author to make the following extracts :

DESCRIPTION OF SALISBURY PRISON. With the dawn of day, I was able to take a

survey of the premises, which, as near as I can calculate, contained eight acres, and was

surrounded by a tight board fence, eight feet high. The sentinels walked on elevated

platforms outside the fence, but were not furnished with sentry-boxes like other prisons.

The inside space was not square, being much wider on the north end than on the south. At

the northern corners, spaces were left open in the fence, at each of which was a piece of

artillery, as a defense in case of an uprising or rebellion among the prisoners. At the south

end was a large gate, wide enough for the ingress or egress of wagons, which were loaded

either with wood or water to come in, or dead &quot; Yanks&quot; to go out. On the west side was a

small door, the same one by which our entrance was made, and through which all new
comers came. On the east, nothing but the bare fence, crowned with the rusty firelocks, and

the no less rusty wearers of the &quot;

Butternut,&quot; was visible. So much for the boundaries now
for the internal arrangements. The small door on the western side, opened into what was
termed the &quot;

grove,&quot; or &quot;

square,&quot; & large space, thinly sprinkled with big trees, (oak.) and

surrounded on the four sides with buildings and fence. Starting from the fence, on the north

was a brick building, unused, but afterwards turned into a little bakery, a space, and then a

row of brick buildings, three in number, with about two rods intervening between, each,

the first being used as barracks for sergeants of squads, and the other two as hospitals. On
the east side were three more brick buildings, the counterpart of the others ;

the first two

being barracks, (afterwards hospitals,) and the last the &quot; dead house.&quot; The south side was
formed by a one-story wooden building, which was the main, or (as familiarly known,) No.

1, hospital ; then a three-story brick building, which was a barrack for the citizen prisoners,
the main factory building, tenanted principally by the Yankee deserters, and the big bakery,
from which rations were issued. The fence formed the western side. In the centre of the

grove was a covered well. There was a row of one-story wooden buildings, four in number,
at the northern extremity of the enclosure, which were occupied by the commissioned officers

captured from our army. They were divided from us by a &quot;deadline,&quot; (a small trench,)
and a line of guard posts. All communication between them and us was forbidden. There

was a well near the big gate, one some distance in rear of the buildings east of the &quot;

square.
*

and one behind the Citizens building, which were in use at the time I arrived. Others

were in course of construction, and were finished sometime afterwards. In the well behind

the Citizens building, the dead body of a negro had been thrown, previous to our coming,
and we did not find it out until our frequent applications for water made the well almost dry,
and thereby exposed the body to our gaze. It wras taken up and carried off, but I had no

relish for water from that well again.
UNION DESERTERS. During the first few days, the -deserters&quot; made a practice of

roaming through camp among the new prisoners, taking a survey of us, with intent to

plunder at a favorable opportunity. As we did not know these fellows ourselves, the officers

would point them out to us, when we would drive them back to their quarters, amid a shower

of blows from fists, stones, and clubs, or anything within our reach. The deserter had
sometimes to run the gauntlet of the whole camp, and would reach his quarters, (in the main

building,) bruised and bloody, and beaten almost to jelly. It is unnecessary to say, that we
had not the least particle of sympathy for these wretches, who had deserted from the ranks

of our regiments and gone over to the enemy, for purposes of plunder. The rebels did not

appreciate their services any more than we, which was apparent from the fact of their sharing
the same fare and treatment as other prisoners.

SUFFERING AT NIGHT. The nights being extremely cold, although the days were warm,
a small supply of wood was furnished us. Eight or ten loads were drawn in late in the

afternoon of each day, and as they made their appearance, a great rush would take place

among the prisoners. While some threw the sticks off, others of the same party carried them
to their quarters, so that the stronger were sure of being supplied, while the weaker, or more
timid ones, remained entirely destitute. To remedy this evil, a guard was sent in with each

wagon, but the precaution was of no avail, for in a general rush, a single guard would be

powerless. Another plan was then adopted, which gave to each squad a certain quantity of

wood, and in that way all fared alike. The supply of wood was so small, that the quantity
allowed was not sufficient to keep a fire going more than a few hours. When it was burned
out, we would seek repose on the bare ground, with such covering as we were possessed of,
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It was usual for a party of from four to a dozen to lio together,
&quot;

spoon fashion
;

&quot; that is, on
our sides, all crooked one way. After remaining in one position long enough to get tired,

one of the party would sing out :
&quot; by the right flank,&quot; or

&quot; by the left flank,&quot; when each

man would roll over on his other side. When any one got too cold to lay longer, he would

get relief by walking. I have walked for hours at a time many a night.
RATIONS. A day s rations per man were a half loaf of bread, from two to four ounces of

meat, and a pint of soup. For the bread ration, a pint of flour or corn meal, was sometimes

substituted. When such was the case, we were obliged to prepare it ourselves, which, with

our limited facilities, was no easy task. The methods of disposing of such rations were

various, the most general in use being the making of a cake, baked on a tin plate before the

lire, or in the coals. Some would make a kind of soup, using tho flour for dumplings;
others substituted a paste, and would go in on a meal of &quot;

gruel.&quot; The corn meal made a

pretty fair mush, lacking only the milk. Scarcely anybody had salt, so the cooking had to

be done without that luxury. For my part, I furnished myself with a small bag of salt, (four

ounces when full,) and usually managed to keep a supply on hand. It was a very valuable

bag, and was watched as jealously as a miser watches his hoard. For the meat ration, we
sometimes received a spoonful of sorghum, and, very rarely, a few potatoes; (two or three

ordinary sized ones per man.) The soup was sometimes thick with rice, but was generally
served without the rice. The mode of issuing rations was as follows : When ready, squad
No. 1 was supplied, then squad No. 2, and so on, until all were served provided there was

enough to go around. But if the supply to-day ran out at squad No. 25, to-morrow, squad
No. 26 would commence, the rest following until squad No. 24 had been furnished, or the

rations exhausted. If a squad, or a number of them, were deprived of rations one day,

(and this was often the case.) it was never made up to them the day following; on the

contrary, the food they should have had was so much gained by the Confederacy. It was
such work as this that told so fearfully upon the constitutions of the men. A man can live

a long time on a small ration, provided he gets that ration every day, regularly ; but let

that supply be cut off a day, or two days at a time, and pretty often, and it will begin to tell-

very quickly. I do not remember hearing of any one dying from starvation on Belle Isle ;

for there no rations were lost. I remember that once our squad was deprived of its

ration of bread for sixty-four hours, and then only the usual amount was issued, viz : half

a loaf per man. It was horrible, then, to see with what voracity the pittance Avas disposed
of or, rather, it would have been to a well-fed observer. The meat ration was often delayed

altogether, for days at a time.

CITIZEN PRISONERS. The first week or two at Salisbury, the citizen prisoners were kept

pretty much confined to their building, a guard being stationed in front to prevent too

much intercourse between them and us. At the end of the second week, however, the

guard was taken off, and the citizens allowed to go and come as they pleased, within the

limits of the pen. They were from all parts of the south, and were imprisoned chiefly for

their disaffection to the Confederacy, or, in other words, for their loyalty to the laws and

flag of their country. A few were incarcerated on the charge of being spies, and were

awaiting either trial or sentence. A large number had already died from the privations

they were made to suffer, and there were still many sick and dying. At Salisbury prison,
in nine cases out of every ten, to be sick meant to die.

REFUSAL TO ALLOW HUTS TO BE BUILT. The country around Salisbury was thickly
wooded with young pines. Before the officers went away, they conferred with the Confed
erate authorities on the subject of letting the men build barracks for shelter, offering to

become responsible for their good behavior when outside the prison limits, in case they
were required to cut down the trees themselves, but to all this the prison officials returned
a positive refusal. It was a fair offer, and would have saved the Confederate government a

great deal of expense, besides being an act of humanity to the suffering thousands, who
already began to feel the effects of exposure to the inclement weather ; for, thus far, no
shelter whatever had been provided. But no

;
it would have been contrary to the barbarous

usage laid down in the rules of the Confederacy ;
a people who claimed to be throwing off

the yoke of oppression, but who, while endeavoring to establish their independence on such

grounds, were heaping untold oppression upon defenseless fellow creatures.

PLAN FOR AN ESCAPE. Our trio had made a plan for an escape, and chose the coming
night to carry it into execution. Our plan, which had been made two weeks before, was to

burrow a hole in a secluded spot, under the fence, large enough for one to crawl through at

a time, and then make for the Union lines in Tennessee, as last as possible, living on sweet

potatoes and orchard fruit. We laid in a small supply of red pepper, to use in case the

blood-hounds were put on our track, by dropping a little in our foot-prints, it would be
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sn lifted up by the dogs, and destroy their organs of scent, for a time at least. We had taken

Sherman into our circle, who very readily availed himself of this chance to escape. By
request of Sherman, we took Crudgingdon (both citizen prisoners) into our confidence,
inasmuch as he was a native of Tennessee, and had escaped once on the same route wo

proposed to take ;
besides which, he had a tool for digging, which would be very useful to

UP. Our party having increased to five members, and everything being ready, all we waited
for was a favorable night, which, as I have stated, came at last. At ten o clock, Crudgingdon
and Sherman were to come to our camp-fire, bringing the digging tool. We were then to

adjourn to within a short distance of the fence, where the hole was to be made, and draw
lots to determine which one should dig. We waited, shivering in the rain, over a small

fire, until eleven o clock, and no Sherman or Crudgingdon came
;
so I went to the Citizens

building, and called to Sherman. He came out, and I asked him if they were not ready yet.

&quot;Why, haven t you heard about
it,&quot;

said he. &quot;No, what is it?&quot; &quot;Why Crudgingdon
went out with the other party.&quot; And then it was that I found out that Crudgingdon and
Sherman had joined with another party, who planned to burrow out in another spot, and
that they had chosen the same night. About this time, Hebner obtained a woolen blanket,

which was the joint property of Lord, Fleming, and himself. It was large enough, however,
to cover four persons, and our trio had the privilege, in turn, of lying beneath it. By adding
our pieces of tent cloth, five could make out to lie together with tolerable comfort

; therefore,

we managed that by one of us sleeping all night, and two of us half the night, we could

each get a full night s rest, every third night.

CAVES FOR SHELTER. A great many prisoners, for the want of better covering, or, in

fact, for the want of covering at all, dug caves in the ground. A number of them were quite
substantial, but the majority had a tendency to cave in. The manner of making a cave was
to dig a square hole straight down into the earth, and, when sufficiently deep, to excavate

horizontally a space large enough for the intended occupants to lie down in, the earth taken

out being thrown on the top, to make the roof as high and as sloping as possible. The only

implements available in the constructing of these dwellings were a case-knife and a tin cup
or plate. Asa further convenience it was customary to cut away the earth in one part of the

inside large enough for a fire-place, and make a hole through the roof for a chimney. During
heavy rains some of these caves would fill up with water, driving the tenants out into the

storm. When the storm ceased, a course of bailing would ensue, or, in case too much dam

age had been done, another cave would have to be dug. I staid in one of these caves one

night by invitation. Just before daybreak we were uncomfortably awakened by a portion
of the roof caving in upon us. We scrambled out as fast as possible, and were fortunate

enough to save our shoes, which we had taken off previous to lying down. It was lucky for

us that the earth fell oil our feet
;
had it covered our heads we might have been lying there

to this day. I know of two cases in which the occupants of caves were buried alive. I have

since never trusted myself underground, not even in a coal mine.

ORGANIZATION OP THE CAMP. About the beginning of November a great change was
made in the organization of the camp. We numbered altogether ten thousand prisoners.

Although the mortality was very great we were all the time receiving reinforcements of new

prisoners &quot;Fresh Fish, &quot;as we called them. Our entire force was now divided into ten divi

sions of one thousand each, numbered from one to ten, respectively. Each division was re

presented by one of its number, a Sergeant Major, usually, whose duty it was to see that his

subordinates got their rations of food and wood in proper time, and also to assist the Confed

erate officer at the daily muster or roll-call of his individual division. The Division Sergeants
had their quarters on the ground floor of the brick buildings devoted to the use of Sergeants,

and had a double ration per day. Each division was again sub-divided into squads of ten,

each squad being represented by a sergeant from its ranks, whose duty it was to draw rations

and distribute them fairly to the members of his squad, and to report cases of death or absence

at hospital. Sergeants were very remiss about reporting absentees, to the great annoyance
of the prison authorities, who, in consequence, issued a great many more rations than there

were prisoners. They tried many methods to overcome this evil, but they were unavailing ;

the &quot; Yanks &quot; were always too much for them. This non-reporting gave rise to the system,
so familiar among Salisbury prisoners, known as &quot;flanking,&quot; which was nothing more nor

less than allowing one man to represent himself in two or more squads at one time.

BUSINESS ENTERPRISE. As the season advanced a greater supply of wood was required
for fuel. Inasmuch as the guard was doubled, the authorities could not muster the force

required in the transportation of wood, so they organized from among the prisoners one hun
dred men, on double rations, as a &quot;wood squad,&quot; whose business it was, under guards, to

load wood on the cars a few miles from the prison and unload it at the terminus, a point on
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the railroad about five rods from the prison gates. They were taken out very early in tho

morning and returned in the evening of each day, when at work, which was three or four

days out of the week. The members of this squad drove a nourishing trade for themselves

out of the prisoners in camp and the citizens and soldiers outside. Buttons, needles, pins,

thread, and such trinkets, were scarce, and it was extremely difficult for the country people
to obtain them. They were willing to pay very handsomely for them, either in Confederate

scrip, or in their own productions, such as pies, cakes, and tobacco. The rebel officers and

guards were ever ready to purchase buttons from our uniforms, or even the uniforms them

selves, and their readiness, and even anxiety to wear the &quot;blue,&quot; was a subject of considera

ble remark among us, as it seemed to show a lurking spirit of animosity against the Confed

erate cause. However, U. S. buttons were at a premium, one coat button being worth one

Confederate dollar. Therefore it was not strange that a member of the wood squad who
could sell a button for a dollar, buy five plugs of tobacco with the money, and trade the to

bacco in prison for five buttons, should be on the high road to fortune. I sold, or rather

traded off all my buttons, four from my blouse and two smaller ones from my cap, at differ

ent periods, and when they were gone, the buckles off my suspenders.

BURIAL OF THE DEAD. The squad already referred to as having made the ditch around

the entire camp was not disbanded, even after that work had been completed. They were

retained and kept at work digging trenches in which to bury the dead. The mortality was

fearful, the deaths increasing daily from the first of October, when we went there, until about

the middle of January, 18G5, when they had reached about the number of fifty a day. Forty
deaths in one day was a common occurrence, and one team and wagon was kept busily em
ployed in carrying the bodies from the dead-house to the place of interment. During our

first week at Salisbury coffins were furnished, which did seem to the living like one degree

towards humanity ; but, at the end of that time, we discovered that the same coffins, five in

number, were used every day. When it was found out that we knew their secret, the prac

tice was discontinued, and the bodies were carried out piled on the wagon like logs of wood.

The upper portion of the dead-house was occupied by a few prisoners who preferred even

that dismal abode to none at all. In case of a death the body was brought to the dead-house

and laid on the ground floor, stripped of all clothing but the under garments, and, in a few

cases, even of them. When the prisoner died in his quarters his clothing was appropriated

by his comrades; if at the hospital it was retained for distribution to the most needy.

STARVATION AND CONSEQUENT UPRISING. During the month of November half rations

were so frequent that it did seem as though the rebels intended to starve ail of us to death.

It got to be so serious a matter that some of the leading spirits resolved on a general out

break. On the 25th of the month the guards were relieved by the militia of the State, prin

cipally old men and country farmers, a class of men that knew but little about the use of

the musket. Intelligence reached us that the guard just relieved (young conscripts) had
been ordered to the front. We hailed this as a good opportunity. It was resolved, therefore,

that as soon as the inside guards were secured, that the ninth and tenth divisions, who lay
nearest the big gates, should force them open with clubs and axes, a few of the latter articles

being owned by the prisoners. The gates once forced, egress would be easy, and it would be

short work to overpower the militia, most of whom, probably, had never fired a gun in their

lives. When free from the prison we intended to make for Tennessee in as campact a body as

possible. The plan was well laid, and all it wanted to ensure success was patience and cool

judgment on the part of a few, and a general understanding of the situation by all. But,

alas, for the success of so noble a cause. There was no want of courage and valor on the part

of the prisoners, but the fool-hardiness and ill-timed action of the prime mover proved fatal

to the enterprise. He, a Sergeant Major of Division, gave the signal a full hour and a half

before the time agreed upon, and rashly, though bravely, commenced the assault with his

own hands. &quot; Who s for Liberty, and who for Death? &quot; he cried, and immediately leveled

a guard with a blow, and secured his musket. The entire guard inside the pen was over

powered within three minutes, and, with a tremendous cheer, a rush was made for the gates ;

but here the fool-hardiness was apparent, as the two divisions relied on for the main stroke

did not know their part, and the enterprise was nipped in the bud. It was soon discovered,

too, that the conscripts had not left the place, and the sentinels platform fast filled up amid

the discharge of grape and canister from the two pieces of artillery. Three-fourths, if not

more of the prisoners, were unprepared for so sudden an assault, nevertheless, they rallied

to the cheers of their comrades. But it was of no use ; the rebels were fully armed and pre

pared at all points, many of our men were already killed or wounded, and still we were be

ing fired upon; so we dispersed as quickly as possible, and in half an hour the camp was

entirely quiet. I took refuge in a comrade s tent for about an hour, when I deemed it safe
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to return to my own quarters. On arriving there, I found that the tent had been in direct

range of one of the guns, and that it was riddled with the charge of canister, having forty-two
holes in the canvas. Fleming had been hit in the neck with a musket ball, and I learned

that a rebel sergeant, with a file of soldiers, had been searching that and the neighboring
tents for concealed arms. It seems that the authorities had an impression that we were fully
armed and prepared for a pitched battle. They were never more mistaken

;
for it was only

the feeble effort of a handful of men, made desperate by acts of inhuman barbarity. We
had the satisfaction of knowing that we had pretty thoroughly frightened our brutal keepers.

Major Gee, however, was reported to have said, in reply to the inquiry as to whether we
were to have full rations the next day, &quot;No, d n them, they shall have only half rations,

by G d.&quot; I ought to mention that fifty of the prisoners were killed and wrounded.

THE EMPLOYMENT OF A DAY. The employment of a day might be described about as

follows : The first thing on getting up was to draw rations, then breakfast of bread and crust

coffee; after that, &quot;skirmishing,&quot; i. e. the operation of ridding our clothes of vermin, which
were so plentiful that it was impossible to be rid of them

;
about noon Ave drew the soup ra

tion, and the rest of the day did anything or nothing. In the evening we would squat
around the fire, and to allow all to do so at once, each had to sit in a very cramped position.

When thus engaged we were in the habit of speculating on our probable or improbable re

lease, or what was much more common, of discussing the merits and demerits of the thou

sand and one kinds of edibles familiar to us in the &quot;Auld Lang Syne.&quot; This was an inex

haustible topic, and our mouths would fairly water as the subject progessed, Kitty Snyder s

favorite dish was a &quot;blood pudding,&quot; and he always took great delight in explaining how it

was made. From frequent hearing, I got to fancying that I should find myself perfect mas
ter of the art of cooking that most elegant dish, but, unfortunately, I have long since forgot
ten the number and kinds of ingredients necessary to produce so much luxury. Christmas

eve was celebrated, in our tent, in telling stories and propounding conundrums to each other

until a late hour.

REPAIR OF CLOTHING AND SHOES. As may readily be supposed our clothes would not

wear forever without mending. For coats, pants, and shirts, we managed to get along with

what we had, until reinforced from the hospitals or by the deaths of our companions ; but it

was indispensable that we should keop the coverings of our feet in repair during the season

of snow, frost and rain. In our tent was one needle, (a darner,) and a jack-knife, which
were considered common property. For thread we depended on ravelings from my own
piece of canvas, which kept decreasing in dimensions at an alarming rate. With needle,

thread and pieces of old cloth, picked up in the camp, we managed to patch our socks effect

ually, though primitively. Our shoes were the worst, the soles having a sad tendency to de

part from the uppers. By making an incision with the knife-point through upper and sole,

at intervals around the shoe, and then tying with leather strings, cut from the top of the

counter, a shoe was made to last a long time, though any amount of greasing would not have
made it jvater-propf.

UNPROVOKED SHOOTINQ OF PRISONERS. The guards were always ready to resent any
trespass, of a prisoner, across the &quot;dead line,&quot; by shooting him on the spot. But the shoot

ing of prisoners was not confined to such offences. In October, 1864, whilst the officers were
confined with us, one of their number was shot down, by a sentinel, without any cause or

provocation, whatever, and he was some yards distant from the dead line. Later, a private

soldier was shot dead while passing between the main building and the bakery. In Feb

ruary, I was an eye witness to the cruel and cold blooded murder of a prisoner, sitting in his

tent, twenty or thirty yards from the dead-line, by a sentinel, who deliberately leveled his

piece and fired as though merely practicing at a mark ; having discharged his gun and seen

the effect of his shot, he made use of these words. &quot;You G d d n nigger, you.&quot; He was
not removed from his post, though his conduct was well known to the officers of the guard.

About this time (18th of February) we had large reinforcements of prisoners, who wrere

sent on from other prisons. That at Andersonville, Ga., had been broken up sometime pre

viously, the inmates being sent to Florence, Columbia, or elsewhere. Sherman, in his

&quot;March to the Sea,&quot; was making rapid strides towards the rebel strongholds; hence their

haste to empty their prisons.
RUMORS OF RELEA.SE. A rumor was spread through camp that the sick were to be trans

ported, in a few days, to Greensboro, and that the able-bodied were to proceed to the

same place on foot, where transportation awaited all. Most of us gave but little heed to this

report, for we had heard so many that we had grown into the habit of disbelieving every

thing, no matter how good the news ; but, for once we were agreeably disappointed, for sure

enough, on Sunday evening, a batch of the sick were taken out, and on Monday evening the
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balance of them removed. I, myself, assisted one helpless man from his hospital to the big

gate, from which place the transportation was being conducted. Of all the misery, wretched

ness, and horror, attendant upon the conveying of the many hundreds of sick from the pri

son gates to the Union lines, I will not venture to speak ;
that it was fearful and heart-rending

I have not the slightest doubt. The greater part of patients were entirely helpless, large
numbers died before our lines were reached, and the rest were in such a state of emaciation

that it was a miracle that any life remained in their wasted forms.

GOOD-BYE TO SALISBURY. But very little sleep was indulged in during the night of the
2!st. On the following morning, the drums beat the

&quot;roll-call,&quot; the signal for all squads to

form in line, which done, Confederate officers came into camp and required us to give a verbal

parole of honor, to the effect, that we would make no effort to escape, etc., while en route to

the Union lines ; of course we were ready to subscribe to any conditions that would hasten
our departure from a prison to a land of liberty. At eleven o clock in the morning we were
filed through the little gate and were mustered into one column, at a spot on the outskirts of

the town. Washington s birthday was never better celebrated, than on this, tho 22d of Feb

ruary, 1865, by the exodus of four thousand Union soldiers from the Salisbury penitentiary,
in which they had undergone a five months exposure to starvation, sickness, misery and

wretchedness, the rains of autumn, the frost and snows of winter, and the merciless treat

ment of Major Gee and his barbarians.

HEMARKS AND INCIDENTS. Before closing this narative, I wish briefly to refer to the con
dition of prisoners at Salisbury, together with a few incidents that transpired, and which I

overlooked in the order in which they occured : Imagine to yourself, dear reader, ten

thousand men, captured in the summer months, and consequently clad in light garments,
turned into a prison-pen, shelterless, robbed of blankets, and everything tending to the alle

viation of our hardships, there exposed to cold, rain, frost and snow, starvation, bad water as

a beverage, scarcely any at all for cleansing purposes, but very little medicine and care when
sick, continually pestered with vermin, no employment and no amusement. Can it be any
wonder that men, in such a condition, should contrast their lot with those taking their com
forts and enjoying their liberties at the capital of the Nation ?

SATISFACTION FROM A BONE. I remember, early one day in November, when our ra

tions were cut off, that some others and myself, for want of more substantial sustenance, burnt

pieces of bones, eating the crisp, and repeating the operation until the bones were pretty nearly
demolished. When fortunate enough to draw a ration of meat that was part bone, we would
get a great deal of nourishment from it. By breaking a bone into small pieces, with a knife
and a stone, and boiling it, we could make quite a decent soup. Until I was a prisoner it was
always a wonder to me what satisfaction a dog could possibly derive from gnawing a bone ;

but from that time my wonder ceased.

TRANSFORMATION IN PERSONAL APPEARANCE. Although we were continually wasting
away to skeletons, the change was not apparent among those of us who were in daily inter

course with each other ; but in those comrades from whom we were separated for weeks and

months, and then reunited, the change was awful to witness. I lost sight, when we first

went to Salisbury, of a young soldier, named M Feely, from my own regiment, who was
short, fat, and full-faced, and did not see him again until the latter part of the winter. I did
not think it possible for any one to change in looks so rapidly ; his eyes were sunk low in

their sockets, cheeks hollow, cheek-bones horribly distinct, and his whole frame emaciated
almost to a skeleton. I presume I appeared as greatly changed to him as he did to me.
M Feely died a week before our release.

THE
Twentieth Pennsylvania Militia, which had been called out for the

defense of the State/ in 1862, under command of Colonel William B.

Thomas, and again in 1863, was re-organized and recruited in July, 1864, for

service in the National army, for a period of one hundred days, as the One
Hundred and Mnety-secondEegiment of the line. It was recruited in the city

of Philadelphia, the troops rendezvousing at Camp Cadwalader, and consisted

of fourteen companies, commanded by the following field officers : William

B. Thomas, Colonel
; Benjamin L. Taylor, Lieutenant Colonel

;
C. W. M Clin-

tock, and Henry J. Snyder, Majors. The regiment left Philadelphia on the

23d of July, and proceeded to Baltimore, encamping until the close of the

month, about five miles from the city. On the 1st of August, it was ordered

to garrison duty at Fort M Henry. It was here drilled in heavy artillery duty,

by a Lieutenant of the regular army. It had been previously well instructed

in light infantry tactics by Colonel Thomas. Two weeks later it was relieved

at the fort, and proceeded via Harrisburg and Pittsburg, to Johnson s Island,

Lake Erie, where were confined large numbers of prisoners of war. It remained

here but a few days, when its destination was again changed, and heading-

southward, it proceeded by rail to Gallipolis, a little town on the Ohio Eiver,

nearly opposite the mouth of the Great Kanawha Eiver. Early in the war,

the great advantages of this place for a depot of supplies for the Union

armies, were recognized, and vast quantities had been accumulated there. To

guard these, and ship and re-ship them as needed, was the duty to which the

regiment was assigned. This was a responsible and arduous service. Eaiding
and guerrilla bands were constantly hovering in the neighborhood, and more
than one bold plot was formed for the destruction of these supplies, which

were of vital importance to the armies in West Virginia and in Tennessee.

Detachments were regularly supplied for guard to boats plying upon the
river^

while others were frequently sent out to break up irregular bands of the

enemy. On the 30th of September, companies M, A, B, F, D, L and G, under

command of Major M Clmtock, proceeded to Westou, West Virginia, where

they served under command of General Kelley, until the close of their term of

enlistment. Lieutenant William E. Tyndale, in command of company K,
while on his way with his command from Irontou, where he had for six weeks

been on duty, to re-join the regiment, was drowned in the Ohio Elver, on the

night of the 21st of October, by being accidentally precipitated from the

transport on which he was moving. He was a good officer, and ha-d served
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with credit at the front, in the earlier years of the war. On the 31st of

October, the term of service of the regiment having already expired, the

battalion remaining at Gallipolis was relieved, and returned by way of

Parkersburg and Baltimore, to Philadelphia, whither the battalion at Westou
had preceded it3 and on the llth of November, was mustered out of service.

One company, under command of Captain William F. Johnston, re-enlisted for

a further term of one year, and formed part of a second regiment, known as
the One Hundred and Mnety-secoud. In the spring of 18G5, nine new compa
nies were recruited, which reported as fast as organized, to the commander of

the Middle Military Division, with headquarters at Harper s Ferry, where a

regimental organization was effected about the middle of March, with the

following field officers: William W. Stewart, Colonel
;
Thomas M Leester,

Lieutenant Colonel
;
William F. Johnston, Major. When the spring campaign

opened, the regiment moved up the valley to Stauuton and Lexington ;
but few

of the enemy were met, the fighting here being substantially at an end. It

was, however, retained in the department, engaged in various duties, until the

24th of August, when it was mustered out of service.

Soon after its

organization, it proceeded to Baltimore, and for a period of two weeks was

encamped at Mankin s Woods, where it formed part of a brigade commanded by
Colonel Nagle, and was thoroughly drilled. On the 10th of August, company
B was ordered to Wilmington, Delaware, for the performance of provost duty,

and Colonel Clark was directed to station the remaining companies to guard

the bridges on the Philadelphia, Wilmington, and Baltimore Eailroad, with

headquarters at Havre-de-Grace, which was promptly executed. About three

weeks after this disposition had been made, Colonel Clark was ordered to turn

over his command to Lieutenant Colonel Ballentine, and to proceed with

companies A, F, D and I, to Wilmington, and take command of the district.

This he proceeded to do, and placing the companies which he had taken with

him in camp, made details from them daily, for various service, as the

exigencies of his duty as commandant of the district required. This disposition

remained unchanged until after the expiration of the term of service, when

the command assembled at Baltimore, and thence proceeded to Pittsburg,

where, on the 9th of November, it was mustered out of service. Before

quitting the field, Captain M Munn, of company A, secured the re-enlistment of

a considerable number of men from the several companies, to serve during the

war, who, upon their arrival at Baltimore, were distributed according to their

preferences, among cavalry and infantry regiments, then serving at the front.

Company K, which

had been originally recruited for a cavalry company, soon after its arrival at

Baltimore, was detached from the regiment, and stationed at the barracks, a

half mile north-west of the Washington Monument. A few weeks later, this

company was sent to the eastern shore of Maryland, where it remained, engaged
iu provost duty, until the close of its service. Companies C, G, H, and I, arid

parts of companies I), E, and F, were stationed at various points in the city

for provost duty. Details from the remaining companies, to serve as escorts

and guards to rebel prisoners on their way through the city to places of con

finement, and for recruits destined for the front, were being constantly made,
as long as the regiment remained in service. At the expiration of its term,
the scattered detachments were called in, and it proceeded to Harrisburg,

where, on the 6th of November, it was mustered out.

REGIMENT.

fTlHIS regiment was principally recruited in Lancaster county, in July,

JL 1864, to serve for a period of one hundred days. It was organized at

Camp Curtin, on the 24th of July, with the following field officers : Joseph

W. Fisher, Colonel; William L. Bear, Lieutenant Colonel; Oliver C. James,

Major. On the day of its organization it proceeded to Baltimore, and after a halt

of three days, moved on to Monocacy Junction, where, for a period of two

months, it was engaged in guarding the bridge spanning the creek, and the

lines of railway, and was thoroughly drilled and instructed many of the

officers and men having had no previous military training. On the 1st of

October it proceeded to Berkley county, West Virginia, and was posted along

the line of the Baltimore and Ohio Eailroad, with headquarters at North

Mountain Station, where it remained until the expiration of its term. In the

meantime, three hundred of the men re-enlisted to serve for one year, and

were, at the end of the original term, consolidated in three companies, remaining
on duty under command of Captain Henry D. Markley, as a battalion of the

One Hundred and Ninety-fifth. The balance of the regiment was mustered

out at Harrisburg, on the 4th of November. In February, 1865, Colonel

Fisher was authorized to recruit seven new companies, and re-organize the regi

ment for a term of one year. The re-organization was effected at Martin sburg,
on the 16th of March. Henry D. Markley was made Major, in place of Major
James the only change in the field officers. Soon afterwards, three additional

companies were attached to it, temporarily, and it was ordered to Charlestown,
where it formed part of the command of General T. W. Egau. On the 1st of

April, the regiment was sent out under command of Lieutenant Colonel Bear,
to guard the fords of the Shenandoah Eiver, with headquarters at Kabletown,

returning to camp on the 4th, and moving on the following day to Stevenson s

Station. On the 22d, it was ordered to duty at Berry ville, the order declaring
that this regiment had been selected for the delicate duty of preserving quiet

in the midst of a hostile people, on account of its excellent reputation for good

discipline, and proceeded thither, under command of Lieutenant Colonel Bear,

Colonel Fisher being at this time in command of a brigade. On the 6th of

June, the regiment, in conjunction with the One Hundred and Ninety-second,

moved up the valley as far as Harrisonburg, three companies, under command
of Major Markley, proceeding with the rest of the brigade as far as Staunton.

While on the way, the three companies which had composed the veteran

battalion, were, in pursuance of orders of the War Department, mustered out

of service. On the 26th, the balance of the regiment assembled at Harrison-

burg, and proceeded thence to Washington, arriving on the 1st of August. It

was here employed in guarding government property, in which duty it con

tinued until the 31st of January, 1866, when it was mustered out of service.

About the

middle of August, it moved by rail to Chicago, Illinois, where it was employed
in guarding Camp Douglass, in which was confined a large number of prisoners

of war. On the 26th, company H was detached from the regiment and sent

to Springfield, Illinois, where, until the expiration of its term, of service, it

performed provost duty. The regiment returned to Philadelphia, early in

November, and upon its arrival, was ordered to temporary duty at Fort

Delaware, whither it immediately proceeded. It was mustered out of service

at Philadelphia, on the 17th of November, 1864.

where he was severely wounded, and Major Woodcock had just been mustered

out of a nine months regiment. A large proportion of officers and men were

well schooled soldiers. Soon after its organization, it proceeded to Camp Brad

ford, at Mankinds Woods, near Baltimore, where it remained for two weeks.

At the end of that time, and when well drilled and in full expectation of being

led to the front, it was ordered to Eock Island, Illinois, and upon its arrival

there, was charged with guarding a camp for prisoners of war. The guard

provided was insufficient for the duty required, and the service bore heavily

upon this regiment. At the close of its term, it returned to Philadelphia,

where, on the llth of November, 1864, it was mustered out.

ONE HUNDRED AND NINETY-EIGHTH
REGIMENT.

THIS
regiment was recruited in the city of Philadelphia, under the direc

tion and aid of the Union League Association, during the summer of 1864.

Recruiting was commenced soon after the muster out of service of the Reserve

Corps, and Horatio G. Sickel, who had commanded the Third Reserve Regi

ment, was selected in conjunction with James H. Orne, Esq., Chairman of the

Executive Committee of the association, to superintend the work of filling the

ranks and organizing the command. In five weeks it was completed, and on

the 9th of September, a regimental organization was effected, with the follow

ing field officers: Horatio GL Sickel, Colonel; John B. Murray, Lieutenant

Colonel; Edwin A. Glenn, Major. Early on the morning of the 19th, the

regiment moved from camp, and pausing at the Headquarters of the Union

League to receive the State colors, thence proceeded to join the army of the

Potomac in front of Petersburg. Upon its arrival it was assigned to the First

Brigade, Eirst Division, of the Fifth Corps, and joined it a ta point on the Wei-

don Railroad, which had just been captured from the enemy. Soon after its

arrival, Colonel Sickel was placed in command of the brigade, and Lieutenant

Colonel Murray succeeded to the command of the regiment.
The battle of Peeble s Farm opened on the 30th, and here the regiment had

its first baptism of fire. It had scarcely got into position, when incessant vol

leys of musketry and artillery were opened upon it from a wood in front, where
the enemy was posted. Advancing at once to the attack, the regiment opened

fire, and though, little accustomed to the terrible ordeal to which it was sub

jected, finally succeeded by hard fighting, in driving the enemy from the first

line of works, inflicting severe loss upon him, two of his field officers being in

cluded among the prisoners.* Breast-works were immediately thrown up, and
here the regiment remained heavily engaged until the 2d of October, when it

moved up near the enemy s works, where, for five hours, it heM its ground
under a severe fire. It was then withdrawn a short distance, and again threw

up works, and on the following day went into camp half a mile to the rear.

The regiment lost in this engagement one killed and five wounded. On the

27th, it moved with the corps for a demonstration upon the South Side Rail-

*In referring to this action, General Sickel says:
&quot; While our brigade was forming for the

charge, the regimental commander misunderstood the order, and filed his regiment into a

piece of woods in the rear, leaving our left fexposed. When the right of the line reached the

enemy s works, I found our flanks exposed and threatened, and a disaster might have been
the result, but for the discerning sagacity of Captain John E. Parsons, Adjutant General of

the brigade, who galloped all through a storm of bullets, re-formed the regiment, and di

recting the charge in person, routed the enemy, and the result was a complete victory.
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road, in which it was joined by the Second and Ninth Corps. With four days
rations and forty rounds of ammunition to the man, it moved at daylight, and
after five hours toilsome marching, through dense timber, arrived in front of

the enemy s formidable works, where it was exposed to a severe artillery fire.

At sunset a strong picket line was thrown out, which was engaged nearly the

entire night. Until noon of the following day, the pickets were kept busy,
when the entire regiment was withdrawn two miles to the rear, where it was

posted in support of batteries, but soon after returned to its encampment on the

Squirrel Level Eoad. Here comfortable quarters were erected, in which the

National Thanksgiving on the 27th of November was spent, in the enjoyment
of a profusion of dainties sent by kind friends of members of the command at

Philadelphia. On the 6th of December it marched with the corps for the de

struction of the Weldon Eallroad. Until the evening of the 9th, the work of

destruction was vigorously pushed, the ties being burned and the rails twisted

for a considerable distance beyond Bellefield. Upon the return march there

was much suffering, the weather being intensely coid, and the troops being

exposed to the peltings of a pitiless storm. Winter quarters were again

erected, and a neat chapel for religious and other meetings was built, as had
been previously done at the encampment on the Squirrel Level Road. Lieu

tenant Colonel Murray was relieved on account of physical disability on the

liTth of December, and the command devolved on Major Glenn.

On the 5th of February. 1865, the Fifth Corps, in light marching order,

moved for an assault upon the enemy s works, and came upon them near

Hatcher s Bun. At three in the afternoon, the advance of the column encoun

tered, and after a desperate struggle, carried a portion of his fortifications.

Soon afterwards, the First Division, commanded by General Griffin, was sent

for a diversion towards Dinwiddie Court House. This feint was a complete
success. A large force of the enemy followed it, thus weakening the lines in

front of the main body of the corps, which assaulted when this force was well

away, and carried his works. Upon the return of the division, it was placed
in the captured works, and a heavy skirmish line was thrown out. At three

on the afternoon of the Gth, it was attacked by a heavy force of the enemy and

driven in, a general engagement ensuing. General Sickel, seeing that the Sec

ond Brigade was hard pressed, led his command to its support. The One Hun
dred and Ninety-eighth moved at double quick, through mud and water, and

wheeling sharply to the right into an open field, charged with shouts upon Ma-

hone s rebel forces. Sickel with sword in hand led the charge, and with des

perate valor his men fell upon the foe. After a sanguinary struggle, in which

General Sickel received from a rifle shot, a painful flesh wound in the left thigh,

the brigade succeeded in driving him from the field and re-estalishing its lines.

Determined to re-gain his lost ground, if valor could accomplish it, the enemy
massed his forces during the night, and approaching cautiously, attacked in

the darkness with overpowering force. For a time he gained possession of a

part of the Union works. At the first signal of alarm, the One Hundred and

Ninety-eighth rushed to arms, and delivering a volley, sprang upon the foe

with the bayonet. The struggle for a time was hand to hand, muskets being
clubbed, and bayonets freely used. He was finally beaten back, and amidst

the fiery flashes of the musketry and of bursting shells, the works were re-gain

ed and made secure. Strong lines of works were erected in rear, on the oppo-
30 VOL. V.
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site side of Hatchers Bun, for the more ample protection of the position, and

on the 14th, when the defenses were completed, the regiment moved half a mile

to the rear, and for the third time built winter quarters and a chapel. The

loss during the operations of the Oth and 7th, was three killed and thirteen

wounded. Lieutenant Charles TV. Frazier was among the killed, and Captain
J. H. TVithington, Jr., among the wounded.

On the 25th of March, the enemy having pierced the Ninth Corps lines at

Fort Steadman, the regiment was early put in motion, and during nearly the

entire day was kept upon the march for the support of portions of the line

where active operations were in progress. Late on the evening of the 28th, it

was ordered to strike tents and rest upon its arms in readiness for an early

march, the whole army awaiting the signal to deliver a decisive blow. At three

o clock on the morning of the 29th, the One Hundred and Ninety-eighth marched
at double quick, leading the corps in a southerly direction, and crossing Kou-

anty Creek below the junction of Gravelly and Hatcher s runs, pursued the

road to Dinwiddie Court House as far as the Quaker Eoad, into which it turn

ed, and again crossing Gravelly Run, encountered the enemy near the Old Saw
Mill, where he was strongly posted behind earth-works. A cleared field

stretched out in front of his fortifications, which was flanked on either side by
heavy timber, in which his sharp-shooters were posted. Across this space of

a thousand yards, the regiment, in conjunction with the One Hundred and

Eighty-fifth New York, and led by Sickel, dashed with determined bravery,
and though receiving murderous volleys from front and flanks, reserved its fire

until near the works, when, pouring in a well directed shot, it rushed upon the

foe with the bayonet. The struggle for a few moments was at close quar
ters and desperate 5

but the firm bearing of the men of this brigade was tri

umphant, and the enemy was driven, though fighting most determinedly, and

disputing every inch of ground with great valor. On reaching the Boydton
Plank Road, unable to withstand the steady pressure brought to bear upon

him, he broke and fled in confusion. In this action, known as the battle of

Lewis Farm, the regiment sustained grievous losses. Major Charles I. Ma-

ceuen and Captain George TV. Mulfrey were killed, and General Sickel, Captains
Samuel Wrigley, Benjamin F. Gardner and Thomas C. Spackman, and Lieu

tenants Jeremiah C. Keller and William A. Miller wounded. The entire loss

was three hundred and eleven, of whom twenty-eight were killed and one hun
dred and seventeen wounded. After the surrender of Lee, the rebel General

Ewell, in speaking of this battle, told General Chamberlain, that the One Hun
dred and Ninety-eighth, supported by the One Hundred and Eighty-fifth New
York, and one battery of the Fifth United States Artillery, were fighting no

less than three brigades of the best Confederate troops.

The regiment bivouacked upon the field, where it remained for thirty-six

hours, exposed during a part of the time to a driving storm. On the morning
of the 31st, it again moved off, leading the column, and came upon the enemy
at White Oak Swamp. Quickly forming, it was led to the attack, and after a

spirited action, drove him from the field. The loss was six killed and forty-

six wounded. Lieutenant A. A. Pomeroy was among the killed and Captain
Isaac Schroeder mortally wounded. Soon after the conclusion of the battle,

the regiment moved forward towards Five Forks, and bivouacked for the night.
vOn the following day it greeted with hearty cheers Sheridan s Cavalry, and
vwhen he .had passed, joined in the movement, plunging into a dense thicket of
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pine which lay before it. Scarcely aa hour had elapsed, when the stillness of

the forest was broken by the sharp fire of the skirmishers, followed by heavy
volleys. Hastening forward, the regiment soon reached the scene of conflict,

encountering the enemy s skirmishers, and driving them in upon his heavy de

fensive works. As the Union line emerged from the timber, an assault was

ordered, which was gallantly made, but failed to dislodge the enemy. As the

troops were falling back, General Chamberlain, who was in command of the

division, dashed up to Major Glenn, quietly awaiting orders, and exclaimed,

&quot;Major! can you take those works, and hold them?&quot; Turning to his men,
the Major asked, &quot;boys, will you follow me?&quot; With a wild cheer they an

swered, and pressing with their standard close upon the footsteps of their brave

leader, dashed forward in the face of a terrific fire of musketry with irresistible

force. Thrice was the standard beaten down, and as often was caught up and

borne bravely forward, until finally, blood-stained and torn, it floated in tri

umph over the works. The enemy was driven and his ground was held. Filled

with a soldier s pride. General Chamberlain, who had witnessed this gallant

and triumphant charge, rode forward to congratulate the leader, and order his

promotion on the field. But, alas ! at the moment when the triumph was as

sured, and Major Glenn had seized one of the enemy s colors from the hands

of a rebel standard bearer, he was pierced by a bullet, which inflicted a mortal

wound. The evidences of rout and confusion were visible on every hand, and

prisoners, guns, and battle-flags fell to the hands of the conquerors. The loss

in the One Hundred and Ninety-eighth, was one killed and fifteen wounded.

That night the regiment slept upon the field of its triumph, and at eleven on

the following morning, moved on one of the most tiresome marches of its en

tire service, extending far into the night, and being resumed at light of the

following day. On the 5th, the joyful tidings was received, that Eichniond

had fallen, and that Lee was retreating with his whole army. On the march

ing colums pressed, passing the debris of the fleeing enemy, and guided by the

thunder of Sheridan s relentless guns. Late on the evening of the 8th, over

come with exhaustion, the troops threw themselves upon the ground and slept

soundly. On the morrow, they were early on the march, and passing through
a narrow curtain of wood, suddenly came upon a grand spectacle. There, on

the wide fields stretching far away, and surrounded by heavy timber, com

pletely hemmed in by the Union forces, was Lee s entire army. The skirmish

ers advanced, and the enemy withdrew to his main line
;
but soon a white flag-

was displayed, and the news of the surrender quickly spread from rank to rank

through the Union army. On the llth, the enemy stacked arms and furled

his flags, and on the 15th, the regiment commenced the homeward march. At

Arlington Heights it went into camp, where it remained until the 3d of June,
when it was mustered out of service, and returning to Philadelphia, was re

ceived with demonstrations of rejoicing.

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ONE HUNDRED AND NINETY-NINTH

REGIMENT.

THIS
regiment was organized at Philadelphia, in the fall of 1SG4, to serve

for the period of one year, with the following field officers : James C.

Briscoe, Colonel
;
Ambrose A.Lechler, Lieutenant Colonel

;
William A.F. Gehr,

Major. Many of the officers and men had seen service in other organizations,

Colonel Briscoe having served upon the staffs of several general officers, as

Chief of Engineers, and Lieutenant Colonel Lechler as Colonel of the One Hun
dred and Seventy-sixth. Upon being ordered to the field in October, it pro

ceeded to Deep Bottom Landing, on the James, and was assigned to the First

Brigade, First Division of the Twenty-fourth Corps, taking position upon the

extreme right of the line of the army of the James, on the Kew Market Road.

It was immediately put to fortifying, and soon had substantial breast-works,

with well poised abatis in front. Shortly after its arrival, the Army of the

James went into winter-quarters, and during the inclement season, hostile de

monstrations were almost entirely suspended. During this period the regiment
was thoroughly drilled, and was employed on picket duty, in building fortifi

cations, and in cutting and constructing roads. The discipline was strict, and

the sanitary provisions most excellent, so that spring found the command in

good condition for active service.

On the 27th of March, 1865, the division received marching orders, and

crossing the James on the following day, moved southward, marching the en

tire night, and arrived on the 29th, in front of the rebel w^orks. On the 2d of

April, the division was led to the assault. Forts Gregg and Alexander, two

strong works were in front, w
T
ell mounted and efficiently manned. Against

these the Union assaulting line was repeatedly led, but without success. Fi

nally a strong column was formed, and being led with great spirit and deter

mination, compelled the garrison, after having had three-quarters of its num
ber slain, to surrender. President Lincoln, who was at the time at City Point,

telegraphed the news of this success to the Secretary of War, in these words :

&quot; A portion of Foster s Division, Twenty-fourth Corps, made a most gallant

charge this afternoon, and captured a very important fort from the enemy,
with its entire garrison.&quot; The regiment participated in the charge here al

luded to, and suffered severely. Eighteen of its number were killed or mor

tally wounded, including two officers, Captain Patrick O Murphy and Lieu

tenant Kobert M Millan, and ninety-one wounded, including six officers, Colo

nel Briscoe, Captains John G. Bippus, Oliver C. Gregory, and Lieutenants

Frank Ellison, Price C. Williams, and James Patton. For his gallantry in this

action, Colonel Briscoe was brevetted Brigadier General, and placed in com-
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uiand of the brigade, and Lieutenant Colonel Eobert P. Hughes, who bad suc

ceeded Lieutenant Colonel Lecbler, took command of the regiment.

As soon as tbe victory at Petersburg was made complete, tbe regiment

joined in the pursuit of the retreating rebel army, following along the South

Side Bailroad to Burkesville, and thence to Appomattox, skirmishing by the

way, having two killed and one wounded in the affair at Bice s Station on the

6th, and two killed and eight wounded in the final collision of the two armies

on the 9th, near Appomattox Court House. Soon after the surrender, which

occurred on the same day, the division was ordered to Bichmond, and went

into camp upon its arrival, two miles north of the city. Here the regiment re

mained, engaged in various duties until the 28th of June, when it was mustered

out of service. The recruits were transferred to the One Hundred and Eighty,

eighth regiment, of which Colonel Briscoe was made commander, and with that

regiment was stationed at various points throughout Virginia, for provost duty.

They were finally mustered out of service on the 14th of December.

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Two HUNDREDTH REGIMENT.

THE
troops composing this regiment were principally recruited in the coun

ties of York, Cumberland, and Dauphin, to serve for one year, and were

organized at Camp Curtin, on the 3d of September, 1864, with the following
field officers: Charles W. Diven, formerly Major of the Twelfth Keserve, Colo

nel

W. H. H. M Call, formerly a Captain in the Fifth Eeserve, Lieutenant

Colonel
;
Jacob Rehrer, formerly a Captain in the Sixth Eeserve, Major. On

the 9th of September, it was ordered to join the army of the James, and upon
its arrival at the front, was posted near Dutch Gap, where it rendered efficient

service in holding the line.

On the night of the 19th of November, the enemy made an attack, with the

design of breaking the Union line, but was handsomely repulsed, the Two
Hundredth taking an active part and sharing in the triumph. On the 28th,
the regiment was transferred to the army of the Potomac, where it was bri

gaded with the Two Hundred and Eighth and Two Hundred and Mnth Penn

sylvania regiments, constituting the First Brigade, Third Division* of the Ninth

Corps, to the command of which Colonel Diven was assigned, General Hart-

ranft commanding the division, and General Parke the corps. The corps at

this time occcupied the line of iutrenchrnents on the Petersburg front, stretch

ing from the Appoinattox to Fort Walker. Hartranft s Division was posted
in rear of the main line, as a reserve force, the Two Hundredth occupying a

camp near the Dunn House Battery, on the road leading up to Fort Steadinan.

During the winter the regiment was thoroughly drilled, and performed fatigue

duty upon works thrown up for the protection of the rear of the army. It also

participated in several movements in which the division acted as a support
to other corps, but did not become actively engaged.

As the time approached for the general movement of the Union army on

the spring campaign, the rebel leader sought by some daring stroke to loosen

the grasp of his antagonist. Should such a blow prove effective, he might still

hold his ground, or should it fail, it might serve by attracting troops to the

threatened point, to open a way of retreat to form a junction with Johnston in

North Carolina^ Accordingly, on the night of the 24th of March, 1865, without

materially weakening his main line, he concentrated three powerful divisions

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under Generals Gordon and Eansom, on the extreme east of the rebel line,

opposite Fort Steadman, and the commanding ground about Meade s Station,

on the military railroad connecting with the base of supply to the whole army
at City Point, and at a little before light on the morning of the 25th, having

stealthily approached and silenced the Union pickets, burst in overpowering
columns upon the main line, capturing at a blow Fort Steadman, and batte

ries to right and left from Fort Haskell to Battery 9, thus swinging open wide

gates in the fortified line, and successfully preparing the way for the advance

of the powerful rebel supports which stood ready to move. The portion of the

line broken, was at the time occupied by M Laughlin s Brigade of Wilcox s Di

vision, the greater portion of which was captured. General Hartranft, ever

on the alert in the hour of danger, whose division was lying in reserve in rear

of the Mnth Corps line, detecting by the sound of the fray, that a powerful
and determined attack was being made, dispatched an aid, Captain Dalien,
from his headquarters at the Avery House, to the scene of conflict, over a mile

and a-half to the right. At ten minutes past five, the aid returned, disclosing

the tale of disaster. In the meantime, General Hartrauft had notified his bri

gade commanders to hold their troops in readiness to move at an instant s

notice, and on receipt of an order from General Parke to reinforce General

Wilcox, which came at the moment of mounting, he galloped off to General

Wilcox s headquarters, two miles away, and about a mile and a quarter in

rear of Fort Steadman. After a moment s consultation, he determined to lead

his command at once upon the enemy, and directing the Two Hundred and

Xiuth to move to the right down a ravine, where it would have partial shelter,

he proceeded with the Two Hundredth which was nearest to, and immediately
in rear of the Fort, to face the enemy, who was rapidly advancing, having al

ready overrun and captured the camp of the Fifty-seventh Massachusetts, and

all but a handfull of the men. These had rallied at an old rebel work and were

contesting the ground with the enemy s skirmishers. On coming up to these,

he ordered them to advance, and followed with his regiment in line of battle,

until he had reached the brow of the hill, where was the camp of the Fifty-

seventh. Here the fire became very hot, but the ground was held, and a steady
and most destructive fire returned. Finally, however, finding the enemy too

strong, and the right of the regiment suffering severely from a heavy fire from

the Fort and from the road in front, it was forced to retire a few rods to an old

line of works. Immediately rallying and re-forming, it was again led forward

to a commanding position, where its fire was most destructive, and where it

in turn suffered fearfully. For twenty minutes the regiment stood firm, while

the work of carnage went on. But the storm of deadly missiles which here

swept its ranks, exposed as it was, was too terrible to withstand, and it again
fell back to the old line of works, where it was re-formed. Other troops had

now come up, and were also engaged, the Two Hundred and !Ninth standing
on its right, and with two small regiments of Michigan troops, the Second and

Seventeenth, reaching out to Battery 9. On its left for a short distance, the

enemy still held an old line of works nearly continuous with that held by the

Two Hundredth; but beyond, was the Two Hundred and Eighth regiment,
which, together with detachments from the First Division, reached to Fort

Haskell. In rear of the centre, in the ravine, under cover, were the Two Hun
dred and Fifth and Two Hundred and Seventh, and upon the high ground, a
mile back, near Meade s Station, was the Two Hundred and Eleventh. Having
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thus drawn a cordon around the break and visited every part of the line, and

having received from General Parke an order to re-take the lost works, Gen
eral Hartranft made his dispositions for attack. To each of his regiments he

sent a notice that he would move to the assault in fifteen minutes, and that the

advance of the Two Hundred and Eleventh upon the commanding ground in

rear, should be the signal for a concerted movement. This regiment had nearly

full ranks, and when drawn out in line, it showed like a brigade. As it began
to move, the enemy was seen to waver, and as the entire line dashed reso

lutely forward, the rebels threw down their arms in large numbers, and began
to pass through the advancing ranks to the rear. The triumph was complete.

SJjeadinau
was re-taken, and the entire portion of the line lost, was re-gained.

The loss in the regiment in this brief engagement was very severe, being four

teen killed and one hundred and nine wounded, an aggregate of one hundred

and twenty-three. Colonel Diven, in command of the brigade, Captain Frank

A. Hoffman, and Lieutenants Martin L. Duhling, William H. Drayer, Thomas
C. Crawford, and JohnM Willianis were among the wounded. Lieutenant Colo

nel M7

Call, who led the regiment, says in his official report :
&quot; The officers and

men of my command all behaved with the greatest daring and bravery. Cap
tain Hoffman seized the colors in the hands of a rebel color-bearer, but was shot

through the hand and knocked down with a musket, retaining a piece of the

flag which he tore from the standard. Private Levi A. Smith, of company E,
deserves particular mention. After the color-bearer had been shot down, I

grasped the colors and called for some one to take them, when he, boy as he

was, sprang forward, and carried them throughout the action.&quot; General

Hartranft, in his official report, says: &quot;The Two Hundredth Pennsylvania

Volunteers, Lieutenant Colonel M Call commanding, deserves particular men
tion. This regiment was put to the severest test, and behaved with the great

est firmness and steadiness. The regiment made two stubborn attacks on the

enemy, and when compelled to retire, it fell back in good order.&quot; General

Parke, in his dispatch to General Grant, says :
u Great praise is due to Hart-

rauft for the skill displayed in handling his division, which behaved with great

gallantry, in this, its first engagement.&quot; Soon after the conclusion of the

battle, the enemy sent in a flag of truce for removing his dead and wounded,
and under it, Major Bertolotte, General Hartranftfs Assistant Adjutant Gen

eral, delivered one hundred and twenty dead, and fourteen badly wounded.

The works were re-gained, with all the guns uninjured, and nearly three thou

sand prisoners with small arms and battle flags were captured.

The following stirring order was issued by General Hartranft, congraulat-

ing his division : &quot;With feelings of pride and satisfaction, the Brigadier Gen
eral commanding, tenders his congratulations to the men and officers of his

command for their gallant and heroic conduct in the brilliant achievement of

to-day, which resulted in the re-capture of Fort Steadman and the entire line,

together with battle-flags, a large number of prisoners, and small arms. You
have won a name and reputation of which veterans might feel proud, and have

proved yourselves worthy of being the associates of the brave soldiers of the

old Xinth Corps, and the General commanding hopes that this, your first en

gagement, and signal victory, will nerve and stimulate you for the performance
of future deeds of gallantry. To the wounded, and to the families of those

who have so nobly fallen in defense of their country, the General commanding
tenders his most heartfelt sympathies.&quot;
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Active operations were now fairly inaugurated, and later on the same day,

there was severe fighting further to the left, which resulted in the capture of

five hundred of the enemy. On the evening of the 30th, the division was

massed, and formed for an assault, but before moving, the order directing it

was .countermanded. On the evening of the 1st of April, the order was re

newed, and the dispositions again made for an assault. At four A. M. of the

2d, it was delivered, Lieutenant Colonel M Call leading the brigade, and Ma
jor Eehrer the regiment. The column was formed in front of Fort Sedgwick.

the left resting on the Jerusalem Plank Eoad, Potter s Division being formed

on the left of the road, to whose movements it was to conform. Strong parties

of Engineers were thrown forward to cut away the abatis, and to break the

wires connecting the chevaux-de-frise, so as to make openings for the advance

of the assaulting party. This work was thoroughly done, and the column ad

vanced in the most gallant manner. As it moved on, it was subjected to a

severe fire from the front, and from powerful batteries which raked the ground
where it was obliged to pass 5

but the works were triumphantly carried, and

the guns which were found were turned upon the foe. The Two Hundredth
was held in reserve, when the first dash was made, but was ordered to follow

almost immediately, and was subjected to a like destructive fire. &quot;It is but

justice here to state,
1

says Major Eehrer in his official report,
&quot; that the officers

and men of my regiment did, in this charge under a heavy fire from the eiie-

iny, behave with great gallantry and coolness, at no time showing the least

sign of faltering or breaking. At this point of the enemy s works we came in

possession of two batteries, each mounting three guns. I at once sent to the

rear for artillerists, who were accordingly furnished, and the captured guns
turned upon the enemy. These works were held during the entire day by my
regiment, and were all the time under a heavy fire of mixed artillery. Three

desperate and determined charges were made by the enemy, in which they put
forth every effort to re-capture the forts, but they were each time repulsed

speedily and with heavy loss. * * * After darkness had set in, I was

ordered to remove the abatis and chevaux-de-frise formerly used by the enemy
and now in our rear, round so as to confront and face the enemy, and I at the

same time advanced one hundred men as a picket line. After this period no

attempt was made by the enemy to re-take the works, and by ten P. M., firing

began to be less rapid. At midnight no firing at all was done, except now and
then a shot from a sharp-shooter.&quot; At four on the following morning, the di

vision advanced rapidly, and entered the city of Petersburg unopposed, the

enemy having withdrawn during the night. The loss in the engagement was
two killed, thirty-four wounded and three missing, an aggregate of thirty-nine.

Major Eehrer was among the wounded, but did not leave the field.

The pursuit of the rebel army was at once commenced, the corps following
the line of the South Side Eailroad, and was continued with brief intervals for

rest, until the 9th, when the rebel army surrendered. The regiment then

went into camp at Nottoway Court House, where it remained until after the

surrender of Johnston, when it marched to City Point, and thence proceeded

by transport to Alexandria. Here it remained until the 30th of May, when
the recruits were transferred to the Fifty-first Pennsylvania, and the rest of

the regiment were mustered out of service.

Two HUNDRED AND FIRST

REGIMENT.

THIS
regiment was recruited at Harrisburg, for one years service, in com

pliance with an order of Governor Curtin, of the 29th of July, 1864, is

sued under the call of the President of July 18th, for five hundred thousand

men. With the exception of a part of company K, recruited in Franklin

county, and squadrons from Duucannon and Fairview, in the counties of Perry
and Cumberland, the men were from Dauphin county. Of the ten regiments

required from Pennsylvania, under this call, this was the first ready for duty,
its ranks having been filled to the maximum strength in less than thirty days.

The men rendezvoused at Camp Curtin, where they were organized in compa
nies, clothed, armed, and equipped, and on the 29th of August, a regimental

organization was effected, with the following field officers : F. Asbury Awl,
Colonel

J. Wesley Awl, Lieutenant Colonel

John T. Morgan, Major. The

Held officers had all served in the One Hundred and Twenty-seventh Regiment,
and large numbers of the line officers and men had previously been in the field.

Immediately after its organization, it proceeded to Chambersburg, and went
into camp five miles from the town, near the point where the pike crosses Back
Creek. It was here schooled and regularly drilled, and on the 12th, started on
a three days march for exercise. On the 17th of September, company H was
ordered to York, for duty at the general hospital established there, and on the

same day, companies F and G, were ordered to Bloody Run, and upon their

arrival reported to General O. S. Ferry, in command of the Juniata District.

Shortly afterwards company F was sent to M Connellsburg, and during the

fall and winter, these two companies were employed in the disagreeable, but

arduous duties of arresting deserters, nearly five hundred being apprehended
and sent to the front. In December, General Ferry was relieved, and Major

Morgan, of the Two Hundred and First, was assigned to the command of the

district. On the 18th of September, company E was ordered to Scrauton, and

upon its arrival, reported to Captain S. K&quot;. Bradford, Provost Marshal of the

district, and was employed in provost duty. On the 22d, the remaining com

panies were again led out upon a three days march for exercise, accompanied
by artillery. On the 28th, the command was ordered to Pittsburg, and had

proceeded as far as Huntingdon, when the order was countermanded, and it

was directed to proceed via Washington and Alexandria to Manassas Junc

tion, and was deployed for duty along the line of the Manassas Gap Railroad,
with headquarters at Gainsville. Subsequently it moved to Thoroughfare Gap,
where it remained until the road was broken up and the iron removed. On
the 13th of November, it was ordered to Alexandria, and was placed in Camp
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Slough. It was here engaged in guard duty in the city, in the defenses south

of the Potomac, and upon railroad trains, and as escort to recruits and strag

glers on their way to the front. Many of the officers of the regiment were de

tailed as members 011 a general court martial. Lieutenant Colonel Awl was,

early in May, placed in command of the Soldiers Rest at Alexandria, which

was a camp for distribution, and remained there until the summons came for

him to re-join his regiment for muster out.

On the 24th of May, 1865, the company which had been on duty at Bloody

E.un, in pursuance of orders, proceeded to Pittsburg, where it was put upon

provost duty, and its commander, Captain Ensminger, was made Provost Mar
shal of the post. Two days later, the main body of the regiment at Alex

andria, was ordered to duty at Fort Delaware, where it remained until the

close of its term. About the middle of June, the scattered detachments as

sembled at Harrisburg, where, on the 21st, the regiment was mustered out

of service.

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Two HUNDRED AND SECOND
REGIMENT.

COMPANY
A, of this regiment, was recruited in Carbon county, B in Ju-

niata, C in Adams, D in Northumberland and Cumberland, E in Lehigh,
F in Northampton, G and II in Cumberland, I in Union, and K in Hunting
don. Recruiting commenced early in August, the troops rendezvousing afc

Camp Curtin, where, on the 3d of September, the regiment was organized, by
the choice of tbe following field officers : Charles Albright, of Carbon county,
Colonel

;
John A. Mans, of Union county, Lieutenant Colonel

;
Walter II. Seip,

of Lehigh county, Major. Colonel Albright had served as Colonel of the One
Hundred and Thirty-second Eegiment, and a number of other officers and a

portion of the men had been in the service; but the majority of the command
knew little of military duty. On the 10th, the regiment proceeded to Camp
Couch, near the town of Chambersburg, where it was subjected to thorough

drill, and on the 23d was led out on a three days inarch for exercise, Gen
eral Couch, who was in command of the Department of the Susquehanna,

having encountered some opposition in the execution of his orders in Co

lumbia county, sent Colonel Albright to the scene of the disturbance, who

was, consequently, for some time, absent from his regiment, but in the mean
time performed the duties of his difficult mission to the entire satisfaction of

the Commanding General.

On the 29th, the regiment proceeded via Washington, to Alexandria, and

upon its arrival, was sent by General Slough, in command of the post, to duty
on the Manassas Gap Eailroad, taking position along the road from Thorough-
tare Gap to Kectortown. General Sheridan had just previous opened his bril

liant campaign in the Sheuaudoah Valley, and over this road the supplies for

his army were transported. To keep it open, was consequently of vital im

portance, and to break it up and hinder and destroy trains, was a cherished

purpose of the disloyal inhabitants dwelling along the line, and of Moseby
and his guerrillas, who claimed this as their favorite stamping ground. This

duty was exceedingly arduous and harassing. If a soldier went outside the

lines, he was immediately set upon, and either murdered or sent away into

captivity. Frequent collisions occurred, in some of which the skirmishing was

brisk
$
those at Salem on the 8th and 16th, resulting in some loss. In both of

these the enemy was driven, a number of his men being killed and wounded.

On the 10th, a party of the enemy succeeded in throwing a train of cars from

the track while running at full speed, killing four or five, and severely wound

ing about twenty. Not content with this, they poured repeated volleys upon
the poor sufferers in the wreck. Upon hearing of this outrage. Colonel Al-
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bright hastened to the scene of the disaster, and immediately ordered that

every building, within the radius of one mile of the wreck, should be burned.

To secure trains against similar disasters in the future, all the prominent rebels

along the line were apprehended, and a portion of them made to accompany
each train. This had the desired effect, and the trains were no more disturbed.

In speaking of this part of its service, Colonel Albright says :
&quot; The soldiers

would have preferred being with the army at the front to doing this duty.

Guarding railroads is always distasteful to soldiers, they being in constant

danger, and without any opportunity, scarcely, of winning honorable distinc

tion. But they appreciated the necessity of the work and cheerfully performed
it.&quot;

u Constant activity and vigilance,&quot; says another officer,
&quot; were required ;

for guerrilla bands, frequently disguised in our uniforms, constantly prowled
about the country, attacking detachments inferior to them in numbers, and,

like the stealthy Indian of the western frontier, creeping upon our sentries and

assassinating them.&quot;

When the triumphs of Sheridan in the valley were assured, and the enemy
eifectually routed, this railroad was abandoned, and the ties and rails were re

moved to Alexandria. In this laborious duty the regiment was engaged, and

when completed, it retired to Alexandria, where it was assigned to the duty of

guarding a portion of the Orange and Alexandria Railroad, extending from

Bull Run to Alexandria, with headquarters at Fairfax Station. In the vicinity

of the Station, four large works were built, and the troops were kept busy in

protecting the woodmen engaged in chopping, and the teams in moving wood
to the Station for the use of the army. In a communication sent on the 1st of

January, 1865, as a New Year s greeting to the regiment by General Gamble,
in command of the brigade, occurs the following acknowledgment of its good
conduct and the soldierly qualities of its commander: &quot;From my personal

knowledge, and the report of the inspecting officer, I consider it my duty to

return you my thanks for your energy and personal attention to the duties and

interests of your command. You have a good regiment, and I am glad to

know the right kind of a Colonel is at the head of it.&quot;

Towards the close of May, 1865, the regiment was ordered to Philadelphia,

where it reported upon its arrival to General Cadwalader, and was sent by
him to the anthracite coal regions of the State. Headquarters of the regiment
were established at Tamaqua, and the command was distributed in detach

ments to various points in that region. Colonel Albright, who had been pre

viously brevetted Brigadier General, was placed in command of the district.

Early in July, company A was sent to Pittsburg. Towards the close of July,

the detachments assembled in Harrisburg, and on the 3d of August, the regi

ment was mustered out of service.

FTPHE troops composing this regiment were recruited at the suggestion of
General Birney, to serve as sharp-shooters in his division; but the Gen

eral dying soon after their reaching the field, they were treated as an ordi

nary infantry regiment. They were from the city of Philadelphia, and from
the counties of Lycoming, Lancaster, Chester, and Delaware, and were or

ganized at Camp Cadwalader, near Philadelphia, on the 10th of September,
1864, with the following field ofllcers : John W.Moore, Colonel; Jonas W. Ly-
man, Lieutenant Colonel; Oliver P. Harding, Major. Colonel Moore had
served as Major in the Mnety-ninth, Lieutenant Colonel Lyrnan as Surgeon of

the Fifty-seventh, and the entire field and staff were veteran officers. On the

22d the regiment departed for the front, and on the 27th arrived before Peters

burg, where it was assigned to the Second Brigade, Second Division, of the

Tenth Corps. On the same day, the Tenth and Eighteenth corps moved to

Deep Bottom, on the James, and advanced upon the enemy s works, at Cha-

pin s Farm and the New Market Koad, achieving a signal success. During
the engagement, the regiment performed provost duty at Deep Bottom, es

corting prisoners to the rear, and picketing Malvern Hill. On the 5th it moved

up to the front, re-joining its brigade, and participated in the engagement of

the 7th, where the enemy assumed the offensive, but where his repeated as

saults were repulsed, and the ground lost by the cavalry under Kautz re

gained. Until the 27th, it remained in the works, but on that day moved out

with the corps on the Darbytown Boad, where the enemy was encountered,
and a strong demonstration on his front made, returning on the following day
to its former position. The regiment lost one killed and six wounded in this

engagement. Subsequently the army of the James was re-organized, and the

Two Hundred and Third became part of the Second Brigade, Second Division,

of the Twenty-fourth Corps, the brigade being under command of Colonel Pen-

nypacker, and the division under General Ames.

On the 7th of December, the infantry troops destined for the attack on Fort

Fisher, consisting of Ames7 Division of the Twenty-fourth Corps, and Paine s

of the Twenty -fifth, about six thousand five hundred strong, moved from camp,
and proceeding to Fortress Monroe, embarked upon transports on the 13th, to

accompany the powerful naval force in readiness to sail under Admiral Porter.

On the 24th the bombardment of the fort commenced, and on the 25th, a force

of three thousand troops landed. Two hundred boys belonging to the Junior

North Carolina Eeser^es were captured, and a reconnoitering force under Gen
eral Curtis, succeeded in reaching the parapets of the fort

;
but General Butler,

who led the expedition, and General Weitzel, his Lieutenant, concurred in the
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opinion, tliat the work could not be carried by assault, and retiring, the forces

returned to their camps on the James. On the 2d of January, General Terry
was sent with the same forces and an additional brigade of the Twenty-fourth

Corps, to renew the attempt at the reduction of the fort. Arnes7 Division

was selected to lead the assault. The three brigades composing his division

were led respectively by Curtis, Pennypacker, and Bell. At a preconcerted

signal, the fleet, which had been delivering a heavy fire upon the fort, changed
its direction, so as to leave the ground free for the movements of the army, and

Curtis dashed forward and carried a portion of the parapet. Pennypacker fol

lowed, overlapping Curtis right, and drove the enemy from the palisading.
In this charge the Two Hundred and Third moved under a storm of bullets

and grape-shot, which rent its ranks with fearful effect. After reaching the

palisades, an opening was found in front, which led to the fort, protected by
two guns. Upon these the regiment was led at a run, and with a wild shout,

and though suffering from a direct and decimating fire, the guns were taken.

Without pausing, it was led on, and hand to hand, fighting with desperate

valor, the first traverse was carried. The smaller openings were thus re

lieved, through which the men poured like a torrent. A footing was gained,

though at a heavy cost. Colonel Pennypacker had fallen, and was reported

mortally hurt, but there was no cessation in the fight. Traverse after traverse,

seventeen in all, still remained to^be overcome. Colonel Moore, with the flag

in one hand, and his sword in the other, led gallantly on until three of the

traverses were carried, and the fourth was being charged, when he fell dead,
still grasping the flag staff, the banner riddled with bullets and more than half

shot away. The enemy here made a desperate effort to re-gain his lost ground,
but by equal valor was he met, and Lieutenant Colonel Lyman, the only field

officer left, leading on his trusty men, and moving among them and encouraging

by his example, succeeded in repulsing every charge.
&quot; The fifth traverse,&quot;

says an eye witness,
&quot; had been taken. The fight*was on the sixth mound. At

the base of the mound Colonel Lymau met a rebel Major. Their swords crossed

and flashed. I saw the contest, and saw the Colonel s sword fly from his hand.

I hastened to reach him and give him aid, but stumbled and fell. When I re

covered my feet, and caught sight of them again, the Major was in the act of

rising from the ground, and the Colonel was drawing his revolver, with which

he shot his antagonist dead. He recovered his sword coolly, called to the men

and led a charge on the seventh traverse, but fell before it was taken, shot

through the heart.&quot; From half-past three in the afternoon, until far into the

night, this desperate struggle was maintained, when overcome and driven

from the last traverse, the enemy finally yielded, and the victory was complete.

But during those mortal hours, nearly half of the entire regiment had gone

down in the fight. Forty-six were killed, and one hundred and forty-five

wounded. Colonel Moore, Lieutenant Colonel Lymau, Captain Jacob T. Small-

wood and Lieutenant Matthias Hart, were of the killed, and Captains Benjamin

Brooke and Alexander M Cuue, and Lieutenants Charles B. Duncan, Peter

Alt, William E. T. Boggs, and John S. Wetter of the wounded. Of Colonel

Moore, General Ames says in his official report,
&quot; he behaved with the most

distinguished gallantry. He was killed within the forfc, in advance of his regi

ment. Few equaled, none surpassed this brave officer.&quot; The flag had over

eighty rents made in it that day by bullets and grape shot. &quot; These traverses,&quot;

says Admiral Porter,
&quot; are immense bomb-proofs, about sixty feet long., fifty feet
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wide, and twenty feet high seventeen of them in all, being on the north-east

face. Between each traverse, are one or two heavy guns.&quot;
&quot; I have since vis

ited,&quot; he again says, &quot;Fort Fisher and its adjoining works, and find their

strength greatly beyond what I had conceived. An engineer might be ex
cusable in saying they could not be captured, except by regular siege. I won
der, even now, how it was done. The work as I said before, is really stronger
than the Malakoff Tower, which defied so long the combined powers of France
and England, and yet it was captured by a handful of men, under the fire of the

guns of the fleet, and in seven hours after the attack commenced in earnest.&quot;

After the capture of Fort Fisher, the regiment lay quietly in camp until

the llth of February, when an advance was made on Wilmington. The enemy
had a line of works across the Peninsula, from the Cape Fear Eiver to the

ocean, and this was first encountered. The regiment was thrown out as skir

mishers, covering the brigade, and succeeded in getting the enemy s rifle pits

in front of the works, but on account of the dense undergrowth and bushes,
and the swampy nature of the ground, the line of battle could not advance.

Once in the rifle-pits, and under the fierce fire of the enemy, without support,
the regiment could not withdraw until night-fall, when, under cover of dark

ness, the men succeeded in crawling, man by man, stealthily away. Finding
it impossible to break the lines at that point, the division was moved to the

right bank of the river, and joined the command of General Schofield, who had

just arrived with his army from the west. Moving up in rear of Fort Ander

son, it was found abandoned, as well as the works which it commanded on the

opposite side. Thus, what would have cost many lives by direct assault, was

gained without firing a gun by a flank movement.

Ee-crossiug the river, the advance on Wilmington was resumed, and on

the evening of the 20th, the enemy was found strongly intrenched at a point
five miles from the city. Dispositions were made and an attack opened on the

21st, in which the regiment lost four wounded
;
but during the succeeding night,

the enemy evacuated his works, and on the following morning, Wilmington,
which had long been a principal resort for blockade runners, was entered.

The enemy was pursued nine miles, when the Union column was halted, the

bridge having been destroyed at that point, and soon after returned to camp
near the city. Early in March, the columns were again put in motion

towards Goldsboro, and formed junction with Sherman s army, while the bat

tle of Bentonville was in progress. On the following day the regiment moved
back to Faison s Station, where it was charged with guarding the line of rail

way. On the 10th of April, the columns were again put in motion towards

Ealeigh, the enemy retiring, as it advanced, without serious fighting, until the

18th of April, when Johnston made an agreement for the suspension of hos

tilities, and on the 26th finally surrendered, the war being substantially at an

end. The regiment was then assigned to duty at Ealeigh, where it remained
until the 22d of June, when it was mustered out of service.

Two HUNDRED AND FOURTH,
FIFTH AETILLERY.

THIS
regiment was principally recruited in the county of Allegheny, though

considerable numbers were from the counties of Lawrence, Beaver, Cam
bria, Westmoreland, Armstrong, and Greene. Eecruiting was commenced in

August, 18G4, the men rendezvousing at Camp Reynolds, near Pittsburg,

where, on the 10th of September, an organization was effected by the selection

of the following field officers : George S. Gallupe, formerly Major in the Eighth
Bcserve Regiment, Colonel; Joseph Browne, formerly Major of the One Hun
dred and Second Pennsylvania Regiment, Lieutenant Colonel

;
Michael Baer,

Howard Morton, and George M. Irwin, Majors. Soon after its organization,
it was ordered to Washington, and upon its arrival, was assigned to duty in the

forts north of the Capitol. On the 28th, the regiment was sent out to cover

the construction trains engaged in opening the Manassas Gap Railroad, and
was posted by battalion along the line, the government purposing to make it

the line of supply for Sheridan s army, then in the Shenandoah Valley. The
First Battalion, under command of Major Morton, which was in rear of the

other two, while at Salem, was suddenly attacked at noon of the Sth of Oc

tober, by a superior force of Moseby s command, consisting of cavalry and artil

lery. Line of battle was formed, and details from the several companies were

thrown out as skirmishers, but the enemy showing superior strength and

opening with artillery, it was deemed prudent not to give battle, and the bat

talion began slowly to retire towards Rectortown, where the other battalions,

under Lieutenant Colonel Browne, were stationed. Moseby followed closely,

and in the progress of the movement, succeeded in cutting off and capturing
Lieutenants Hay and Miltenberger, and twenty men of the skirmish company.
On the 10th, Moseby took position on a Mil, overlooking the ground which the

regiment occupied at Rectortown, and opened a hot fire with his artillery,

hoping thereby to prepare the way for a successful charge, and the capture of

the trains and engines employed in re-constructing the road. The trains, how

ever, being shielded by cuts of the road-bed, sustained no damage, and only
three or four men in the regiment were killed and wounded. When this fire

had been kept up about two hours, an advance on Moseby 5 s front was made

by one battalion, while a detachment of sharp-shooters was sent by a detour, to

approach secretly and pick off the gunners. Discovering the movement,

Moseby withdrew, and took position on an eminence three miles away. On
the following day, the regiment was ordered to return with the trains to Wlrite

Plains. The enemy at once gave chase, and having destroyed the track in

several places, made preparations for vigorous work. Leaving the First Bat-
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talion at Bectortown, and placing the Second in front, and the Third iti rear of

the train, with skirmishers thrown out, the command moved forward. Two
miles out, a bridge was found destroyed, compelling the train to stop at a point

where it could be easily raked by the enemy, from a hill six hundred yards to

the right and rear, which he designed to occupy $
but the skirmishers of the

regiment reached a position commanding it first, and when his advance ap

peared, poured in so hot a fire from their Sharp s rifles, that it compelled him
to retire, and to move over to the head of a ravine down which he had intended

to point his artillery. The troops in charge of the trains were, however, ad
vised of this in time to save them from exposure. Skirmishing was kept up
while the road was being repaired, but by skillful dispositions, the enemy was

prevented from gaining any advantage. Xear Salem, the road was again
found broken, but a battalion of the Two Hundred and Second had, in the

meantime, come up and taken position on an eminence commanding the road,
and held the enemy in check, who was thereby prevented from gaining any
favorable position for his artillery. On the following day, Moseby retired with

his artillery to the mountain, and the Second and Third battalions moved back

to Kectortown. A few days later, these battalions, under Lieutenant Colonel

Browne, proceeded to Piedmont, to which point the railroad had been com

pleted. A favorite pastime with Moseby had been to waylay trains, and throw

them from the track when under full headway. As a means of protection, a

number of prominent rebel citizens living along the line, were placed upon the

trains, and for several weeks were kept riding up and down the road. This

precaution had the desired effect, and the trains made their trips without mo
lestation. A few weeks after arriving at Piedmont, two companies of this

regiment, with a squadron of the Thirteenth 2sew York Cavalry, moved by
night into the mountains and succeeded in capturing Moseby

7
s artillery, four

pieces and caissons, and several prisoners, and brought them safely into camp
at daylight. One of the guns, a twelve-pounder, had been presented to Moseby
by General Early.

Shortly after the battle of Cedar Creek, the regiment returned to the forts

north of Washington, tearing up and bringing away, in conjunction with other

troops, the material of the road, as it came. In this position it remained but

a few days, when it was again ordered to Virginia, and was posted for the

winter, as follows: The First Battalion, under Major Baer, at Prospect Hill,

on the pike leading from Chain Bridge to Leesburg; the Second Battalion,

under Major Irwin, at Vienna, on the London and Hampshire Bailroad, and
here w^as established the headquarters of the regiment; the Third Battalion,

under Captain Kent, subsequently Major Hope, who had succeeded Major Mor

ton, at Fairfax Court House. The regiment was engaged during the winter,

in building immense stockades and block-houses, and the usual drill and picket

duty. Expeditions were also sent out in the spring of 18G5, to the Bull Bun
battle ground, where burying parties were for some time employed in inter

ring the dead of the Second Bull Bun battle, whose bodies had laid uucared for

since the date of the battle. Xearly two thousand were buried, and monu
ments erected over their graves. In June, the regiment was ordered to Pitts-

burg, where it was received with imposing demonstrations, and where, on the

30th, it was mustered out of service.

Two HUNDRED AND FIFTH

REGIMENT.

COMPANIES
A, C, and I of this regiment, wore recruited in Blair county,

B, E, and H in Berks, F, and K in Miffliu, D in Huntingdon, and G in

Blair, Dauphin, and Franklin. They rendezvoused at Camp Curtin, where,
on the 2d of September, 1864, the following field officers were selected : Joseph
A. Mathews, Colonel

5
William F.Walter, Lieutenant Colonel,- B. Mortimer

Morrow, Major. Colonel Mathews had served in the Forty-sixth, and in the

One Hundred and Twenty-eighth, Lieutenant Colonel Walter in the One Hun
dred and Fourth, Major Morrow in the Eighty-fourth regiment, and a large pro

portion of the remaining officers and men were skilled in military duty. On
the 5th, the regiment left Harrisburg, and proceeding to Washington, crossed

the Potomac, and went into camp at Fort Corcoran. At the end of a week, it

moved to Camp Distribution, and taking in charge thirteen hundred recruits

and drafted men, proceeded with them by transports to City Point. Moving
out four miles, it reported to General Benham, and under his direction, was

engaged in picketing from the left of the army line, to the James, and in build

ing torts and earth-works for the defense of City Point, nearly the entire regi

ment being called to duty daily. On the 9th of October, it was ordered to the

Army of the James, and at the end of twenty days, during which it was em

ployed on picket duty, it returned and proceeded to join the Army of the Po
tomac. With five other new Pennsylvania regiments, it formed a provisional

brigade, commanded by General Hartranft, and was attached to the Mnth
Corps. Early in December, this brigade moved to the relief of the Second and

Fifth Corps, which were threatened with an attack by the enemy, while out

upon a demonstration on the left. On the loth of December, the six regi

ments composing this brigade, were organized into a division, which became,

the Third of the Mnth Corps, composed of two brigades, the Two Hundred
and Fifth, Two Hundred and Seventh, and Two Hundred and Eleventh, form

ing the Second Brigade, to the command of which Colonel Mathews was as

signed. General Hartranft commanded the division, and General Parke the

corps. With the exception of occasional marches to the left, in support of ag

gressive movements, the regiment remained in camp, near Fort Prescott, on

the Army Line Eailroad during the winter, engaged in drill and fatigue duty,

the division being held in reserve, just in rear of the other two divisions of

the corps.

Before daylight, on the morning of the 25th of March, 18G5, the regiment
was summoned to arms, and ordered to stand in readiness to move upon the

first signal, the enemy having broken through the line on Wilcox s front, and
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captured Fort Steadman. General Hartranft was quickly upon the ground
where further disaster threatened, and gathering in the regiments of his divi

sion, attacked and checked the victorious onset of the enemy. The Two Hun
dred and Fifth was ordered to move down a ravine which ran in rear of the

captured Hue, and when opposite Fort Haskell, was halted under cover, and

held in support of the rest of the line, which was hotly engaged. For nearly

an hour, impatient to move upon the defiant foe, it was forced to stand in

waiting. Finally, when all his plans for a combined assault had been per

fected, General Hartranft gave the signal to charge, and with a united front,

and with the greatest determination and daring, the lines moved on, sweeping

every thing before them, and re-gaining all that was lost. The Two Hundred
and Fifth, moved at once to the support of the charging column, and held

a large number of prisoners, small arms, and one battle-flag. The loss, fortu

nately, was but slight, being but ten wounded.

Of the part taken by the Two Hundred and Fifth, in the final assault upon
the works before Petersburg, on the morning of the 2d of April, an idea will

be best gained by the following extract from Captain Holmes7
official report:

&quot; On the night of the 1st instant,&quot; he says,
&quot; at eleven o clock, the regiment

was ordered to form on the color line in front of the camp, Major Morrow
in command. At one o clock A. M., of the 2d, the regiment was moved

towards, and on the Plank Eoad in rear of Fort Sedgwick, halted sometime,
and then advanced by the right of the fort in the covered way, and formed in

line of battle, with the Two Hundred and Seventh in front, directly in rear of

our picket line. The order was given to charge the enemy s works at daylight,

which was gallantly accomplished. The regiment captured Battery 30, with

a number of prisoners; also one battle-flag fell into our hands, being captured

by private John Lilly, of company F, who acted very gallantly throughout the

engagement. This flag was forwarded to General Hartranft s headquarters,

with a statement of its capture. Our. colors were planted on the works,

and remained there until the regiment was relieved. At this time, Major
Morrow received a severe wound in the foot, and was taken oft* the field. I

then assumed command, and remained with the regiment in the works, repuls

ing several charges made by the enemy during the day, and at night, assisted

in placing the abatis in front of our works, under a severe enfilading fire from

the enemy, remaining upon the line until two o clock on the following morning,
when I was ordered to move with the regiment to the rear of our picket line. 7

In the advance upon the hostile works, and in driving out the enemy and hold

ing the line when captured, the regiment was exposed to a fearful fire of in

fantry and artillery, from the effect of which it suffered heavy losses. Two

officers, Lieutenants Henry A. Lower, and David B. Eoberts, and twenty-two
enlisted men were killed, six officers and ninety-one enlisted men were wounded,
one officer, Samuel L. Hughes, mortally, and five men were missing, an aggre

gate loss of one hundred and twenty-six. Major Morrow lost a leg.

At daylight, the regiment was ordered to advance towards Petersburg;
but everywhere the evidences of a general evacuation were observable, and on

arriving within the city, it was jfouud that the enemy had fired it in several

places. By the aid of the fire companies, the flames were subdued, and the

bridges crossing the Appomattox were saved. At noon the regiment returned

to its former camp, and striking tents, started with the division to follow up
the advantage. The progress to Burkesville Junction was slow, the command
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being charged with the repair of the the South Side Railroad as it went, and
with keeping open this line of communication with the main body of the army.
At Burkesville, the regiment remained until after the surrender of the rebel

armies in the east, and hostile operations were at an end. It then proceeded
via City Point to Alexandria, and encamped at Seminary Hill, where it re

mained until the 2d of June, when it was mustered out of service.

THIS
regiment was principally recruited in the counties of Indiana, West

moreland, and Jefferson, and was organized at Camp Reynolds, near

Pittsbnrg, on the 8th of September, 1864, with the following field officers :

Hugh J. Brady, Colonel; John T. Fulton, Lieutenant Colonel
; Joseph B. Fer

guson, Major. The field, staff, and line officers, were for the most part vet

erans, and the majority of the men had served in other organizations. On the

day following its organization, it was ordered to Washington, but while en

route, an order was received directing it to proceed from Baltimore by trans

port, to City Point, where, upon its arrival, it was temporarily assigned to a

provisional brigade in the Army of the James, occupying the Bermuda front,

attached to the Eighteenth Corps. On the 4th of October, the regiment was

ordered to duty with the engineer corps, and crossing to the north bank of the

James, was put to work upon a fort a mile north of Dutch Gap. It was here

under lire of the enemy s guns, and had one man killed, and several wounded.

So promptly and well was this work executed, that a complimentary order

was issued by the commander of the Department, commending the energy and

skill displayed, and in recognition of the service, directing the work to be

called Fort Brady.
On the 26th of October, the regiment was ordered to report to General

Terry, in command of the Tenth Corps, and was assigned to the Third Brigade
of the First Division, where it was associated with the Eleventh Maine, Twen

ty-fourth Massachusetts, Tenth Connecticut, and One Hundredth 2s ew York.

It was soon after placed in comfortable winter-Quarters, on the line of works
north of Fort Harrison, where every facility was afforded for drill and disci

pline that could be desired. By an order of the War Department, of the 3d of

December, the Tenth and Eighteenth corps were merged, the Twenty-fourth
and T\venty-fifth corps being formed from them, the Twenty-fourth compris

ing all the white troops, and General Ord was placed in command of the Army
of the James.

When the general movement of the army commenced on the 27th of March,

1865, the regiment was detached from the brigade, and ordered to remain in

camp, reporting to General Devens, commanding the Third Division. This

disposition was exceedingly distasteful to the command, and in response to a

remonstrance made against it, the following communication from, division

headquarters was received :
&quot; I am directed by General Foster, to state that

he regrets exceedingly, that your command should have been ordered to re

main. The order came from Department Headquarters, and the General did

all in his power to have it revoked, but could not. 7 The convalescents of the

First Division were ordered to report to Colonel Brady, who was directed to

organize and hold them in readiness to move. On the 3d of April, the troops

in front of Richmond were ordered to advance. It was soon discovered that

the enemy had evacuated his works, and fired the city, so that the troops

marched in without opposition. On the 22d, the regiment was relieved from

General Devens command, and ordered to report to General F. T. Dent, Mili

tary Governor, who assigned it to provost duty in the city. A month later,

it returned to its brigade, Colenel Brady, as the ranking officer, assuming
command. The regiment was soon after sent to Lynchburg, where it reported
to General Gregg, and was, by him, assigned to provost duty in that town.

It remained here for two weeks, and was then ordered to return to Eichmond
and re-join the division. On the 26th of June, no further service being re

quired of it, it was mustered out of service, and ordered to Pittsburg, where,
on the 2d of July, it was finally disbanded. In his farewell order, General

Dandy, in command of the brigade, said :
u Under your gallant commander,

Colonel Hugh J. Brady, you were the first to enter Eichmond, and to display
in the capital of traitors, the Stars and Stripes of your country. Carry home
with yon, and bequeath it to your children, the red heart, the badge of the

First Division. It is the symbol of deeds that will live when this present, and

many succeeding generations, have passed away.&quot;

/COMPANIES A, D 7 H, K, and parts of B, E, and G of this regiment wereW recruited in Tioga county, C in Clinton, F in Cumberland and Franklin,
I in Lycoming, and parts of B, E, and G- in Bradford, York, and Lancaster.

Recruiting was commenced about the middle of July, 1SG4, the companies ren

dezvousing at Camp Curtin, where, on the 8th of September, the regiment
was organized with the following field officers : Robert C. Cox, who had served

as Major of the One Hundred and Seventy-first Pennsylvania, Colonel
;
W. W.

S. Snoddy, Lieutenant Colonel
;
Victor A. Elliott, Major. On the 12th, the

regiment started for the front, and upon its arrival at City Point, was ordered

to duty with the Army of the James. Eor four days it remained without

shelter, awaiting orders. At the end of that time, it was directed to report to

Colonel J. II. Potter s Brigade, and was assigned to picket duty on the Ber

muda front, stretching from the Appornattox to the James. The picket lines

were here in close proximity, at one point a rebel vidette standing at one end

of a prostrate chestnut tree, and the Union at the other. In a ravine be

tween the two lines, ran a cool, clear spring. Around this, soldiers occupying
the out-posts of the two armies would gather, and for the time forgetting that

they were enemies, would engage in the friendly conversation of comrades,
and exchange papers for coffee and tobacco. On the 16th of November, this

friendly spirit was suddenly broken, and at seven in the evening, the enemy
charged upon the picket line. The regiment was ordered up to the support of

the pickets, and a brisk engagement ensued, in which two were killed and a

number wounded.

On the 24th of November, the regiment was transferred to the Ninth Corps,
in the Army of the Potomac, and with that corps marched upon a demonstra

tion upon the left, but did not become engaged. Upon its return to the Ninth

Corps lines, then the extreme right, it- went into camp upon the Army Line

Railroad, near Fort Prescott, and was incorporated with the Third Division,

composed of six Pennsylvania regiments, and commanded by General Hart-

ran ft, forming with the Two Hundred and Fifth, and Two Hundred and Elev

enth, the Second Brigade. On the 5th of February, 18G5, the regiment joined

in the movement to Hatcher7s Run, the brigade being under the command of

Colonel Cox. On reaching the run, it went into line of battle, heavy fighting

at the time being in progress away to the left of the position occupied At

night orders were given to fortify. Substantial breast-works of logs and earth

were thrown up, and the command held in momentary expectation of an at

tack. But none came, and after remaining in position four days, exposed
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to inclement weather, it returned to camp. Until the 25th of March, the rou

tine of duty was little disturbed. At a little before daylight on the morning
of that day, it was suddenly aroused by heavy firing upon the front. Soon

after, orders were received to prepare for action and a rapid movement to the

point of attack, Fort Steadman and portions of the line to right and left of

it, having been assaulted and carried by the enemy. At six o clock the order

to move was received, and marching at double quick, and passing the Avery
House, where was General Ilartrauft s headquarters, and where the pace was
slackened to a quick step, proceeded down a ravine, just in rear of the line,

until it had come to a point nearly opposite Fort Steadman, when it was
halted and took shelter beneath the abrupt bank. The fire of infantry and ar

tillery was incessant, but owing to the protection afforded by the position,

little loss was here sustained. When the signal for the general advance by
the whole division was given, at a little after eight, the regiment promptly

responded j
but scarcely had the movement begun, when the Colonel com

manding the brigade ordered a halt. Four companies under Colonel Cox, not

receiving the order, kept 011 at a run, and entered the fort with the advanced

lines. The remaining companies, after a momentary pause, were again or

dered forward, and entered the breast-works and redoubt to the left of Fort

Steadrnau, taking many prisoners and one battle-flag. Emerging, as this

regiment did, from cover, where the enemy had no suspicion that troops were

concealed, and moving at a run, he had no time to bring his guns to bear upon
it before it was upon him. The loss on this account was slight, being but one

killed and sixteen wounded. The guns of the fort and batteries were again
turned upon the enemy, and the breach was in a short time repaired. The

regiment then returned to camp
A little after three o clock, on the morning of April 2d, the Two Hundred and

Seventh was led out, and formed in line of battle, directly in front of Fort Sedg.

wick, the left of the regiment resting on the Jerusalem Plank Road, the other

two regiments of the brigade being formed in its rear, and those of the First

Brigade, as a reserve, just inside the picket line. Potter s Division was formed

to the left of Hartranft s, and a portion of Wilcox s, which had been ordered to

report to Hartrantt, upon the right, a combined assault having been ordered

upon a concerted signal, all along the lines. The enemy s artillery and mortar

batteries were already in full play, the sky being ablaze with bursting shells

and the fiery trails of the mortar missiles. Just at daybreak, a signal rocket

was sent up from the centre of the line, and the order to advance was given. In

the face of a murderous fire of grape and canister, and musketry at short range,

Colonel Cox led his regiment, closely followed by the rest of the brigade, across

the picket line, cleared the picket line of the enemy, paused a moment at the

double line of chevaux-de-frise, where strong hands seized the obstructions

which the pioneers were busy in breaking, and opening them like gates, rushed

through, and with a wild shout carried the enemy s main line, planting the regi

mental colors upon the fort which commanded the Jerusalem Plank lioad.

Turning to the left, the brigade, for now the regiments had become mingled,

rushed on and captured three other works with five pieces of artilleiy. The

guns were immediately wheeled upon the enemy, and dispositions made to

hold the line. Repeated attempts were made to re-take it, but each assault of

the foe was repulsed with great slaughter. In speaking of the assault, Colonel

Cox, in his official report, says: &quot;Officers and men fell on every side. My
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Color Sergeant, George J. Horning, fell, pierced with seven balls, and three

of the color-guard fell wounded by his side. Sergeant C. H. Ilgenfritz of com

pany E, sprang forward and raised the colors, and my men rushed over the

enemy s works, and planted the colors on their fort. 7 Colonel Mathews, in

command of the brigade, in his official report, says :
&quot; To Colonel E. C. Cox, who

commanded the leading regiment, I owe the entire good success that attended

tbe charge. Foremost among those who scaled the enemy s works, cheering his

men by his courage, preparing them to meet the many charges of the enemy
to re-take the lines, and thus beating them back each time, with heavy losses in

killed and wounded, he is deserving of the highest praise.&quot; At ten o clock A.

M., Colonel Mathews, who, though suffering from illness, had remained at the

fort, directing the movements, was relieved, and Colonel Cox succeeded to the

command of the brigade. A very heavy fire was kept up on both sides, the

enemy still holding an inner line, and one of his batteries away to the left,

which still held out, and which partially enfiladed the position, greatly annoy

ing the command. When the enemy s ammunition, found in the fort, was ex

hausted, squads from the regiment were sent back to Fort Sedgwick to bring up
fresh supplies. The ground which they had to traverse, was commanded by the

enemy s guns, and many were killed while crossing it
j
but enough was brought

to keep the guns in play until four P. M., when the firing ceased. The entire

loss in the engagement was thirty-seven killed, one hundred and forty wounded,
and eight missing, an aggregate of one hundred and eighty-five. Captain James

Carothers was among the killed, and Lieutenants Alonzo R. Case and Allen

G. Dodd, among the mortally wounded. Ten officers were wounded.

At four o clock on the morning of the 3d, the division was pushed forward

into the city, but found it evacuated. After remaining about two hours, the

regiment retraced its steps, crossed the lines, where, for upwards of nine

months armed men had stood in deadly conflict, now silent and deserted, and

returning to camp, made preparations to move in pursuit. The division was

charged with keeping open the line of supply which was along the South Side

Railroad. At Burkesville, the column halted, and the Two Hundred and Sev
enth was engaged in picket duty, and in taking charge of, and paroling rebel

prisoners. Shortly after the surrender of Lee, it returned to City Point, and

thence to Alexandria. It went into camp a short distance from the city, where

it remained until the 13th of May, when the recruits were transferred to the

Fifty- first Pennsylvania, and the rest of the regiment was mustered out of ser

vice.

original organizations of companies E, F, G, and I, were made from

Colonel M Calmont had

served as Colonel of the One Hundred and Forty-second regiment, and Lieu

tenant Colonel Heintzelinen in the Tenth, Seventy-sixth, and One Hundred
and Seventy-second regiments. On the day following its organization, it started

for the front, and upon its arrival, was assigned to duty in a provisional bri

gade, commanded by Colonel J. X. Potter, of the Twelfth New Hampshire, on

the Bermuda Hundred front. It was here engaged in picket duty, fatigue duty
in building roads, and in drill, until the 27th of November, when it was or

dered to report to the Army of the Potomac. Soon after reaching the right

bank of the Appomattox, it was put upon the march for the Weldon Kailroad.

but returned without meeting the enemy. It was assigned to the Ninth Corps,

where it became part of the First Brigade, Third Division, and was associated

with the Two Hundredth, and Two Hundred and Ninth regiments. The division

was posted in rear of the Ninth Corps line, as a reserve, and was commanded

by General Hartranft. The regiment was encamped to the right of the Avery
House, the headquarters of General Hartranft, and nearly in the centre of the

division. During the winter comparative quiet reigned, and though a terrible

and almost ceaseless cannonade was kept up, none of the missiles reached the

camps, except those of one gun, a sixty-four pounder, which was occasionally

opened and was directed towards the Avery House. There was, however,

little accuracy of aim, and they soon came to be regarded as harmless. Upon
the occasion of the grand movement upon Hatcher s Run, in February, 18t&amp;gt;5,

by the Second and Fifth corps, the division was sent to their support, and oc

cupied a position on the line where the Union forces had been repulsed in a

similar attempt to extend the line to the left, in the August previous. The

ground was fortified, but the enemy did not attack, and after an absence of

nearly a week, it returned to camp.

Upon the first signal of alarm, early on the morning of the 25th of March,
when the Union lines were broken at Fort Steadman, and the fort and several

batteries were captured, General Hartranft, who was quickly aroused, and

ready for action, sent the Two Hundred and Eighth, which was nearest to his
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headquarters, under Lieutenant Colonel Heintzelman, in the absence of Colo
nel M Calmonty and accompanied by Colonel Diven, in command of the bri-

nde r to report to General M ?

Laughlin y having command of a brigade of the

First Division upon the portion of the line captured. Moving hastily towards-

the scene of disaster, the regiment was brought into position on the right of

General M Laughlin s headquarters, the left resting within one hundred yards
of Fort Haskell, and facing northward. A number of squads from the Third

Brigade of the First Division, numbering some two hundred, chiefly from the

One Hundredth Pennsylvania, were placed on the left of the Two Hundred
and Eighth, making the line continuous to Fort Haskell. Upon coming into

position, the enemy was discovered, having advanced upon the rear of the

Union lines, and two or three well directed volleys were poured in upon him
with good effect, causing him to fall back in some confusion, to the cover of a

ravine. Encouraged by the advantage gained, a charge was immediately or

dered, and he was driven from the ravine to the cover of Battery 12, and the

line of works connecting the battery with Fort Haskell. The position thus

gained, the regiment held without wavering, though the enemy kept up a steady
fire upon it from a sheltered position. In the meantime, the Two Hundredth
and Two Hundred and Mnth regiments, under General Hartrauft, in person,
had been brought up on the right of the break, and though encountering most

determined opposition, had checked the rebel onset, and were holding him at bay,
and the three regiments of the Second Brigade had been brought within close

supporting distance. At this juncture, General Hartranft received an order

from General Parke, in command of the corps, to re-take the lost lines, and
his troops being in readiness, he gave the order to assault. Before Colonel

Diven could reach Lieutenant Colonel Heintzelman with the order to advance,
which he had received, the lines began to move forward. Eager to be with the

foremost, without awaiting orders, Heintzelman gave the signal to advance,
and in the most gallant manner, Battery 12, and the lines to the right and left

of it were carried. In the folds of the battery, one hundred prisoners were

taken, and along theline, two hundred and fifty more, including a Colonel, Ad
jutant, and several line officers. The men of the Two Hundred and Eighth were

of hardy habits, and were skilled in the use of the rifle, and when ordered to fire,

took deadly aim, sweeping all before them. Among rebel prisoners they had the

reputation of being sharp-shooters. At the moment when the final charge
was made, Colonel Diven was struck by the fragment of a shell, and the com
mand devolved on Lieutenant Colonel M Call, of the Two Hundredth regiment.

The loss was four killed and thirty-eight wounded. Captain Prosper Dalien

and Lieutenant F. W. Keller, were among the mortally wounded. Captain

Dalien was an officer of great merit, and was serving as acting engineer officer

on the staff of General Hartranft. He was a native of France, educated at

Nancy and at the military school at St. Cyr, had served through the Italian

wars of 1859, as Lieutenant of Cavalry, and was brevetted Captain, and pre

sented with two medals for gallant conduct at Solferino, by Napoleon III.

After the re-taking of the main line, the picket line was re-established, and

Captain Shollar of company B, was detailed as brigade officer in charge. The

enemy s dead were delivered under flag of truce, many of whom were found to

have been shot in the head, and a large proportion were lying in front of the

position occupied by the Two Hundred and Eighth.
&quot; When you were about

to make your final
charge,&quot; said a rebel officer to Captain Sholler,

&quot; a council
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of war was being held by our Generals; but it was the shortest council of war

you ever saw
;
for when they beheld such magnificent lines advancing, they

adjourned, by each taking to his heels without ceremony.&quot;

The attack had been so sudden, and the disaster was so apalling, that when
the joyful tidings came, that Hartranft s single division, almost unaided, had

successfully stemmed the current of disaster, and had triumphantly retrieved

all that was lost, the feeling of exultation and gratitude knew no bounds. Espe
cially was this feeling shared at army headquarters, and by the President, and

Secretary of War The following communication from General Parke, accom

panying one from General Meade, touching the prompt promotion of General

Hartranft to Major General, illustrates this feeling.
&quot; The commanding Gen

eral instructs me to transmit herewith, a copy of communication from the com

manding General of the Army of the Potomac, of yesterday s date, which will

explain itself, He bids me say, however, in connection therewith, that such

prompt recognition of your services on the 25th instant, by the President,
Lieutenant General, and the Major General commanding this army, affords

him the greatest pleasure, and he begs you will accept his hearty congratula
tions on your well deserved promotion.&quot; The letter of General Meade to Gen
eral Parke, was in these words :

&quot; The commanding General directs me to ac

knowledge the receipt of your letter of this date, recommending Brigadier

General Hartranft, United States Volunteers, for the brevet of Major General

of Volunteers, for his conspicuous gallantry in re-capturing* Fort Steadman.

during the action of the 25th instant, as well as for his industry in organizing
and disciplining his division, composed of new regiments. In reply, I am di

rected to inform you, that before the receipt of your letter, a recommendation of

this same effect had been made by the commandingGeneral, to Lieutenant Gen
eral Grant, to which a response was received, that this nomination had been

made to the Secretary of War, and a telegraphic answer returned, the ap

pointment shall be made. Since then, the commanding General has been in

formed by telegraph, that Brigadier General Hartranft is brevetted Major

General, and that the appointment has been forwarded by mail. Tour recom

mendation is, however, forwarded, to complete the record.&quot;

When affairs had become settled upon the lately broken and disordered

front, the regiment was relieved from duty, and returned to its quarters. The

night of the 26th, was the last spent in camp. After that, it was kept in mo
tion until daylight on the morning of the 2d of April, when it joined in the

attack upon the rebel works in front of Fort Sedgwick. It was of the assault

ing column, and with unflinching determination, moved over the ground, where

the enemy s missiles, from small arms and powerful batteries, dealt death and

destruction on every hand. His strong works were carried, and his guns,

which had for many months belched forth their fiery flame upon the Union

lines, were turned upon his retreating troops. At an inner line he made a

stand, and during the long day he kept up a desperate fire, and made deter

mined struggles to re-gain his lost ground. In one of these assaults, he suc

ceeded in carrying a portion of the line held by detachments sent to the help

of the division and posted upon the left of the regiment j
with great bravery

it resisted the attack, and though suffering from an enfilading fire, held the po

sition until relief came, and the abandoned ground was re-taken. At night the

fire began to slacken, and pickets were thrown upon the front, Lieutenant Colo

nel Heintzelman being division officer. At a little before daylight, General
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Hartranft ordered him to advance and feel the enemy. Cautiously the pickets
moved forward, but they found the works abandoned. The columns were

speedily put in motion, and on entering Petersburg, it was found that the ene

my had escaped across tbe Appomattox, and was flying- southward. After re

maining until noon, the regiment returned to camp, and made preparations to

join in the pursuit. The loss in this engagement was nine killed and thirty-nine

wounded. The regiment moved with the division upon the line of the South
Side Eailroad to Nottoway Court House, which it reached on the 9th, where

the news of the surrender of Lee was received. Here it remained until the 20th,
when returning via Petersburg to City Point, it proceeded to Alexandria, and

encamped near the seminary, and subsequently south of the town. The men
now became exceedingly impatient to return home, many of them being farmers,
and seed-time rapidly passing. But not until the first of June, were arrange
ments perfected for their release. On that day, tbe recruits were transferred

to the Fifty-first Pennsylvania, and the rest of the regiment was mustered out

of service.

Two HUNDRED AND
REGIMENT.

A, and F of this regiment, were from Cumberland county.

B, and I from York, C from Cambria, D from Franklin, E from Colnm

bia, G from Adams, H from Lehigh, and K from Lebanon. The regiment was

organized at Camp Curtin, on the 16th of September, 1864, ~by the choice of

the following field officers: Tobias B Kauffman, formerly Major of the First

Reserve Regiment, Colonel
; George W. Frederick, Lieutenant Colonel

5
John

L. Ritchey, Major. A considerable number of officers and men had served in

other organizations, the experience thereby gained proving of great advantage
in disciplining the raw recruits. Immediately after its organization, it moved
for the front, and passing up the James River, landed at Bermuda Hundred.
It was placed in camp at Camp Potter, where it remained two weeks, and was
then posted upon the advanced line to the left of Fort Harrison, midway be

tween the James and Appomattox rivers. Soon after taking position, Cap
tain John B. Landis, with three Lieutenants and one hundred and thirteen

men, was detached from the regiment, and assigned to duty in garrisoning re

doubt Carpenter, on the left bank of the James. Company and battalion drill

was here prosecuted with what success it was possible, with a large propor
tion of the command almost constantly on exhausting duty on picket and in

garrison, and by great diligence and efficiency on the part of its officers, it at

tained a good degree of discipline. During the engagement at Chapin s Farm,
or Fort Harrison, the regiment was ordered upon the parapet, creating the

impression upon the enemy, that a charge upon his flank was about to be de

livered. The real charge upon the front was heroically made, and the fort

was captured.

On the night of the 17th of November, the enemy made an attack upon
the picket line in considerable force. Colonel Kauffinan, who was division

officer of the day,. Captain Henry Lee, and Lieutenant Thomas J. Hendricks
r

with nineteen men, fell into the enemy s hands, and were held as prisoners,
until near the close of the war. The troops upon the main line were ordered

out, and the attack was handsomely repulsed. In addition to the loss by cap

ture, one man was killed and two were wounded. On the 24th, the regiment
was transferred, with other Pennsylvania regiments with which it had been bri

gaded, from the Army of the James, to the army of the Potomac. It was as

signed to duty with the Ninth Corps, and was soon after brigaded with the

Two Hundredth, and Two Hundred and Eighth Pennsylvania regiments, form

ing the First Brigade, Colonel Charles W. Diven commanding, of the Third Di
vision. The regiment was encamped on the commanding ground near Meade
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Station, the division, which was in command of General Hartranft, being posted

as a reserve to the other two divisions. During the winter, the regiment was

engaged in drill, in fatigue duty upon fortifications, and in the construction of

roads, and was out upon occasional demonstrations upon the left.

At a little before daylight, on the morning of the 25th of March, 1865, the

regiment was aroused by rapid and heavy firing in its front, and it was soon

apparent that the lines, which were held by General Wilcox s Division, had
been broken, and Fort Steadinan, which was in its immediate front, and which,

by daylight, was in full view, had been captured. General Wilcox, whose di

rections, in case of an emergency, the regiment was instructed to obey, had

ordered it under arms, and in motion for the protection of his threatened rear.

At this juncture, General Hartranft appeared on the ground, and assumed

personal supervision of his command. While the Two Hundred and Eighth
was moving up on the extreme left of the break, and Hartranft personally was

moving with the Two Hundredth upon the right front, the Two Hundred and
Ninth was sent down a ravine, where it was under partial shelter, to come in

upon the right, where it was joined by two skeleton regiments from Michigan,
the Second and Seventeenth. &quot;I had scarcely got my regiment in position/

says Lieutenant Colonel Frederick, in his official report,
&quot; when the same aid

informed me that it was General Hartranft s order, that I should immediately,
with the Two Hundredth Pennsylvania, charge the hill in my front, which was
then held by the enemy. I at once gave the order to charge, and the regiment
moved forward under a very heavy fire of musketry and artillery, gaining a

line of works running across the open field, over which we were advancing.

Halting for a moment, we again advanced, gaining a ditch near the hill oc

cupied by the enemy. Here we were shelled from both front and rear. It was
here also, that the gallant Lieutenant Hugh Jones, commanding company 0,

fell, pierced through the head by a musket ball. We remained in the ditch

some time, when, noticing the enemy retreating, we poured into them a mur
derous fire, which was continued until I saw the Two Hundredth, which was
on my left, preparing, as I supposed, to charge. I immediately ordered my
regiment to charge likewise, and forward we went, not an officer nor a man
halting, or faltering, until our advanced line was gained, and our colors were

planted on the works. I am satisfied that they were the first colors planted
on the works. My officers and men all did their duty so well, that it would

seem invidious to make any distinctions. Yet, I feel it my duty to make hon

orable mention of Sergeants Stiles and Humphreys, color-bearers, who were

always to be seen in the advance. A considerable number of prisoners were

sent to the rear, estimated at three hundred and fifty.&quot; The loss in the en

gagement, was five killed and fifty wounded. In a general order issued after

the battle, General Parke, who commanded the Ninth Corps, says :
&quot; The Ma

jor General commanding, congratulates the corps on this auspicious result.

It will be a source of pride to him and them, that so heavy and desperate an

attack upon their lines, was repelled by them before the arrival of the supports

promptly and cordially furnished from the other corps. The gallantry and
steadiness of the troops engaged, which so brilliantly retrieved a momentary
disaster, and converted it into a victory, merit and receive his warmest com
mendation and gratitude.&quot;

Preparations were made for a determined assault on the enemy s works, by
the divison, at daylight on the morning of the 2d of April. Lieutenant Colonel
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M Call, who commanded thebrigade, massed his force, by order of General Hart

ranft, near the Avery House, at one A. M. Two hours later, he led it to the front

of Fort Sedgwick, and formed it in column of regiments, just inside the picket

line, as a reserve to the Second Brigade, which was formed in a similar manner
outside. At four o clock, the signal to advance was given, and the regiment
moved at double quick, following closely the column. At the picket line there

was a momentary check, occasioned by meeting numbers who came running
back, and reporting a repulse. These were quickly rallied, and the command

again went forward. As it came upon the open space in front of the rebel

works, it was exposed to a fearful fire of infantry and artillery ;
but without

faltering, it pressed forward and gained the hostile front, capturing many pri

soners, and turning the guns of the fort and batteries upon the enemy. In

common with the division, it succeeded in holding the captured line, though
hard pressed by the rebels, nettled at their loss. At night, the firing gradu
ally died away, and a heavy picket line was thrown out, the enemy s chevaux-

de-frise being moved to the opposite side of his works. The command was

early astir, and at daylight, the pickets cautiously advanced. They soon found

that the enemy had gone, and when the columns, which were immediately put
in motion, reached the city of Petersburg, they found that also abandoned.

The Two Hundred and Mnth was sent to the left, to communicate with troops
of the Sixth Corps. After remaining in and about the city until noon, the

regiment returned to camp. The loss in the engagement was seven killed and

fifty-two wounded. Captain James P. M Cullough, was among the killed, Ma
jor Ritchey, and Lieutenants Henry A. Bigler, and Baltzer Shugar, among
the wounded. The division was now ordered to take charge of the army trains,

and moved with them along the South Side Bailroad, repairing the track as it

went, until it reached Nottoway Court House, where it was halted, and where

the regiment remained until the 20th, the rebel army having surrendered on

the 9th. From here it returned to City Point, and thence to Alexandria, where

it went into camp, and was held until the 31st of May, when the recruits were

transferred to the Fifty-first Pennsylvania, and the rest of the regiment was

mustered out of service.

THE
troops composing this regiment, recruited in the counties of Dauphin,

Columbia, Schuylkill, Potter, Mifflin, Bradford, Franklin, and Centre,
rendezvoused at Camp Curtiu, and on the 24th of September, were organized

by the selection of the following field officers: William Sergeant, Colonel
;

Edward L. Witman, Lieutenant Colonel
5 Henry E. Munson, Major. Colonel

Sergeant had served as Captain in the Twelfth United States Infantry, Lieu

tenant Colonel Witman, as Captain in the Forty-sixth Pennsylvania regiment,
and the majority of both officers and men had had experience in military duty.

Soon after its organization, it was ordered to join the Army of the Potomac,
before Petersburg, and was assigned to the Third Brigade, Second Division of

the Fifth Corps, where it was associated with the Third and Fourth Delaware,
and the remnants of the One Hundred and Ninetieth and One Hundred and

Ninety-first Pennsylvania, commanded by General Gwyn. On the 27th and

28th of October, it was engaged for the first time, at Hatcher s Eun, but

suffered only small loss. On the 5th of December, it moved with the corps on

the Bellefield raid, which lasted for nearly a week, the column destroying the

Weldon Eailroad as it went, together with station houses, and the stores of

the rebel government. The rails were heated, and bent in many fantastic

shapes, some of them being twisted into the form of a Maltese Cross, as a certi

ficate of the fact, that it was done by the Fifth Corps. The weather was in

tensely cold while upon this march, and the troops suffered much, causing

many to fall out of the ranks, some of whom were captured and inhumanly
murdered. After the return of the column, much sickness prevailed in the

regiment, occasioned by the fatigue and exposure to which the troops were sub

jected, and many died, among them the Chaplain, Eeverend Taylor D. Swartz.

In the action near Dabuey s Mills, on the 5th and 6th days of February, 1865,

the regiment displayed great gallantry, Colonel Sergeant leading with his

characteristic heroism and disregard of danger, sustaining considerable losses

in killed, wounded, and missing.
On the 27th of March, the movement upon Gravelly Eun commenced, the

Two Hundred and Tenth taking the advance, and during the fierce actions of

the three days which succeeded, it was at the fore front, displaying a stubborn

bravery, which was unsurpassed, and sustaining losses which unmistakably
show the fiery straggle through which it was called to pass. Colonel Sergeant
was mortally wounded while gallantly leading his command. Adjutant Morris

Schlesinger, a scarred veteran, and Captain John N. Hughes, were also mor

tally wounded. Schlesinger, when found upon the battle-field, weakened by
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bis wounds, exclaimed,
&quot; this is the death I have sought.&quot; Captain A. T. Kin-

ney was wounded in the throat, and so mangled that he was never after able

to speak in an audible tone. Lieutenants William M. Colwell, and John Hard

ing, were also among the wounded. Captain John Cook, and Lieutenant

Hosea Hudson, were wounded and taken prisoners. The entire loss was thirty-

five killed, one hundred and fifteen wounded, and one hundred and fifty miss

ing. The command now devolved upon Lieutenant Colonel Witman, who was

subsequently commissioned Colonel, and under him, the regiment participated

in the fierce fighting of the 1st of April, taking flags, small arms, and prisoners.

In a charge made upon the enemy s works, it displayed its wonted courage,

sustaining heavy losses in killed and wounded. With the corps, it followed

closely the retreating army, and at Appomattox Court House, was upon the

front line to the last, the flag of truce proclaiming the surrender, passing

through the lines of the brigade in which it stood. After the rebel army laid

down its arms, it returned to the neighborhood of Washington, and after par

ticipating in the grand review of the National troops, was mustered out of

service on the 30th of May. The recruits were transferred to the Fifty-first

regiment, with which they served until the 27th of July, when they were also

mustered out.

REGIMENT.

/COMPANY A of this regiment, was recruited in Crawford county, B in

\J Jefferson, C in M Kean and Jefferson, D in Mercer, F in Erie, G in War
ren, and E, H, I, and K in Westmoreland. The companies rendezvoused at

Camp Keynolds, near Pittsburg, where, on the 16th of September, 1864, a regi

mental organization was effected with the following field officers : James H.

Trimble, Colonel
5
Levi A. Dodd, Lieutenant Colonel; Augustus A. Mechling,

Major. Soon after its organization, it moved for the front, and on the 20th,

was placed in the intrenchments at Bermuda Hundred, where it was incorpo
rated with a provisional brigade in the Army of the James. It had scarcely

reached its position, when it was ordered to mount the parapets, in full view

of, and in point blank range of the enemy s guns. The sudden appearance of

the long lines of men upon the sand-bags, of which the works were constructed,
attracted his attention, and he immediately opened upon them with his batte

ries. Two men of company F, were instantly killed by a single shell. The

object of thus exposing the command, was to divert attention from the storm

ing party which was about to move upon Fort Harrison, and which gallantly
carried that work. The picket line, which the regiment was required to hold,
extended from the James Eiver on the right, opposite Dutch Gap, through a

dense pine wood to an open space, where was the regimental encampment. This

space, a fourth of a mile in width, had been cleared of timber, by converting it

into an impenetrable slashing, over which an unobstructed view of the enemy
was given. The line after leaving the river was nearly straight until it reached

this slashing, where it made an abrupt bend, leaving the apex of the angle
close to the enemy s line. At this point, many rebel deserters came in to the

Union lines. So common had this practice become, that it was proving a se

rious drain upon the rebel strength; so much so, that General Pickett, who
was in command, determined to stop it. The most friendly relations had sub

sisted between the opposing picket lines, the men frequently meeting for so

cial conference and banter. But on the night of the 17th of November, quietly

massing a picked body of men, the rebel leader suddenly burst upon the Union

pickets, and before they could rally, or supports could come to their aid, cap

tured fifty-four of their number, seized this projecting angle, and before morn

ing, had built a redoubt, and so strengthened his lines, that General Grant,

after a careful survey of the ground, deemed it inexpedient to attempt to re

take it. This was the end of the truce on the part of the pickets, hostilities

never ceasing afterwards for an instant, and so long as the regiment remained

on that line, the men were obliged to hug the breast-works, or lie close in the

bomb-proofs.
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On the 27th of November, the Two Hundred and Eleventh, with other Penn

sylvania regiments with which it had been brigaded, was relieved by a bri

gade of colored troops, and was ordered to join the Army of the Potomac, on

the south side of the Appomattox. These regiments were subsequently or

ganized into a division, which became the Third of the Ninth Corps, to the

command of which General Hartranft was assigned, the Two Hundred and

Eleventh, Two Hundred and Fifth, and Two Hundred and Seventh, under
command of Colonel Mathews, forming the Second Brigade. During the win

ter, the regiment was thoroughly drilled, and made occasional expeditions with

the troops of other corps, but without becoming engaged, though a considerable

amount of fortifying was done in the movement upon Hatcher s Eun, and the

troops were there held in momentary expectation of bloody work.

Before the opening of the spring campaign, Colonel Trimble resigned, and
was succeeded by Lieutenant Colonel Dodd. The camp of the regiment was
located midway between Fort Howard and Fort Alexander Hayes, on the

Army Line Eailroad, to the extreme left of the division, which was posted in

rear of, and acted as a support to the Ninth Corps line. At the moment when
this line was broken at Fort Steadman, at early dawn, on the morning of the

25th of March, 1865, and the fort and a considerable portion of the line was cap

tured, the Two Hundred and Eleventh was resting in its camp, nearly four

miles away. The Colonel and Major were absent, and the Lieutenant Colonel

was sick in hospital. The command consequently devolved on Captain William

A. Coulter. It was quickly summoned to the scene of disaster, and marching

rapidly, reached division headquarters at half-past six A. M. With little delay
it was led by order of General Hartranft, to the high open ground about Meade
Station, just in rear of Fort Steadman, where it was formed and awaited

the order to charge. The other regiments of the division, which were all nearer

the scene of disaster than this, had been gathered in, and having checked the

enemy s advance, were holding him at bay. A strong line had been drawn
around the fatal break, and the best possible disposition of the division for

strength and efficiency, had been made. General Hartranft felt satisfied that

the enemy could make no further advance, and that by a united assault, his

division could re-take the captured works. His plan of attack was most inge
nious. He already had five of his regiments posted in the immediate front, ad

vantageously formed for a dash upon the enemy, who was swarming upon the

fort, the covered ways, and bomb-proofs. The Two Hundred and Eleventh

was a mile away, but on high open ground. Ifc was a large regiment, and if

put in motion, drawn out in line, would instantly attract the attention of the

foe, and, as he believed, would draw the fire of his artillery upon it* His other

regiments thus relieved from peril, could rush upon, and overpower him. He

accordingly sent word to their commanders to hold themselves in readiness to

charge in fifteen minutes, and the signal to start, should be the forward move
ment of the Two Hundred and Eleventh, which was in full view of them all.

General Hartranft determined to lead this regiment in person, and though he

expected that it would be sacrificed by the fire which the enemy could instantly

bring to bear upon it, he was ready to share its peril, in order that his divi

sion might be victorious. The regiment was accordingly formed, with nearly

six hundred muskets in line, and put in motion. In the most perfect order,

and in the most gallant manner, it moved forward j
but contrary to the ex

pectation of General Hartranft, the enemy, at sight of the advance of so fine
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a body of men, instead of turning all his guns upon it, as was in bis power
to do, began to waver, and wben the combined forces of tbe division rusbed

on with unflinching determination, he had little heart to offer opposition,
and the fort, guns,, small arms, and many prisoners were speedily taken. At
the moment when all the plans had been perfected, and the columns were

upon the point of moving, General Hartranft received an order from General

Parke, in command of the corps, not to attempt to re-take the fort, until rein

forcements from the Sixth Corps, which were on their way to his support, should

arrive. But the order to move had already gone forth, and it could not be

safely re-called. He accordingly decided that it was better to disregard, than

to obey orders, and when the moment came, dashed forward with his men,

winning a brilliant and most signal victory. The captures made by the divi

sion, were fully shared by the regiment. Fortunately, the loss was but slight,

being one killed and ten wounded.

Great activity all along the Union lines was soon after inaugurated, and on

the night of the 30th, preparations were made by the division to assault. It

was, however, deferred until the morning of the 2d of April. At a little be

fore midnight of the 1st, the regiment moved to the camp of the Two Hundred

and Seventh, where it remained until half-past three of the following morning.

It then moved to the front, passing around the right of Fort Sedgwick, and

was formed with the brigade, in column by regiments, the left resting on the

Jerusalem Plank Road, the First Brigade standing in like formation, just in

its rear. A strong force of pioneers was detailed from the leading brigade,

well provided with axes and spades, all under command of Lieutenant Albert

Alexander, of the Two Hundred and Eleventh, to open the way for the move
ment of the column. When all was in readiness, the word to advancewas given.

The pioneers, closely followed by the division in close column, and joined on

right and left by other troops of the corps, went forward, and in an instant the

heavy blows of the axe-men upon the well adjusted abatis and chevaux-de-

frise, were heard. The work of destruction was scarcely begun, when a fear

ful discharge of grape and canister was brought to bear upon them, before

which the stoutest might well quail. But closing up where their ranks were

swept away, they soon broke the obstructions, and, assisted by the ready hands

of the troops which followed, had ample opening for the advance of the column.

With a rush, the ground in front of the rebel works was cleared, and pushing

up the steep and slippery sides of the forts, the troops were soon in complete

possession, the enemy either captives or in full retreat, and
t
the rebel main line

of works, from a short distance beyond the Jerusalem Plank Eoad on the left,

to a point four hundred yards to its right, was triumphantly carried and held

by the division. The guns were immediately turned upon the foe, and with his

own ammunition, death and destruction was dealt upon him. Not without a

fierce struggle was the ground held, for the enemy, intent on re-gaining his lost

ground, made repeated charges. But hastily throwing up lunets, for the pfo-

tection of the gunners, and rifle-pits for the infantry, the division succeeded in

repulsing every assault. But this signal victory was not gained without signal

loss. Of the Two Hundred and Eleventh, four officers and seventeen enlisted

men were killed, four officers and eighty-nine men wounded, and twenty-one

missing, an aggregate of one hundred and thirty-five. Lieutenant Colonel

Charles M Laiu, and Lieutenants Andrew J. Sparks, Albert Alexander, and

48 VOL. v.
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John P.Tarr, were killed, andMajorEliasB. Lee, and Lieutenant John M. Pel-

ton, mortally wounded. Captain James D. Gourlay, and Lieutenant Thomas 0.

Gilson, were severely wounded. Few more desperate assaults, and none more

successful, were delivered during the war, than this.

During the following night, the enemy quietly withdrew from the front,

and evacuating the city under cover of darkness, retreated rapidly. The di

vision entered on the following morning, with little opposition. The Two Hun
dred and Eleventh was immediately ordered forward to the Appomattox, to

picket the river bank. The railroad bridge and foot bridge, were both found

on fire. By vigorous efforts the former was saved, and part of the latter.

Towards noon, the regiment marched back to camp. The remainder of its

history is quickly told, for hostile operations were now at an end. It fol

lowed along the South Side Eailroad, in charge of trains, until it reached

Nottoway Court House, where news of the surrender of Lee was received, and
where it remained until the 20th, and then proceeded via City Point to Al
exandria. Here it encamped, and here, on the 2d of June, it was mustered out

of service.

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number of troops recruited for the Fifth Artillery, Two Hundred

I and Fourth of the line, being largely in excess of the standard for a

single regiment, it was determined to organize a Sixth for similar duty. The

men composing the latter, were principally from the counties of Allegheny,

Butler, Westmoreland, Fayette, Washington, and Lawrence, and were organ

ized at Camp Eeynolds, near Pittsburg, on the 15th of September, 18G4, with

the following field officers : Charles Barnes, Colonel
; Joseph B. Copeland,

Lieutenant Colonel
;
Eobert II. Long, Joseph E. Kemp, and Frank II. White,

Majors. Two days after its organization, it moved for Washington, and upon

its arrival, was assigned to the Second Brigade of DeEussy s Division, which

was garrisoning the defenses of the Capital. On the 29th, the regiment was de

tached from the division, and ordered to duty in guarding the portion of the

Orange and Alexandria Eailroad, lying between Alexandria and JManassas,

the several companies being stationed at intervals along the line, with head

quarters at Fairfax Court House. Over this road, supplies for Sheridan s

army were transported, and the regiment was charged with keeping open the

part intrusted to it. It was an enemy s country, and infested by roving bandy,

military or civil upon occasion, and to guard against surprise, and to be at all

points superior to an attacking force, required incessant watchfulness and skill

in the disposition and handling of the guards. Colonel Barnes was an expe

rienced infantry officer, having served in the Ninth Reserve, and nearly all

of both officers and men had been previously in the army. The discipline

which had thus been acquired, now served a most important purpose; for it

wras only by the strictest attention to duty, and the exercise of sound discre

tion, that the wily and watchful enemy could be kept at bay. To go outside

the lines, was almost certain death. On one occasion, three soldiers who had

chanced thus to go, were tired upon by parties in ambush, and wounded, when,

rushing up from their covert, the inhuman wretches stood, with pistols in hand,

over the bodies of the victims weltering in their blood, and fired into their

breasts until they were quite dead.

About the middle of November Sheridan having, in the meantime, cleared

the Shenandoah Valley of the foe this line of railway was abandoned, and the

regiment was ordered back to the defenses of Washington, being posted at

Forts Marcy, Ward, Craig, Eeno, Albany, Lyon, and others. Previous to this

time, it had been armed and drilled as infantry. It was now instructed in

heavy artillery service. Captain Gustavus L. Brauu, who had served as an

officer in the Second Artillery regiment, was appointed drill master, and under

the strict discipline enforced by its Colonel, it soon became proficient like-
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wise in this arm of the service. During the winter, and until a period was

put to the war by the victorious armies of Grant and Sherman, it remained on

duty in the forts covering the Capital. On the 13th of June, 1865, it was mus
tered out of service at Fort Ethan Allen, and returning to Camp Reynolds,

was, on the 17th, finally disbanded. Subsequently, Colonel Barnes,
u for meri

torious conduct during the entire war,&quot; was brevetted a Brigadier General.

the month of August, 1861. Its original strength was eighty men. It

was mustered into service on the 19th of September, at the Filbert Street Ar
senal, and was soon after sent to Fort Delaware, where it performed heavy
artillery duty during its entire term of service. In July, 1863, it was re-in-

forced by new recruits, bringing its strength up to one hundred and fifty men.

At the conclusion of the original term of three years, most of the men, whose
terms then expired, were mustered out, and recruits were again received in

order for recruiting the Seventy-seventh Regiment, provided for eight

companies of infantry, and one of artillery. A company for the latter

service, was recruited in Franklin county, by Captain Peter B. lionsum
;
but

not having the required strength, it was consolidated with one recruited for

similar service in Erie county, by Captain Charles F. Muehler, and was mus
tered into service at Pittsburg, on the 6th of November, 1861, under command
of the latter, Captain Housum being promoted to Lieutenant Colonel. With
the regiment, the battery proceeded down the Ohio River, to Louisville, Ken

tucky. After a few days delay, it was sent by the line of the Louisville and

Nashville Railroad to Camp Kevin, where it was instructed and drilled. Tow
ards the close of the year, it was detached from the regiment, and was after

wards known as Independent Battery B. From Camp Kevin, it marched to

Mumfordsville, on Green River, the rebel General John Morgan having, on

the day preceding the movement, burned the bridge near Muldraugh s Hill.

Soon after the success of the Union arms at forts Henry and Donaldson, on

the 16th of February, 1862, General Grant commenced moving up the Cumber-

laud River, and on the 6th of April, the battle of Pittsburg Lauding opened.

Buell, who commanded the Army of the Cumberland, made a correspond

ing movement by way of Nashville, and reached the battle-ground with a

portion of his forces, during the night of the 6th, taking part in the fighting

of the 7th. The battery did not arrive on the field until after the battle was

over, and the enemy was repulsed. When the united armies moved forward

to Corinth, it marched with General Crittenden s column, to which it was at

tached, and with it participated in the operations, by which the enemy was

again driven. In the campaign which followed, extending through northern

Mississippi and Alabama, it accompanied the main army, and when Bragg
commenced his march, on Louisville, made forced marches with the rest of the

army, to reach that point in advance of him. At Perryville, where a part of

the Union army met and defeated Bragg on the 8th of October, the battery
was unable to reach the field until the fighting was over, and the enemy in

full retreat. A vigorous pursuit was at once commenced, and on the closing

day of the year, General Rosecrans, who had succeeded Buell in command of

the army, encountered Bragg at Murfreesboro, where a general engagement oc

curred, in which, for five days, the battery was in the hottest of the fight, doing

signal service, and sustaining severe losses. For its gallantry on this san

guinary field, it was warmly complimented by General Rosecrans. In the bat

tle of Murfreesboro, on the 19th of September, 1863, it was again hotly engaged,
and here Captain Alanson J. Stevens, who had succeeded Captain Muehler,
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was killed. For a time after the battle, the army was closely shut up in Chat

tanooga, whither it had retired, and suffered severely from lack of provisions.

But in the battle which was fought at Mission Ridge, on the 25th of November,

where the battery again did excellent service, Bragg was swept from his

strongholds, and driven in. confusion southward.

During the succeeding winter, a large proportion of the original men re-

enlisted, preserving it as a veteran organization, and a considerable number of

recruits were added to its strength. In the spring of 18G4, the battery moved
with Sherman on his Atlanta campaign, and the hundred days, during which

the fighting was almost incessant, it was with the Fourth Corps, commanded

by General Stanley, to which it had been transferred soon after the battle of

Chickainauga. In the bold and bloody assault on the enemy s lines at Kene-

saw Mountain, on the 27th of June, Captain Samuel M. M Dowell, who had

succeeded to the command after the fall of Captain Stevens, was killed. Upon
the fall of Atlanta, on the 2d of September, General Hood, who had succeeded

General Johnston in command of the rebel army, moved upon the communi

cations of Sherman, in the direction of Chattanooga, and the latter, with the

Fourth, Fourteenth, Fifteenth and Seventeenth corps, followed him. When
it was evident that Hood intended to open a campaign in Tennessee, Sherman

placed what forces he could spare under General Thomas, with which to meet

Hood, and returning with the major part of his army to Atlanta, soon after

commenced his famous march to the sea. The Fourth Corps was left with

Thomas. Wood s Division of the Fourth Corps reached Athens on the 31st of

October, and shortly afterwards the entire corps was concentrated at Pulaski.

Gradually the Union troops, which were outnumbered two to one, fell back

to Columbia, and finally to Franklin, where General Schofield, who was in

command, prepared to give battle. The enemy attacked with great impetu

osity, but was hurled back with fearful loss. From half-past three until after

dark the battle raged, the fighting extending along a front of two miles, reach

ing from the extreme Union left to the right centre. General Stanley was

wounded in the battle, and the command of the corps devolved on General

Wood. During the night, Schofield withdrew his forces to Nashville, where

preparations were made for defense, until such time as Thomas should be pre

pared to assume the offensive. On the morning of the 15th of December, the

order for the attack was given, and for two days the battle raged with great

fury. Finally, the enemy, hard pressed on all sides, was driven from the field.

The pursuit was vigorously pushed, and frequent skirmishing continued until

Hood was driven from Tennessee, and his army virtually broken up. After

the surrender of the rebel armies, the battery was sent to Texas, in conjunc

tion with other troops, where it remained on duty until the 12th of October,

when it was mustered out of service at Victoria.

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INDEPENDENT BATTERY C.

(THOMPSON S.)

THE
troops for this battery were recruited at Pittsburg, to serve for three

years, and were organized on the 6th of November, 1SG1, with the fol

lowing officers : James Thompson, Captain ;
John P. Barry and James Ste-

pheuson, Lieutenants. Soon after its organization it was ordered to the front,

and during the fall and winter succeeding, was carefully drilled. It was as

signed to the Second Division, commanded by General Ricketts, of the Third

Corps, General McDowell, which subsequently became part of General Pope s

army. When M Clellan, with the major part of the Army of the Potomac

moved to the Peninsula, in the spring of 18G2, M DowelPs Corps remained be

hind to cover Washington, and did not advance further south than the Rap-

pahannock. When the safety ofWashington became endangered by the threat

ening attitude which the rebel army assumed after the seven days battle be

fore Richmond, M DowelPs Corps was pushed out to meet and check the rebel

advance. Banks met a powerful division of that army under Jackson and

Ewell, at Cedar Mountain, towards the close of the day, on the 9th of August,
and a most sanguinary battle ensued. M DowelPs corps came quickly to the

support of Banks, Thompson s Battery arriving on the ground just at dark.

As it was moving into position, the enemy opened upon it with canister. The

infantry had formed between it and the enemy, preventing the use of canister,

and Captain Thompson, accordingly replied with shells from his two twelve-

pound howitzers, which, in a short time silenced the rebel tire. W&quot;ith his Par-

rott guns, he directed a hot fire upon the woods where the enemy held his sup

ports. The fire was kept up until far into the night. On the following day.

the enemy sent in a flag of truce, for permission to bury his dead, and after

wards retreated across the Rapidan. With Buford s Cavalry Brigade, the bat

tery advanced to Robertson s River, on the 12th, and skirmished with the

enemy, putting his cavalry to flight.

On the 21st, the battery was brought down to Rappahannock Bridge, and
ordered to cross to the south bank, to the assistance of Captain Mathews, of

the First Pennsylvania Artillery, who was being hard pressed by the enemy.
As soon as Captain Thompson could get his guns into position, Mathews re

tired, and fire was opened, skirmishing being kept up during the entire day.
On the following day there was occasional firing, but without loss. At day
light on the 22d, the battery was ordered to retire across the railroad bridge,
fears being entertained for its safety, on account of a sudden rise of the water.

The howitzers moved with Hurtsuif s Brigade, and effected a crossing ;
but as

the Parrotts were about to follow, the enemy made his appearance,, and opened
55 YOL. y.
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upon them. Captain Thompson replied, causing the enemy to frequently

change his position. Soon two brigades of infantry made their appearance,

and upon these Thompson turned a part of his guns, keeping up a fire also

upon the enemy s artillery. At the moment when the ammunition was ex

hausted, an order was received to retire across the bridge, which order was

successfully executed. The enemy came rapidly up, and soon made his ap

pearance on the little eminence which had just been abandoned ;
but a few shells

from the howitzers sent him back.

Jackson finally turned the right of Pope, and came in upon his rear. To check

Longstreet, who was following hard upon the footsteps of Jackson, and if pos

sible divide the rebel army, Bicketts was ordered to Thoroughfare Gap. On

nearing the Gap, Captain Thompson found the road through the woods ob

structed. By the aid of the pioneers of the Ninth New York, the obstruc

tions were cleared away, Captain Mathews having taken position with his bat

tery in advance. General Ricketts ordered Captain Thompson to cross the

creek with two guns, if practicable, and take position on the opposite side.

This was effected, and a fire opened upon the enemy at three hundred yards
distance. The skirmishers, who were in advance, were soon after obliged to

retire, leaving the guns exposed to a severe fire from the rebel sharp-shooters,

posted in trees and behind rocks. Seeing this, an order was sent to Thompson
to retire with his guns, which he succeeded in doing, with the loss of two men

wounded, one missing, and one horse killed. The division retired at night

towards New Market, the battery acting as rear guard upon the march.

During the fierce fighting at Bull Bun on the 30th, the battery was ordered

into position on the right of the line occupied by the corps, and at ten A. M.,

opened a sharp fire from the Parrott guns upon a rebel battery, posted in rear of

woods opposite the centre, which was engaged in throwing shells with deadly
effect. Captain Thompson had not been long in action, before the enemy

brought a six gun battery to bear upon his right flank, subjecting him to a

severe cross-fire. Seeing that his position was untenable, and that the enemy s

infantry was preparing to charge for the capture of his guns, he withdrew and

took position on the right of the line. At half-past three in the afternoon, the

battery was again brought into action on the right of the artillery, on a line

at right angles with Captain Mathews Battery, with the design of delivering a

cross-fire upon the rebel batteries. Soon the enemy s infantry was descried,

advancing from the wood, and charging upon the guns on the crest in front.

Captain Thompson at once opened with grape and canister upon these advanc

ing lines, and twice their colors were shot down. But the Union batteries were
soon afterwards obliged to retire, their supports having been driven away,
and in passing through the woods in his rear, Captain Thompson was flanked

by the enemy s infantry, who opened a galling fire upon him, killing several

of the draught horses, cutting down and capturing the drivers, and compelling
him to abandon one Parrott and two howitzer guns, with limbers and horses.

At the Stone Bridge across Bull Kun, Captain Thompson took position with

-one of his guns, and in conjunction with guns of other batteries hurriedly col

lected, covered the retreat, until all the Union forces had passed, when the

bridge was destroyed by Colonel Kane, of the Bucktails. He then retired

with the three guns which he had saved, to Centreville. The loss was ten

Avounded, a part of whom fell into the enemy s hands. Lieutenant Stephenson
was among the severely wounded. On the evening of September 1st, the bat-

toy was engaged in the fierce fighting at Chantilly, where it was supported

by the Bucktails.

At the close of the campaign, the battery retired to Washington, and was

immediately put upon the inarch through Maryland, to meet the enemy, who
had crossed the Potomac, receiving four ten-pound rifled guns from the Sec

ond Maine, at Rockville, while on the march. In the battle at South Moun
tain, on the 14th, it was engaged, but sustained no loss. On the morning of

the 17th of September, the battery was brought into position upon the field at

Aiitietam, and went into action upon the right of the line, with Duryea s Bri

gade, replying to a rebel battery upon the right front. Finding that a bat

tery upon the left had gotten the exact range of his guns, Captain Thompson
turned his fire upon it.

&quot;

Immediately afterwards,&quot; says Captain Thompson,
in his official report,

&quot; I was ordered to advance, when I selected a little knoll

in the centre of a corn-field, and coming into action, I observed the enemy s

infantry advancing from the woods to our right. I at once directed my fire

on them, using three, two, and one and a-half second fuse as they advanced,
but was unable to use canister, as many of our men retiring, wounded, got in

front of my guns. Finding at length, the remnants of the brigade retiring

their ammunition exhausted and the enemy already in the corn-field, within

sevent3
T
-five yards of the battery, I retired to the rising ground in the centre

of the grass-field, about two hundred yards in rear, aud continued my fire.

But finding that all of our division had gone, and that my men and horses were

falling fast, I limbered up ang moved off, just as fresh troops coming up, ob

liqued across the front of the battery into position for our relief.77 One gun
had to be abandoned for a few moments, on account of the loss of horses, until

other horses could return for it, when guns and limbers were brought off in

safety. The loss was eleven men wounded, one mortally, and thirteen horses

killed.

In. the re-organization of the army which took place under General Burn-

side, the battery was attached to the Second Division of the First Corps, with

which it participated on the 13th of December, in the battle of Fredericksburg.
At nine o clock on the morning of that day, the corps having previously crossed

the Rappahannock at the lower bridge, the, battery was ordered into posi

tion in a corn-field to the right of the division, and opened fire upon the enemy,
in the edge of the wood to the right, thus preventing him from flanking the

division as it went forward. But a few rounds had been delivered, when the

battery was ordered to advance closer, and to the right. From the new posi

tion, a rapid fire was directed upon the enemy s infantry, though it was sub

jected to a galling cross-fire from the enemy s guns. To these, Captain Thomp
son refused to reply, until the infantry of the division had been compelled to

fall back, when he turned upon them and continued his fire until ordered back,

succeeding in the meantime, in exploding one of the enemy s ammunition chests.

The loss was two men wounded, and two horses killed. One gun, and one

gun carriage were disabled.

When General Hooker commenced his Chancellorsville campaign, towards

the close of April, 18G3, the First Corps was again sent to the lower crossing

of the Rappahannock. Captain Thompson took position with his battery at

daylight 011 the 29th, near Purdy s Dam, to cover the troops while laying the

pontoons, and the march in crossing. The fog was dense, but at seven A. M.,

twelve rounds were fired upon parties of the enemy, fourteen hundred yards
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away. The following day was rainy, and quiet prevailed, until a little past

five P. M., when the enemy opened with a battery of twenty-pounder Parrott

guns upon the Union infantry, and Thompson promptly replied, and though

subjected to a cross-fire, continued the contest until dark. The morning of the

2d of May, opened clear, and from eight, until half-past nine A. M., Captain

Thompson engaged the enemy s batteries. At eleven, he moved with the corps
for the support of Hooker at Chancellorsville, arriving at the front, and taking

position on the right of the army line at two A. M. but at eleven was relieved

and ordered to join the reserve artillery. On the morning of the 5th, ifc re-

crossed the river, and took position 1o cover the pontoon bridge, which was
threatened by the enemy, who had approached from below. At daylight of

the Cth, the enemy was discovered throwing up earth-works on an opposite
eminence. Fire was opened upon him, to which he answered with two twen

ty-four-pound howitzers, and several rifled guns posted to right and left. With
the aid of Knap s Battery, Captain Thompson succeeded in blowing up the

rebel caissons, silencing their guns, and compelling the gunners to run to

cover of woods, leaving their pieces on the field. When the army had re-

crossed the river, and the last of the pontoons had been taken up, the battery
retired and returned to camp. The loss was one man killed, and three wounded.

Three horses were also killed.

In this battle, Captain Hampton, who commanded Independent Battery F,
was killed, and his battery seriously disabled. So much reduced in number
had both batteries become, that on the 3d of Jupe, a special order was issued

consolidating the two under command of the senior officer, Captain Thompson.
It was then directed to report to General Tyler, in command of the artillery

reserve of the Army of the Potomac, and was by him assigned to M Gilvery s

Brigade. At five o clock on the afternoon of the 2d of July, the second day of

the battle of Gettysburg, the reserve artillery having come up in rear of the

lines at Little Bound Top, Colonel M Gilvery ordered Captain Thompson to

advance with his battery to the support of General Sickles, who was already

engaged. It was accordingly brought into position at the angle of Sickles

line, in the Peach Orchard on the Emmettsburg Pike, two guns facing to the

west, and four to the south, and for the space of an hour was desperately en

gaged with the enemy s infantry and artillery. The enemy then made a deter

mined advance, driving back the Union infantry, and leaving the battery

without supports, at the same time capturing one of the guns facing to the west.

The Union infantry, however, soon after rallied, and the gun was saved. The

battery was then withdrawn a short distance, and again brought into action
;

but the pressure became too great to withstand, the enemy gaining ground ra

pidly, and it again retired with the loss of one gun. The loss in this brief

struggle was one killed, nine wounded, and four missing. Captain Thompson
had one horse killed under him, and eighteen horses of the battery killed or

wounded. During the night, horses were supplied in place of those lost, and at

five o clock on the morning of the 3d, it was again brought into position, on

the left centre of the general line of battle, with battery K, Fourth United

States, on its right, and Fifteenth New York, (Hart s,) on its left. The ground
at this point was low, and the enemy s guns on the commanding position in

front and to the left, bore heavily upon it. But this was a vital part of the

line and had to be defended. During the progress of the fierce artillery duel
in the afternoon, the battery suffered severely, but held its ground, and defi-
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antly answered shot for shot. The loss on this day was fourteen wounded.

Among these were Captains Thompson and Irish, and Lieutenants Stephen son,

Hazlett, and Miller, the latter mortally. Special mention was made by Cap
tain Thompson, in his official report, of the gallant conduct of Sergeant Thomas
Brown. Of private Casper E. Carlisle, he says :

u When the four lead horses

of one of the guns were killed, one wheel horse badly wounded, and drivers

also wounded, he assisted me to disengage the traces of the dead leaders, un

der a heavy fire of musketry, (in the action of the 2d instant,) and mounting
one of the wheel horses, took the gun off the field, thereby saving it. I recom

mend that a medal be granted him for his conduct on this occasion, and sub

sequent good conduct on the 3d instant.7 Colonel M Gilvery, says in his offi

cial report:
&amp;lt;k ln conclusion, I feel it my duty to state, that the officers and

men of my own brigade, and other batteries that served under me, during the

two days battle, behaved in the most gallant manner. * * * On. the

2d of July, when the battle raged most furiously, Thompson s, C and F, Penn

sylvania Battery, contested every inch, of ground, and remained on the field

to the very last.&quot;

The battery was afterwards engaged in the affairs at Mitchell s Ford, on

the 15th of October, at Mine Bun, 011 the 27th of November, and at Morton s

Ford, on the liapidan, on the 6th of February, 1864, but sustained only trifling-

loss in either.

In the spring of 1864, a sufficient number of recruits had been received, to

renew the organization of the two batteries, wThich was accordingly effected,

and on the 5th of April they were ordered from Camp Hancock, near Brandy
Station, where the command had been stationed during the winter, to Camp
Barry, Washington, to re-fit and equip for active duty. They were, however,
retained in the defenses north and south of Washington, and in the neighbor
hood of Harper s Ferry, until the 20th of June, 1865, when battery C was or

dered to Pittsburg, where, on the 30th, it was mustered out of service.

INDEPENDENT BATTERY C.

battery was recruited in the counties of Berks and Bucks, and was

organized at Doylestown, on the 24th of September, 1861, with George
W. Durell, as Captain, Lemuel Greis and Howard M llvaiu, First Lieutenants,

and George W. Silvis and Christopher Loeser, Second Lieutenants. On the

6th of November, it w^as ordered to Washington, where, upon its arrival, it re

ceived four ten-pound Parrott guns, and horses and equipments for a six gun
battery ,

and encamped east of the Capitol. On the 1 8th of December, it crossed

the Potomac, and encamped on Munson s Hill, where it was assigned to M Dow-

ell s Division, and where two additional pieces were provided. In the fruitless

advance upon Mauassas, on the 10th of March, 1862, the battery was with the

leading column, and upon its return, encamped midway between Alexandria

and Bailey s Cross Roads. With King s Division of M Dowell s Corps, it

moved by Bristoe Station, and Catlett s to Falmouth, opposite Fredericksburg,

arriving on the 18th of April. When Jackson made his successful campaign
down the Shenandoah Valley, the battery made a forced march wath the corps

to Thoroughfare Gap, to intercept him on his retreat; but arrived too late to

effect that purpose, and returned again to Falmouth, where, for a period of

two months, it was instructed and drilled.

On the 12th of August, it was assigned to the Second Division of the Ninth

Corps, and immediately marched with it to the assistance of Pope, who was

now being vigorously pushed by the overpowering forces of Lee. At Kelly s

Ford, on the 21st, it was for the first time brought into action. The left sec

tion became first engaged, and for half an hour exchanged rapid shots with

the rebel guns. The whole battery, flanked by a regiment of Buford s Cavalry,

then went into action, and after delivering about forty rounds, drove the

enemy from his position. At night, it retired across the river, and on the fol

lowing morning, moved on towards Warrenton, the centre section supporting
Buford s Cavalry for a day and a night. On the morning of the 27th, just upon
the eve of the second battle of Bull Hun, it was assigned for duty to the divi

sion of General Hooker, who was moving to meet the enemy under Jackson,
then upon the rear of the Union army. At Bristoe Station, brisk skirmishing
with the infantry opened, and was maintained for a few hours, when the bat

tery was ordered up, and aided by a Rhode Island battery, succeeded in driv

ing the enemy from three successive positions, and finally out of sight towards

Manassas Junction. One horse was killed in this engagement. On the morn

ing of the 28th, it moved to the Junction, and at night, to Centreville. On the

29th, it advanced across Bull Run, and when the battle began to rage with

great violence, went into position a half mile to the right and front of the Stone
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Hospital. Until near night of the 30th, it remained in this position, and until

the left of the line had been forced back, and the enemy s shots began to tell

upon its left flank. One gun was dismounted, two horses killed, and one man
wounded, when, finding that the ground was untenable, it was ordered to re

tire. A new position, a few hundred yards in its rear, was taken up, and fire

opened at long range, but at the end of twenty minutes, it was again ordered

back and retired to Centreville. During the 31st, it remained in the fortifica

tions, and on the evening of the following day participated in the short, but

bloody battle of Chantilly, where it was the only battery, save one, engaged.
On the 2d of September, the battery proceeded to the Washington Arsenal,

where it was re-fitted and fully equipped, and shortly afterwards moved on

the Maryland campaign.
u At three P. M., on the

13th,&quot; says Lieutenant

Ehoads,
&quot; we went into position, near the top of South Mountain. We were very

successful in this engagement, had good ammunition, twice silenced and drove

off a rebel battery, and harassed the rebel infantry as they advanced on our

troops on the right of our position, firing from our six guns about two hundred
and fifty rounds. The next day, we moved after the enemy, toward Antietam.

On the morning of the 17th, we were shelled out of camp at daylight, and im

mediately went into position, and opened fire in reply. At nine A. M., we
were ordered to the rear of Stone Bridge, No. 3, nearly opposite Sharpsburg,
and just before General Hartrauft took the bridge, our centre section moved
near to the bridge, and followed closely the General s infantry across. This sec

tion was soon after joined by the rest of the battery, and the whole went into

position at a point about nine hundred yards from the rebel guns opposed to

us, which we engaged whenever they opened, at short intervals, for upwards of

two hours, and only retired when we got out of projectiles, and were ordered

back, the general commanding us, not deeming it advisable to allow our cais

sons to cross the bridge to bring up a supply of ammunition. This was the

most desperate engagement, I think, and at shortest range, which our battery

was in. Our loss was two men dangerously wounded
;
several of our horses

dropped down in their harness from exhaustion, and had to be left on the

field.&quot;

After the return of the army into Virginia, the battery moved with the corps,

and on the 10th of November, was present in the affair at Amissville, but did

not become engaged. On the 15th, at Sulphur Springs, it was brought into

action, and for upwards of an hour answered a hot fire of the enemy, expend

ing over three hundred rounds. Lieutenant M llvaine was mortally, and one

man severely wounded in this engagement. In the battle of Fredericksburg,
in December, the battery was brought early into action, but at long range, and

sustained no loss.

When the Ninth Corps was sent west, near the close of March, 1883, the

battery accompanied it, and was for some time stationed at Paris, Mount Ster

ling, and Crab Orchard, Kentucky. Early in June, the corps was ordered to

Vicksburg, to the support of Grant s army, and embarked at Lexington on

the 6th of June. On the 15th, it passed up the Yazoo River, and landing at a

point about twelve miles in rear of Vicksburg, took up a position facing Jack

son, in readiness to meet the enemy, should he attempt to raise the siege. On
the 4th of July, immediately after the fall of Yicksburg, it moved out towards

Jackson, arriving before the town on the 10th. The battery was brought into

position, and for several days kept up a steady fire on the place, sending a
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shell every ten minutes. Johnston finally retired before the forces of Sher-

niau, and the battery with the corps, returned to its camp upon the Yazoo.

About the middle of August, the corps returned to Coviri^ton, Kentucky,
where the battery, much reduced, was left in camp, the corps proceeding on

its campaign, in East Tennessee. When the battery left Kentucky for Vicks-

burg, it was in excellent condition, numbering one hundred and twenty strong,

having arms, accoutrements, and horses well supplied, and all in the highest

state of efficiency. Upon its return, after an absence of a little more than two

months, ten of its number had died, about forty were sick in hospital, and of

those who were in camp, only some twenty or thirty were fit for duty. The

loss among the horses was even greater than among the men. About half of

the entire number had died, and of those that remained, but a small number
were serviceable.

The battery remained at Covington, until the spring of 1804. At one time,

during the winter, a rumor prevailed that an attempt was to be made by the

enemy, and by those sympathizing with him, to rescue rebel prisoners confined

on Johnson s Island, Lake Erie, near Sandusky, whereupon all the available

men of the battery were sent thither, to meet the threatened danger, remain

ing at Sandusky until ample forces had been collected for the safe keeping of

the prisoners. In April, it was sent to Washington, where it was re-fitted.

Eecruits were here received in sufficient numbers to give it its original strength,
and an entire new battery of ten-pound Parrott guns. Upon the opening of

operations in the spring of 1804, it again marched with the corps, being at

tached to the Fourth Division, and during the Wilderness campaign covered

the wagon-train. About the middle of June, it arrived before Petersburg, and
was at once put upon the front. Upon the occasion of springing the mine, on

the 30th of July, it was posted in Fort Morton, and kept up a ceaseless fire.

A month later, it was engaged at Pegram s Farm, and during the subsequent

operations before the beleaguered city, occupied at various times Forts Mi

chael, Sedgwick, Stephenson, Blaisdell, Patrick Kelly, and other minor works.

In September, Captain Durell was honorably discharged, and Lieutenant

Rhoads was promoted to succeed him. When the final attack on the defenses

of Petersburg was made, on the morning of the 2d of April, 1805, by Hart-

ranft s command, the entire battery of six guns was brought to bear upon the

rebel works, and when these had been carried, detachments from the battery
were sent forward to turn the captured guns upon the flying enemy. After

the evacuation of the city, which Immediately followed, it moved with the corps

along the South Side Railroad, as far as Wilson s Station, but upon the sur

render of Lee, returned to City Point, and thence to Alexandria. It was mus
tered out of service at Philadelphia, on the 13th of June, 1805.

July, 1861, Joseph M. Knap, at that time serving as First Lieutenant of

Company L, of the Twenty-eighth Regiment, Colonel Jobn W. Geary,
stationed at Point of Rocks, received authority to recruit a battery to serve

with this regiment, which was near the proportions of a brigade, having

eighteen full companies. He immediately proceeded to Pittsburg for recruits,

and upon his arrival there, found a company which had been raised by Charles

A. Atwell, and James D. JVFGill, intended for service in the Sixty-third Regi

ment, but which was offered Captain Knap for his battery. It was promptly

accepted, and at once proceeded to join the Twenty-eighth. Its ranks, how

ever, were not full, and Colonel Geary applied for, and received permission of

the War Department, to transfer surplus men of his command to the battery,

in sufficient numbers to give it a maximum strength. It was then formally

organized at Camp DeKorponay, Maryland, with the following officers : Joseph
M. Knap, Captain ;

Charles A, Atwell, and Clement Tingley, Jr., First Lieu

tenants ;
Edward R. Geary, and James D, M Gill, Second Lieutenants. It was

immediately after sent to Washington, where, under the direction of General

Iluut, in command of the artillery, it was fully armed and equipped, as a six

gun battery. It remained in camp on East Capitol Hill, until the 24th of No

vember, when it returned to Colonel Geary s command. During the winter of

1861-2, the battery remained in the neighborhood of Point of Rocks and

Harper s Ferry, taking part in the occasional skirmishing which occurred.

Upon the evacuation of Manassas, in March, 1862, the battery advanced with

Geary s Brigade, to the line of the Manassas Gap Railroad, and was posted,

four guns under Captain Knap, near Salem, and the remaining two, under

Lieutenant Atwell, at Front Royal. When Stonewall Jackson made his rapid

advance down the Valley, against the forces of Banks, he struck the advance

post at Front Royal, commanded by Colonel Keuly, of the First Maryland,

on the 23d of May. Kenly made a gallant resistance, and the section under

Atwell did excellent service. But this small detachment, consisting of less

than five hundred men, could not long withstand the combined forces of

Jackson and Ewell, estimated at twenty-two thousand of all arms, and the

order was given to retire towards Winchester. The enemy s cavalry followed

closely, and at every available point, sorely harassed the retiring column.

Some of the cannoneers fell out by the way from exhaustion, ad were cap

tured. The horses, too, driven to the utmost of their strength, began to fail,

and it became evident that the guns must be given up, as the enemy was push

ing his pursuit with untiring energy. Finally, just before reaching Winchester,

when they could be taken no further, the order was given to spike and aban-
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don them. They were, however, recovered, when Jackson, in turn, found it

necessary to hasten his retreat to escape the Union forces closing in on his

flanks and rear.

Nothing more serious than marchings and counter-marchings were required
of the battery, until the opening of the battle at Cedar Mountain, on the 9th

of August. Early in the battle, it was posted on an eminence, with the mern
orable corn-field, the scene of the greatest slaughter, in its front, where it

was a prominent mark for the enemy s guns. It had no sooner got into posi

tion, than the enemy opened, and concentrated upon it the fire of his heaviest

guns, planted along the breast of Slaughter Mountain. For a time his missiles

passed harmless
;
but he soon got the range, and the^gunners were swept away

before his merciless fire. Its ammunition was finally exhausted, and it was
withdrawn. One man belonging to the battery was killed, and a colored ser

vant, who was in the act of carrying ammunition from the chest to the gun.
Lieutenant Geary was among the wounded. The battery was also engaged
in the minor skirmishes of Pope s retreat towards Centreville. and at the close

of the campaign retired to Washington. In the battle of Antietarn, on the

17th of September, it was engaged, and lost one killed, and a number severely

wounded. After the battle, it was encamped at Sandy Hook and Harper s

Ferry until the advance upon Fredericksburg, by General Burnside, whence it

set out with the Twelfth Corps, to which it was attached, but owing to the

horrible condition of the roads, did not reach the field in time to participate in

the battle.

During the winter, and until the advance of the army under General Hooker

upon Chancellorsville, the battery remained in park at Acquia Creek. On
the 1st, 2d, and 3d days of May, during which the battle of Chancellorsville

was fought, it was engaged, serving for the first two days with the Twelfth

Corps, and on the third, with the First. It had one man killed, and a num
ber slightly wounded

; among the latter, Lieutenant Atwell. Captain Knap
had his horse shot under him, and himself narrowly escaped death. On the

18th of May, Captain Knap resigned to accept a partnership in, and the general

superintendency of the Fort Pitt Foundry, at Pittsburg, where immense num
bers of heavy guns and mortars were being cast for the use of the Navy, and for

coast fortifications, a position in which he served his country with great ability

and fidelity, the ordnance cast under his supervision being remarkable for their

excellence. Lieutenant Atwell was promoted to succeed him, and Orderly Ser

geant, Thomas S. Sloan^ was commissioned Second Lieutenant.

In the battle of Gettysburg, two guns under Lieutenant Geary, were posted

on the extreme right of the Twelfth Corps. The remaining four were with the

Second Corps on the first day, but were with the Twelfth during the re

mainder of the battle. The pursuit of the enemy in his flight from this field,

had been carried as far as Culpepper Court House, when, on the 28th of Sep

tember, the Eleventh and Twelfth corps were ordered to join the Army of the

Cumberland, then shut up in Chattanooga. The battery immediately moved
to Washington, where it was relieved of all superfluous baggage, and extra

horses and ammunition, and proceeded at once by rail to Murfreesboro, Ten

nessee, and after a brief halt, to Bridgeport, Alabama. On the 28th of Octo

ber, with General Geary s column, it commenced moving towards Chattanooga,
and arrived at nine o clock on the evening of the 29th, at Wauhatchie Junc

tion, where it went into park. At a little after midnight, Geary s command,
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wliich consisted of only a part of his division, was attacked by a powerful rebel

force. Precautions had been taken by General Geary, as was always his

custom, to guard against surprise, and when the rebel forces, in well ordered

lines advanced to the onset, they found a foe not unprepared to recewe them.

The battle raged for a time with fearful earnestness, and the battery was a

special target for the rebel infantry fire. The slaughter on both sides was

fearful. Finally, finding that no advantage was being gained, and that his

ranks were being decimated, the rebel leader gave up the contest, and fled,

leaving his dead and wounded on the field. The battery suffered severe loss.

Captain Atwell was mortally wounded, and Lieutenant Geary, son of the Gen

era], was killed. The loss in non-commissioned officers and privates was also

severe. More than half the horses were killed. A month later, the battle of

Lookout Mountain, and Mission Ridge occurred, in which the battery partici

pated, pursuing the discoinfitted enemy to King-gold, and engaging him with

good effect. Returning to Wauhatehie, it went into camp with the rest of

Geary s Division, where it remained during the winter.

Early in January, 1864, a majority of the men re-enlisted for a second term,

and were given a veteran furlough. Upon their return, they brought with

them a number of recruits, giving to its ranks the maximum strength. After

the fall of Captain Atwell, Lieutenant M Gill succeeded to the command of

the battery. Before moving on the spring campaign, the Eleventh and

Twelfth corps were consolidated, forming the Twentieth Corps, to the com
mand of which General Hooker was assigned. In the campaign extending
from Chattanooga to Atlanta, commencing on the first of May, and terminating
with the fall of the latter place on the 1st of September, the battery bore a

prominent part, being attached to Geary s Division, and with that division con

stantly at the post of duty, and frequently called to fierce fighting. At the

battle of Peach Tree Creek, on the 20th of July, Captain M Gill was severely

wounded, and soon after resigned, the command devolving on Lieutenant

James A. Dunlevy. Two men were killed and a number of others were se

verely wounded. Shortly afterwards, Lieutenant Dunlevy resigned, on account

of failing health, and subsequently died of disease contracted in the service,

whereupon Lieutenant Sloan was promoted to Captain, who held this position

until the close of the service. In the March to the Sea, and the subsequent
march northward through the Carolinas, the battery accompanied the corps,

sustaining only inconsiderable losses until it reached Raleigh, North Carolina,

where it halted, and remained until after the surrender of the rebel armies.

From Raleigh, it proceeded to Washington, where the ordnance and stores

were turned over to the Government, and where it went into camp. Early in

June, it was ordered to Pittsburg, and on the 14th was mustered out of ser

vice.
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INDEPENDENT BATTERY F.

(HAMPTON S.)

THIS
battery was recruited at Pittsburg, in October, 1861, and organized

at Williamsport, Maryland, to serve for three years, oil the 7th of De

cember, with the following officers: Eobert B. Hampton, Captain; James P,

Fleming and Nathaniel Irish, First Lieutenants; Alfred N. Harbours, Second

Lieutenant. Soon after its organization, it was ordered to join the forces

on the Upper Potomac, under command of Major General Banks. It ar

rived at the front on the 15th, and three days thereafter, was engaged with

the enemy at Dam No. 5, and again on the 4th. 5th, and 6th of January, 1862,
at Hancock, Maryland. On the 26th of February, it first crossed the Potomac,
and with the forces of Banks, pushed the enemy, under Stonewall Jackson, as

far as Edinburg, where, from the 5th to the 18th of April, brisk skirmishing
was kept up. Finally, the enemy was driven again as far as Cross Keys,
where the battery was engaged on the 26th. Banks was, however, obliged to

retire before a superior force, but contested the ground stubbornly, as he went

back, fighting at Middletown on the 24th, and at Winchester on the 25th, the

battery in both engagements, rendering efficient service, and when the ground
could be no longer held covered the retreat to the Potomac.

Jackson retreated precipitately as the Union forces gathered in the Valley
to meet him, and the battery again advanced as far as Front Eoyal, where it

remained until the middle of August. Lieutenant Joseph L. Miller here joined

it with fifty men and two guns, it having been to this time only a four gun bat

tery. It then proceeded with Banks army to meet the enemy upon the Kappa-

hanuock, the Peninsula campaign having terminated disastrously, and the le

gions of Lee swarming upon the Union front. Pope, who had been assigned
to chief command, battled manfully to check and repel the rebel advance

;
but

overborne by superior numbers, he was compelled to fall back towards Wash

ington. At Freeman s Ford on the 22d, at White Sulphur Springs on the 23d

and 24th, at Waterloo on the 25th, in the fierce struggle at Bull Eun on the

29th and 30th, at Chautilly on the 1st of September, and at Falls Church on

the 2d, the battery was engaged, and gained the commendation of its superior

officers for its efficiency.

Pope s disasters had scarcely ended, when the campaign in Maryland

opened, and the battery, crossing the Potomac at Chain Bridge, was hurried

forward to South Mountain, where, on the 14th, it participated in the battle

which swept the enemy from the fastnesses of that mountain chain, and on the

16th and 17th, bore a prominent part in the battle of Antietam. After the

enemy had been driven from Maryland, the battery was assigned to duty with

the Twelfth Corps, commanded by General Slocivm, and was stationed at Har-

per s Ferry, the corps remainiDg there, while the rest of the army moved on to

the Bappahamiock. In the affairs at Charlestown on the 9th of November,
and at Winchester on the 2d of December, under General Geary, it was

briskly engaged, and when, on the 10th, Slocum s Corps was put in motion to

join Burnside at Fredericksburg, it made a forced march to gain the battle

field
-j

but owing to the state of the roads, and the destruction of bridges by
swollen streams, it failed to reach the ground in time for the engagement.
The corps was, accordingly posted to hold the line from Fairfax Court House
to Acquia Creek, where it remained during the winter.

On the 27th of April, 1863, the battery started on the march for Chancel-

lorsville, and. with the corps engaged the enemy on the centre of the line in

the fighting of the 1st, 2d, and 3d of May. On the evening of the 2d, Stone

wall Jackson attacked and crushed the right wing of the army, held by the

Eleventh Corps. The Twelfth, and detachments of the Third Corps stood

next, and received the shock with undaunted courage and constancy, checking
the mad onset of the foe, and turning back his victorious columns, Jackson

himself, receiving a mortal wound. But on the morning of the 3d, the enemy
renewed his attack with redoubled fury, and in the fierce struggle which pre

vailed, in which the artillery played a most prominent part, Captain Hampton
was killed, and the battery sustained severe losses. On the 5th, this battery,

together with Knap s and Thompson s, covered the retreat of the army to the

north bank of the Bappahannock.
On the 20th of May, the battery having previously been consolidated with

battery C, Captain Thompson, was assigned to the reserve artillery of the

Army of the Potomac, led by General B. O. Tyler, and about the middle of

June, commenced the march towards Pennsylvania. On the 2d of July, at

Gettysburg, it went into position in the Peach Orchard, on the right of the po
sition held by Sickles Corps, and held it until the line was forced to fall back.

On the 3d of July, it was posted with the Second Corps, holding the left centre

of the line, and with that corps was engaged on the afternoon of that day, in

the fierce struggle, which finally decided the battle. In this engagement, Lieu

tenant Miller received a mortal wound, and died on the 9th of August follow

ing. When the army returned to Virginia, the battery moved with the col

umns, crossing the Potomac at Berlin, and advancing to Culpepper Court

House. On the llth of October, it commenced falling back towards Centre-

ville Heights, the enemy threatening to turn the right flank of the army $
but

on the 15th, again advanced, and engaged the enemy at Blackburn s Ford.

Towards the close of November, the army was put in motion for a vigorous

campaign. The battery crossed the Bappahannock at Kelly s Ford, and the

Bapidan at Germania Ford, and on the 27th and 28th, was engaged at Mine

Bun, and on the 29th and 30th, at White Hall Church. Upon the abandon

ment of the campaign, it re-crossed the Bapidan at Gold Mine Ford, and went

into winter-quarters at Brandy Station. On the 5th of February, 1864, it joined

in the movement to Morton s Ford, on the Bapidan, and on the 6th was en

gaged. The purpose of the demonstration having been effected, it returned to

camp. Lieutenant Irish had been promoted to Captain in May preceding, and

fresh recruits having been received, battery F was subsequently re-organized.

Before the opening of the spring campaign, the battery was ordered to Camp
Barry, at Washington, to re-organize and re-fit, and on the 14th of May, re

lieved forces of heavy artillery on duty in the defenses of Washington.
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On the 4th of July, the battery was ordered to Harper s Ferry, and moved

thither by forced inarches. Upon its arrival, it was posted on Maryland

Heights, in conjunction with forces assigned to the defense of that position.

Until December, it was employed in the various movements involved in driving

the enemy from the Valley, and in holding the line of the Potomac. It then

went into winter-quarters on Maryland Heights, where, at the expiration of

their term of service, the original members, with the exception of veterans,

were mustered out. About the middle of April, 1865, the veterans, with the

recruits, were ordered to duty in the defenses of Washington, where they con

tinued on duty, until the 26th of June, 1865, when they likewise were mus

tered out.

INDEPENDENT BATTERY F.

(YOUNG S.)

THE
troops composing this battery, were principally recruited in Alle

gheny county, and were organized on the 21st of August, 186^2, with the

following officers: John Jay Young, Captain 5
Alfred Kerr and George W.

Ahl, First Lieutenants
; Joseph 0. Young and John GL M Connell, Jr., Second

Lieutenants. Soon after its organization, it was ordered to Fort Delaware,,
which was, during the war, little more than a prison post. It was here tho

roughly drilled in infantry and artillery service. The enlisted men were mostly

yonng, and of more than ordinary talent and education, and the commandant
of the fort soon had a majority of officers and men detailed, or sent away on

special duty. A score or more of its members became officers in other organi

zations, some of whom fell in battle. Eepeated applications were made to the

Secretary of War by Captain Young, to have the battery ordered to the front
j

but the representations of the commandant, that it could not be spared from

duty at the fort, defeated every application. Its duty as a battery, was con

sequently little varied, and it was mustered out of service on the 18th of

June, 1865.
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INDEPENDENT BATTERY H.
(JOHN I. KEVIN S.)

THIS
battery was recruited at Pittsburg and vicinity, and was organized on

the 30th of September, 1862, with the following officers : John I. Nevin,

Captain; Edwin H. Nevin, Jr., and Theodore M. Finlay, First Lieutenants;

John N. Brown and John C. Klett, Jr., Second Lieutenants. Immediately after

its organization, it was ordered to Hagerstown, Maryland, the army at this

time reposing on the left bank of the Potomac, having just previous fought and

driven the enemy at Antietam. It was assigned to General MorelPs command,
and served with him until December. It was then ordered to Camp Barry, in

the District of Columbia artillery headquarters where it went into camp for

the winter. On the 14th of February, 1863, Captain Nevin, and Lieutenants

Klett and Brown, resigned, and William Borrowe, of the Second United States

Artillery, was commissioned Captain. Early in the spring, the battery was

ordered to report to General J. P. Slough, in command at Alexandria, and for

a period of nearly two years, it was actively employ ed in provost duty, ren

dering efficient service against the commands of Stuart and Moseby. In Jan

uary, 1865, it was ordered to return to Camp Barry, and shortly after its trans

fer, Captain Borrowe was succeeded in command by Lieutenant Nevin, who

was thereupon promoted to Captain. Little duty of consequence was required

of it here, and early in June, it was ordered to Pittsburg, where, on the 18th,

it was mustered out of service.

THE
troops composing this battery, were from the city and county of Lan

caster, with the exception of about twenty, who were from Susquehanna
county, and were organized at Harrisburg, on the last day of June, 1863, for

a period of six months, under command of Robert J. Nevin. Soon after the

retirement of the enemy from the neighborhood of Harrisburg, and while riots

were prevailing in New York, the battery was ordered to Philadelphia. It was
armed with four twelve-pound light, and two three-inch ordnance guns. In

November, it was transferred to West Yirginia, where it remained until Jan

uary, 1864, when it was ordered back to Harrisburg, and on the 7th, was mus
tered out. A considerable number of the men re-enlisted for a term of three

years, and the company was rapidly recruited to maximum strength. It was
mustered into service under Captain Nevin, on the 7th, and after spending some
time in Philadelphia, where recruits were received and drilled, it was trans

ferred to Washington. Its mounted equipment was here completed, and it

was armed with six three-inch rifled guns. At the time of Early s invasion of

Maryland and his descent upon Washington, it was ordered into the defenses

of the city, and here it continued on duty until the end of the war, garrison

ing successively forts Worth and Whipple. It was mustered out of service at

Philadelphia, on the 23d of June, 1865.

INDEPENDENT COMPANY.
(ACTING ESTGIKEEBS.)

A TJTHOBITY for recruiting this company was issued by the War Depart-
J\. ment, on the 2d of June, 1862, and on the 9th of August it was organized
and mustered into service, at Camp Struthers, Philadelphia, with the following
officers: Henry E. Wrigley, Captain, Albert S. White, First Lieutenant, and
William Penn Gaskill

r Second Lieutenant. It was composed of skilled arti-

zans, comprising in its ranks a party of sailors, of blacksmiths, and of carpen

ters, and among its non-commissioned officers accomplished draftsmen and
mathematicians. For the transportation of its out-fit of tools, forges, machi

nery, and material, six army wagons were required. The men were armed
with short carbines, which were kept constantly slung across the back, even

when at work. Soon after its organization, it was transferred to Washington,
where it reported to General Barnard, and was assigned to duty upon the for

tifications on the Virginia shore, under the immediate command of General

Whipple. While on duty here, six miles of defenses, stretching from Chain

Bridge southward to Fort Albany, near Alexandria, besides detached works,
were constructed. Into these defenses General Pope s army retired after the

second battle of Bull Eun, and found ample protection behind their well

planned and elaborately constructed folds. The advance rebel cavalry, after

pushing on and penetrating as far as the Leesburg Eoad, was stopped by the

fire of the artillery from behind the epaulement, into which field batteries

could wheel and completely rake every approach and ravine.

After the battle of Antietam, the company joined the army at Harper s

Ferry, and in the advance through Loudon Valley, re-built a number of bridges

along the turnpike, which had been destroyed by the enemy on his retreat. On
reaching Lovettsville, it was ordered back to Harper s Ferry, to re-build the

suspension bridge across the Shenandoah Eiver at that point, and to construct

defensive works on Maryland Heights. Early in December, Lieutenant White
succeeded to the command of the company, Captain Wrigley having been trans

ferred to the corps of Topographical Engineers. When the head of the rebel

army made its appearance before Harper s Ferry, on its way for the invasion

of Pennsylvania, all the bridges in the neighborhood, which the enemy could

use were destroyed, besides much government property, to prevent its falling

into his hands, after which the company proceeded to Washington, and re

ported at the headquarters of the Engineer Brigade. Not long afterwards, the

rebel army returned, crestfallen from Gettysburg, and re-crossed the Potomac,
and the company was ordered back to Harper s Ferry, and placed in charge
of the pontoon train of the Potomac. When the Eleventh and Twelfth corps
were transferred to the Army of the West, a detachment of this company was
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sent to lay a pontoon bridge across the Ohio, opposite Belleair, over which the

troops passed. The headquarters of the company remained at Harper s Ferry
during the remainder of its term, though detachments were kept out in charge
of pontoon trains at different points along the Potomac and further west, dur

ing a greater portion of the time, one squadron remaining nearly eight months
at Fairmount, and another for several weeks at Clarksburg. The company
was mustered out of service at Harper s ^erryr

on the 20th of June, 1865.

INDEPENDENT COMPANY G
(INFANTRY.)

r 1 1HIS company was recruited in Warren county, in the summer of 18G2,
JL for the One Hundred and Forty-fifth regiment, but before reaching the

camp of this regiment at Erie, the requsite number of companies had been ac

cepted. It was accordingly mustered into service as an Independent com

pany, under Captain DeWitt C. James, on the 4th of September, and immedi

ately proceeded to Harrisburg. It was promptly armed, and sent forward

into the Cumberland Yalley with a provisional battalion, the rebel army being
at this time in Maryland, and threatening an invasion of the State. While the

battle of Antietam was in progress on the 16th and 17th, the company was

posted on picket across the valley near the State line, where it remained some

ten days, picking up during that time, one hundred and fifty rebel stragglers.

Towards the close of the month, it returned to Harrisburg, where Captain
James was made provost marshal of the city, and the company was employed
in provost duty, under the direction of Captain W. B. Lane, chief mustering

and recruiting officer, being chiefly engaged in arresting deserters in the coun

ties of Dauphin, Lebanon, Lancaster, Cumberland, Franklin, and Fulton. On
the 2d of February, 1863, Lieutenant Eben W. Ford, was killed while arrest

ing parties in Fulton county. On the 20th of March, it was transferred to

Washington, where it performed provost duty, until the 13th of May, when it

was sent to Alexandria, under command of Lieutenant George W. M Pherson,
and was attached to Independent Battery H, Captain Borrowe, on duty at

Alexandria, in the command of General Slough. When the rebel General

Early made his demonstration upon Washington, in July, 1864, this company
was ordered to the front, and thrown upon the picket line. In September, 1864,

it was relieved from duty with the battery, and was assigned to guard duty at

the military prisons in Alexandria. While engaged in this service, about ten

thousand persons who had been arrested as deserters, were conducted to the

front by this single company. In March, 1865, Captain James was appointed

an additional paymaster, and was confirmed by the Senate on the 6th of April,

his commission dating April 14th, being the last signed by President Lincoln.

The company was mustered out of service at Harrisburg, on the 20th of

July, 1865.

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THIRD UNITED STATES COLORED

REGIMENT.

T^HE
enlisted men of this regiment were principally from the interior of

Pennsylvania. They rendezvoused at Camp William Penn, at Chelton

Hills, a few miles north of Philadelphia, where the regiment was organized
in August, 1863, with the following field officers : Benjamin 0. Tilghman, Colo

nel
; Ulysses Doubleday, Lieutenant Colonel

;
Frederick W. Bardwell, Major.

Colonel Tilghman had commanded the Twenty-sixth Pennsylvania, until

wounded at Chancellorsville. Soon after its organization, the Third was or

dered to the Department of the South, and proceeded thither, arriving at Mor
ris Island while the siege of Fort Wagner was in full progress. It was im

mediately put into the trenches, and shared in the hardships of that memorable
trial of skill and endurance which resulted in the fall of the fort. The loss

during this siege was six killed and twelve wounded. In one of the night at

tacks which resulted in the capture of a line of rifle-pitis, a Corporal was re

ported missing. Two days after, the advance sappers came upon his dead

body. Warned by previous experience, they were careful to examine it tho

roughly before attempting to remove it. A small string was discovered at

tached to its leg, which led away to the trigger of a torpedo buried in the sand.

Such was the warfare which this command was called to meet.

Early in the year 18C4, the regiment moved to Florida, with the forces under

General Truman Seymour. On the return of the troops to Jacksonville, after

the disastrous battle of Olustee, the Third was drilled as a heavy artillery regi

ment, and garrisoned the forts around the town, one company being posted at a

fort on the St. John s River below, and one at Fernandina. During the summer,
Colonel Tilghman was employed on detached duty at the north, the command
of the regiment devolving on Lieutenant Colonel Doubleday. Under the latter,

it took part in several expeditions into the interior, undertaken by General

William Birney. In September, Colonel Tilghman returned and resumed com
mand. Small parties were frequently sent out into the surrounding country,

the expeditions occasionally extending far into the interior, for the purpose of

bringing in contrabands, and destroying property belonging to the rebel gov
ernment. On one occasion, a body of twenty-nine enlisted men of the Third,
and one private of another regiment, all under command of Sergeant Major

Henry James, proceeded about sixty miles up the St. John s in boats, rowing

by night, and hiding in the swamps by day, marched thence thirty miles into

the interior, gathered together fifty or sixty contrabands, besides several horses

and wagons, burned store-houses and a distillery belonging to the rebel gov

ernment, and returned bringing their recruits and spoils all safely into camp.
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On their return, they were intercepted by a body of cavalry, which was beaten

off after a brisk fight, and they succeeded in crossing the St. John s without

loss, carrying with them their wounded. The courage and good conduct dis

played by the party in this affair, composed as it was, entirely of colored sol

diers, were highly creditable, and were commended in an order by the General

commanding the Department of the South. It was somewhat remarkable,
that the regiment never lost a man as prisoner, though raiding parties not un-

frequently were beaten, and driven by superior numbers. The general feeling

among the men seemed to be, that immediate death was preferable to the treat

ment likely to be experienced as prisoners. On one occasion, a soldier who
had been surrounded and driven into the river, stubbornly refused repeated
calls to surrender, and was killed on the spot.

After the cessation of hostilities, and the surrender of the rebel armies, the

regiment was posted at Tallahassee, Lake City, and other points in Florida.

On the 16th of May, 1865, Colonel Tilghman resigned, and Major Bardwell

was appointed to succeed him, Lieutenant Colonel Doubleday having been pro
moted to Colonel of the Forty-fifth Colored, in the October previous. The

regiment remained in service in Florida, until October, when it returned to

Philadelphia, where, on the 30th, it was mustered out of service.

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SIXTH UNITED STATES COLORED

REGIMENT.

THE
greater portion of the enlisted men composing this regiment, were

from various sections of the State of Pennsylvania, and were organized
at Camp William Penn, near Philadelphia, between the 26th of July, and the

12th of September, 1863. The following were the field officers : John W. Ames,
Colonel; Clark E. Eoyce, Lieutenant Colonel; Joseph B. Kiddoo, Major.
Colonel Ames had served as Captain in the Eleventh Eegular Infantry, Lieu

tenant Colonel Eoyce, as Captain in the Ellsworth (New York) Eegiment, and

Major Kiddoo in the Sixty-third and One Hundred and Thirty-seventh Penn

sylvania regiments. Of the line officers, Captain Eobert B. Beath had served

in the Eighty-eighth, Captain John M Murray, in the One Hundred and Thir

ty-fifth, Lieutenant William A. Glass, in the Mnth Eeserve, Lieutenant Fred
erick Meyer, in the One Hundred and Twelfth, and Lieutenant Frank Osborne,
of Philadelphia, had lost an arm on the Peninsula.

On the 14th of October, the regiment left Philadelphia, to join the Army of

the James, and upon its arrival at Fortress Monroe, was sent by General Butler,
then in command, to Yorktown, where it went into camp, and during the suc

ceeding winter, performed severe fatigue duty upon the fortifications. Troops
were frequently sent out upon raids through the adjoining counties, and up
the Peninsula, in which this regiment participated. Early in February, 1864,

it having been ascertained that Eichmond was feebly defended, a plan was

formed for surprising the garrison at Belle Isle, where large numbers of Union

prisoners were confined, and of releasing them by a sudden and speedy move

ment from General Butler s lines. The Sixth formed part of the force detailed

for this enterprise, and executed the orders for its movement with great prompt
ness and celerity; but on the night before starting, a soldier under sentence

of death, escaped to the rebel lines, and gave information concerning the con

templated movement, enabling the enemy to make ample preparations for its

defeat. The regiment marched forty-two miles in twenty-four hours, a severe

test of its endurance, penetrating to Bottom s Bridge, twelve miles from Eich

mond. But finding the ways obstructed by felled timber, and the enemy fully

prepared to defeat the purpose of the expedition, the troops returned again to

quarters.

On the 5th of May, General Butler sent a force, of which the Sixth formed

part, to operate on the James Elver. It moved by transport, and started as

if to ascend the York and Pamunky rivers, but returned at night, and passing

up the James, landed at City Point, from which the enemy had been previ

ously driven by a company of sharp-shooters, selected from the several colored
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regiments, under command of Captain Philip Weinman, of the Sixth. After

remaining a few days at this place, the regiment was stationed at Spring Hill,

on the Appomattox, five miles from Petersburg. Here, in conjunction with the

Fourth Colored, it built a strong earth-work, afterwards known as Redoubt
Converse, intended for the protection of the pontoon bridge at that point. The
Fourth was shortly afterwards withdrawn, leaving the Sixth as the nearest

outpost to Petersburg. On the 20th, the enemy attacked the picket lines in

strong force, with the design of capturing the works
;
but the regiment suc

cessfully maintained its position until reinforcements arrived, when the enemy
withdrew.

On the 15th of June, the Sixth, together with the Fourth, Fifth, and Twen
ty-second Colored, attacked the left of the rebel earth-works in front of Peters

burg, and by a determined charge carried the position, resting at midnight
within the enemy s strong fortifications. Early on the morning of the ICth, the

colored soldiers of the Army of the James, hailed for the first time, the battle-

flags of the Army of the Potomac, a division under General Birney, marching in

to their relief. The capture of these strong works by the colored troops, was
well calculated to inspire respect among the veterans, now rapidly arriving
from the Wilderness campaign, for none knew better than they how to appre
ciate valor. Until near the close of August, the Sixth was kept almost con

stantly on duty in the trenches in front of Petersburg. It was then transferred

to Dutch Gap, on the James, and assigned to fatigue duty upon the canal, which

had just then been commenced. The labor here was harassing and fatiguing
in the extreme, the men being compelled to work day after day tinder the

steady fire of the rebel mortars. In addition to exhausting toil, and the effect

of bursting shells, they were exposed to the noxious vapors of the river, and

from these causes combined, the ranks of the regiments were rapidly depleted.

On the 29th of September, General Ord, in command of the Eighteenth

Corps, attacked and carried a long line of intrenchments below Chapin s Farm.

At the same time, General Birney advanced from Deep Bottom, driving the

enemy on the New Market Eoad, back to the heights. In this movement, the

Fourth and Sixth Colored had the advance, and gallantly pushed the enemy,
until he had arrived at his intrenchments forming the outer defences of Rich

mond. Here a halt was ordered, and preparations were made for an assault.

The enemy was strongly posted and was in heavy force
;
but at the signal to

advance, the Sixth went gallantly forward in the face of a withering fire which

thinned its ranks at every step. In its course, it was obliged to cross a small

stream, and then an open field
;
but without wavering, it pressed on until more

than half its numbers had fallen, and nearly all its officers were lost
; when,

seeing the fruitlessness of further pushing the charge with so weak a force, the

signal was given to retire. The regiment entered the battle with three hun

dred and sixty-seven, rank and file. Of this number, three officers and thirty-

nine men were killed, eleven officers and one hundred and fifty men wounded,
and seven missing, an aggregate of two hundred and ten, more than sixty-two

per cent, of its strength. Captains George W. Sheldon and Charles Y. York,
and Lieutenant Frederick Meyer, were killed; and Lieutenants Eber C. Pratt,

Lafayette Landon, and John M Avoy, were mortally wounded, Major H. J.

Covell, Captain Robert B. Beath, and Lieutenants K. N. Hubbard, N. H. Ed-

gerton, and J. W. Johnson, were severely, and Colonel Ames, Lieutenant Colo

nel Royce, and Lieutenant Enoch Jackman, slightly wounded.
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General Butler, in an order of October 11, says:
&quot; Of the colored soldiers

of the Third Division of tbe Tenth and Eighteenth corps, the general com

manding desires to make special mention. In the charge on the enemy s works

by the Colored Division of the Eighteenth Corps, at Spring Hill and New Mar

ket, better men were never better led, better officers never led better men.

With hardly an exception, officers of colored troops have justified the care

with which they have been selected. A few more such charges, and to com
mand colored troops will be the post of honor in the American armies. The
colored soldiers, by coolness, steadiness, and determined courage and dash,

have silenced every cavil of the doubters of their soldierly capacity, and drawn

tokens of admiration from their enemies.&quot; Adjutant N. H. Edgerton was pro

moted to Captain, Sergeants Kelly and Elsberg, and Corporal Kelly were

awarded medals for their gallantry, and the words u
Petersburg,&quot; and &quot;New

Market Heights&quot; were ordered to be inscribed on the flag.

The regiment afterwards sailed with both commands sent out for the re

duction of Fort Fisher. The latter, under General Terry, proved successful
5

but the colored troops were not engaged with the storming party, being sent

some miles inland, to prevent reinforcements from reaching the enemy, per

forming this duty in a satisfactory manner. On the 19th of January, 1865, the

Sixth participated in a sharp encounter at Sugar Loaf Hill, North Carolina,

where Captain Newton J. Hotchkiss was mortally wounded, dying two days

after, and considerable loss in killed and wounded was sustained. On the llth

of February, during a sharp contest on the skirmish line, Daniel K. Healy was

severely wounded, and Lieutenant Edward Field, commanding company A,
was killed. Upon the death of Lieutenant Field, the direction devolved on

Sergeant Richard Carter, (colored,) who commanded with great skill and cour

age, until the company was relieved. The regiment participated in all the

movements of the division in North Carolina, until the final surrender of the

rebel forces, when it was ordered to duty at Wilmington, and remained there

until its muster out of service on the 20th of September.

EIGHTH UNITED STATES COLORED

REGIMENT.

T3 ECBUTTING for this regiment was commenced in
Se&quot;ptemt&amp;gt;er, 1863, the

JA/ men rendezvousing at Camp William Penn, near Philadelphia, where a

regimental organization was effected with the following field officers: Charles

W. Fribley, Colonel; Nelson B. Bartram, Lieutenant Colonel
;
Loren Burritt,

Major. Colonel Fribley had served as Captain in the Eighty-fourth Pennsyl

vania, Lieutenant Colonel Bartram in the Seventieth New York, and Major
Burritt in the Fifty-sixth Pennsylvania* The camp was under the command
Lieutenant Colonel Louis Wagner of the Eighty-eighth, and as two other

Pennsylvania Colored regiments had been, formed here, the routine of duty was
well established. In December, Major Burritt, with three companies A, F,
and D, proceeded to the State of Delaware, for the purpose of obtaining re

cruits. At Wilmington and Seaford, these troops were handsomely received

by the citizens, and a number of recruits were obtained.

On the 16th of January, 1864, the regiment left camp, and proceeding to

Kew York, embarked upon two transports, the Prometheus and the City of

Bath, bound for Hilton Head, to which point the command had been ordered.

The City of Bath made a speedy passage, but the Prometheus was tossed about

by adverse weather, and was compelled to put in at Fortress Monroe, delaying
its arrival at its destination for two days. The regiment was assigned to How-
ell s Brigade of Seymour s Division. On the 4th of February, the division

was reviewed by General Gilmore, in command of the Department, the regi

ment eliciting much commendation by its good soldierly appearance.
On the 5th of February, the regiment, in conjunction with a force of about

seven thousand men, all under command of General Truman Seymour, em
barked for a campaign in Florida, and on the evening of the 7th, landed at

Jacksonville, on the St. John s Eiver. At sunset on the following day, the

march began. Eight miles out, the advance came upon an encampment of

rebels from which they had just fled, abandoning, in their haste, a quantity of

stores and several pieces of artillery. Early on the following morning, three

companies of the Eighth, under command of Captain Wagner, made a descent

on Finnegau s Depot, on the Tallehassee Bailroad, capturing a quantity of

stores, and one prisoner. For a short time, the regiment was detached from

the brigade, and placed on duty guarding and repairing railroad bridges, and

was successively stationed at Finnegan s, Picket House, Baldwin, and Bar-

bour s. On the 19th of February, a change in organization was made, whereby
the Seventh Connecticut, the Seventh 2J&quot;ew Hampshire, and Eighth Colored,

were united in a brigade, to the command of which Colonel Hawley, of the
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Seventh Connecticut, was assigned. The enemy was known to be posted at

Lake City, under General Finnegan, and against this post General Seymour
determined to lead so much of his force as could be spared from garrison duly

in his rear. Finnegan, discovering a disposition of the Union commander to

advance upon him, determined not to await an attack at Lake City, but to ad

vance some fifteen miles to meet it at a point near Olustee, where he took a strong

position, with his forces formed on a swamp extending southward from Ocean

Pond, his centre protected by the swamp, his right resting on an earth-work

shielded by rifle-pits, and his left posted on a slight elevation, sheltered by pines,

and guarded by cavalry. Unaware of this advance and new disposition of the

enemy s troops, Seymour, who was at Barbour s early on the morning of the

20th, began to move. A march of a few hours, brought the column to Sander

son s, a distance of twelve miles. After a brief rest, the march was resumed,
and at two P. M., a body of the enemy s cavalry was encountered, which quickly

gave way. The artillery moved upon the road, and was flanked upon either

side by a column of infantry. When nearing Olustee, and while proceeding

quietly along without any expectation of meeting the foe, the head of the

column was suddenly fired into by the enemy, from his strong lines in his well

chosen position. The cavalry, and the Seventh Connecticut, which was armed
with Spencer rifles, were thrown forward as skirmishers, but soon found that

they could make little impression. Hawley s Brigade was in advance, Bar
ton s and Montgomery s following at short intervals. Hamilton s Battery was

quickly brought into position, but in that dead level could get no commanding
ground. Without awaiting the arrival of the rest of his force, Seymour put the

Seventh New Hampshire in position on the right of the road, and the Eighth
Colored upon the left, and pushed them at once into action. The Eighth,

though scarcely a month from camp, and with hardly any skill in handling a

musket, boldly advanced in face of a withering fire from the enemy s strong
and well chosen lines. Hamilton s guns thundered in its rear, adding to

the terrors, and in some instances to the dangers of its position j
but still it

stood firm. For three-quarters of an hour, the action raged with unabated

fury, these raw troops maintaining their ground without the least shelter, with

a courage worthy of veterans. Several color-bearers were shot down, and

many officers fell
j
but it preserved an unflinching front. At this juncture,

the enemy, whose lines greatly overreached the Union front, charged upon
the unprotected left flank of the Eight!!, threatening its capture. Seeing that

the ground could be no longer held, General Seymour ordered the regiment to

retire. It was executed in good order, the men firing heavily as they went.

Barton s and Montgomery s brigades rapidly came up and took the places of

the troops withdrawn, and were in a similar manner beaten in detail, Seymour
being finally compelled to retire rapidly, with a loss of a part of his artillery.

The loss in the Eighth was very severe. Two officers and forty-nine men were

killed, nine officers and one hundred and eighty men were wounded, and sixty-

three missing, all of whom, it was subsequently ascertained, were wounded and
left on the field. Colonel Fribley and Lieutenant Thomas J. Goldsborough
were killed

j Major Burritt, Captain Wagner, and Lieutenants Seth Lewis and

George Warrj.ngton, were among the officers wounded. The color company
went into action with forty-eight enlisted men, and lost in killed and wounded
all but six.

The retreat was continued to Harbour s, the point from which the commnnrl
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had advanced in the morning, arriving at a little after midnight, having in the

meantime, marched forty miles, and fought a severe battle. After a few hours

rest, the retreat was renewed, and continued to Jacksonville, where breast

works were thrown up, and preparations made for holding the place, the ene

my having followed closely, and threatening an attack. On the 17th of April,

the Eighth, now under command of Captain Bailey, was ordered to St. John s

Bluff, and was set to fortifying that point, and guarding the stream to pre

vent the enemy from planting torpedoes. In June, Major Mayer, of the Sev

enth Colored, was temporarily assigned to the command of the regiment, and

under him, participated in numerous raids into the surrounding country, de

stroying a portion of the Cedar Keys Railroad, and taking some of the ene

my s ammunition.

On the 4th of August, General William Birney s Brigade, to which the

Eighth now belonged, was ordered to Virginia, and joined General Butler s

forces at Deep Bottom on the 12th. As the regiment went into position, the

enemy opened upon it from his heavy guns at Fort Darling, wounding eight

or ten men. On the 25th, it crossed the James, and went into position upon
the Petersburg front, where it was kept on active duty. OD the 9th of Sep

tember, Major Burritt, who was still suffering from the wound received at

Olustee, returned and assumed command, and was promoted to Lieutenant

Colonel, in place of Lieutenant Colonel Bartram, who had been chosen Colonel

of the Twentieth Colored, Major Mayer returning to his place in the Seventh,

and Captain &quot;Wagner being promoted to Major. After a few weeks duty,

Colonel Burritt s wound again opening, he was sent to the hospital, and was

subsequently, by order of the War Department, put in command of the recruit

ing rendezvous at Newport News, the command devolving on Major Wagner.
Towards the close of September, the Tenth Corps, to which the regiment

belonged, crossed the James, and in connection with the Eighteenth Corps, ad

vanced upon the enemy s works at Chapin s Farm, and the New Market Road.

An attack was made early on the morning of the 29th, by the Eighteenth Corps,

supported by the Tenth, and a long line of works was carried, and sixteen

pieces of artillery and three hundred and fifty prisoners were captured. On
the afternoon of this day, General Birney determined to carry a bastioned

fort in his front, and selected for the desperate work, a brigade consisting of

the Seventh, Eighth, and Ninth Colored. The Ninth was first led to the charge,

and after a resolute movement was forced to retire, having suffered severely.

The Eighth was next put in. It numbered only about two hundred men
j

but deploying eight companies as skirmishers, Major Wagner promptly moved

to the assault, and gained a position within one hundred yards of the enemy s

works, where the men commenced pouring in a steady fire, effectually driv

ing the rebel gunners from their pieces. For several hours, and until the

troops on its left were withdrawn, this position was held, the regiment not being

in sufficient strength to carry the fort. Seeing the flank of the regiment ex

posed, the enemy immediately charged j
but Major Wagner delivered a counter

charge, breaking the hostile line, and thus saving his entire regiment from cap
ture. At dark, it was relieved, and with the division fell back to the line of

works captured in the morning. The loss in this engagement was twelve

killed and sixty-one wounded. Captains Cooper and Richardson, and Lieu

tenants Seth Lewis and Charles C. Cone, were among the severely wounded,
the latter mortally. On the following day, ^hile the troops were busy re-
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versing the breast-works, the enemy attacked. The Eighth was hurried to the

threatened point, and assisted in repulsing the enemy, sustaining some loss.

On the morning of the 13th of October, the division was ordered out for an

offensive movement. The Eighth was put upon the front as skirmishers, and

led on through a dense wood, on the Darbytown Eoad. The enemy s skir

mishers were encountered, and after sharp fighting were driven from three

successive lines where they had taken shelter back to their main line. Late

in the afternoon, the regiment was relieved by fresh troops. It entered the en

gagement with one hundred and fifty men, and lost seven killed, thirty wounded
and one missing. Captains Alexander G-. Dickey, Elijah Lewis, and Electus

A. Pratt, were among the severely wounded, Captain Dickey mortally, and

Captain Pratt with the loss of an arm. At the beginning of November, Major

Wagner was promoted to Lieutenant Colonel of the Ninth Kegiment, and
Lieutenant Colonel Burritt, owing to his wounds, being still unfit for duty in

the field, Lieutenant Colonel Samuel C. Armstrong, of the Ninth, was placed in

command of the Eighth, and promoted to Colonel. Soon afterwards, a num
ber of recruits were sent to it from Camp William Penn, largely increasing its

strength. When the spring campaign opened, the regiment crossed the James,
and participated in the operations which resulted in the fall of Petersburg,

and was among the foremost to enter the city. Soon after the surrender of

Lee, it returned to Petersburg, and thence proceeded by sea to Texas. Upon
its arrival there, it was stationed at Ringgold Barracks, on the Rio Grande,
and beyond the usual camp duty, and an occasional expedition to settle Indian

troubles, was little employed. The Mexican (Liberal) troops were quartered

on the opposite side of the river, and between the officers of the two encamp

ments, an intimacy sprang up, which resulted in a free interchange of social

hospitalities. On the 10th of October, the regiment started on the home
ward march, and proceeding via Santiago, New Orleans, and New York, ar

rived at Philadelphia on the 3d of December, and on the 12th, was mustered

out of service. It is worthy of note, that of all the colored regiments in the

United States service, this one, as shown by the official army register, lost in

battle, more officers and men than any other.

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TWENTY-SECOND UNITED STATES

COLOEED REGIMENT.

THIS
regiment was organized at Camp William Penn, during the month of

January, 1S64, with the following field officers : Joseph B. Kiddoo, Colo

nel
;
Nathan P. Goff, Jr., Lieutenant Colonel; John B. Cook, Major. The ma

jority of the field and line officers had previously served in other regiments,

Colonel Kiddoo having been promoted from Sergeant of the Sixty-third Penn

sylvania to Lieutenant Colonel, and Colonel of the One Hundred and Thirty-

seventh, and subsequently appointed Major of the Sixth Colored, whence he was
selected to lead this regiment. Towards the close of the month, it was ordered

to the front, and proceeded to join the Army of the James, under command of

General Butler. It went into camp near Yorktown, where it was drilled and

disciplined, uatil the opening of the spring campaign, when it was assigned for

duty to the Third Brigade, First Division of the Eighteenth Corps. It was

first posted at Wilson s Wharf, on the north side of the James River, where it

was put to constructing an earth-work for the protection of the supply trans

ports on their way up the river. This duty accomplished, it was sent to the

south side of the river, in the neighborhood of Fort Powhattan, where it was

again employed in constructing works, and preparing for the crossing of the

Army of the Potomac, on its arrival from the Wilderness campaign. The ene

my s cavalry from Eichmond attacked at this point, but after a spirited en

gagement, was handsomely repulsed.

On the loth of June, General Baldy Smith, who had returned from his

inarch to Cold Harbor, where he had gone for the reinforcement of Grant, led

his corps to the attack of the rebel intrenchrnents before Petersburg. The

Twenty-second headed the charge in this assault, and captured six of the seven

guns taken by the division, and two of the four forts. The victory was gained,

however, at a fearful cost to the regiment. Its loss was one officer, Lieutenant

Emery Fisher, and seventeen men killed, and five officers and one hundred and

thirty-eight men wounded, and one missing. Lieutenant Colonel Goff was

among the severely wounded. Its conduct on this occasion was warmly com

mended at corps and army headquarters. In the assault upon the enemy s

strong works at Chapin s Farm, on the 29th of September, it delivered a most

daring and impetuous charge j
but was repulsed, suffering a loss of eleven men

killed, two officers and two men wounded, and eight missing. Major Cook,
who led the regiment, was among the severely wounded.

On the 27th of October, Grant inaugurated a general movement along
his entire lines, reaching out on his left to Hatcher s Eun and Armstrong s

Mill, while upon the right, General Butler demonstrated in force, and the Eigh-
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teeutb Corps moved upon the Bichmond defenses on the Charles City and Wil-

liainsburg roads. The Twenty-second led the column on the latter, and at :i

point near the old Fair Oaks Battle-ground, charged on the rebel intrenched

position with great steadiness and courage, but was again repulsed with

heavy slaughter. Colonel Kiddoo, who led in the charge, was severely wound

ed, and Captain William B. Clark was killed. The entire loss in killed and

wounded, exceeded one hundred. After this action, all three of its field offi

cers were in hospital at Fortress Monroe together, for wounds received in sepa
rate engagements. Upon the fall of Richmond on. the 3d of April, 1805, this

regiment was among the first of General Weitzel s troops to enter the city, and

rendered important service in extinguishing the flames which were then raging.
On account of its excellent discipline and good soldierly qualities, it was se

lected by General Weitzel to proceed to Washington, after the assassination

of the President, to participate in the obsequies of his funeral, and was after

wards sent into Eastern Maryland, along the lower Potomac, to assist in the

capture of Booth and his co-conspirators.

In May, the regiment re-joined the corps, and with it proceeded by sea to

Texas, where it was assigned to duty upon the Rio Grande. It returned to

Philadelphia in October, where, on the 10th, it was mustered out of service.

COLORED REGIMENT.

regiment was principally recruited in the eastern section of Pennsyl-
JL vania, and was organized at Camp William Penn, on the 17th of Feb

ruary, 18G5, with the following field officers : Orlando Brown, Colonel
j
James M.

Trippe, Lieutenant Colonel
$
Robert E. Stewart, Major. A large proportion of

the commissioned officers had previously been in the service. Earjy in May,
the regiment proceeded to Washington, and was placed in Camp Casey, on the

Virginia side of the Potomac, opposite the city. On the 1st of June, it was
sent to Point Lookout, Maryland, where it was employed in guarding rebel

prisoners. About the middle of July, it was ordered to Eichmond, Virginia,
and after a delay of two weeks, was assigned to duty in the sub-district of the

Koanoke, comprising six counties, with headquarters at Burkesville. Posts

were established at each county-seat, where government supplies were distri

buted to the needy inhabitants, and the troops were employed in preserving
order. The regiment continued in this duty until near the close of September,
when it was ordered to Eichmond, and on. the 1st of October, was mustered

out of service.

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TWENTY-FIFTH UNITED STATES

COLORED REGIMENT.

THIS
regiment was recruited for the most part in Pennsylvania, and was

organized at Camp William Penn,in February, 18G4, with the following

field officers : Gustavus A. Scroggs, Colonel
;

Frederick L. Hitchcock, Lieu

tenant Colonel; James W. H. Eeisinger, Major. Colonel Scroggs was ordered

by the President to proceed with his regiment to Indianola, Texas, and there re

cruit three other regiments from among the freedmen, which should with his

own, constitute a brigade, of which he was to be appointed Brigadier General,

Accordingly, the Colonel sailed with the right wing of the regiment on the 15th

of March, for New Orleans, on the steamer Suwanee, with orders to report to

General Banks. In a storm off Hatteras, the steamer sprung a leak. The water

rose to within a foot of the fires, although the ship s pumps were in active ope

ration. The men were put to work with buckets, and after thirty-six hours of

the most strenuous and incessant exertions to keep her afloat, she was brought

into the harbor of Beaufort, North Carolina, where she was abandoned. This

threw the battalion under the command of General Wessels, at a time when

the enemy was closely pressing the siege of Little Washington, and it was im

mediately ordered into the defenses. Here it was kept upon the front until

the emergency had passed, when it was sent forward to its destination, arriv

ing about the 1st of May. In the meantime the left wing, under command
of Lieutenant Colonel Hitchcock, had proceeded without detention, and on its

arrival at New Orleans, had encamped at Carrolton, a few miles above the

city. The regiment arrived in New Orleans, during the progress of the Red
Eiver campaign, which having ended in disaster, so modified the situation of

affairs, that General Banks, who was in command of the department, refused

to allow the regiment to go forward to Indianola. Colonel Scroggs, thereupon

resigned, and Lieutenant Colonel Hitchcock was promoted to succeed him, Ma
jor Eeisinger to Lieutenant Colonel, and Captain Boudren to Major. The regi

ment was then sent to Barrancas, Florida, where it relieved the Seventh

Maine, and was charged with garrison duty. Colonel Hitchcock, with six

companies, was ordered with regimental headquarters to the command of the

post of Barrancas Barracks, including Fort Barrancas, and the adjoining for.

tifications, where his men were drilled in infantry and heavy artillery service,

in both of which they became proficient. Lieutenant Colonel Eeisinger, with

four companies, was detached, and placed in command of Fort Pickens, com

manding the entrance to Pensacola Harbor.

During the Mobile campaign, which was inaugurated in January, 18G5, it

was ordered to report to General Pile, for immediate service in the field, it

being the purpose of the Government to organize an entire division of colored
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troops. It was here associated with the u Old New Orleans First,&quot; composed
principally of Creoles of wealth and standing. But before arrangements had
been perfected for taking the field, the enemy threatened a counter movement

against Pensacola, and it became necessary to strengthen the defenses, and

put the forts in a condition to withstand the siege. It was accordingly deemed

inexpedient to relieve the Twenty-fifth, for a regiment inexperienced and un-

drilled in garrison duty, and hence it did not take part in the active operations
in the field, which were soon after inaugurated. During the spring and sum
mer of 1865, the men suffered terribly from scurvy, about one hundred and

fifty dying, and as many more being disabled for life. The mortality at one

time amounted to from four to six daily. This was the result of want of

proper food. Urgent appeals were made by the officers in command
;
but not

until the disease had run its course, were these appeals answered. The regi

ment remained on duty at the forts until December, when it was ordered to

Philadelphia, and on the 6th, at Camp Cadwalader, was mustered out of ser

vice.

The flag which the regiment carried, was painted by a colored man in Phila

delphia. It represented a Freedman in the foreground, the shackles of his

bondage having just fallen from his ankles, in the act of stepping forward

eagerly to receive the musket and uniform of his country s defenders which the

Goddess of Liberty is presenting to him. After the return of the regiment to

Philadelphia, and at the close of its last parade through the streets of that

city, this flag was presented by Colonel Hitchcock, to the Union League Asso

ciation of Philadelphia, George H. Boker, Esq., the poet, receiving it on be

half of the League, and responding to the language of the Colonel in an elo

quent and impressive manner.

In regard to the character of the Twenty-fifth, Colonel Hitchcock says :
u I

desire to bear testimony to the esprit du corps, and general efficiency of the

organization as a regiment, to the competency and general good character of

its officers, to the soldierly bearing, fidelity to duty, and patriotism of its men.

Having seen active service in the Army of the Potomac, prior to my connec

tion with the Twenty-fifth, I can speak with some degree of assurance. After

a proper time had been devoted to its drill, I never for a moment doubted

what would be its conduct under fire. It would have done its full duty be

yond question. An opportunity to prove this the Government never afforded,

and the men always felt this a grievance.&quot;

THIRTY-SECOND UNITED STATES
COLORED REGIMENT.

J1IIE troops composing this regiment were principally raised in Pennsylva-
JL nia, though detachments were received from several neighboring States.

It was organized at Camp William Penn, the general camp of rendezvous for

colored troops in Pennsylvania, in March, 1SG4, with the following field offi

cers : George W. Baird, Colonel
;
Edward C. Geary, Lieutenant Colonel

;
Ben

jamin W. Thompson, Major. The regiment was ordered to duty in the De
partment of the South, and arrived at Hilton Head on the 27th of April. It

was here assigned to a brigade of colored troops, commanded by Colonel

Bailey, in which it was associated with the First Michigan, and Ninth United

States, and was posted beyond the intrenchments, where it was engaged in

drill, guard, and fatigue duty. It was subsequently sent to Folly and Morris

islands, where it participated in the operations against Charleston
;
but re

turned again to Hilton Head in November. Towards the close of November,
General Foster, in command of the Department, was directed by General Hal-

leek to make a demonstration in the direction of Pocotaligo, for the purpose
of diverting attention from General Sherman s front, who was now approach

ing the sea. Foster could spare but five thousand troops for this purpose, and

with these, ascending the Broad River in transports to Boyd s Neck, he landed

and hurried forward a force under General J. P. Hatch, to break the Charleston

and Savannah Railroad. The Thirty-second was in Hatch s command. On the

morning of the 30th, Hatch encountered a rebel force under command of Gen

eral Gustavus W. Smith, at Honey Hill, three miles from Grahamsville, in a

commanding position behind breast-works. Hatch immediately attacked, and

though pushing his advance with obstinacy and bravery, he was compelled to

fall back, sustaining heavy losses. The Thirty-second had nine killed and

forty-two wounded. Lieutenant Robert D. Winters received a mortal wound,
and died on the 22d of December. Lieutenant Colonel Geary was severely

wounded, by which he was incapacitated from further duty. Intent on the

purpose of his expedition, Foster sent a force under General E. E. Potter,

across the Coosawhatchie to Deveaux Neck, where, on the Cth of December, he

seized a position commanding the railroad, which he began to fortify. Early
on the following morning, the enemy approached stealthily and attacked,

thinking to surprise the Union forces. The attack fell mainly on the right wing
of the division, the Thirty-second holding the extreme right of the line, com

pany A, standing upon the right of the regiment, receiving the first shock. The

regiment was taken unawares, but rallied manfully and repulsed the attack,

the position being held without further molestation until General Sherman,
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in triumph, entered Savannah. Companies A, F, and D, sustained the severest

losses. The loss in the regiment was nine killed, thirty-nine wounded, and one

missing. Captains Kobert W. C. Farnsworth, George M. Templeton, and Au
gustus A. Woodward were among the wounded, the latter mortally.

On the 14th of February, General Potter moved with his command for a

diversion in favor of General Schimmelfennig, who was operating against

Charleston. Landing on James Island, Potter charged and drove the enemy
from his works. In this engagement Colonel Baird was wounded, and the

regiment sustained, besides, considerable loss. On the following morning,
Potter re-embarked his troops, and proceeding to Bull s Bay, landed under fire

of the gun-boats, at a point on the coast fifteen miles north-east of Charleston,

with the design of cutting oft the retreat of the enemy from that city, but ar

rived too late to effect the purpose. Two days were spent in scouring the

country, following the enemy along the railroad towards Cheraw, to the cross

ing of the Santee. Potter then marched down and entered the city on the

evening of the 18th, the day of the surrender. At the beginning of April, it

was discovered that the enemy was moving his naval stores, and other pro

perty of the rebel government inland. General Potter was sent with his di

vision to intercept them. Landing at Georgetown, on the Winyaw Bay, he

inarched to Florence, thence to Manchester Junction, and thence to Camden,
the terminus of the railroad. Returning again to Manchester, he there came

upon the trains, capturing twenty locomotives, and two hundred cars heavily

laden with naval and military stores. In this expedition, the Thirty-second

was kept upon the march, skirmishing almost daily, for nearly three weeks,

participating in brisk engagements at Sumpterville, and at three other points

along the Wateree, between Camden and Statesboro. At two o clock on the

afternoon of the 9th, after having had a running fight during all the earlier part

of the day, the joyful intelligence was received by flag of truce, of the surren

der of Lee; but on the following morning, the joy was turned to mourning, by
the sad news of the assassination of President Lincoln. After the cessation of

hostilities, the regiment performed garrison duty at Charleston, Beaufort, and
Hilton Head. About the middle of August, it was relieved from duty, and re

turned to Philadelphia, where, on the 22d, it was mustered out of service.

NAME.

THE
troops composing tbis regiment were from different sections of the

State, and rendezvoused at Camp William Penn, where a regimental

organization was effected in the fall of 1864, with the following field officers:

Llewellyn F. Haskell, Colonel; Lewis L. Weld, Lieutenant Colonel; Alpheus
H. Cheney, Major. On the 13th of October, six companies, all that were at

that time full, were ordered to join the Army of the James, and proceeded to

Deep Bottom, where, for a few days, they performed guard duty, and then

moved up to the front in rear of Fort Burnham. On the 27th, they took part
in a reconnoissance in force on the right of the Army of the James, in the vi

cinity of the Darbytown Eoad, and had one, a Sergeant, wounded. This move
ment was undertaken as a diversion in favor of Hancock, who was moving
upon the Boydton Plank Koad, on the extreme left of the Army of the Poto

mac. Thecornmand soon after went into camp on Chapin s Farm, where it was

engagedin drill and picket duty, and where it was joined by the remaining

companies. On the 1st of January, 1865, the regiment moved to the vicinity

of Fort Durham, exchanging camps with the One Hundred and Seventeenth

Colored, where it continued in drill and picket duty.

On the 27th of March, in connection with the Twenty-fourth Corps, under

command of General Ord, to the Second Division of which it now belonged,
it moved to join the Army of the Potomac, arriving at Hatcher s Eun on the

29th. It was immediately ordered upon the front, where it threw up breast

works and skirmished with the enemy. On the 2d of April, it was engaged
before Petersburg, losing one killed and eight wounded, and at evening moved
in pursuit of the rebel army, following the line of the South Side Eailroad.

The pursuit was pushed with tittle interruption until the regiment reached

Appomattox Court House, where, on the 9th, while upon the skirmish line,

Captain John W. Falconer was mortally wounded, dying on the 23d. After

the surrender, which occurred on the same day, the regiment encamped in the

neighborhood of Appomattox, where it remained until the llth, and then

moved back to Petersburg. On the 25th of May, it embarked at City Point,

for Texas, arriving at the Island of Brazos de Santiago, early in June. After

remaining here a few days, it proceeded to Edinburg, where it was employed
in guard and provost duty. On the 30th of September it was consolidated into

a battalion of four companies. These were mustered out of service at Browns

ville, on the 10th of November, and returning to Philadelphia, were paid and

disbanded on the 14th of December. As only the muster-out rolls of these

companies were returned to the Adjutant General s office, the men whose names

are borne upon them are, alone, accounted for.
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FORTY-THIRD UNITED STATES

COLORED REGIMENT.

THE
recruits for this regiment were almost exclusively from Pennsylvania,

and were organized and equipped at Camp William Penu, with the fol

lowing field officers: Stephen B. Yeoman, Colonel; H. Seymour Hall, Lieuten

ant Colonel
;
Horace Bumstead, Major. On the 18th of April, 1864, six compa

nies of this regiment, the only ones then organized, were ordered, under com
mand of Lieutenant Colonel Hall, to Annapolis, Maryland, where they were

assigned to the First Brigade, Fourth Division, of the Ninth Corps. A few

days later, the corps moved for the front, and in its march through Washing
ton, these colored troops attracted special attention, from the fact that they
were the first destined for duty with the Army of the Potomac. At Manassas

Junction, the command halted for a few days ;
but when the army under Gen

eral Grant, encountered the enemy in the Wilderness, it was hurried forward

to his support, and performed excellent service on that desperately contested

field. Lieutenant Charles Wickware was severely wounded on the second day
of the battle, losing an arm. Throughout the Wilderness campaign, these

companies moved with the Ninth Corps, and proved by their steadiness and

intrepidity their title to trust. On the 6th of June, when the corps was in the

neighborhood of Old Church, company G, which had been recruited at Camp
William Penn, joined the battalion at the front. Immediately on arriving be

fore Petersburg, it was employed in fatigue duty, in erecting fortifications and

covered ways, under an almost constant fire of the enemy.

Early on the morning of the 30th of July, Lieutenant Colonel Hall led his

command through the covered way, up to the mouth of the mine which had

been excavated on the Muth Corps front, and was that morning to be sprung.

The lot fell to Ledlie s Division to lead in the charge, though General Burn-

side had selected the Colored Division for that duty, but had been overruled

in his choice. The consternation created by the horrors of the explosion, ena

bled Ledlie s Division to advance to, and take shelter in the crater, without se

rious loss. The divisions of Potter and Wilcox were soon ordered up to its

support; and finally, when the enemy had fully recovered from his fright, had

brought supports to cover the threatened point, and was fully prepared to

repel further assaults, the Colored Division was ordered to advance. It was
a forlorn hope ;

but the division moved gallantly forward, in the face of a deci

mating fire, and passing to the right of the crater, charged towards the crest

beyond. Here so deadly was the fire of infantry and artillery which it met,

that it was soon swept back in disorder amongst the debris of the demolished

fort, though it succeeded in bringing in some prisoners, Captain Albert D.
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Wright, taking, with his own hands, a rebel battle-flag. Little protection

was afforded even here, the enemy soon getting the range, and mercilessly

slaughtering the helpless victims huddled together. A charge made upon
them by the enemy, was bloodily repulsed ;

but it was madness to attempt to

hold the position, and almost certain destruction to attempt to go back, every
inch of the ground being raked by the enemy s concentric fire. Nevertheless,
the attempt to retire must be made. By skillful manoeuvres along the Union

line, the enemy s attention was for a moment attracted from the fatal ground,
and taking advantage of this, large numbers escaped.

&quot; In this battle,&quot; says

Chaplain J. M. Mickley,*
&quot; it would be difficult to enumerate particular cases of

great bravery, where all seemed to vie with each other in the brilliancy and

gallantry of their achievements. Colored non-commissioned officers fearlessly

took the command after their officers had been killed, or borne severelywouuded
from the field, and led on the attack to the close. As each brave color-bearer

was shot down, another, and another would grasp the National emblem, all rid

dled with balls, and plant it further on the enemy s line. In this terrific engage

ment, this battalion of the Forty-third had its colors almost entirely cut up by
the fire, and the color staffs splintered and broken. Its casualties were one

officer [Lieutenant James T. Hayman,] killed, ten severely wounded, including

the gallant Lieutenant Colonel Hall, who sustained the loss of his right arm,
and two taken prisoners, and twenty-eight men killed, ninety-four wounded,
and twelve missing. It was afterwards discovered that the missing were men
rendered helpless by reason of severe wounds, and whom the rebels deliberately

put to death on the field by bayoneting. The following is an extract from the

official report of the brigade commander, relative to that battle :
4 The Forty-

third regiment. United States Colored troops, charged over the crest of the

crater, and right upon the enemy s works, carrying them, capturing a number
of prisoners, a rebel battle-flag, and re-capturing a stand of National colors.

Lieutenant Colonel Hall, commanding the Forty-third, lost his right arm, while

bravely leading his regiment. Here, on this, as on many other fields during
this war, for the sacred cause of our republican liberties, free institutions, and

Union, the blood of the Anglo Saxon and the African mingled very freely in

the full measure of devoted offering.&quot;

As yet, the regiment comprised only seven companies. The remaining
three were recruited at Camp William Penu, and left for the front on the llth

of July. This was the occasion of the rebel invasion of Maryland by General

Early, and upon the arrival of these troops at Havre-de-Grace, on the Phila

delphia, Wilmington, and Baltimore Eailroad, company I was detached, and

sent to guard Gunpowder Bridge. The remaining two companies, with others,

all under command of Colonel Wagner, of the Eighty-eighth Pennsylvania,

moved to Baltimore, and were posted at the Birney Barracks, for the defense

of the city. These three companies soon afterwards assembled at Camp Casey,

Virginia, opposite Washington, whence they proceeded, under command of

Major Bumstead, to the lines before Petersburg, where they joined the rest

of the regiment, the Major assuming command. For nearly three weeks, the

Forty-third was industriously employed in fatigue duty, on the fortifications

and field works, in which it rendered most efficient service. With the corps,

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it marched for the Weldon Railroad, and in the action at that point, on the

19th and 20th of August, and at Poplar Grove Church, on the 29th and 30th

of September, it was engaged, but fortunately suffered little loss. In the bat

tle of Hatcher s Run, on the 27th and 28th of October, it held the position of

skirmishers in front of the Ninth Corps, and gallantly assisted in repulsing the

repeated charges of the enemy. Two lines of breast-works which served an

important purpose in the fight, were constructed in the face of a severe fire,

by this regiment, for which it was highly commended. It was the last regi

ment to leave the field, covering the retiring movement. Its loss in the action

was one officer, Lieutenant James Roantree, and seven men killed, four officers

and eighteen men wounded, and one taken prisoner. Soon after its return

from this movement, it was sent by a forced march, to the Bermuda front, to

assist in re-gaining some ground which had been lost. This was successfully

accomplished. Nettled by the triumph of the colored troops, the rebels at

tempted every stratagem to annoy, and gain some advantage over them, mass

ing men and charging, masking their operations by the most incessant firing,

by night and by day, for nearly a month. But the colored troops everywhere
met their assailants with equal courage and daring, preserving an unbroken

front, answering shot for shot, holding resolutely their ground, and inflicting

great slaughter upon the foe.

The Forty-third was here assigned to the Third Brigade, First Division of

the Twenty-fifth Corps. Colonel Yeoman, soon after his appointment as Colo

nel of this regiment, had been detailed by order of the War Department, as

superintendent of recruiting service at Camp Casey, Virginia, where he re

mained until near the close of November, when he joined his regiment, and as

sumed command. At an inspection held by the Inspector General of the corps,

this regiment acquitted itself so well in every particular, as to call forth a com

plimentary general order, in which it was mentioned as the best drilled and

disciplined in the command. On the 24th of January, 1865, the enemy s gun
boats proceeded down the James River, to a point in the bend, just below the

upper end of the Dutch Gap Canal, with the design of silencing the Union

fleet, and capturing City Point, the base of supply for the entire army. The

Forty-third was posted on this occasion, along the river bank, from Cox s Land

ing to Dutch Gap, and when the enemy s boats came within range, it opened
so hot a fire upon them, as to prevent the opening of their port-holes. A de

tachment was also sent across the canal, which skirmished through Farra s

Island, to within a short distance of the Howlett House Battery. Until the

fall of the rebel Capital, and the victorious entrance of General WeitzePs com

mand, it was actively employed on the front lines. After the surrender of Lee,
it returned to City Point, and on the 30th of May, embarked with other col

ored troops, for Texas. Upon its arrival, it was posted on the Rio Grande,
opposite the city of Matamoras, Mexico. Early in November, it was ordered

north, and returning to New Orleans, embarked on the steamer Merrimac, on
the 9th, bound for Philadelphia. The boat had not been long out, before it

sprung a leak, and it was only by the almost superhuman exertions of officers

and men of this regiment, that it was lighted and kept afloat until it could be
run upon the bar, at the mouth of the Mississippi. All on board were saved.
&quot; After a gratuitous issue of

clothing,&quot; says Chaplain Mickley,
&quot;

by order of

General Sheridan, to supply, in part, the loss incident to this perilous trip, it

embarked on the steamer Costa Rica, arrived at New York, November 26th,
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and was finally discharged at Philadelphia, November 30fch, 1865. Its casual

ties in the service were, officers killed three, wounded eleven, and three dis

charged by reason of wounds
;
men killed, died of wounds and disease, three

hundred and six, and missing, one hundred and ninety-six.&quot;

COLORED REGIMENT.

THIS
regiment was formed from troops accredited to Pennsylvania, and as

sembled at Camp William Penn, during the summer of 1864. Early in

July, and when only four companies were full, the enemy under General Early,
advanced into Maryland, and approaching Washington, assumed a threatening
attitude. These four companies were, accordingly, hurried away to the Capi

tal, under command of Captain Wilhelm Von Bechtold, and were assigned to

a provisional brigade, commanded by General Casey, in charge of the defenses

of the city. By him they were placed on garrison duty at Arlington Heights,
where they remained until the middle of March, 18G5. They were on duty in

the city on the occasion of the second inauguration of President Lincoln, the

only colored troops in the procession.

In the meantime, the remaining six companies were organized at Camp
William Penn, and a regimental organization was effected with the following
field officers: Ulysses Doubleday, Colonel

;
Edward Thorn, Lieutenant Colo

nel
;
James T. Bates, Major. On the 20th of September, these companies,

under command of Major Bates, proceeded to City Point, where they were as

signed to duty in the Tenth Corps, commanded by General Biruey, then occu

pying a position in front of Petersburg. Soon after the arrival of the com

mand, the Tenth Corps was sent to the north side of the James River, with

which it took part in the engagements of the 29th and 30th of September, and

.the 1st of October, at Fort Harrison. On the 8th, it was placed in the Second

Brigade, commanded by Colonel Doubleday, of the Third Division commanded

by General William Birney. On the 13th, it participated in the action at Dar

bytown Road, and on the 27th at Charles City Cross Roads. It was soon

afterwards placed in winter-quarters, and until the opening of the spring cam

paign, was engaged in fatigue and picket duty, in front of Eort Harrison.

Upon the formation of the Twenty-fifth Corps, it was assigned to the Sec

ond Brigade, of the Second Division, and on the llth of March, Colonel Dou

bleday was promoted to Brigadier General. The four companies which had

been on duty in the defenses of Washington, were, on the 14th of March, 1865,

united with the other companies at the front. On the 26th, the corps was re

viewed by President Lincoln and General Grant, and on the following day
crossed the James, for active duty with the army of the Potomac. With the

forces of that army, the regiment participated in the fighting at Hatcher s

Run, and in that before Petersburg, on 30th, and 1st and 2d of April, losing

.in the engagements, one killed and eleven wounded, and entering Petersburg
with the victorious forces on the 3d. With the corps, it joined in the pursuit
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of the rebel army, passing through Burkesville, and Farmville, to Appomattox
Court House, where it was present at the capitulation on the 9th. In May, it

was sent with General WeitzePs forces to Texas, and was stationed at Edin-

burg, on the Mexican frontier. On the 8th of September, it was ordered to

Brownsville, where it was mustered out of service on the 4th of November, and

returning to Philadelphia, was paid and discharged at Camp Cadwalader, on

the 13th. of December.

THIS
regiment was formed from men enlisted and drafted in the State of

Pennsylvania, to serve one, two, and three years. It was organized at

Camp William Penn, during the period extending from the 23d of August, to

the 10th of September, 18G4. On arriving at the front, it was incorporated
with the Army of the James. The official army register of Colored Troops,
shows that the only battle in which this regiment participated, was at Deep
Bottom, and the only loss in killed and wounded it sustained, was one man,
killed in this battle. It was sent with other troops to Texas, after the close

of hostilities in the east, and was posted on the Mexican frontier. On the llth

of September, 18G5, it was consolidated into a battalion of three companies, and
the men and officers whose term of service had expired, were discharged. The
battalion was mustered out of service on the 20th of October. The muster-

out rolls only of the consolidated companies w^ere returned to the office of the

Adjutant General, and consequently the records of the men who left the regi

ment before the close of its term, cannot be given.

THE
rebel army bad no sooner achieved its triumph in the second battle of

Bull Bun, than it hastened northward, and commenced crossing the Po
tomac. The southern border of Pennsylvania lay in close proximity, all un

protected, and by its rich harvests invited invasion. The Reserve Corps which
was originally organized for the State defense, had been called away to the

succor of the hard pressed army of M Clellan upon the Peninsula, and was now
upon the weary march, with ranks sadly thinned in the hard fought battles of

Mechanicsville, Games Mill, Charles City Cross Roads, and the second Bull

Run, to again meet the foe, but powerless to avert the threatened danger. The
result of the struggle on the plains of Manassas, was no sooner known, than

the helpless condition of the State, which had been apparent from the first, be

came a subject of alarm. On the 4th of September, Governor Curtin issued a

proclamation, calling on the people to arm, and prepare for defense. He re

commended the immediate formation of companies and regiments throughout
the Commonwealth, and, for the purpose of drill and instruction, that after

three P. M., of each day, all business houses be closed. On the 10th, the dan

ger having become imminent, the enemy being already in Maryland, he issued

a general order, calling on all able bodied men to enroll immediately for the de

fense of the State, and to hold themselves in readiness to march upon an hour s

notice
5
to select officers, to provide themselves with such arms as could be ob

tained, with sixty rounds of ammunition to the man, tendering arms to such as

had none, and promising that they should be held for service, for such time only
as the pressing exigency for State defense should continue. On the following

day, acting under authority of the President of the United States, the Gov
ernor called for fifty thousand men, directing them to report by telegraph for

orders to move, and adding that further calls would be made as the exigencies
should require. The people everywhere flew to arms, and moved promptly to

the State Capital. One regiment and eight companies were sent forward dur

ing the night of the 12th, and others followed as fast as they could be or

ganized. On the 14tb, the head of the Army of the Potomac met the enemy
at South Mountain, and hurled him back through its passes, and on the even

ing of the 16th, and day of the 17th, a fierce battle was fought at Antietam.

In the meantime, the militia had rapidly concentrated at Hagerstown and

Chambersburg, and General John F. Reynolds, who was at the time command

ing a corps in the Army of the Potomac, had assumed command. Fifteen

thousand men were pushed forward to Hagerstown and Boonsboro, and a por
tion of them stood in line of battle in close proximity to the field, in readiness

to advance, while the tierce fighting was in progress. Ten thousand more were

posted in the vicinity of Greencastle and Chambersburg, and &quot; about twenty-
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five thousand,&quot; says Governor Curtin, in his annual message,
&quot; were at Har-

risburg, on their way to Harrisburg, or in readiness and waiting for transpor

tation to proceed thither.&quot; The Twenty-fifth regiment, under command of

Colonel Dechert, at the request of General Halleck, was sent to the State of

Delaware, to guard the Dupont Powder Mills, whence the National armies were

principally supplied. But the enemy was defeated at Antietam, and retreated

in confusion across the Potomac. The emergency having passed, the militia

regiments were ordered to return to Harrisburg, and in accordance with the

conditions on which they had been called into service, they were, on the 24th,

mustered out and disbanded. The train on which the Twentieth regiment was

returning over the Cumberland Valley Koad, collided, when Hearing Harris-

burg, with one passing in the opposite direction, by which four men were killed

and thirty injured.

In a letter addressed to Governor Curtin, by General M Clellan, thanking
him for his energetic action in calling out the militia, and placing them in the

field, tlie General adds: Fortunately, circumstances rendered it impossible

for the enemy to set foot upon the soil of Pennsylvania, but the moral support

rendered to my army by your action, was none the less mighty. In the name
of my army, and for myself, I again tender to you our acknowledgments for

your patriotic course. The manner in which the people of Pennsylvania res

ponded to your call, and hastened to the defense of their frontier, no doubt ex

ercised a great influence upon the enemy.&quot; In an order issued by Governor

Bradford, of Maryland, soon after tlie battle, he says : &quot;To Governor Curtin,

of Pennsylvania, and the militia of his State, who rallied with such alacrity at

the first symptoms of an invasion, our warmest thanks are also due. The

readiness with which they crossed the border, and took their stand beside the

Maryland brigade, shows that the border is, in all respects, but an ideal line,

and that in such a cause as now unites us, Pennsylvania and Maryland are

but one.&quot;

EMERGENCY AND STATE MILITIA

TROOPS OF 1863.

THE
triumph of the rebel army at Fredericksburg, in December, 1862, and

the still more signal success on the field of Chancellorsville, in the begin

ning of May, 1863, emboldened the rebel leader to again plan the invasion of

the north. The purpose, though obscurely hinted at in rebel organs, was
veiled in secrecy. When that array, flushed with two victories, and recruited

to giant proportions, withdrew from the Union front on the Eappahannock,
and began to move into the Shenandoah Yalley, much solicitude was felt to

learn its destination, and serious apprehensions were entertained for the safety

of the border States. To add to this solicitude, mutterings of discontent were

heard among a turbulent class in northern cities.

Accordingly, as a precautionary measure, and that the north might be pre

pared for the worst, by order of the War Department of the 9th June, 1863,

two new military departments were established; that of the Monongahela, em

bracing that portion of Pennsylvania, west of Johnstown and the Laurel Hill

range, and portions of West Virginia and Ohio, with headquarters at Pitts-

burg, to the command of which Major General William T. H. Brooks, was as

signed ;
and that of the Susquehanna, comprising the remaining portion of

Pennsylvania, with headquarters, at Harrisburg, to the command of which

Major General Darius N. Couch was assigned. These officers were authorized

to organize Departmental Corps, and on assuming command, they issued or*

ders calling upon the people of the State to volunteer. To aid in this work,
Governor Curtin issued his proclamation on the 12th, inviting the attention of

the people to the orders of these officers, and urging the importance of raising

a sufficient force for the defense of the State. It would seem from the word

ing of this proclamation, and the order of General Couch, that a serious inva

sion was not at that time anticipated.
u

Information,&quot; says Governor Curtin,
&quot; has been obtained by the War Department, that a large rebel force, composed
of cavalry, artillery, and mounted infantry, has been prepared for the purpose
of making a raid into Pennsylvania;&quot; and General Couch says: &quot;to prevent

serious raids by the enemy, it is deemed necessary to call upon the citizens of

Pennsylvania, to furnish promptly, all the men necessary to organize an army
corps of volunteer infantry, cavalry, and artillery, to be designated the Array

Corps of the Susquehanna.&quot; It was announced that the troops so organized,

were intended for service in these two Departments, but that they would &quot; be

mustered into the service of the United States, to serve during the pleasure of

the President, or the continuance of the war.&quot; This call was made at a time

when the care and gathering of the growing crops was imperative, and when
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every employment and walk of life had been depleted of men by frequent de
mands for troops. So many rumors of invasion bad been raised in the early
months of the summer of 1862, when Stonewall Jackson illustrated his enter

prise and daring in the Shenandoah Valley, and later, when Lee made his

campaign in Maryland, that the sound had grown familiar, and the cry of
&quot;

wolf,&quot; had come to be regarded with suspicion.

But the rebel army, in the meantime, was pushing forward, though skilfully

masking its movements behind the lines of its cavalry, and by the middle of

the month, had struck and brushed away the Union forces posted at Winchester
and vicinity, under General Milroy. It becoming daily more evident, that the

enemy intended to cross the Potomac in force, on the 35th, the President called

for one hundred thousand men, to serve for a period of six months, unless

sooner discharged, from the States of Pennsylvania, Ohio, Maryland, and West
Virginia fifty thousand from the first, thirty thousand from the second, and ten

thousand from each of the latter. This call was heralded by a proclamation
from Governor Curtin, calling upon all men capable of bearing arms to enroll

themselves in military organizations, and to encourage all others to give aid

and assistance to the efforts to be put forth for the protection of the State and
of the country. Still, the realization of the fact, that the State was to be in

vaded by a powerful and hitherto triumphant foe, was slow in reaching the

masses.

At a little before midnight of the 15th, a rebel brigade under General Jen

kins, entered Chambersburg, on the southern border of the State, and on the

following day, General Ewell, with a part of his corps, crossed the Potomac at

Williamsport. But still, the belief seemed to prevail that an invasion of the

State in force was not meditated. The leading editorial of the Philadelphia

Press, of the morning of the 17th, contained the following view :
&quot; As we un

derstand the situation, as it appears at midnight, there is less ground for alarm

than prevailed during the day. The rebels have occupied Chambersburg, but

beyond that point, no force is known to be advancing. The wires were work

ing through to Shippensburg and Carlisle at midnight, although the rumor on

the street was, that those towns had been abandoned to the enemy. This sug

gests to us that the rebels have too great a dread of Hooker, to divide them

selves in his front, and that, while they might rejoice in the opportunity of

occupying and holding Pennsylvania, they would not dare to do so, with a

powerful army on their line of communications.&quot;

Troops, however, began to arrive at the Capital, and were being organized

at Camp Curtin. A large fort was laid out on the heights just opposite the

city of Harrisburg, covering the bridges of the Susquehanna, and rifle-pits to

command the fords just below, and numbers of men from the Pennsylvania and

Northern Central railroads, and laborers wherever they could be found, were

employed on these works. A number of earth-works were also thrown up,

under the direction of General Brooks, for the defense of Pittsburg. That

there should be no question about the speedy return of the troops, if their ser

vices were not actually needed for the defense of the State, Governor Curtin

visited the camp, at Harrisburg, on the morning of the 18th, and is reported

by the Philadelphia Press as saying:
&quot; He was very sorry that there was some

dissatisfaction about this call. He would tell the troops that they were called

out only while this emergency lasted, and when that was over, they would

be returned to their homes. He (the Governor) was to be the judge when that
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emergency was over. He said our 4 soil has been invaded, and we want to

drive the invaders from it. You (addressing the troops) are called for this

emergency and no longer/
* * * &amp;lt; If &amp;gt; said the Governor, I have kept

faith heretofore with the volunteers, you can trust my promise now. &quot; On the

same day, the Governor telegraphed to Colonel Samuel B. Thomas, at Phila

delphia, the following directions: u Please have your men mustered for the

present emergency, and I will, as Governor of the State, determine the matter,
and return them to their homes at the earliest date, consistent with the safety
of the border. There should be no hesitation on the part of the men. Send
them here at once, so that an organization can be perfected.

77 On the 20th,
he again telegraphed to the Honorable Henry D. Moore, at Philadelphia:

&quot; The
troops may elect to serve six months, or during the existing emergency. In

either case, they must be mustered into the service of the United States, the

time being specified at the time of muster, whether for six months, or l for the

emergency.
7 &quot;

Troops were rapidly enrolled, and assembled at Harrisburg,
where eight regiments were organized for the &quot;

Emergency,
77 and were mus

tered into the United States service, besides several independent companies of

infantry, cavalry, and artillery. These regiments were the Twentieth, the

Twenty-sixth, to the Thirty-first inclusive, and the Thirty-third. Meanwhile^
the portents of a real invasion thickened, and the air was freighted with ru

mors of the rebel advance. Even the aged veterans of the war of 1812, were

stirred to action, and a company of seventeen members, carrying a tattered flag

that had been borne by Pennsylvania troops at the battle of Trenton, under

Washington, the youngest ofwhom was sixty-eight, marched to the Governor s

room, and tendered their services.*

* The Harrisburg correspondent of the Philadelphia Press, of the 24th, gives the following

graphic and touching account of the appearance of this company :
&quot; I was about to commence

this letter, when I heard the sound of a drum and fife. Looking out of the window, I saw a

small company of men marching up the street, and bearing three colors; one, a small, worn,
and tattered silk flag, and the others new and fresh. As they approached nearer, I discovered

that they were very old men, and my curiosity being excited, I ran out and followed them to the

Capitol, whither they were marching. And here is what I learned : They were seventeen in all,

members of the Soldiers Association of 1812, of Harrisburg. The oldest was seventy- six. and
the youngest sixty-eight. Every man had served in the war of 1812, and had belonged to a

regiment commanded by General Foster, who has lately died, and who is remembered with

respect and affection as one ofthe best citizens of this county. They were reviewed by General

Scott, at Baltimore, after he was wounded. He rode up and down the ranks with his arm in

a sling. The tattered flag was borne by a Pennsylvania regiment, at the battle of Trenton, in

1777, and has been cherished in Harrisburg ever since that time. These veterans marched up
to the Governor s room, and tendered their services for the emergency. They wished to be

put behind entrenchments, but if any other and harder service was required of them, they
would cheerfully attempt it. In a few appropriate words, they addressed the Governor, and

he accepted them. The only favor they asked, was to be armed with the old flint-lock mus
kets, such as they used to carry when they were young. It was a grand and inspiring sight !

those old men, scarcely hoping to live through the war, their locks white with the frosts of

many winters, their frames bowed by age, and long toil in the journey of life, marched as

briskly and as accurately to the drum and fife, as any of their grand-sons could. They seemed
almost carried back to the olden time, so inspiriting was the occasion. When they came out

of the Governor s room, they marched, according to the old fashion, in single file. They were

halted on the green. It was curious to modern ears to hear the orders of the Captain so

different from our tactics. It was: by sections of two, march; instead of file right, or

left, it was right, or left wheel; instead of the sharp, short, peremptory front, it was
left face. So they marched down in the town, carrying the old tactics of the revolution with

them. They kept their places, and kept step and obeyed orders with a precision that showed
that the drill they had gone through in those stirring times, had gone not merely to the ear,
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On the 20th, General Knipe, with a small body of troops, consisting of E.

Spencer Miller s Battery of Philadelphia, and two small regiments of New
York Militia, was sent forward by General Couch, to occupy Chambersburg ;

but finding that the town was held by the enemy s cavalry, and that Bodes
Division of Ewell s Corps was advancing, he was obliged to fall back slowly
towards Carlisle. Early on the morning of the 21st, the Philadelphia City

Troop entered Gettysburg, and on the following day, in company with a body of

mounted men raised in the town and vicinity, under Captain Robert Bell, made
a reconnoissauce as far as Monterey, in the South Mountain, where they en-

counterd the rebel pickets, with whom they exchanged shots. Keconnoissances

were repeated by these troops on the 23d, in the direction of Chambersburg,
and on the 24th, Colonel Jennings, in command of the Twenty-sixth Pennsyl
vania Emergency Regiment, arrived in the neighborhood of the town, and

threw out skirmishers, which, however, were captured before they had reached

their position. During the 24th and 25th, the main body of the rebel army
crossed the Potomac at Shepherdstown and Williarnsport, and on the 26th, the

Army of the Potomac crossed at Edwards Ferry. On the same day, Major
Granville O. Haller, an aid of General Couch, who had been sent to Gettys

burg, to exercise command, ordered Colonel Jennings to advance with his en

tire regiment, in the face of the enemy on the Chambersburg Pike. The Colo

nel earnestly protested against this as suicidal, and begged to be allowed to

send forward a body of skirmishers, to first feel the ground. But the order

was enforced, and this single regiment of raw troops, was marched out to face

a powerful force of the rebel army, and was only saved from marching directly

into the jaws of the hostile column, by the prompt and decisive action of Colo

nel Jennings. It fell back in good order, until within a mile and a half of the

town, when the enemy s cavalry attacked and succeeded in capturing Captain

Carnahan, with a part of his company, which was of the rear guard. The regi

ment was promptly formed on the left of the road, and opened fire, checking
his advance, and compelling him to foil back, with some loss in killed and

wounded. It was, however, cut off from the railroad by which it had come to

Gettysburg, but keeping to the right, retired to Dillsburg. Here it met a por

tion of Jenkins Cavalry, moving south, from Carlisle. By maintaining a firm

front, the enemy was kept from attacking, and the regiment arrived at Fort

Washington, opposite Harrisburg, on Sunday, June 28th, after a forced march,
with a loss in the campaign, of seventy-two men, taken prisoners.

Gordon s Brigade of Early s Division, consisting of five thousand infantry,

preceded by cavalry, occupied Gettysburg on the afternoon of the 26th, but

but to the heart. Wherever they passed a squad of soldiers, they were loudly cheered three

cheers for the veterans of 1812 ! and such lusty shouts as split the heavens, you never heard.

They were observed by every one, and some would ask who they were. The bowed forms,

the gray heads, and the small, torn and decayed ensign, told the whole story. I hope I shall

not trespass on your space, by giving their names. They ought to be written in letters of

gold. They ought to be posted on every corner of Harrisburg. They are as follows : Charles

Carson, Captain ;

Heisley, Jacob Kuhn. These old heroes will go into the rifle-pits, and fight as of yore, for

liberty and the Union. What they say, they mean ; and their earnestness is proven by their

asking for old flint-lock muskets, such as they were used to. Let the young men beware, or

their grandsires will set them au example they will blush not to have forestalled.&quot;
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after a brief pause, in which the leaders made a fruitless attempt to levy con

tributions in money and supplies, it moved on towards Hanover and York.

In the meantime, the Twentieth Emergency Regiment, Colonel Thomas, had

been posted to guard the Northern Central Eailroad, above and below York,
and the road leading to Wrightsville. As Early approached, the Twentieth

was obliged to fall back, a part of it under Lieutenant Colonel Sickles, towards

Wrightsville, the remainder, under Colonel Thomas, in the direction of Harris-

burg. Early burned all the bridges within his reach along the Hanover, North

ern Central, and Columbia roads, and on the afternoon of the 27th, entered

York, from the authorities of which place he demanded contributions in money
and stores, which were furnished. One brigade of Early s troops, consisting
of infantry, cavalry, and artillery, two thousand five hundred strong, was
hurried forward on the 28th, to seize and hold Columbia Bridge, spanning the

Susquehanna Eiver at Columbia, Lancaster county. On the morning of the

24th, Colonel Frick had been sent from Harrisburg, with the Twenty-seventh

Emergency Regiment to guard this bridge, and prevent the enemy from cross

ing. Upon his arrival at Columbia, he was met by Major Haller, who had re

tired thither from Gettysburg, with a portion of the Philadelphia City Troop,
and was joined by four companies from Columbia, three white and one colored,

a detachment of convalescent soldiers from the hospital at York with the Pa-

tapsco Guards, and that portion of the Twentieth, under Lieutenant Colonel

Sickles, which had retired from York, in all, less than fifteen hundred men.

Colonel Erick crossed with his command to the right bank of the river, and

took position upon the heights, a half mile back from Wrightsville, which he

proceeded to fortify. Towards evening of the 28th, the enemy made his ap

pearance in front, and immediately attacked. Frick s skirmishers were soon

driven in, and the enemy s artillery, posted in commanding positions, opened
fire. Frick had no artillery, and was consequently at the mercy of the foe

5

nevertheless, he stubbornly maintained his ground, until he found that he was

greatly -outnumbered, outflanked, and likely to be cut off and captured, when
he gave the order to retire across the bridge. On the morning of this day,

Major Haller had received by telegraph from General Couch, dated June 28th,

at Harrisburg, the following order: &quot;When you find it necessary to with

draw the main body of Frick s command from Wrightsville, leave a proper

number on the other side to destroy the bridges, and use your own discretion

in their destruction. Keep them open as long as possible with prudence.&quot; For

two hours after this order had been handed to Colonel Frick, and Major Haller

had retired to the Columbia side to perfect preparations for the destruction of

the bridge, the Colonel remained at his post. At length, when it became evi

dent that the enemy would possess the bridge, Frick passed along his entire

line under a fierce fire, and gave the signal to move. He had given orders to his

engineers to prepare one span of the bridge for being blown up, and when his

men were all in, he applied the match
;
but the explosion failed in its effect,

and as a last resort, he was obliged to fire the bridge and ensure its destruc

tion, to keep it from the enemy s grasp. In the skirmish, before withdrawing,

Colonel Frick lost from, his regiment, nine men wounded.

Though the main body of the rebel army had crossed the Potomac on the

24th and 25th, authentic intelligence of this fact failed to reach Harrisburg,
and the north generally, until some days afterwards, and the idea that Lee

meditated a serious invasion was still rejected. The New York Herald, in its
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issue of the 2Gth, contains the following opinion :
&quot; We have no idea that Gen

eral Lee meditates an advance upon either Harrisburg or Baltimore. In the

one case, the trip would not pay expenses, as the broad, rocky Susquehanna
river is in his way, and in the other case, his army, in getting into Baltimore,
would get into a trap, from which Lee would never extricate it.&quot; And the

Philadelphia Press of the 27th, in which the above extract was published, made
the following comments thereon :

&quot; This is the view we have several times ex

pressed, and it seems to be not unreasonable. * * * Our intelligence

as to what force of rebels has entered Pennsylvania, is still unsatisfactory and

unreliable. Probably Ewell s Corps, which is estimated to number about thir

ty-four thousand men, is alone in this aggressive movement ; although it would

not greatly surprise us to learn that General Lee s entire force, having crossed

the Potomac, is within supporting distance.&quot; So long as these views prevailed,
and were spread broadcast by leading public journals, it was natural that re

cruiting should be comparatively sluggish. But when the evidence finally be

came unmistakable, that Lee, with his entire army was north of the Potomac,
arid marching on Pennsylvania, the people throughout the entire borders of

the State flew to arms. On the 26th, Governor Curtin issued his proclamation,

declaring that the enemy in force was advancing upon the border, and calling

for sixty thousand men to be mustered into the service of the State for ninety

days ;
but to remain only so long as the safety and honor of the Commonwealth

should require. Under this call, twenty-eight regiments of infantry, numbered
from the Thirty-second to the Sixtieth, besides several independent compa
nies and batteries, were organized. Five of these regiments, the Fifty-fourth

to the Fifty-eighth, inclusive, were organized in the Department of the Monon-

gahela, at camps established in the vicinity of Pittsburg j
the remaindef in the

Department of the Susquehanna the Forty-sixth in a camp at Huntingdon,
the Thirty-eighth, Thirty-ninth, Forty-first, Forty-second, Forty-third, Forty-

eighth and Fifty-third, at Beading, the Fifty-first, Fifty-second, Fifty-ninth and

Sixtieth, at Philadelphia, and the remaining regiments at Harrisburg.
General Knipe, who had been forced to fall back with his small force frorr

Chambersburg on the 23d, continued slowly to retire, keeping up a show of

strength, until he reached Carlisle, where a stand was made, and breast

works were thrown up. Johnson s Division of EwelPs Corps, with a force ol

cavalry under Jenkins, followed, and on coming up to the Union front, easily

turned Knipe out of his position, with its vastly superior numbers, after having
a brisk skirmish, in which artillery was freely used, the shells falling in the very
heart of the town. Knipe, who bad now been superseded in chief command by
General Baldy Smith, but who was still intrusted with the direction of active

operations, continued to fall back until he reached Oyster s Point, where he

again made a stand, and on the night of the 28th, the enemy s advance having

approached within range of his artillery, he opened a rapid fire from the guns
of Miller s Battery, which inflicted some loss, and caused a precipitate retreat.

This was the farthest advance which was made in any considerable force tow

ards the State Capital, though scouts and spies made their way to the Susque
hanna at various points, and probably carried away notes of defensive works

and number of troops in camp.* By this time the rebel leader had discovered

* The following statement submitted by Corporal H. C. Demming, indicates the purpose
which inspired the rebel chieftain, and the systematic manner in which his advance was being

that the Army of the Potomac was on his flank, and couriers were sent in all

directions to summon in his scattered forces, to the point towards which his

main body was tending the town of Gettysburg-. During the 1st, 2d, and 3d

days of July, a fierce battle was fought on the field about that now historic

town, in which the rebel army was beaten and compelled to retire towards the

Potomac. So rapid were the movements of the armies, and so soon after the

call for the militia was made was the decisive battle fought, that the men had

scarcely arrived in camp, and been organized, before the danger was past.
The major portion of those assembled at Harrisburg, were pushed forward up
the Cumberland Valley, a part of them joining the Army of the Potomac in

Maryland, and stood in readiness to participate in the battle which it was an

ticipated would be fought in the vicinity of Williamsport. But on the 13th and

14th, the rebel army made good its escape, and the campaign was at an end.

The militia was, however, held for some time after this, and was employed on
various duty. The Thirty-sixth Regiment was sent to Gettysburg, and its com

manding officer. Colonel H. C. Alleman, was made Military Governor of the

district, embracing the battle-ground. It was engaged in gathering in the

conducted, when it was cut short by the opportune arrival of the Army of the Potomac, com

pelling him to turn and give heed to its challenge to battle :

&quot; In reply to your note of inquiry of the feth of May, I write. I was on duty in Harris

Park, below the Cumberland Valley Railroad Bridge, on the night of July 1st, 1863, as one of

the Corporals ofthe sentry, stationed along the river bank. At about day-break on the morn

ing of the 2d, private C. DeHart, discovered floating down the river, what he at first took to be

a log. When it had floated nearly opposite his post, he thought he could see the faint outline

of a man aboard what he now discovered to be a flat-boat, although it was about two hundred
feet from shore. He cried &quot;

halt,&quot; but no movement was made by the man in the boat, and
DeHart^ired. Several ofthe sentries now aimed at the object, and it dropped within the flat

in time to escape one or two additional shots. I immediately ran for a skiff, some distance up
the bank, but it was fastened to a large rock. Sergeant Simon Gratz came to my assistance,

and we succeeded in lifting the rock into the boat and pushing to the flat. There, crouched in

one corner, we discovered a man, who, on seeing us, immediately sprang to his feet. He was

armed, but found that resistance was useless, and after a short parley he surrendered. An
examination of the flat showed that he had thrown a weight over the stern, fastened in such

a manner, that upon floating down the main channel of the Susquehanna, and passing over a

spot where the water was not over three or four feet deep, it would drag, and the place could

be noted. He was floating over the ford below the bridge, when the sentry fired, and just

as the man fell to the bottom of his boat, the weight at the stern struck a shoal place and

stopped the flat.

* He was taken to the shore, but protested against his summary arrest, and claimed to be a

member of General Couch s staff. He was registered at the Jones House, Harrisburg. When

captured, he had on a cavalry jacket, trimmed with orange colored material, with a cavalry

Captain s straps. He surrendered tome a new hatchet and revolver, the latter carefully loaded.

When searched in the office of Captain John Kay Clement, the Provost Marshal of the District,

I am informed a map of the Susquehanna was found on his person, containing a number of

fords of the Susquehanna, above and opposite the city. For some reason that I never could

understand, he was released on the same or the next day. He was re-captured within forty-

eight hours thereafter, in the act of crossing our lines to join the rebels. After his re-capture,

he was sent to Fort Delaware.
&quot; When captured the first time, he told me while I was taking him to the Provost Marshal s

office, that he had a horse or two on the island near the Cumberland Valley shore, nearly op

posite Independence Island. I was sent there with Sergeant Gratz, and private J. J. Rebman, a

day or two after, but the animals were gone. They had evidently been taken away hurriedly,

as a part of the bridle rein was still fastened to the tree, having either been cut from the bri

dle or broken off. Had he succeeded in eluding capture on the morning of the 2d, he would

have returned to the enemy, with full knowledge of the fords of the Susquehanna, and the

number of troops in the city and vicinity.
&quot;

Respectfully submitted with accompanying papers.&quot;
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wounded and stragglers from both armies, in collecting the debris of the field,

and in sending away the wounded as fast as their condition would permit.
Colonel Alleman, in his official report, gives the following schedule of property
as having been collected from the battle-field :

&quot;

Twenty-six thousand six hun
dred and sixty-four muskets, nine thousand two hundred and fifty bayonets,
one thousand five hundred cartridge-boxes, two hundred and four sabres, four

teen thousand rounds of small-arm ammunition, twenty-six artillery wheels,
seven hundred and two blankets, forty wagon loads of clothing, sixty saddles,

sixty bridles, five wagons, five hundred and ten horses and mules, and six

wagon loads of knapsacks and haversacks.&quot; The ordnance stores he shipped
to the Washington Arsenal, and the remainder of the government property he
turned over to an agent of the War Department. From the various camps and

hospitals on the battle-field, and in the surrounding country, he reports having
collected and sent away to northern cities, &quot;twelve thousand and sixty-one
wounded Union soldiers, six thousand one hundred and ninety-seven wounded

rebels, three thousand and six rebel prisoners and one thousand six hundred and

thirty-seven stragglers.&quot; The Fifty-first Eegiment, Colonel Hopkinson, was
also on duty at Gettysburg, after the battle. The Forty-seventh Eegiinent,
Colonel J. P. Wickersham, returned from the neighborhood of Williamsport
to Eeading, and was thence sent to the mining regions of Schuylkill county,
where a collision with disaffected parties, for a time was imminent, but was
averted without violence. The Thirty-eighth Eegiment, Colonel Horn, the

Forty-ninth, Colonel Murphy, and the Fifty-third, Colonel Eoyer, were also

sent to portions of the State, bordering upon the Schuylkill and the North

Branch of the Susquehanna rivers, where they were employed in enforcing

authority. The Thirty-fourth, Colonel Charles Albright, was sent to Phila

delphia, and arrived at a time when turbulent spirits seemed intent on riot and

bloodshed. Wild disorders, such as at this time were raging in the streets of

New York, appeared likely to break forth here at any moment. By the exer

cise of great discretion, and by a friendly conference with a class who could

influence the mob, he succeeded in allaying excitement and securing peace
and quiet. The Forty-sixth, Colonel John J. Lawrence, and the Fifty-ninth,

Colonel George P. M Lean, were also sent to Philadelphia, where they ren

dered important service, at a most critical time.

On the 26th of June, the day after Lee crossed the Potomac, John Morgan,
a daring rebel cavalry leader, set out from Sparta, Tennessee, where he occupied

a position on the flank ofBragg s army, with two thousand men and four guns,

for a raid through Kentucky, Indiana, and Ohio, intended as a diversion in favor

of the invading army. Fighting his way to the Ohio Eiver, having a sharp

conflict at Tibb s Bend, on Green Eiver, and picking up recruits as he went,
until his forces were doubled, and his guns were increased to ten, he crossed

at Brandenburg, forty miles below Louisville, on the 7th of July, and struck

boldly out through the country, burning mills, destroying railroads and tele

graph lines, and levying contributions of money and horses on the inhabitants.

Trees were felled to impede his course, and the militia sprang up on all sides,

to harass him, but not in sufficient force to corner him. Generals Hobson

and Shackleford were following him with cavalry, and gun-boats sent out from

Cincinnati and from the Kanawan Eiver, were patrolling the river. Morgan
had already heard of the fate of Lee at Gettysburg, and his only solicitude now

was to make good his escape across the Ohio. But the meshes of the net which
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were being thrown about him began to tighten. Having triumphantly passed

through Salem, Varseilles, Sardinia, Piketon, and Jackson, he struck the Ohio

at Poineroy, on the 19th. A few of his men had crossed, and he was indulg

ing the hope of escape, when suddenly the gun-boats hove in sight, and a

force of infantry appeared upon his rear. Without awaiting a contest, he be

took himself to flight, leaving his guns, wagons, and about six hundred of his

men to be captured, and made the best of his way to Belleville, where, on the

following day, he again commenced to cross, but the gun-boats again cut short

the passage, and Generals Shackelford and Hobson, coining up in his rear, he

was driven to an inaccessible bluff, where the major part of his command,
after a brief parley, was compelled to surrender. The terms of the surrender

were supposed to embrace all
j
but Morgan, with a considerable body of his

men, managed to escape, and again struck across the country, in the hope of

reaching the river, and crossing further up. When it became evident that

Morgan, failing to escape, was heading towards Pennsylvania, General Brooks

was ordered to send out a portion of his forces by rail from Pittsburg, to guard
the upper fords of the Ohio, and assist in the capture of the rebel chieftain.

The Fifty-fifth Pennsylvania Militia, Colonel B, B. M Comb, had been sent on

the llth, to Parkersburg, and when the approach of Morgan was heralded, in

company with troops under Colonel Wallace, and three guns, it was posted at

the fords in the vicinity, a part of the Fifty-fifth occupying the lower end of

Blannerhassett Island. On Friday, the 24th, General Brooks moved his head

quarters temporarily to Wellsville, and ordered three of his regiments, the Fifty-

fourth, Colonel Thomas F. Gallagher, the Fifty-seventh, Colonel James E. Por

ter, and the Fifty-eighth, Colonel George H. Bemus, to move down, and take

position at the different fords along the river, between Steubenville and Wheel

ing. The Fifty-seventh arrived first, and halting at Portland Station, took po
sition to cover the Warrenton Ford, Colonel Porter, with the right wing, occu

pying strong ground on the Hill Eoad, and the left wing, under Major Eeid, on

the Valley Eoad. The Fifty-eighth arrived next, and in conjunction with a sec

tion of artillery, and two companies of Kentucky Cavalry, occupied Le Grange,

opposite Well sville. The Fifty-fourth came last, and was ordered first to Mingo

Station, and afterwards to the ford at Eush Eun, midway between the posi

tions of the other two regiments. On Friday night, the 24th, Morgan was near

Mount Pleasant, heading for Warrenton Ford, where he would have crossed,

but for the timely arrival of Colonel Porter. On Saturday morning, being

pressed in the rear, he again attempted to break through at Warrenton, but

finding his way blocked, he turned northward towards Smithfield, feeling suc

cessively the positions of Gallagher and Bemus. Seeing that escape by these

routes was equally hopeless,he again struck out and made for Eichmond, passing

by Steubenville. At Wintersville, on Saturday afternoon, he encountered the

Steubenville Militia, and at night bivouacked between Eichmond and Spring

field, his scouts reconnoitering the fords above. To check-mate this last move,

Porter s command was moved up to Island Creek, while Gallagher and Bemus
were posted at fords higher up, to intercept him, if he should strike for Shang

hai, Yellow Creek, or points further on. Learning by his scouts, that all the

avenues of escape were strongly held, he did not await the coming of the morn

ing, but moved in the darkness in the direction of Salineville, where he was

^arly attacked by Major Way, of the Michigan Cavalry, and lost some three

hundred in killed, wounded, and prisoners. Colonel Gallagher had reached
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Salineville by the Cleveland and Pittsburg Eailroad, and had formed line of

battle near the village ;
but after the charge of Major Way, the enemy drew off

in the opposite direction, and turned again northward, as if to strike Smith s

Ferry, or Beaver. Again were the Pennsylvania regiments moved up, and

preparations made to meet this new disposition, when tidings were received

that General Shackleford had captured Morgan, and what was left of Ms band.

The prisoners were at once placed in charge of the Fifty-eighth, and were held

until turned over to the authorities of the Department, by whom they were in

carcerated in the Ohio Penitentiary, in retaliation for alleged irregular treat

ment of Colonel Straight by the rebel government. As soon as the chase for

Morgan was ended, the Pennsylvania regiments returned to camp, near Pitts-

burg.

With the close of this raid, ended the rebel invasion of the north, of 1863.

Further service, for which the militia had been called, was no longer required,

and during the months of August and September, the majority of the men
were mustered out. With few exceptions, they were not brought to mortal

conflict. But they, nevertheless, rendered most important service. They came
forward at a moment when there was pressing need. Their presence gave

great moral support to the Union army, and had that army been defeated at

Gettysburg, they would have taken the places of the fallen, and would have

fought with a valor and desperation worthy of veterans. Called suddenly to

the field from the walks of private life, without a moment s opportunity for

drill or discipline, they grasped their muskets, and by their prompt obedience

to every order, showed their willingness all unprepared as they were to face

an enemy, before whom veterans had often quailed. ^The bloodless campaigns
of the militia may be a subject for playful satire

;
but in the strong arms, and

sturdy hearts of the yeomanry of the land, who spring to arms at the mo
ment of danger, and when that danger has past, cheerfully lay them down

again, rests a sure guarantee for the peace and security of the country.
