B One Volume of the Registers of Marriages has been lost

J for more than a century. It includes the period from May nth,

J 1767, to February 3rd, 1776. It is stated in a note to Dr. Thorp's

^X^ Catalogue of the Registers dated 1813, to have been missing

since 1794.

The first entry in a separate Register of Marriages is dated

April 15th, 1754, but the old custom of entering the Marriages

in the same Volume with Baptisms and Burials was kept up

until August 9th, 1807, so that in spite ot the missing Volume

there is an unbroken list of Marriages from 1581 to the present

day.

The earliest Account and Minute Book begins with the year

1597, and an unbroken series of these books, comprised in 7

Volumes, carries down the record to the present year.

There are also 10 small Volumes, forming a very broken

series from 1593 to 1758, containing accounts of the Easter

Offerings and Outen Tithes. A description of these books

written by the present Rector of Ryton, will be found in the

" Archaeologia Aeliana," Vol. XIX., p. 39.
