In 1857 it had 5,000 inhabi-
tants; in 185$, 10,000; in 1SC5, at the
close of the war, 20,000; then the city

suffered a reverse which is attributed
to various causes resulting from the
war, so that in 1870 the population
was only 16,550. In 1S80 it had in-

creased to 17,873. In 1S90, the popula-
tion, according to the official census,
was 19,768, (official census of IPuO was
20,735), and it has continued to grow
and at the present time is about 22,000.

The city is one of the buf:ie3t in the
west, and its future is bright and
promising. Its railroad facilities are

unequaled. Jt possesses the advantages
of the foUowiug lines: The Missouri
Pacific, running from St. Louis to

Omaha, the Central Branch division,

which touches as far west and north-

west as .Lenora in Norton county, a

distance of 280 miles; the Kansas di-

vision of the Union Pacific, extending
to Denver; the l^cavenworth, Kansas
&: AVestei'n, running westward a^ far

as Miltonvale, a distance of 170 miles;

the Leavenworth, Topeka & Southwest-
ern ,operated by the A., T. & S. Fe Ry.;

the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy,
which has a large passenger dej)ot that

cost $150,000; the Kansas City, St.

Joseph & Council Biufifs; the Chicago,

Rock Island & Pacihc; the Leaven-
worth, Northern & Southern, operated
by the Atchison. Topeka <S: Santa Fe,

the Leavenworth, Northern & Southern
being the main trunk line to the north
and northeast; the Kansas City, Wyan-
dotte & Northwestern and the Chicago
Great Western. The present growth
and development of the city are due in

a great nifraHure to its conimanding
position; the Inexhaustible mines of

bituminous coal beneath and on both
sides of the city, the beautiful and
healiiiy location, inuj-:ninrent f;<hoo!

system, wat^r work.s and hev.erago sys-

tem arid the splendid system of rail-

roads. l{y n)eaus of these great arter-

ies of corunierco and dispensers 01

civilization, Leavenworth readies out
her arms for the trade of a-sast ter-

ritory on all side naturally tributary
to her. This city is well provided with
churches of all denominations, many
of them large and handsome struc-

tures. Among the finest churches in

the city are the church of St. Paul
(Episcopal), the Baptist, First Presby-
terian, the Westminster Presbyterian,
the Congregational and the Methodist,
the Roman Catholic ('alhedral and
German Catholic and Polish Catholic
churches. All Protestant denomina-
tions are represented, and the colored

people ar«e also equally well supplied
with church accommodations. There
is a number of excellent business
buildings in the city, hotels, 2 opera
houses, the Masonic Temple, the Odd
Fellows' Hail, 5 banks with a capital

and surplus of over $975,000 and with
deposits of $4,500,000, and a new Car-
negie Public j^ibrary, costing $50,000.
The Soldit-rs' Home, which is three
miles south of the city, consists of 26

great buildings, which are occupied by
3,500 veteran soldiers, also residences
for officers, a hospital and other build-

ings, such as a chapel, dining hall,

theater and store rooms, etc. Three
large coal shafts employ 1,000 miners.
An electric railway from the Soldiers'

Home to the Fort runs trains every
few^ minutes, also an electric line to

Kansas City every hour. All the prin-

cipal business and reside^nce streets

are paved with asphalt and brick. The
educational advantages are first-class,

the public schools are large, well ar-

ranged structures with good accommo-
dations and are admirably managed
and occupy a high status in education-

al rank. The Mount St. Mary's Acad-
emy was erected at a cost of $75,000
and is largely patronized. The Cathed-
ral schools have upwards of 700 pupils

and the public schools over 3,500.

Catholic and the Congregational, and
public and Catholic school_ the latter

conducted by the Sisters "of Charity.

flour mill, 3 grain elevators, 2 hotels

and extensive brick and tile works.
