It is well known that the earliest burying- ground of the Pilgrim Fathers

was on Cole's Hill. To conceal from the Indians all knowledge of the

number of deaths among the new settlers, pains were taken to hide all

traces of sepulture. Excavations on the hill sometimes reveal long-hidden

tombs ; and on one of these—near the steps which lead to The Rock—has

been placed a polished granite slab, on which is engraved in capitals the

following inscription :

On this hill the Pilgrims whodiedlhe first winter were buried. This

tablet marks the spot where lies the body of one found October 8, 1883.

The body of another found on the 27th of the following monthlies 8 feet

northwest of the westerly corner of this stone.

Erected 18S4.

The "unlettered muse" spoken of by Gray has, in many instances,

supervised the spelling and punctuation on the tombstones of Burial Hill.

ing close to Nos. 435 and 436, ((j v.) and to
others of the Thomas family, it is probably
at the grave of Nathaniel Thomas, the son of
the Nathaniel Thomas who married Wary Ap-
pleton in 3694 (v. Davis' Ancient Landmarks
of Plymouth, p. 261) ; and as Nathaniel and
Mary had a second Nathaniel, b. in 1700, their
first son bearing the father's name must have
died before the close of 17th century.

[At about a mile from the Town-house, on
South street, was formerly a "pest-home." in
which tmall-pox patients' were treated. Near
the site of the pest-house are several graves

;

two are marked by headstones,— only one
however, has an inscription ; this it stems to
the author advisable to insert, although from
the circumstances of the case the interment
of Mrs. Mavhew was remote from Burial
Hill:]
