JURISDICTION OF THE COURTS OF ILLINOIS.

By the constitution of the state, the judicial power of the state is vested in one

supreme court, in circuit courts, in county courts, and in justices of the peace.

Inferior courts of civil and criminal jurisdiction, of uniform organization and juris-

diction, may be established in the cities of the state.

I. The Supreme Court consists of three judges, two of whom form a quorum, and

the concurrence of two is necessary for a decision. The state is divided into three

grand divisions, and the electors of each division elect one of the said judges for

the term of nine years. The judge, having the oldest commission, is the chief

justice. One of the said judges goes out of office every three years, their terms

being so arranged. The supi'eme court has original jurisdiction in revenue cases,

eases of mandamus, habeas corpus, and in, cases of impeachment. It has appellate

jurisdiction in all other cases. It holds one term annually in each of the grand

divisions of the state. The judges receive a salary of $1,200 each, per annum.

The supreme court is holden in the first grand division at Mount Vernon, on the

second Monday of November ; in the second, at Springfield, on the second Monday
of December; in the third, at Ottawa, on the second Monday of June, annually.

The supreme court has a clerk in each grand division, who is elected for the term

of six years. No person is eligible to the office of judge of any court in this state

who is not a citizen of the United States and this state, and a resident of the state

The state is divided into fifteen judicial districts, in each of which a judge is

elected by the voters thereof for the term of six years, and until his successor shall

be appointed, commissioned, and qualified. In each circuit, there shall be two or

more terms of the circuit court held annually. The circuit courts have jurisdiction

in all cases in law and equity, and in appeals from all inferior courts. Appeals and

writs of error may be taken from any circuit court to the supreme court in that

grand division in' which it is situated, and by consent of all parties to the next

grand division..

The qualified voters of each county elect a circuit clerk for that county, who

holds his office for four years, and until his successor is elected and qualified.

All vacancies in supreme and circuit courts are filled by election, except when

the unexpired term does not exceed one year, when the executive may appoint.

Judges of supreme and circuit courts are not eligible to any office of public

trust or profit in this state or the United States, during the term for which they are

elected, and one year thereafter.

II. County Courts. In each county there is a court called the county court, which

has one judge elected for four years, etc. Its jurisdiction extends to all probate

matters, such as granting letters of administration and testamentary, allowing

claims against estates of deceased persons, and settling said estates ; also in insol-

vent debtors' cases, etc.

The county court is a court of record, with a clerk and seal. It has concurrent

jurisdiction with the circuit court in hearing aud determining all applications for

the sale of real estate of deceased persons for payment of their debts.

The county judge is a conservator of the peace, and has the same civil and crimi-

nal jurisdiction as justices of- the peace, and has the same power to preserve order

and punish contempts when in session as the circuit courts. The county court

acting as a probate court, sits regularly on the first Monday of every month, except

the months of December, March, June, and September, and on the third Mondays
of said months. It sits with two associate justices of the peace elected for such

purpose, in each county not having the township organization, for the transaction

of county business, on the first Mondays of December, March, June, and Septem-

ber, in every year. In counties having the township organization, the board of

supervisors perform its functions in relation to county matters, such as assessing

aud levying taxes, etc., allowing claims against counties, and supervising county

property.

Appeals and writs of certiorari may be taken from the county court, sitting as a

court of probate and insolvency, to the circuit court of the county.

There is elected by the electors in the several counties, at the same time that the

county judge is elected, a county clerk, who holds his office for four years, and until

his successor is elected and qualified. He is to keep his office at the county seat, and

must give bonds in $3,000 to perform his duties faithfully.

By statute, the clerk of the circuit court is recorder of deeds in each county.

In each of the judicial circuits of the state there is a state's attorney elected, who

holds his office for four years, and until his successor is commissioned and qualified.

It is his duty, upon request, to attend all examinations for felonious crimes, aud
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upon writs of habeas corpus ; and also, it is his duty to atteud_all the circuit courts

in his circuit, and to commence and prosecute all actions, suits, process, indictments*

and prosecutions, civil or criminal, in which the people of the state or any county

may be concerned ; and updn request, is to give his opinion upon matters of law to

any county court, or justice of the peace, where the people of the county are

concerned.

A sheriff is elected in each county in the state, who holds his office for two years,

and in addition to his duties as sheriff, in counties where the township organization

does not prevail, is ex-officio, collector of taxes. Where the township organization

prevails, town collectors perform this duty.

All judges and state's attorneys are commissioned by the governor.

County judges, clerks, sheriffs, and other county officers, for wilful neglect of

duty or misdemeanor in office, are liable to indictment by grand jury, and trial by

petit jury, and, on conviction, to removal from office.

All processes, writs, and other proceedings, shall run "in the name of the people

of the sfcite of Illinois." All prosecutions shall be carried on "in the name and by
the authority of the people of the state of Illinois," and conclude "against the

peace and dignity of the same."

Besides the foregoing courts, which are common to the whole state, there is estab-

lished in the county of Cook, a court, called the " Cook County Court of Common

Pleas," having the same general jurisdiction as the circuit court, and from whose

judgments, appeals and writs of error lie to the supreme court, and which is also

specially authorized to enter up judgments by confession in vacation, which cannot

be done in the circuit courts. This court has eight terms in each year, six of said

terms being called vacation terms, (at which any business is in order except trial

by jury, and even that, by consent of parties, may be had,) and two trial terms.

The circuit court of Cook county has four terms, two of them being vacation, and

two trial terms. There is also an inferior court of limited jurisdiction established

in the city of Chicago, called the Recorder's Court of the city of Chicago. It is a

court of record, having a clerk and seal ; has concurrent jurisdiction in the city

with the circuit court in all criminal cases, except treason and murder, and in civil

cases where the amount in controversy does not exceed $100, and in cases of ap-

peals from justices of the peace within said city. Appeals may be taken therefrom

to the circuit court. The judge of this court is called the " Recorder of the City

of Chicago," and, with the clerk, is elected for five years.

The Cook county court of common pleas is a court of record, having a seal and

clerk. The judge and clerk of this court are each elected for the term of four years.

III. Justices' Courts. In each county of the state justices of the peace are elected ;

in counties where the township organization prevails, two for each town, together

with a like number of constables, and in the other counties, two for each precinct,

except that in which the county seat is located, where three are elected, together

with a like number of constables. Justices and constables hold their offices for four

years, and until their successors are elected and qualified.

The jurisdiction of justices of the peace in civil matters extends to actions of

debt and assumpsit, where the amount claimed does not exceed $100. To suits for

rent and distress for rent on landlord's warrant, where amount claimed does not

exceed $100. In debt fur trespass for cutting timber, where amount claimed does
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exceed $100. In all actions of trespass to personal property, and of trover, where

amount claimed does not exceed $100 In all actions where an executor or admin-

istrator is party plaintiff, and amount claimed does not exceed $ i 00, and where

they are defendants, and amount claimed does not exceed $20. In all actions

against sheriffs, coroners, and constables, for malfeasance, misfeasance, and nonfeas

ance in office, where amount claimed does not exceed $100.

In all cases of assault and battery, or frays, justices of the peace have exclusive

original jurisdiction, except in incorporated cities and towns, when otherwise con-

ferred by law. Either party may appeal, by giving bond within twenty days afte r

j udgment

LAWS RELATING TO THE COLLECTION OF DEBTS
IN ILLINOIS.

When any debtor shall refuse to surrender his property for the satisfaction of any
execution issued against it, the plaintiff or his attorney, may make affidavit of such

fact before any justice of the peace for the county, and upon filing such affidavit

with the clerk of the court from which execution issued, or with the justice of the

peace who issued the execution, the clerk of court or justice may issue a writ against

the body of the defendant.

In all actions to be commenced in any court of record in the state, founded on

any specialty, judgment or contract in which the plaintiff or other credible person

can ascertain the sum due or damages sustained, and will make affidavit before the

clerk of the court from which process issues, or a justice of the peace, or if the plain-

tiff resides out of the state, before any person who may be authorized to administer

an oath in the state or kingdom in which he resides, that the same is in danger of

being lost, or that the benfit of any judgment which may be rendered will be lost,
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unless the defendant be held to bail, and such affidavit be delivered to the clerk of

the court, the clerk must issue a writ against the body of the defendant, with direc-

tions to the sheriff endorsed, to take bail.

When damages are unliquidated, the affidavit must state facts, and the nature and

cause of action, and the clerk must fix the amount of bail.

When any person is arrested for debt on execution, or on original process, for the

purpose of being held to bail, it is the duty of the officer having the custody of the

debtor, at his request, to convey him before the judge of the county in which the

arrest is made. The county judge must require of the debtor a complete schedule

of bis property of whatever description, with an account of the debts owing by the

debtor at the time. The debtor may then take the oath prescribed by statute, and

if no fraud appeal's upon examination of the debtor, or of the witnesses produced,

and the debtor assign the property named in the schedule, not exempt, and produce
the receipt of the assignee to the court, he is discharged.

The plaintiff in execution may, after the defendant has taken the oath prescribed,

pay the sheriff the jail fees on the Monday of each week, and keep the defendant in

jail until the debt is paid, at the rate of one dollar and fifty cents per day, upon the

happening of which event the sheriff returns the execution satisfied by imprison-

ment.

If any creditor or his agent shall make complaint, on oath or affirmation, to the

clerk of the circuit court of any county in the state, that his debtor is about to de-

part from the state, or has departed, with the intention of having his effects and

personal estate removed without the state limits, to the injury of such creditor, or

stands in defiance of any officer authorized to arrest him on civil process, so that

ordinary process of law cannot be served upon him, and that he is inde*bted to the

creditor in a sum exceeding twenty dollars, specifying the nature and amount of

such indebtedness, such creditor may sue out a writ of attachment against the pro-

perty of the debtor, or so much thereof as will satit-fy the debt sworn to with interest

and cost.

When any creditor or his agent shall make oath or affirmation before any justice

of the peace in the state, that any non-resident is indebted to him in a sum not

exceeding one hundred dollars, and in similar cases as in the circuit court, such

justice may issue an attachment against his personal estate. Attachment may issue,

in the case of a non-resident, against all his property, for a sum exceeding twenty

dollars, from the clerk of the circuit court of any county.

Imprisonment for debt is forbidden by the constitution, except in case of the

debtor's refusal to deliver up his estate for the benefit of creditors as prescribed by

law, or w,hen there is strong evidence of intentional fraud.

HOUSEHOLD AND HOMESTEAD EXEMPTION LAWS OF
ILLINOIS.

Wearing apparel necessary for use is exempt, as also the following articles when

owned hy the head of the family : necessary beds and bedding ; cooking utensils ;
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household furniture to the value of fifteen dollars ; one pair of cards
;
two spinning

wheels; one weaving loom and appendages; one stove and its pipe, put up for use

iu his dwelling; one milch cow and calf; two sheep, and the fleeces taken from

them ; or the fleeces of two sheep for each member of the family, provided they

have not been purchased by any debtor owning sheep, together with the yarn and

cloth that may be manufactured from the fleeces ; and sixty dollars' worih of pro-

perty suited to the condition of, and to be selected by, the debtor ; three months'

provision and fuel for the family, and necessary food for stock exempted from ex-

ecution (Rev. Stat., p. 306) ; any lot not exceeding ten acres, appropriated for, and

used as, a burying-ground, and recorded as such in the recorder's office of the

county, shall be exempt from taxation ; and when sold in lots for burying the dead,

the lots shall be exempt from execution or attachment, provided that no person shall

hold more than one-eighth of an acre so exempt. (Rev. Stat. p. 572.)

Upon the death or desertion of the head of the family, the family shall be en-

titled to the like exemption.

Homestead. The lot of laud and the buildings attached, to the value of one thou-

sand dollars, owned and occupied as a residence by a householder having a family,

are exempt from forced sale for contracts made after July 4th, 1851. Upon the death

of the householder, the exemption continues for the benefit of his family until the

youngest child becomes of age, and until the widow dies. No release of the ex-

emption is valid unless in writing, subscribed by the householder, and acknowledged

as is a conveyance of real estate. This exemption, however, does not prevent the

sale of land for taxes or debts incurred for the purchase or improvement of the land,

or incurred prior to the recording of notice of exemption.

If the creditor or officer holding the execution think the property claimed is worth

more than one thousand dollars, the officer shall summon six qualified jurors of hia

county, to appraise the premises upon oath. If, in their opinion, the property can be

divided without injury to the interests of the parties, they may set off land, includ-

ing the house, to the value of one thousand dollars, and the residue shall be sold by
the officer. But if otherwise, they shall make and sign an appraisal of the property,

and deliver it to the officer, who shall give a copy of it to the execution debtor, or to

some one of the family of suitable age to understand its nature, with a notice at-

tached, that unless the debtor pays to the officer the excess over one thousand dol-

lars, or the amount of the execution within sixty days, the premises will be sold. If

he fails to do so, the officer may sell the premises, paying from the proceeds one thou-

sand dollars to the execution debtor, which shall be exempt from execution for one

year thereafter, and applying the balance on the execution. But no sale can be made

unless over one thousand dollars are offered ; otherwise the officer shall return the

execution unsatisfied.

STATE COURTS OF MISSOURI.

I. Supreme Court. The judges of this court are elected for six years by the

qualified voters, and are re-eligible at the expiration of their term. Two sessions

of the supreme court are held annually, one at Jefferson City and one at St. Louis.

The attorney-general is, ex-officio. reporter.

II. Circuit Courts. The State is divided into fourteen circuits. A circuit court

is held twice a year in each county.

Its jurisdiction extends to all matters of tort and contract over $90 where the de-

mand is liquidated, and over $50 where the agreement is parol. It has exclusive

criminal jurisdiction, and a supervision over the county courts and justices of the

peace, subject to the correction of the supreme court. The judges of the circuit

court are elected by the qualified voters of their respective districts, for the term of

six years.

III. County Courts. The jurisdiction of these courts is limited to matters of pro-

bate and local county affairs, as roads, etc. A county court sits ifl each county, and

is composed of three justices, who are elected by the people, and hold their offices

four years. An appeal lies to the circuit court. The county court of St. Louis

county is composed of seven judges. They are relieved from probate duties by the

separate court above mentioned. In addition to the circuit and county courts, St.

Louis has a court of common pleas, with a jurisdiction very similar to that of the

circuit court, a criminal court, a distinct court of probate, and a recorder's court.

The judges of the circuit and criminal courts are elected in the same manner, and

for the same term as the circuit judges.

These are local tribunals, exercising jurisdiction only in their counties, except

the recorder's court, whose jurisdiction is confined to small offenses and within the

limits of the city. From the court of common pleas and criminal court, an appeal

lies to the supreme court; and the judges of the common pleas are appointed like

the circuit judges, with like tenures. The probate judge is elected by the people

of the county for four years, and the recorder by the people of the city of St. Louis

for two years.
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EXEMPTION LAWS OF MISSOURI.

There is exempt from execution, wearing apparel of all persons; the tools and

implements of a mechanic while carrying on his trade, and the following articles, if

the property of a householder : Ten hogs, ten sheep, two cows and calves, and

working animals to the value of sixty-five dollars ; one plow and one set of plow-

gears ;
one axe and one hoe, or any other property, real or personal, not exceeding in

value one hundred and fifty dollars, chosen by the debtor, if he is the head of a

family. Also, the spinning-wheels and cards, one loom, and apparatus necessary

for manufacturing cloth in a private family ; all the spun yarn, thread, and cloth

manufactured for family use ; flax, hemp, and wool, twenty-five pounds each
; the

wearing apparel of the family ; two beds, with the usual bedding, and other neces-

sary household and kitchen furniture, not exceeding twenty-five dollars in value

lawyers, physicians, and ministers may select books necessary to their profession in

place of other property, at their option, and physicians also may select their med-

icines.

The property of the wife is exempt from execution against the husband if the

debt was a security debt, or was contracted before marriage, or before the wife came

into possession, or if it was a fine, or for costs in any criminal case against the hus-

band. The husband's property is exempt from all liabilities contracted by the wife

before marriage.

There has been, in the mercantile community, a universal prejudice of long

Speculative Theory," or required the

student to memorize arbitrary rules, and finally failed in the end to accomplish
their object, does it hence follow that we are to have no improvement in the art of

teaching? or, are systems founded upon entirely different principles principles
diametrically opposed to those in their bearing and practical application subject
to the same fate, and that, too, without a fair trial? This conclusion is disingenuous,
illogical andnnjust. It is obvious to every intelligent, practical accountant that Book-

Keeping has a theory as well as a practice to be acquired, and to that young gen-
tleman aspiring to the highest rank as a scientific and practical accountant, much
will depend upon the demonstrator of those principles which are to govern him in

the performance of his duties. The utility of Double-Entry Book-Keeping, in the

management of accounts, is no longer questioned. Its perfect adaptation (with pro-
per forms) to mercantile, steamboat, manufacturing and joint stock operations, has
been so fully tested, that but few business men now consider their capital safe,
where the books of the company are not kept by double-entry.
The only question is, how are young gentlemen, inexperienced in the manage-

ment of accounts, by double-entry though familiarized with the general routine of
business writing legible hands, and competent to perform the ordinary calculations
of accountants, to be qualifed as practical book-keepers for the performance of their

duties in the counting-bouse? Or, in other words, where is a supply of practical
accountants, equal to the demand, to be obtained? To this we unhesitatingly reply,

with all the facilities known in the actual performance of their duties if they
teach young gentlemen, of good business habits, to perform their duties just as they
have been taught, and use the exact forms and auxiliaries approved and adopted by
our leading mercantile houses, can any intelligent business man question their

ability to produce just as thorough practical accountants as those raised in the count-

ing house? Equally obvious will it
appear

to every unprejudiced, observing bu-
siness man, that if a gentleman, of good business habits, be required to take a Blot-

ter, containing every variety of entry that can possibly occur in the "counting-
house," and put it through (in its proper shapje) the Cash Book, Journal and Ledger,
and give all the reasons involved in the opening, journalizing, posting, taking off the

monthly trials, and finally in the closing of the Books, he must be competent to

properly open, successfully conduct, and correctly close any set of Books, under all

and everv circumstance.

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STEAMBOAT BOOK-KEEPING.

From the simplicity of the practical forms now in use for Cash Book, Freight
Book, Passage Book, &c. the limited variety of transactions and uniform manner of

adjusting each respective Trip's work, in the ordinary routine, consequent upon do-

ing a cash business exclusively many have been led to suppose Steamboat Book-

keeping to be a very simple and easy thing. While to the thorough accountant and

experienced steamboat clerk such is the fact, in a great majority of cases the precise
reverse holds good. That is Steamboat Book-Keeping, without a knowledge of the Mer-
cantile, is more complex, varied, and difficult, than Mercantile Hook-Keeping in the ordina-

ry pursuits and why should it not be so? Steamboats incur responsibilities, con-
tract debts, and deliver goods without pay, just as merchants do; they often specu-
late just as merchants speculate, and not unfrequently negotiate bills of exchange, to

"raise the wind" or "to make ends meet," under circumstances that would make a "Le-
vee merchant" blush. I have known a gentleman to purchase a steamboat without
a dollar in hand, drop her down to the wharf, "stick up his shingle" for N. 0., get a
full cargo, step into one of our offices, effect an insurance on his "freight list," ne-

gotiate a bill of exchange on his agent in N. O. to pay charges and outfit here, make
a successful trip or two, pay for his boat, and in sixty days on the look-out for a
similar speculation; such, and three times as much more of a kindred nature, not un-

frequently falls to the lot of a man but partially familiarized with the management
of accounts, to blunder throngh. Understanding the nature of one account, he has
left him an alternative, that is, to throw all transactions into his Cash Account, Re-

capitulate, aud hand over a "Cash Memorandum" to his successor.

This clerk turns over anew leaf, counts the actual cash on board, and commences
his work on "a clean sheet," but pays no further attention to the "Cash Memoran-
dum" (it being nopartof his business.^ The memorandum is soon misplaced or lost,

debts due the boat remain uncollected, bills against her commence coming in of

which there is no entry
in the books. The season advancing, and the receipts falling

off, the owners conclude to "TIE op;" whereupon the following interesting conversa-

tion takes place, viz:

Owners. Well, Capt. , what's the word?

Captain. Gentlemen, we have had a fine run, a splendid business, carried more

freight and passengers, made better time, burned less wood, carried a smaller crew,
had the best steward in the trade indeed, gentlemen, it is acknowledged by all

hands, in port aud nut of port, high water or low water, that she is emphatically "the

boat."

Owners. Good morning, Mr. , (clerk;) what's the good news with you?
Clerk. Good morning, gentlemen. "Right side up!" Only give this boat a fab-

chance, and "SHE'LL STACK YOU UP A CORD OF IT."

Owners. What do you mean by a fair chance, Mr. ?

Clerk. Let the owners square off olddebts up to date, put in an extra boiler, paint

up and put her in first rate running order, and let Capt. manage affairs to suit

his own notion.

Owners. How much short will the boat be, after paying off as far as she is now
able?

Clerk. Can't tell exactly; indeed a Philadelphia lawyer could'nt tell, from the

manner in which these books have been kept, up to the time of my taking charge
of them; bills are coming in every trip, but, so far as known, about fourteen hundred
dollars will be "the pile."

Owners. Well ! well ! 1 This will do pretty fair for "green hands," at steamboat-

ing. A splendid boat a fine and popular captain au economical steward had a

splendid run, and made lots of money but no cash on board 1

This might be thought a fancy sketch by some (with a few thousand dollars in

spare cash) just ready to embark in a steamboat speculation; but it is our real aud
candid opinion, that if "an infallible medium" were to issue a "Narrative" containing
the Hiftory of steamboating and the Lives of steamboat owners, (especially of those

unskilled in the management of accounts,) the facts disclosed would prove that hun-
dreds of captains, pilots, engineers, etc. etc., had been ruined or rendered bankrupt

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and thousands of dollars squandered, by incompetent, inexperienced, and careless

steamboat clerks. But we are happy to know that an important change is rapidly
taking place, and interested parties are becoming impressed with the importance of

confining themselves to their legitimate professions, or of qualifying themselves for

others before engaging in them. Honest, competent and worthy accountants are be-

ginning to be appreciated, and properly remunerated for their services. Young gen-
tlemen of the highest respectability, who have distinguished themselves alike for

moral character, industry,andsuperiorprofessional qualifications, are abandoning the

"counting-house" for "the office."

Owners are requiring the books to be correctly kept, and exacting Trip State-

ments and such other diccks as are necessary to protect their interests from the in-

competent, the careless, and the designing.
The old fashioned steam-boat clerks, who understood nothing but the "Recapitula-

tion of Cash," are abandoning "the office" and seeking employment in other profes-
sions, or they are qualifying themselves for a practical and intelligent discharge of

their duties; and we are anticipating a period not distant, when steamboating, as a

profession, will be elevated to its legitimate and proper position, and its lucrative

offices entrusted to those only who are competent.
An extensive acquaintance with steamboat owners, and an experience of thirteen,

years in overhauling and adjusting steamboat Books, have induced us to believe it a

duty we owe alike to ourselves and to those who are not perfect, but wish to be

thoroiighly qualified for the duties of their office, to call attention to this subject,
and to give a more extensive outline of what our Institution contemplates. It is not

a school in the common acceptation of that term, but, it is pre-eminently a counting-
house, or an office. Each respective gentleman has his own table, chair and draw-
er, and receives personal or individual instruction during his continuance at the

rooms.
The preparatory course to Steamboat Book-Keeping is substantially the same as

that of the Mercantile, (except Commission operations, <fcc.,) after which the pupil
enters upon his duties as second clerk. With his " Memorandum book," he receives

his freight, dray-load after dray-load, signing his "
tickets," as in the practical per-

formance of his duties on the wharf; when fully prepared, he opens his Books and

proceeds in his work, receiving and paying out cash, recording his freight list, col-

lecting his passage and freight bills, adjusting the accounts for damages, <fcc., winds

up his trip, and makes out his "balance sheet," exhibiting the gains or losses for

every trip or month, as the case may be. The utility of this course has been fully
established, in the popularity of those who have adopted it, as well as by those who
are interested in Books kept by pupils of this institution. From among some thirty,
who have completed their courses and distinguished themselves as competent to

practically perform the duties of steamboat book-keepers, we beg leave to refer those

COMMERCIAL LAW-

The practicability of adoptiDg Commercial Law as an important branch in a lib-

eral and useful education will be apparent to all, and the absolute necessity of mak-

ing it a constituent part of " a business man's education" grows out of the nature of

the relation, that commercial usages and the mercantile profession sustain to the

profession of law.

If a gentleman choose to adopt the mercantile profession, should he not know what

constitutes a bargain in the eye of the law? with all that relates to a contract of sale?

how far, in making a bargain, he may rightly avail himself of knowledge, which he
knows the other does not possess, without informing him of it ? In other words,
should he not know where is the dividing line betweenfair dealing and cheating ?-

If a merchant buy goods in a distant market, should he not understand his own
rights, and also the duties and responsibilities of common carriers?

If (as most prudent merchants do} he effectan insurance upon his goods if, in the

regular course of transportation, or while in the warehouse, or when on sale in the

store, those goods are subject to various perils, is it not absolutely necessary for

him to understand his own duties, and also the responsibilities of the Underwriters?

If, to meet the demands for an increase of capital, or to supply themselves with
additional counsel or assistance in trade, merchants find it convenient to associate

themselves in partnership, should they not therefore be well acquainted with their

respective legal rights, duties and guarantees ?

Indeed, the two professions are so intimately connected, and their reciprocal
duties so marked, as to puzzle the intelligent business man to determine which is the

greatest
"
boor," or the most unfortunate victim a lawyer, unskilled in the management

of accounts, acting as " Master in Chancery," or a merchant, unfamiliarizcd uith tlie laws

of trade, embarking in various complicated speculations or incut ring high responsibilities.
" Ah !" remarks a casual observer, "would you require every merchant to be educa-

ted fora lawyer ?" " I answer, (says Judge Walker,) that while there is avast field

of law which Twould advise the merchant not to meddle with, I would have him

study the general principles of mercantile law, for the same reason that I would have
a mechanic familiar with the tools of his trade. Indeed, so essential do I deem this

kind of knowledge to every merchant, that, were I educating my son for that profes-
sion, I would set apart at least two years of his novitiate expressly for this study ;

nay more so much do the two professions run into each other, especially in com-
mercial cities, that if I were educating my sou for the law, I should desire to have
him spend at least the same period in a good counting-room. I speak now from my
own professional experience. After having occupied more than the usual time in

preparing to practice law, when I entered upon the practice, the most serious want
I encountered was the want of a more accurate knowledge of those customs of mer-

cantile law. But while I make this confession, let me say, on the other hand, that

a somewhat extensive professional intercourse with the mercantile class, has often

caused me to feel astonished at their profound ignorance of their legal rights and

duties, although to that very ignorance I was indebted for the need of my professional
services."

It is not the design of this department to produce lawyers, BUT IT SHALL BE ITS

HIGHEST AIM TO KEEP MERCHANTS OUT OF LAW. Very great and insuperable obstacles

have hitherto prevented the carrying into execution of our original intentions touch-

ing this interesting subject, but our arrangements are such as to enable us to give
the fullest assurance to the public, that in future a regular course of Lectures will be
delivered during each session, embracing the following subjects, viz : Contracts in

General, Contracts of Sale, Contracts of Affreightment, Contracts with Common
Carriers, etc., etc.; Fire Insurance and Marine Insurance, with such other subjects
as have a direct bearing on Mercantile contracts ; Bailments in general, Foreign and
Domestic Bills of Exchange, Promissory Notes, Bonds, Covenants, and other sealed

obligations ; Set-off and Recoupment, Principal and Agent, Principal and security,

Corporations, etc., etc.; with such other subjects as may be of practical utility
to the

business mau, and enable the merchant to understand his rights and responsibilities.

AN ACT
TO INCORPORATE JONES' COMMERCIAL COLLEGE, OF ST. LOUIS, MO.

WHEREAS, It has been represented to the General Assembly of this State, that great
and important advantages would accrue to the Commercial Community of the

city of St. Louis, by the incorporating of a Commercial College, to educate young
men for mercantile pursuits, and afford facilities to such persons as may wish a
scientific knowlege of Double-Entry Book-Keeping, Commercial Calculations,
Commercial Law, and Penmanship ;

and whereas, for the promotion of this object,
it is the design of the association hereinafter mentioned, to procure or erect such

buildings as may be suited to the wants of the said association : Now, therefore, in

order to encourage and facilitate the aforesaid object, and render the same mora

permanently and extensively useful,

Se it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, as follows :

SEC. 1. That Jonathan Jones, Public Accountant and Principal of a Commercial
School in the city of St. Louis, be and is hereby empowered to associate with him

competent Professors, to fill the following chairs, to wit : one for Double-Entry
Book-Keeping, one for Commercial Law, one for Commercial Calculations, and one
for Penmanship ;

the same, (when thus appointed,) in company with the said Jona-
than Jones, shall, to all intents and purposes, be, in law, a body corporate ; and

they, their associates, and successors, are hereby created, constituted and declared
to be a body corporate and politic, by the name and style of " Jones' Commercial

College ;" and by that name they may have perpetual succession, and shall be ca-

pable of suing and being sued, pleading and being impleaded< answering and being
answered unto, defending and being defended, in all courts and places whatever

;
that

they and their successors may have a common seal, and alter, change or break the

same at will
;
and that they may be capable in law of acquiring, holding and con-

veying so much property, real, personal and mixed, as may be necessary and requi-
site for the association in the furtherance of its objects, not exceeding fifty thousand
dollars.

SEC. 2. That the said Jonathan Jones, his associates, and their successors,
shall have the power to grant Diplomas, award Degrees, confer Honors, .and exercise

all and singular the privileges common to Commercial Colleges authorized by law
in other States. They shall have the power to appoint their own successors, and
such additional professors and servants as may be necessary to carry into effect the

design of this association ; provided, nothing in this section be so construed as to

conflict with section fourth of this act.

SEC. 3. When five or more students shall have completed a full course in Double-

Entry Book-Keeping, Commercial Calculations, and Commercial Law, and acquire
a legible hand writing, (or shall otherwise satisfy the President as to their compe-
tency,) then it shall be the duty of the said President, or his representative, by and

[OVER}
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with the advice and consent of the candidates for graduation, their parents or

guardians, to appoint a committee of not less than three nor more than five practical
accountants, whose duty it shall be to examine the aforesaid candidates in all of the
above branches ; and if the said committee award a certificate setting forth their

competency to take charge of a sett of books and to perform the duties of an ac-

countant, scientifically and practically, then section second shall remain in full force.

But in no case shall a D.ploma be awarded except upon the recommendation of the
committee.

SEC. 4. That the said Jonathan Jones shall be the first President : he and his suc-

cessors, in the office of President, shall have the power to fill, suspend and vacate
all or either of the above chairs, at option, by serving written notice upon the Pro-
fessor to be suspended or removed, at least thirty days prior to such removal ; pro-
vided, always, that nothing in this section be so construed as to confer the power to
said President, or his successors, to permanently vacate, alter or add to the number
of Professorships in section first of this act, (except that of the Professor of Math-
ematics, whose chair may be added to that of the President.)

SEC. 5. That the said President and Professors shall be a Board for the govern-
ment of this Institution : they, and their associates and successors, shall have the

power to make their own By-Laws ; provided nothing therein conflict with the laws
of the land, or the provisions of this act.

SEC. 6. That this corporation, hereby created, shall continue so long as it faithfully
observes the object of its institution ; but the General Assembly, whenever satisfied
that it has failed to pursue the above objects, may alter or repeal the same.

This act to take effect from and after its passage.

TO WHOM IT MAY CONCERN.

One, somewhat "posted up" touching Men and things, would, at first view, naturally
enough presume it but an easy and pleasing task, to teach another a thing, which
that person's own Professional duties the duties he owes to his Creditors the

duties he owes to his family as well as his own personal interest and reputation
require him to know. Acting under such mistaken notions, and from a well matured
conviction, that none but a thorough Accountant himself skilled in the practical du-

Accountants, knowing full well that they only are fully prepared to appreciate what
is of utility, and reprobate that which is useless in a business education, and we say
without fear of contradiction that no experienced business man, or Practical Ac-
countant, can visit our rooms and become acquanted with our peculiar mode of impart-
ing instruction, and detect the slight difference between our operations and those of
the Couuting-House in which he was educated, and notwithstanding all this, there
are some good men in this community, gentlemen of reputed intelligence and high
moral character, who are deservedly popular in their profession as practical Account-
ants, that think they are doing their young friends a kindly office by indiscrimi-

nately branding Commercial Schools and Colleges
" HUMBUGS" ! ! For such \ve have

never held unkind feelings. Indeed, entertaining the opinions they do and occu-

pying the positions they hold, we cannot see how they could believe and do other-
wise. The old fashioned Schools with which they were acquainted

" in the days of
their youth" were all of this stamp, (i. e. Humbugs !) and they never visit new institu-

tions of this kind, and therefore their "
ways are equal," and their views are but an

inevitable result growing out of an impartial comparison of what themselves have

acquired under the tuition of experienced Practical Accountants, with what inex-

perienced, incompetent, theoretical teachers have attempted to do. Did we under-
stand the plan and extent of instruction adopted in this Institution, no better than

they do, it is more than probable that we should lend them a helping hand to exter-

minate the imaginary evil, and add our warning voice to the Young and Unsus-

pecting ;

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ability to keep them correctly and to their satisfaction ; and had I known as much
of your Institution at the time I spoke to Mr. as I do now, I could have had
double the salary and two years of valuable experience, and but for Mr. P. I should
have remained ignorant of the true nature and design of your Institution, as I pre-
sume thousands in this City are at this time."

This is owing to the fact that

Teachers themselves have not giveu the subject the attention requisite to master a

practical system, such as may be taught with success. Mary write beautifully them-
selves, who utterly fail iu an attempt to enable others to execute with similar ease
and elegance; and it may be asked, why is it so? We unhesitatingly reply, their

systems are to them intuitive. Penmanship, as a mechanical art, is the result of a
combined motion of the arm, the wrist, and the ringers. No one but an artist can
be taught to write by imitation alone, while all may be taught a beautiful hand by
a proper system of training.

DOUBLE-ENTRY BOOK-KEEPING.

We are not unconscious of the fact that some, in this community, will attach

Is IT PRACTICABLE, AND OF PUBLIC UTILITY? From well digested and universally
conceded premises, we anticipate but little difficulty in maintaining the affirma-

tive against the possibility of successful contradiction. The leading design of educa-

tion being to qualify its recipients for a practical performance of the ditties of life, it only
remains for us to show that many of the duties of life, devolving upon ladies, re-

quire a knowledge of accounts, and we shall have accomplished our object.
For us, even in this country, to see a lady, as a natural guardian, assume the

administration of a large estate, creates no unusual surprise, though she may be

totally ignorant touching the management of accounts, and unfamiliarized with a

general business routine. Waiving the numerous embarrassments, always conse-

quent upon a transition from the control of one kind of business to that of another
so different in its nature and requirements, what must be the result? Again, if the

accumulation of that estate required years of persevering application to business,
with tact, talent, and practical knowledge of accounts, is it presumable that a lady,

wholly destitute of a "business education," can successfully aud profitably direct

aifairs? Do not experience and observation too frequently prove that she and hers
become an easy prey to "'Interested Financiers," for the want of this very species
of information V We only desire to direct public attention to a few of the leading

principles which have actuated us in the commencement of an enterprise, though
new in this country, none the less important, as experience has elsewhere proved.
It is no unusual occurrence in Philadelphia, Liverpool or Paris, to see a lady of the

highest respectability in full charge of a set of books; and why should it not be the

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case in this city, where a number of ladies have distinguished themselves in the

mercantile community, as equally successful as gentlemen, in commanding the
trade and in fostering their means.
CAN WE ACCOMPLISH THE OBJECT WITH CREDIT TO OURSELVES AND PROFIT TO OTHERS?

Although during the past ten years, we have often been solicited bv ladies for in-
