Oklalioniji as a tciTitory. is of recent orijrin. l)iit as
a small portion of the j^reat tract of Southwestern country, known at various
times and under various circumstances as Louisiana, .Ma'ndan Territory the
Oreat American Desert. Uninhabitable Lands and the Indian Territorv. 'it lias
a place in the history of the nation datin.tr back to the davs of the 'Spanish
ex]>lorers, who sou^'-ht in the ^reat Southwest unknown emi)ire's and then- reputed
fabulous wealth. Followinj^; the course of ti'avel described in nniny early
vSpanJsh manuscripts and books, one is readily convinced that the 'original
Okhilioma o<M»iuei.> were the litt''^ -irmy of a.dventurous spirits who traversed
the Southwest under the leadei-slup of De Soto, and tliat tne\ were i'uu..\r.a
by Jesuits and others who soui^ht wealth in the mineral veiiis of the mountains
.and hills of the Territory, there are unmistakable si.uns in lately discovered
ruins of mines and places of early abode. Lewis and Chirke visited the territoy
in one of their early vxplorin.u" exjteditions. and the prairies and valleys of the
territory were the hunting grounds of the early tribes of Indians, from the
earliest time of whi<'h there is record of the movements of the aboriginal
Americans.

When the Indian Territory was created as a home for all of the Indian
tri])es, and with the intention of some day building there a great In<lian state,

most of what is now Oklahoma Territory was included within its liounds. and
Washington Irving, who. in l.SU made a hunting trip here, describes most
g]-aphically the beauty and wealth of olclahoma's natural endowments in his

sketch, "A Tour of the Praiiies."

Some time early in the seventies, the name of Oklahoma tirst appears in

l>olitical history, the occasion being the introduction in Congress of a bill to

create a territory out of ;i ])ortion of tlie Indian Territory to be known as
Oklahoma.

LOCATION AND NATl RAL FKATFRES.
Oklahoma Territory lies between the :;4th and ?>7th parallels north latitude,

niid mostly between l^J degrees, IM) min\jtes and 1<M> degrees west longitude.
Its location, north and south, coincides with that of Tenne.'^see; east and west,
^ith Central Kansas and Texas.

It is. like Kansas or Nebraska, an undulating region, restful to the eye and
iw^ruiitting wide views. The western part is nifMiitied by miniature canyons,
Ul^h blufl^s and lofty i>lateaus; while the eastern is l»ordered by htMVily timbered
lulls—but the genera! etifect is that of the [>rairies.

Th<» transitions from forest to open i)Iain are abrupt and afford a per[)etual
'*nrpri^se and delight. Gigantic and magnificent landscape views must be sought
^•|sew!>ere. lie who admires quiet tones and i)astoraI ettects—the dome of
^''" >^ky matched in simplicity by the carpi^t of the earth—will linger long over
*^' <»kIahonia scene as It appears in late si)ring or early autumn.
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The nltitiicle varies from S<w) to o.<h)0 feet above sea level, the ;;eiieral M(>\>i'

being toward the solUhf'a^^t. ropnhition here is densest IX'tAveen S<X) and l.:;()0

feet. This elevation is favorable to jrrains. forajre plants, and a liealthful aniinni

existence. It is also an altitnde where, according; to experts, tlie ^'reatest in-

crease In our country's wealtli and inhabitants is sure to occur in tlic next

decade.
It is 1)ounded on tlie north by Kansas, on the soutli and west by Texas.

and on the south and east by the Indian Territory, occui)yin;; a position midway
between the extremes of heat and cold, wet and dry.

It is well watered by numerous rivers, creeks and sprinjj^s, which are ff*!

either by mountain snows or by local rainfall. These sources are usually sriT-

ticient to keep the watercourses supplied, so that they rarely, if ever, run dry.

Good Avater may be found in all parts of the territory at depths rauiiin^ from
twenty to one hundred feet. The streams follow the southeastern dip of the

land and coniprise two main systems of draina.ne, the Arkansas and the Can-
adian, separated by a commanding water slied.

Into the Arkansas River empties the Salt Fork and Cimarron Rivers, with
their affluents, the CottonM'ood, Chikaskia, Black Bear, lied Rock and ^^till-

water.
Into the Canadian flow the North Fork. Deep Fork, Little and Wasliita. witii

their trjbuiarie^.

AVith few exceptions, all these strean^s ha^ve hig-h. steep banks, and are tea

b.v living; sprinirs: they are not as turbid as most mid-continent watercourses,
reminding one of the clear waters of New England.

The upland soil is a red. sandy loam; on the bottom this loam is deep and
rich, with great moisture-holding qualities. The northeastern counties possess
a black soil like that of Kansas. Four-fifths can be cultivated.

Timber is abundant east of the uuiin line of the A., T. &. S. I\ Ry.. consisting
of walnut, oak, cedar, pecan, liickory and <*bttonwood. and is availal>le for tiro-

w'ood and fencing. The early settlers, who were not overl.v blessed with ready
cash at the start, made many a dollar by cutting firewood and hauling' it

into town for sale. The i>resence of timber also made niuch easier the task of

fencing and putting up rude slielters for stock.

Even now the wooded section is (piite large and the planting of young trees

along the roadways will soon transform even the treeless districts into avenues
of shade for tlie traveler and ultimately into a source of considerable profit for
the owners.

SOCIAL AND RELIGIOUS.

Many misinformed people in the States look upon Oklahoma as the home
of the savage and scene ot outlawry and barbarism, when nothing can be
further from the truth. The people of the Territory, as a rale, are intelliirent.

cultivated and educated to a degree beyond those of the ma.iority of the older
communities. Social life has nuicli the same aspects as in the States, and yet
there is a difference: for there are no distinctions of caste or class to be found
here.

Oklahoma has beei] settled by a remarkably strong, self-reliant and energetic
people—the more active and enterprismg element from all the St^itof;—who
brought with them neitlier "purse nor scrip." settled upon homesteads of 100
acres, each man relying upon his own resources, often consisting of buc a

strong right arm and an intelligent mind, to build for himself a home sur-

rounded b.v the comforts and privileges of a civilized life.

The progress luts been plienomenal, and the Avisdom of the homestead law.
whicli encourages the citizen to ov,^^ his own home and successfully employ bis

own lai»or, has been fully demonstrated here.
This is a thorougFily democratic community, where all have eiiual oi>por-

tuiiities for adv.incement and j)refcrment. and where all are itrosperous. Tiiere
is neitlier any \-er.v riclt n.^r any jianper class, and the homes of all tlie peo[)}e

are re;isonal>ly supplied with the coinforts of life. The ]MM>ph' of Oklahom;i arc
cosnioiH)litan. <-oinir:g from every section of the nation, and a few from foreign
Yands. Tiiey are energetic. iiro5;ressive and industrious to an extent that has
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r:iu^«'<l tlu'Ui to build up in the space oC a decade a commonwealth that has

iu*v<'r been e«}UJi^^'<^l f<^i' progress anywhere in the history of the world. They
ar»* distinctively American with less than "> i)er cent of forei.irfi birth, and with a

p,M* «-fnt of illiteracy less than that of three-fourths of the States of the Union.

Tl!«'y are liosi)ltable and op<Mi-hearted. loyal an(] patriotic not only to the nation

hut to their own risiui? commonwealth, which every man. woman and child, resi-

d«'iit therein, believes to be superior to any other under similar conditions, and a

coininjr State which shall be equaled by few and excelled by none.

There is no lonjxer a town of any importance in the Territory but has its

Kurticient. In one or two instances banks have been estat>lishe(l m rurai cum-
innnities where there was scarce a semblance of a town.

Yet the rapid .errowth and development of the Territory, the buildiri^ up
of Uf'w lines of industry and business on every side, the abundant crops, tlie

rxtensive building: oi)erations. etc.. have ma<le business for all these banks, and
th<'ir reports show them to be in a sound and flourishinii- condition, with unusu-
ally lar.ue deposits of money from farmers and all classes of citizens.

The Territorial banking:- hiw is an excellent one. and the banking.:' commis-
sioner has g-eneral supcn-vision over all of the banks in tlie Territory. Quarterl.v
rejiorts are re<iuired upon call of the connnissioner, Avho also examines all of the
h.inks several times a year, and has authority to close any bank he deems in

un unsafe condition,
Oklahoma has had but one bank failure in four years.
The new national ]»ankin.u- law a!lowin,u- national banks to orjianize with a

capital stock of •$2.*>.<^('R') resulted In the or.iranization of a num]>er of additional
national banks in the Territory, all of which are in a tlourisliinj; condition.

Witli the deveioi>in;r of the Territory and the establisliinp: of new towns,
eonie.s the oi»enin,u- of new baiiks. Oklahoma has never had as many banks in
l.cr thirteen years of history as at the ])resent time, and the end is not in siirht.

Almost every day there are api)lications made at the othce of the secretary of
Oklahoma for chartt>rs for banks to be estal)lished in new towns. In numy
'as^'s these charters are received befoi'e the towns are started owin.s: to the de
sire to be tirst—and shut out others ti^uriuL^ on the same proposition.

Alon^ the lines of railroads now beinti- constructed are many new towns
'^prin^rin^- up. Charters are taken out for banks in thest^ towns as soon as it is

lerinitely known when and wh(>re iTie towns will I»e located. In certain in-
stances, charters have l)een asked iov, when the name of the towns were not
•h'tiiHtely known and the charters had to ])0 chan.iied. after they were issued, in
ord«'r that the articles of incorporation miuht be correct. The capital stock
Varies between .So.iKM^ 'and $1(>.(hm»; rarely more than the latter tiuure.

There are three principal .salt areas in Oklahoma: The Saline Reservation,
about 25 miles east of Alva, in Woods county: the Salt I*lains of the Cimarron,
about oO miles west of Alva, in "\Voo<lward county, and the plains of Salt Creek,
in Blaine county. Eacli of these regions furnishes a local suppl.v of salt, while
at tlie Blaine county works several thousand poun.ds are manufactiu-ed daily.

Were it not for the almost unlimited supply of salt in Kansas this industry
Avould receive an immediate development on a large scale, jind with means for
transportation tho-e is no reason why salt should not be manufactured here, in

competition with Kansas, at a good protit. as tne cost or evaporaiiou i& ptuOuO-
ally the only one connected with the development of tliis industry.

In the northeast portion of the T erritory, in Kay and Pawnee counties, in

addition to sandstone of good <|uality. there ant large areas of limestone. Re-
cent tests have shown much of this to be a very superior quality of building
stone.

From its geological position, and from the results of investigation Oklahoma
must l)e regarded as an agricultural and grazing country. It is somewhat re-

markable that its political boundaries should so nearly coincide with Its gelogical.

Jn the Indian Territor.v on the east an abundance of limestone, coal, oil and gas
might be expected. In Oklahoma, ex cept in the northeast portion, limestone
is almost wholly absent, while the other products mentioned are so far below the
sui'fnce that their presence can be detected only by deep borings.

In the region of the Wichita Mountains, iiowever, there is ])romise of various
minerals in paying quantities, gold, copper, lead, and manganese ores being the
ones most often mentioned in conn<^ction with this region. As it has ]>een im-
possible thus far to make any systematic explorations in this districts, the whole
(pit'Stion IS still pro])lematical.

FUEL, LU:vrBER AND BUILDING MATERIAL.
While coal has been found in lijuited quantities at a number of points lu

the Territory, a very little of it has as yet been mined. The proximity of the im-

nirnse beds of the Indian Territory, however, keeps the price of fuel at a very
reasonable figure. Coal ranges from $ 2 to S8 per ton, and wood averages $3

per cord. The native tind)er of the Territory includes oak, elm. walnut, pecan,
hickory, cedar, cotlonwood. etc., and consiTlerable timber is cut from them.

The building material, coming direct from the forests of Arkansas and
Texas, is generally sold at a reasonable figure, and tlH> quarries of the erritory

pr*idnee an abun(ian"ce of good building stone, wliile excellent brick is manu-
faetirred in nearly every county.

Deposits of building stone are found in nearly every county in the Territor.v%

5<onie of the stone being of the very I'est (piality. From the (luarries near New-
kii-k. Ponca, and Chilocco. in Kay (M)unty. is taken some of the very best building
stone to be found in the West, in the Wichita Mountains and their spurs are

f'^nd a inunber of varieties of granite, some of which are not excelled anywhere.
The granite quarries of the Territory will some day bo noted, and it is prob.abK^

that when the Territory comes to constru<-t its ca])itol buildin;^- tliat it can be

built wliolly of Oklaliomn granite.
A fair (juality of marble is also foimd in Blaine county, and at a number

of places in the Territory are immense deposits of cement, and a large cement
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works npiir Okareho is tnniiiic: out many train loads of the finest cement for
buildiii.ir i)iiriu):^cs. Cement is also manufactured in Kay county. Lincoln county
and Blaine county. Many oilier do])osits await*(leveloi)ment.

Tlie prypsum of Oklahoma also affords excellejit huildin.^ material, and the
beds of clay in various parts of the Territory otTer inducements to the manu-
facture of both building and paving' brick.

AGKICULTTJKAL AN1> MF.
Stillwater

Tlie Oklahoma Agricultural and
,

Mechanical College was established
and located at Stillwater by an act of
the Territorial lecislnture which took
^ft'ect December 25, 1800. accepting
.the provisions of the Federal statutes
in aid of colleges for the benefit of
agriculture and meclianic arts. The
town of Stillwater was required to

vote bonds in the sum of $10,<X)0, and
to provide not less than 80 acres of
land. The bonds were voted and 200
acres of land provided.
The past year has been one of con-

tinued growth for this institution. Its

enrollment of students reached the
gratifying total of 404. The equip-
ment for instruction, exclusive of
buildings, represents a valuation of

$71,0€)8.51, The faculty consists of 20
members. The new library and chem-
istry buildings were occupied through-
out the year, greatly relieving the
cro\uled condition of the previous
year. The department of domestic
economy was duly installed an<l most
successfully conducted throughout the
year.

majors in botany and zoology). Stu-

dents of mature years may elect

special work under the direction of

the faculty. A two years' prepara-
tor.v course is offered. Special courses
are given in stenography, typewriting,
and printing, and a sfiecial short course
(eight weeks) is given during the win-
ter term in agriculture and mechanic
arts.

Our people are gradually getting
over the erroneous impression that the
instruction in this institution is de-
voted almost wholly to agriculture i^nd

tlie mechanic arts. AVhile special and
thorough courses are given in these
lines, the scojie of the work is far
broader. The institution gives also

approved training in the English lan-

guage and literature, in (German and
Latin, in Iviology. in chemistry, in do-
mesTie economy, in political science
and history, in higher mathematics, etc.

The agricultural exp<'riment station

is connected with this institution and
a (h-partment of it. Its work is de-

voted solely to experimentation and
tlie publication of results, though inci-

dentally it affords a valuable source
of illustration, and a stimulus to stud-
ents in ever.v branch of science.

As in all of the Territorial instiru-

tions, tuition is free in all dci>art-

ments. Stu«lcnts arc charged an inci-

dcfiTai fee of -Si per term, and text-

books c()st but from $2 to $4 pvv tcrni.

Exemptions—The following proiK'rty

is exempt to the head of every family
residing iu the Territory from every
species of forced sale for the payment
of debts. The homestead of the fam-
ily (not in a city, town or village), con-
sisting of 100 acres of land in one tract,

v^'ith all improvements thereon. The
homestead ii\ a city, town or village,

consisting of one acre with the im-
provements therepn.
The following personal property is

exempt: All household and kitchen
furnittu'e; all implements of husbandry
used upon the homestead; all tools, ap-
]>aralus and books belonging to or
used in any trade or profession; all

family portraits and picttires and wear-
ing apparel: five milch cows and their
calves, under six months old; one yoke
of oxen and two hoi^ses or two mules,
and one wagon, cart or dray; ten nogs
and twent.v sheep; all provisions and
forage for home constimption and for
use of exempt stock for one year.

There is also exempt to every old sol-

dier, sailor or marine, all pension
money belonging to him subsequent to

P)ecember 24, ISIK).

Interest—Contracting parties may
obligate tbemselves to pay twelve per
cent interest. Parties contracting for

a greater rate than twelve per cent
may forfeit all interest, but no part of
the principal. When there is rio rate
agreed upon, seven per cent is the legal

rate. All judgments bear interest at

the same rate as specified in the con-
tract, provided the same shall not ex-
ceed twelve per cent. When no rate is

specified in the contract, seven per cent
is the legal rate.
