One notes that her grandfather served in the Confederacy
from Mt. Vernon, Mo.

in that county. It was notorious as a Confederate
stronghold, he states. Nevada, the county seat was
called"the bushwhacker capital of the southerners". With Ft.
Scott only 19 miles away, much raiding back and forth
occurred. In May 1863, the Federal troops burned Neveda to
the ground. "Order #11" called for total evacuation of
Vernon, Jackson, Bates and Cass counties in Missouri.
You may recall that John D. Dodgins was in Vernon Co., MO

before moving on to TX . Then several cousins and two
brothers came into tha general area later on. Very

Offut's house in Woodford Co. KY 10 Apr 1862. W.T Stevenson
and 0.

-John Edward Doggins, son of John S. (Steven) Doggins and
"Miss Sheets" died 15Mar 1911 at the Widow's and Orphans
Home in Lexington. He died of scarlet fever as we had
previously understood. He is buried in the Lexington
Cemetery. .He was born 9 Feb 1905.
-The midway Cemetery in Woodford County has these graves:

Harvey died of "lagrippe" ( the flu), he was "about 80
years old".

Diane says the KY vital statistics lists a "Lemis Doggins'
who died in 1915 in Grayson Co. KY. We're not sure who this
is
