The advantages of a Law School located in a great city where courts are always in session, and
• legal business of every kind may daily be seen in actual practice, are obvious. No place in the West
offers these advantages in so large a measure as St. Louis. The Law School edifice is situated upon
Lucas Place, one of the finest streets in the city, and is at the same time convenient to the courts and
law offices, and remarkably free from noise. The building is of three stories, situated on its own
grounds, and is devoted entirely to the use of the Law School.

The Annual term opens on the Wednesday nearest to October
15th, in eacli year. Full course, two annual terms, seven months
each, excluding the two weeks' recess lor die Christinas holidays.

The course of study embraces both the theory and practice of the law. and forms a systematic
and continuous whole from beginning to end. Most of it is conducted by lessons on assigned topics;
with exercises in the reading and statement of cases upon a system prepared exclusively for the use
of the students in this school. Recitations from text books are also employed, but only in subordina-
tion to the general plan, and a large number of lectures in connection with the same will be delivered
during the year.

Students will be admitted for a single year, if they desire it, but are advised to take the entire
course as the best economy of time and means.

A regular Moot Court will be held weekly throughout the year by the Dean, with General Terms,
from time to time, for the hearing of appealed cases by other members of the Faculty. They will be
conducted with the forms of an ordinary court of justice. Classes will be assigned to argue ease^ in
these courts, but the members of the Junior Class will have a course of instruction in the preparation
of written opinions and briefs before appearing in such cases. Opportunity will also be given for the
organization of Club Courts among the students.

The Law Library belonging to the School consists of upwards
of 3,000 volumes, and is open to the student throughout every day
and evening except on Sunday.

The private library of Dr. Hammond, containing about 2,000 volumes upon the Civil Law and
General Jurisprudence, will also be accessible to members of the Senior Class who wish to pursue those
subjects.

The School is open upon equal terms to students from all parts of the United States, and the
course of instruction is intended to prepare them for practice in any State.

The degree of LL.S5. conferred by this University, under the
act of March 5, 1S7-I, gives admission to practice in Missouri, on
simple motion; and its graduates are ill like manner admitted to
the bar of the United States courts without further examination.

The tuition fee is $S0 per year, and is the only charge made by the School. Information as to
prizes and scholarships will be found in the annual catalogues.

Good board and lodging may be had from $t per week upwards.
