The Commonwealth totally
failed to show anything like an ade
quate motive for the commuussion of
agrime. The testimony for the
defense on this point showed that
the partics had been married only
sbout eic months ; that the prisoner’s|
treatipent of his wife bad been ani-
formly kind and affectionate, and
nothing approaching & quarrel was
sbown by the Commonwealth.
Aftor the examination of thirty-
three witnesses, the jury retarned a
verdict of not guilty.
