tomb's condition to Christ's
Hospital, Horsham. She left

£5,000 in 3 per cent, annuities to
the school, on condition that this
ceremony be performed every
year.

If her tomb is not inspected and
kept in good condition the money
should revert to the Foundling
Hospital.

£5 For Sermon
TPHE law to-day is against
* strange conditions in wills, but
for 150 years on August 12 the
ceremony has taken place as
regularly as grouse shooting used
to begin.

From Mr. G. Allen, clerk to
Christ's Hospital, I learn that she
left another legacy to provide the
Rector of Sutton with £5 yearly
for preaching a sermon, also on
grouse day, and the church-
wardens with £3 6s. 8d. each.

Although the sermon is no
longer preached, prayers are said
after the tomb has been opened.
Ten years ago the mouldering
coffins were put into new ones
and the tomb was repointed.
