Bruera Church, formerly Bniera Chapel or Churton-Heath

Chapel, stands on land reputed to be in the township

of Saighton, together with the glebe adjacent to the

church measuring about 15 statute acres, although the lie

of the land and the boundary lines suggest that it was

formerly included in the township of Churton Heath.

Bruera is a Low-Latin word meaning heathland, so that

it merely represents the original English form, which was

no doubt simply Heath.* A good deal of discussion has

taken place as to the origin of the name Churton Heath,

but it seems probable that it is a corruption of the form

common in early documents, Churchen Heath, meaning the

Church's heath, the en being the Anglo Saxon genitive

case, and the heathland in this neighbourhood belonging to

the Church of St. Werburgh in Chester, at some early date

a chapel was built at this spot.

The earliest specific reference is in a charter recited

\ in the Chartulary of St. Werburgh's Abbey (Harl. MS.,

J No. 1965, par. 496), a translation of which is as follows:

de Montalt." The name which fixes the date of this

charter is that of Ralph the Abbot, who reigned from

February, 1141, to November, 1157. Robert de Montalt

the hereditary Seneschal of the Earls of Chester, seems to

have succeeded to this office about 1140, and occurs in

charters of ante 1153 (Helsby's Ormeyod, vol. i, p. 25), so

that we shall probably not be far wrong if we date the

above-mentioned exchange as 1150. It will be seen that

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in this exchange reference is made to the holding of the

Church of Bruera under the monks by the grantor's father,

so that the document takes us back to the early years of

the twelfth century.

The Church seems to have been regularly served by

one of the assistant priests from St. Oswald's in Chester

down to the time of the dissolution of St. Werburgh's

Abbey. After the foundation of the see of Chester in 1541,

the duty was chiefly discharged, by the assistant clergy from

St. Oswald's, although occasionally the curates were resident.

The chapelry included the four townships of Churton-

Heath, Lea Newbold, Saighton, and Huntington, and about

1868* this district was constituted a separate parish,

endowed with the corn tithes of these four townships,

and with the glebe before-mentioned adjacent to the Church.

1733 John Wilkinson, and in 1738 Thomas Wrench.

with John Carmichael as Assistant Curate. Mr. Jack-
son was also Vicar of St. Oswald's, 1738-61, and of

Frees, 1741.

In 1747 Robert Whiston occurs as Assistant Curate

The first ^volume of the Registers is bound in rough

calf-covered boards, with brass clasps.

The Burials, 1662-1812, are written on 25 pages, and
are followed by the Marriages, purporting to cover the

period, 1665-1750, written on three pages. The Baptisms

begin at 1657, s^nd are written on 43 pages, commencing
at the reverse end of the volume. The first seven leaves

of the Baptisms are written on one side only.

Volume II consists of 92 leaves of parchment, and one

fly-leaf of paper, bound in strong rough calf-covered boards.

The Marriages (including a few entries of Banns of

Marriages) purport to be for the period 1754 to 1816, and
are written on 60 pages, equivalent to 30 leaves. The
rest of the book, 62 leaves are entirely blank.
