preface.

A TRANSCRIPT of the entries in the original Registers to 1812 was
"^^ made some years ago at the instigation of the late Dr. J. Jackson

Howard, F.S.A., Maltravers Herald Extraordinary, a former Treasurer

of this Society.

The same has been brought down to a later period, and carefully

revised by the Editor with the original Registers.

The following description and short particulars of the Church have

been compiled by the Rev. Thomas Bentham, M.A. Oxon, of Croydon,

Curate-in-charge of the Church from 1904 to 1912 :

—

'ST. MILDRED'S, BREAD STREET.

The date of the first building of St. Mildred's Church is not known,

but it seems probable that it was built and partly endowed by Lord

Trenchaunt of St. Albans, who was buried in the Church about a.d. 1300.

Near him was buried Sir John Shadworth, Lord Mayor a.d. 1401, who
gave to it a parsonage house, a revestry and churchyard.

So early as 1307, Henry, son of William de Arderne, gave, granted

and by his charter confirmed, for the maintenance of one Chaplain to

celebrate divine services in the Church of St. Mildred on Bread Street,

for his soul for ever, five marks and forty pence of quit rent from certain

tenements which formerly were of Robert de Turnay, in the Parish of

St. Lawrence in the Jewry, for ever.

The patron saint, St. Mildred, was the daughter of Merivaldus, Prince

of West Mercia. Her mother founded the Minster Abbey in the Isle of

Thanet, and she herself founded a new abbey in Thanet, of which she

became Abbess and where she died, a.d. 676. Her connection with the

City of London, so it is said, arose from the fact that she was in the

habit of sending large quantities of corn to the City by boat, and the

citizens of London would therefore hold her in grateful memory.

There is one event which is worth recording in the early history of the

Church. It is related that in Henry VIII. 's reign two priests quarrelled

and fought in the church, and the church was closed for one month, and

the two priests did penance in procession through the streets.

St. Mildred's shared the fate of many other churches in being burnt

down in the Great Fire of 1666. The only portions that remain of the

old building are the walls that support the floor of the present Church.

It was rebuilt by Wren and opened on March 23rd, 1683, at a cost of

£3705 13s. 6{d., and it is one of the most perfect specimens of Wren's

architecture. Pour groups of winged figures in the dome were removed
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in 1841, otherwise the church is very much the same as Wren left it. As
may be seen, the woodwork is very beautiful, the carvings round the

altarpieee. on the pulpit and sounding-board are of exceptional merit and

are attributed, though not with certainty, to Grinling Gibbons. The two

figures on the right and left of the altar are Moses and Aaron, and are

well painted, but the artist is unknown. The thing which makes the

Church specially interesting is its connection with Sir Nicholas Crisp

—

the " Nicky Crisp" who figures as one of the minor characters in Wh}rte

Melville's novel " Holmby House." He, as the monument over the vestry

door states, was a devoted and loyal servant of both Charles I. and

Charles II., in whose service he spent £100,000, only a small portion of

which was recovered. He was also instrumental in developing the trade

with Guinea. He gave to the Church, for the Service of the Lord's

Supper, two splendid silver flagons, which are still in use and are probably

now worth £1000 each. These with the other Church plate were

conveyed for safety to Hackney during the fire. The item for coach

hire is to be seen in Churchwardens' Accounts. He also erected in 1622

a splendid east window containing five lights. The subjects on the glass

were The Spanish Armada, Queen Elizabeth, The Gunpowder Plot, The
Plague of 1625, and the figures of himself with his wife and childreu.

He died in 1666 and his heart Avas buried in an urn beneath the image of

his beloved king, Charles I., at Hammersmith. He dwelt in a magnificent

house at Hammersmith, of which an account is given in Lysons'
" Environs," and on the site of which Brandenberg House was afterwards

built. Pepys, the diarist, mentions him in connection with a sluice

which Sir Nicholas proposed to construct at Deptford to hold 200 ships,

and on which scheme Pepys and other commissioners had to make a

report. His body was buried in the family vault at St. Mildred's on the

south side of the chancel. When the bodies were removed from beneath

the church in 1898, his stone coffin was discovered and opened and found

to contain a lead coffin roughly shaped to his likeness. A photograph of

the open coffin may be seen in the vestry. The body was re-interred at

Hammersmith and so joined to his heart. His helmet is placed under

the monument over the vestry door. The Church plate is ancient and

very fine, one large chalice of silver gilt being almost unique. The

Registers are very interesting, and date, with some gaps, from 1559. One
entry, which visitors always want to see, is the marriage of Shelley, the

poet, to Mary Godwin, Dec. 30th, 1816. And there is another interesting

entry not so often called for, viz., the marriage of Henry Cecil, afterwards

the Marquis of Exeter, to Sarah Hoggins, on 3 Oct. 1791, to which we owe

Tennyson's famous poem " The Lord of Burleigh." There are also the old

registers of St. Margaret Moses, a neighbouring church, which was destroyed

in the Great Fire and never rebuilt, the benefice being joined to that of

St. Mildred. The monuments in the present Church, apart from the

Crisp monument, are of no great interest. In the old church there were
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the monuments of Lord Trenchaunt 1300, William Palmer, "Blader"

(Corn Merchant), 1356, Sir John ffawlen, parson of the Church, who

rebuilt in 1485 the parsonage-house (which had been destroyed by fire

with the then parson and his man), Christopher Tumor, Surgeon to

Henry VIII. in 1530, Sir Ambrose Nicholas, Sir John Shadworth, Lord

Mayor of London 1401. The only things to be seen now that survived

the fire are the Registers, the plate, the helmet of Sir Nicholas Crisp,

probably the old figure of Time on the pulpit, and the cover of the font.

There is a complete list of Rectors from 1333 to the present time. The

most remarkable is Hugh Oldham, 1485, who afterwards became Bishop

of Exeter. What should interest those who come to this Church more

than anything else is, that on this spot, if not within these present walls,

with few interruptions the Service of Gcd has gone on for more than

600 years. The thought that so many generations of London citizens

with their wives and children have come here to worship God gives a

special sanctity to this holy place.'

The Registers are kept in an iron safe in the Vestry, with those of

St. Margaret Moses. Space has been saved in the printing of the

Registers by adopting uniformly the initial letters "s" and "d" to

indicate "son" and "daughter;" and the repetition of the formulas

" were baptized " or " married " or " buried " has also been avoided with

a similar result.

Anything within brackets thus [ ] will of course be understood

as explanatory interpolations by the Editor.

The first Register is written on parchment and the others on paper, and

are contained in six volumes, and for easy reference are identified as follows:

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preface.

A TRANSCRIPT of the entries in the original Registers to 1812 was
^^- made some years ago by the late Dr. J. Jacksou Howard, F.S.A.,

Malt-ravers Herald Extraordinary, a former Treasurer of the Society.

The Baptisms and Marriages have been brought down to 1837, and

the Burials to 1850, and carefully revised by the Editor with the original

Registers.

The following description and particulars of the Church have been

compiled by the Rev. Thomas Bentham, M.A. Oxon, of Croydon, Curate-

in-charge of the Church from 1904 to 1912 :—

<ST. MARGARET MOSES.

This Church was built in the twelfth century, and possibly owed its

peculiar name to some early benefactor of the name of Moses. The Saint

to whom the Church was dedicated was daughter of Edward the Exile of

England, and was afterwards Queen of Scotland, in which position she

did much iu the way of promoting the religious life of Scotland, and was

famous for her many charities. She died about 1067 in Edinburgh

Castle. The Church stood midway between the lower portions of Bread

Street and Friday Street, part of the site extending into what is now

Queen Victoria Street. According to Mr. Deputy White's book on " Old

City Churches," the living was given by Robert Fitzwalter, its founder,

to the Priory of St. Faith, Hersham, Norfolk, in fulfilment of a" vow

made to St. Faith for releasing himself and his wife Sibyl from prison,

into which they had been cast by thieves and robbers as they were

returning from a pilgrimage to Rome. The patronage in the time of

Edward III. passed to the Crown, which accounts for the fact that the

Lord Chancellor has two turns in the presentation of the living of

St. Mildred, Bread Street, to which the parish is now annexed. The

Church was destroyed in the Great Fire, and the site sold to the City,

the money being applied to the seating and decoration of St. Mildred's.

It is said that the figure of Time now on the pulpit of St. Mildred's is a



IV FllEFACE.

relic of St. Margaret Moses. The alms dish of the year 1631, now in use

at St. Mildred's, belonged to St. Margaret Moses. The Registers date

from the year 1559. In the library of St. Paul's there is a list of those

who died of the plague in the Parish of St. Margaret Moses. A fine old

book of Churchwardens' Accounts, recently rediscovered and restored by

the Record Office, exists, and covers the years 1547—1597, the most

interesting period in English Church History, and there are occasional

items in it which shew how the changes under Edward VI., Mary and

Elizabeth affected the worship and ornamentation and furniture of the

Church. In it appear frequently the names of John Brightwise and

Thomas Griffiths as pensioners. Probably, as Mr. White suggests, they

were ex-Chantry Priests. According to those accounts the parish pump
and the clock seem to have required much attention. The following

inscriptions were to be seen in the old church :

—

Pray for the sowlys of Michael Forcase and Mary hys wyf

And in the worship of God and our Ladie for theyr

Paders and Moders wyth the sowlys of al Christen

Of your charitie say a Pater Noster and an Ave Maria.

Body I Mary Pawson ly below sleeping

Sowle, I Mary Pawson sit above waking

Both we hope to meet again.

There was a monument to Sir John Allott, Lord Mayor and Mayor of

the Staple of England, who died during his Mayoralty September 15, 1591.

There is an account by Maclyn in his Diary of the burial of Master

Burse, one of the Masters of Christ's Hospital and a Skinner, who was

buried in St. Margaret Moses on January 30, 1559-60. The funeral was

attended by the masters of the company in their livery, and " 20 clarkes

synging and he gaff a xii mantyll frys gownes to vi men and vi women,
and thes did preche master I veil, the new byshope of Salysbury and he

did say playnly that there was no purgatore and after to hys howse to

diner and ther was xvi momers in blake gownes and coltes."

He also records the funeral of Lady Dobbes, wife of Sir Richard

Dobbes, Mayor in 1552, which was accompanied by a herald of arms,

pennon of amies and iii dozen and h'f Skoychons, 20 good blake gowns

were given to 20 poor women, xi blake gowns to men and women, Clerkes

sang and Richardson preched.

The inventory made in Edward VI. 's reign of plate and ornaments

and vestments shews that St. Margaret Moses was richly supplied in those

respects.
