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The Royal Council met in Charleston on 5 May 1772 to receive petitions from settlers praying for warrants of survey. LeRoy Hammond added John Hammond's name to the list; John was granted 500 acres of land which later became the center of Campbelltown and Mt. Airy.  LeRoy Hammond, a deputy Surveyor, signed his name to the official record (above). The plat identifies a road leading to Hammond's Landing. LeRoy Hammond, a Whig, acted as an agent for the Royal Government by signing this land over to his Whig nephew.  When the Royal Governor, Rt. Hon. Leslie Montague, found out what had happened, the Hammonds were 130 miles away on the banks of the Savannah Riger and South Carolina was at war with England.
