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Bromfielfc TRegisters.

Bromfield is a parish about three miles north-west from Ludlow, in

the diocese of Hereford, archdeaconry and rural deanery of Ludlow, and

hundred of Munslow. Its area is 6232 acres, and the population in 1891

was 546, and in 1901, 625. In 1676 the population must have been larger

than it is now, for there were 300 conformists and 8 papists in Bromfield,

above the age of sixteen, and no nonconformists. Lord Windsor is the

lord of the manor of Bromfield, the principal landowner, and patron of

the living.

The Parish Register Abstract, 1831, gives this account of the Bromfield

Registers:—"Bromfield V. No. I., Register 1559—1617, defective, trans-

cribed in part to No. II., 1559—1685. No. III., 1691—1731. No. IV.,

(Parchment) 1732—1812. Nos. V. and VI., Banns, 1755— 1812; marr.,

1807— 1812.

This is not quite accurate. All the volumes of Register except No. I.

are of parchment ; Nos. I. and II. are each of them transcripts, made

apparently, in 1603 or thereabouts, of not quite the same series of entries,

and whereas No. I. begins "A true coppy of the Register Booke," etc.,

No. II. is headed " A true Register." ete. The latter has accordingly

been taken as the text to be transcribed, the variations presented by No. I.

in the period 1559— 1601 and 1615—1617, being noted at the foot of the

page. These last entries appear to be of the nature of rough notes, which

however furnish some information not perpetuated in the completed entry.

No. V. contains not only Banns, but the marriages from 1755—1806.

The only gaps in the register are:—July 4th, 1667—October 8th, 1669,

and February 20th, 1685—April 12th, 1691. In the first case the register

has not been kept, but two pages are left blank, with a note by John Slade,

(inducted October 8th, 1669), that " this space was left unfilled by

Mr. Maurice." The second gap occurs at the end of No. III.; the register

appears to have been kept, but not in any book that remains; some of

the missing years have been supplied from the Diocesan Transcripts at

Hereford, and are distinguished by square brackets.

Henry Maurice, referred to above, and Vicar 1661—1669, was in some

respects the most notable of the Vicars of Bromfield. A man of strong

Puritan opinions, he nevertheless "conformed" at Bromfield in 1662, but

afterwards falling into bad health, and his conscience troubling him for

this matter, he resigned the living and retired to Church Stretton. (See

Calamy's Nonconformist's Memorial, vol. III., pp. 159— 162.)

Entries of special interest in the Registers are :—

1632, March 22. "A licence to eat flesh" granted to Sir Charles Foxe

(who died in November, 1634).

1646. " About the midd. of May nine Souldiers were buried." These

were doubtless the bodies of men killed in the fighting round

Ludlow, which resulted in the capture of that place by the

Parliamentary forces in May of this year.

1655. "An intent of marriage published three severall Lord's Daies";

presumably a Puritan substitute for banns.

A remarkable feature of the Register is the extraordinary number of

"foreign" marriages, i.e., in which neither party was a parishioner,

celebrated during the years 171 8—1746, during the incumbency of Frederick

Cornewall. This is especially marked during the latter part of this period,

the year 1743 containing as many as 42 of these marriages, whereas the

ordinary yearly average is only 3 or 4. There seems to have been some

special attraction at this time about Bromfield, or perhaps its Vicar, since

we find that these foreign marriages cease at once after Mr. Cornewall's

death.

The following list of Vicars is painted up in the Vestry of Bromfield

Church, an example which might with advantage be followed everywhere.

The chief family commemorated is that of Foxe, the grantee of the

Priory at the Dissolution, and that of the Herberts, tc whom the property

passed by inheritance, and who resided first at Bromfield, and afterwards

at Oakly Park.
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The following forms part of some notes read at a recent visit of the

Cambrian Archaeological Association, and printed in Arckaologia Cambnnsis

April, 1899:

—

"The Church of St. Mary the Virgin, Bromfield, was of importance in

very early times, being mentioned in Domesday Book, as endowed with

lands in Bromfield and elsewhere, though the entries are confused with

those relating to St. Mary's, Shrewsbury. Here was a college of twelve

canons secular, who in 11 55 affiliated themselves to the great Benedictine

Monastery of St. Peter's Gloucester ; and henceforward Bromfield, as a

cell of this house, ceases to have any separate existence, until the time of

the Dissolution, when, in 1538, it came into the King's hands. In 1557

it was granted to Charles Foxe of Ludlow, who pulled down the monastic

buildings and erected a house for himself on the south side of the church,

including in it the present chancel, which was the monks' choir, the nave

serving as the parish church. This house was burnt down about the

middle of the seventeenth century, when the then owner, Richard Herbert,

removed to Oakly Park and restored the chancel to its original use

re-roofing it in 1658, the present coved ceiling being added, or at least

decorated, in 1672. The church underwent a partial restoration in 1S44,

and in 1890 was restored in a most satisfactory manner under the direction

of Mr. C. Hodgson Fowler, F.S.A., and mainly at the cost of the patron.

Lord Windsor. During this work, the plaster ceiling was removed from

the nave, open oak seats substituted for the pews, and organ-chamber and

vestry added, the north wall of the aisle re-built, and two fresh windows

inserted in the south wall of the chancel, and a new west window inserted.

The church at present consists of a nave, chancel, north aisle, and

north-west tower ; but that it was originally of larger extent is evidenced

by the Norman arch now blocked up in the east wall, and another opening

into the present organ-chamber. These show us that the original church

was probably cruciform, with the chancel lying to the east of the present,

and a north transept on the ground now occupied by the organ-chamber.

Whether there was a south transept and tower at the crossing is uncertain,

though probable. The nave extended probably as far west as at present,

as there are remains of a Norman window in the north wall, where the

east wall of the tower abuts against it. This tower dates from early in

the thirteenth century, with a small addition to its height of late Decorated

date, and is a very massive and good specimen of Early English

architecture. The lower portion serves as a porch, and has a plain and

very large arch on its outer face, and a smaller and more ornate doorway

leading into the church. About the time of the erection of the tower,

the chancel and north transept appear to have either fallen or been taken

down, doubtless owing to the foundations being rendered insecure by the

river Onny, which flows close under this part. The monks then built up

the arches opening into chancel and transept, inserting a piscina in the
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filling of the former, and established their choir in the space of the old

crossing. To compensate possibly for the loss of space thus occasioned

in the nave (the parishioners' part), the north aisle was added, c. 1260.

The arcade separating it from the nave, though only of two bays, is of

remarkably good effect from the boldness and just proportions of its details.

In 1658, as already stated, the choir was restored to the church, and a

new roof was put on, ornamented similarly to the nave with shields of

arms recording the alliances, etc., of the Herberts. Fourteen years later,

the present wonderful ceiling was put up, which has been described as

"the best specimen of the worst period of ecclesiastical art." The painter,

T. Francis, who has signed and dated his work, received £y for doing

this, and otherwise decorating the chancel. From 1658 also probably dates

the east window, now blocked, which presents an interesting and peculiar

instance of seventeenth-century Gothic. A relic of the secular occupation

of this part of the church is to be seen in the window above, an ordinary

three-light domestic window of sixteenth- or seventeenth-century date.

The font is a plain bowl with necking below, apparently of the

fourteenth century.

During the 1890 restoration various fragments of interest were found,

including a Norman standing piscina, now set up close to the vestry-door,

and a slab with rudely-formed cross in relief, which may have formed

part of the tympanum of an early Norman door.

Of the monastic buildings, the only remains are the gate-house, a

building of uncertain date, the lower part of stone, the upper of timber

;

and the Abbey Mill, on the opposite side of the Teme, near the bridge

leading to Oakly Park."

Antiquities of Shropshire, vol. v., and Shropshire Archaeological Society's

Transactions, 2nd Series, vol. x. ; and for a minute architectural description

of the Church, Cranage's Churches of Shropshire, part II., pp. 70—76.

The Register is kept in English throughout, and contains no single

illegible entry. It has been transcribed by the Rev. W. G. Clark-Maxwell,

F.S.A., who has also collated the proof-sheets, as they passed through

the press, with the assistance of the Rev. Prebendary Selwyn, the present

Vicar. Lord Windsor, President of the Society, has most generously paid

the expense of printing the Register and the Index.

Of the Parish Registers of Greete only two volumes exist. The
earliest commences April 5, 1728, and ends April 26, 1812. It

contains 20 leaves of parchment, bound in leather, with tooled edges,

and is 113 inches by 7 inches. It is in good condition throughout,

but the ink is pale in some places. It gives baptisms, burials, and

marriages till 1754, afterwards births and burials only. Inside the

cover, at the beginning, is written :
" Mr. Francis Edwardes,

Rector of Greet, has left by will 10/. for ever to the parish of Greet,

with this Intent, that the Interest may be given to the Poor of the

Parish. He died Xstmas, 1767."

Scrawled below is :— " Richd. and Will. Yapp.

Mr. Josh. Renshaw,
New Street,

Coventry."

" Mr. Richard Yapp of Greet." There is also a note of some
entries of the Smith family, 1756 to 1782, copied from the register.

(William Smith was Curate from 1767 to 1791, and is buried at

Greete.)

The second volume is a small book of paper leaves, bound in

white vellum, and measuring SJ inches by 6J inches. It contains

marriages from 1754 to 1812, and is all in MS., and not the usual

printed form of marriage register.

The Parish Register Abstract of 1837 gives this account:—
" Greet R. One Register Book, 1728 to 1812."

The earlier part of the Register here printed, extending from
1663 to 1728, is copied from the Bishop's Transcript at Hereford,

by Mr. T. C. Bradley, Registry Clerk, and by permission of Mr.
H. C. Beddoe, Deputy Registrar. The years 1664, 1669 and 1698

are missing.

Greete is a small parish in Shropshire, two miles N.W. of

Tenbury, up a steep, narrow road leading on to the Clee Hills— it

is in Overs Hundred, Burford Rural Deanery, Tenbury Union, and
Hereford Diocese. In 1S24 it contained 14 houses and the popula-
tion was only 72. In 1891 (after the addition to Greete, in 1884, of

Stoke, a township in Whitton parish) the population numbered 178;
in 1901, 141. The acreage is 1,638 of land and 6 of water. In 1676,

Greete had 50 inhabitants above the age of 16, all " conformists,"
with no papists or nonconformists.
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The old Manor House, Greete Court, stands close to the

Church, and is now occupied as a farm-house. Mrs. Baldwyn

Childe, in her " Notes on Houses round Tenbury," writes of it :
" It

is an unusually unaltered specimen of the smaller manor houses

of the time of Elizabeth and James I. It is built of brick, and has

the remains of a moat. The basement storey contains the great

fire-place for burning' logs of wood, with a huge hewn oaken beam
supporting the chimney. In the same apartment is the open base

of a hiding-place, which follows the shaft of the great chimney-

stack. A small window lights it from outside, and tradition states

that Charles Edward once took refuge in it. The original oak

staircase from top to bottom of the house, and the undivided attic

floor, open to the roof, remain. The curious table on which the

tailors made the home-made garments is still there. Some of the

windows, now bricked up, show traces of wooden mullions."

The early owners of Greete (sometimes spelt Greote, sometimes

Grete, or Greet) took their name from the place and held under the

Barons of Burford. Many of the old title deeds, some of 13th

century date, are still in existence (now at Netley). In 1358 it had
passed by marriage from the de Greetes to the Lockardes, and the

marriage of Elizabeth Lockarde, in 1548, to William Foxe, brought

Greete to that family (members of which were Sheriffs, 1583 and

1598). William Foxe, in 1587, bequeaths .£30 to the poor of Greete.

In 1630. Thomas Foxe, the then owner, sold Greete for ^700, " to

Thomas Edwardes, and Mary his w'ife." It still remains in the

Edwardes family, with the Manor and Advowson. Sir Thomas
Edwardes, created a Baronet by Charles I., in 1644, resided at

Greete during the later years of his life.

The Church is a very small one, of rubble stone. It consists of

chancel, nave, bell turret and south porch, and seats 100 people.

It is dedicated to St. James, and dates from the late 12th or early

13th century. The West end, with narrow Early English light, is

the oldest part. There is a very pretty double-light window in the

North wall of the nave, with wooden mullion and tracery, 15th or

early 16th century. Mr. Cranage in Shropshire Churches quotes it

as " an unusually perfect specimen." At the East end, the sedilia

and piscina are joined to the East window—an interesting example

of this arrangement. The porch, South door, chancel arch, and

roof were renewed and modernized in 1856, and the small spire

replaced by a bell-turret. The present East window was put up in

1S76, by the tenants, to the memory of W. J. Hope-Edwardes, elder

brother of the present owner, Colonel H. J. Hope-Edwardes of

Netley. Eyton thus mentions " Greet Church or Chapel " and its

early Incumbents :
— " The advowson was sometime in the patronage

of the Lords of Greet, as distinct from the Seignoral Lords, the

Barons of Burford. Philip de Thongland, Fermor of Greet in 1225,

was a Clerk, and, in fact, the Incumbent of Greet Chapel . . .
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In 1 29 1 we find the Church of Greet, in Burford Deanery, valued

as under £4, but as if independent of Burford Church. The Valor

of 1535 gives Grete as a Rectory held by John Pratte, and worth

.£5 in giebe and tithes. Archdeacon's Synodals (iod.) were the

only charge on the income." He proceeds: "The following

Incumbents of Greet have come under my notice :

In the archives of the Star Chamber is an account of a charge
" for denying Xian burial to William Foxe, gent., deceasd at

Burford, and taking him out of his grave and carrying him to

Greete, 2 miles, on a cart—the Church of Greete being interdicted

for burial." This took place in 1630. Finally the parishioners

buried him at Greete, and Sir Thomas Cornewall declared they

should answer for it in the Star Chamber.

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Bedstone TRegisters.

Bedstone is a small parish lying between Clungunford and

Bucknell, in the hundred of Purslow, rural deanery of Clun, arch-

deaconry of Ludlow, and diocese of Hereford. Its area is 754

acres. In 1S91 the population was 162, whilst in 1901 it was 137.

At the Domesday Survey Bctietctunc was a manor of two hides,

and was held by Picot de Say under Earl Roger de Montgomery,

the sub-tenant being Fulco. From Fulco it passed to the family

of Jay, who continued lords of the manor and patrons of the rectory

until the reign of Henry VII., when it came by descent to the

Irelands of Albrighton. It afterwards came to the Bennett family,

and was purchased in 1879 by Sir Henry William Ripley, 1st Bart.,

in whose family it is still vested.

The Parish Register Abstract of 1837 gives this account of the

Registers :— " Bedstone R. No. I., Bap., Bur., 1719— 1768; Mar.,

1719— 1755. No. II., Bap., Bur., 1769—1812. No. III., Mar.,

1756— 1810."

This is substantially acurate. The first volume measures 12

inches by 7, and contains 11 parchment leaves. The second volume

measures 14 inches by 8, and contains 10 parchment leaves. The
third volume is the usual printed Register of Banns and Marriages,

of which only 6 leaves are filled. The earlier Registers have long

since been lost.

The Church of St. Mary is a very old foundation. It was

anciently a Free Chapel, in the gift of the lord of the manor. The
present building consists of chancel, spire, and western bell-turret

surmounted by a shingled spire. The walls are Norman, and there

is Norman work visible in the round-headed windows in the north

wall of the chancel and south wall of the nave, and in the semi-

circular chancel-arch with its plain chamfered impost. The bowl
of the font is probably of the late Norman period, though it stands

on a new base. The west wall of the church has been partially

rebuilt, and now ends in buttresses. The church underwent
"restoration" in 1851, and again in 1879.

In 1291 the rectory was valued at £2 per annum. In 1534 it

was estimated at £4 per annum, and in 1662 at .£4 13s. 4d. In

1676 there were 53 Conformists in the parish of Bedstone, no
Papists and no Nonconformists.

The patronage of the rectory seems to have passed from the
Irelands to the Sneades, about the middle of the eighteenth century,
and from them to the Browns, Mrs. J. H. Brown being the present
patron.

Middleton Scriven, formerly Middleton, was a Saxon town
between certain other localities not now known, hence its name.
It is a small Parish, about five miles south-west from Bridgnorth,

in the Hundred of Stottesdon, Rural Deanery of Bridgnorth, Arch-
deaconry of Ludlow, and Diocese of Hereford. The area is 802

acres, and the population in 1903 was 93.

At the Domesday Survey, Rainald the Sheriff held Middleton
of Earl Roger, and Alcher and Albert held it of Rainald. These
continued two distinct Manors, held under the Barony of Fitzalan.

One was called Fitz Aer's Manor, and came to the Hydes ; the

other was called Fitz Albert's or Rossall Manor, and came to the

Roshales

There was a Church here in 1291, which was worth .£4, and

so was not taxable. In 1534, it was worth the same. The present

Church of St. John the Baptist was entirely rebuilt about 1845, by

the Rev. Dr. Rowley, then Rectoj and Lord of the Manor, and
Headmaster of Bridgnorth Grammar School. It consists of chancel,

nave with south porch, and a double bell-gable. There is a modern
font with an antique appearance, and a Greek inscription, which

was presented by Archdeacon Hobhouse. In the pulpit and reading

desk are inserted some panels of late Perpendicular work.

The patronage of the Rectory has frequently changed hands.

In the fourteenth century, it was vested in the Mortimers. In

1626, Richard Barker presented. In 1664, Edward Briggs was
patron; in 1716, Thomas Randolph; and in 1738, John Bawdewyn.
It then passed to the Rowley family, and continued with them about

a hundred years. Thomas Walker, who died 10 Dec, 1887,

presented in 1866; and the present patron is Henry Attlee, Esq.

A religious census taken in 1676, shows that there were at

Middleton Scriven 251 Conformists above the age of 16, 1 Papist.

and 1 Nonconformist. A return of Church Goods taken in May,

'553. gives under " Myddelton . . . too bells of accord and a

chalice wth. a patent of sylver."

Volume I. consists of 17 parchment leaves, 12 inches by si

inches, in a parchment cover with a flap. Outside the cover are

these words :
" Repaireing, Three shillings & Six pence." Parts of

the pages have been cut off for the sake of the parchment ; and
some entries are evidently missing. In places the pages are

stained. Volume II. is the ordinary printed form of Marriage
Register, and is a paper book in a parchment cover, most of which

has been cut off. Only 17 entries are filled, and these extend from

1755 to 1S11.

It is stated in Kelly's "Directory of Shropshire that a copy of

an earlier Register, 1660 — 1729, is preserved at the College of Arms.
In the Bishop's transcripts at Hereford, most of the missing entries

from 1660 could no doubt be found.

There are no very important entries in the Registers ; but the

families of Bitterley, Giles, Overton, Rowley, and Wellings have
" Mr." prefixed to their names.

The present transcript was made by Mr. T. R. Horton, and
was collated with the Registers by the Rev. W. G. D. Fletcher,

F.S.A., who has also seen the proof-sheets through the press. It

is here printed by the kind permission of the Rev. Simmonds
Attlee, the present Rector.

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The Parishes of Deuxhill and Glazeley were united at an early

date, when they were combined is not known, certainly as early as

1535, and perhaps much earlier. They are in the Hundred of

Stottesdon, Rural Deanery of Bridgnorth, Archdeaconry of Ludlow,

and Diocese of Hereford.

Deuxhill is a small Parish of 481 acres, about four miles south-

west from Bridgnorth. At the Domesday Survey, Dehocsele was

held by the Church of Wenlock, which continued to hold it until

the Reformation. It was attached to Stottesdon Hundred in the

time of Henry I., but in the time of Richard I. it was included in

the new Liberty of Wenlock. The Church of Deuxhill was founded

as early as 1115, by the Clunide monks of Wenlock. There was a

church still standing here in 1S51, built of rubble stone, and

consisting of nave and chancel, and a small turret with one bell.

Over the porch was the date 1688. This church was pulled down
within the last thirty years, all that now remains being a portion

of the north wall, with a 14th or 15th century window. The
population of Deuxhill in 1903 was 49.

Glazeley is less than a mile from Deuxhill, it is about 35 miles

south-west from Bridgnorth, and its area is 639 acres, the popula-

in 1901 being 42. Its name is probably derived from the British

Glas-lle, meaning green place. At the Domesday Survey, Rainald

the Sheriff held Gleslei of Earl Roger de Montgomery, and Azo
held it of Rainald. It afterwards passed to the family of Le
Strange, under the Barony of Fitz Alan ; and the family of Pierre-

point, afterwards called de Glazeley, held it under le Strange.

There was probably a church at Glazeley in the nth century,

as Domesday Book mentions a priest there. In 1851 the church
was a brick building, consisting of nave and chancel. The present

church of St. Bartholomew was erected in 1875, on the site of the

old church, in the early Decorated style, and consists of nave and
south porch, and chancel with organ-chamber and vestry on the

north side. There is a fine brass, with effigies of Thomas Wylde,
Esq., who died in 1599, and his wife Elizabeth Cooke, with four

sons and two daughters. There is also a tablet to Edward Wilde,

1695.

John Wylde, Sergeant-at-Law, of an ancient Worcestershire

family, which had possessed Eudon Burnell and the advowson of

Chetton since 1561, was patron of the Rectory in 1637; and the

patronage continued a considerable time in his family. In 1759,

the Rev. C. E. Wylde, then Rector, united the Rectories of Glazeley
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and Deuxhill with that of Chetton, and they have since been held

tog-ether. In 179S, the patronage was vested in Valentine Vickers
and others. In 1851, Thomas Whitmore Wylde Browne, of The
Woodlands, was Lord of the Manor of Glazeley. The present lord

and patron of the Rectory is T. M. Southwell, Esq., of Bridgnorth.

The value in the King's Books is ,£4 12s. 4d. In 1676, there were
in Glazeley and Deuxhill 34 Conformists above the age of 16, no
Papists and no Nonconformists. In May, 1553, there were at

Glazeley " Two bells of accord and a chalyce wt. a patent of sylver

bytwen them and Deuxyll."

IV., Mar., 1768— 1812." This account is substantially correct.

Volume I. is a small parchment book, not in good condition.

It contains entries between 1654 and 1720 in this order:— 171S—
1720, 1660— 1668, 1654— 1659, 1694— 1717. Volume II. contains 9

parchment leaves, 73 inches by 5J inches, in a parchment cover,

and extends from 1736 to 1769. Volume III. contains 13 parchment
leaves, S inches by 5! inches, in a stiff parchment cover with flap.

At the end are entries of six baptisms at Loton in the years 1S04

and 1S05. Volume IV. is the usual printed form of Marriage

Register, on paper, 14J inches by gi inches, in parchment cover

with flap. It contains entries of 23 marriages and 2 banns, between

1768 and 1 812. The last three volumes are well written and in

good condition throughout.

There are no very important entries in the Registers. In the

earliest volume, the families of VVylde, Hensloe, Kynnersley, Cole,

Spencer, Wheeler, and Hassold are termed "esq." or "gent."

The present transcript was made by Mr. T. R. Horton, and

it was collated with the Registers by the Rev. W. G. D. Fletcher,

F.S.A., who has also seen the proof-sheets as they passed through

the press. It is now printed by kind permission of the Rev. James
Shepherd, the present Rector of Deuxhill and Glazeley.

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The village of Habberley lies some g£ miles south-west from
Shrewsbury. It is in the diocese of Hereford, archdeaconry of
Ludlow, rural deanery of Pontesbury, and hundred of Ford. The
acreage is 804 acres, and the population in 1901 was no. It is

bounded by the parishes of Pontesbury on the north, Church Pulver-
batch on the east, and Minsterley, once a chapelry of Westbury, on
the west, while on the south it touches Worthen. Entries in the
registers are frequently marked "parish of Westbury" or "parish
of Worthen," or in several places simply "p. W.," which seems to

mean the parish of Westbury, not of Worthen. Habberley was
originally a member of the manor of Minsterley, which in 1086 was
held under Earl Roger de Montgomery by Roger Fitz-Corbet. It

had been a royal manor of the Saxon kings, and Marsley in Hab-
berley parish is thought to be the "Marsetlie" to which the bur-
gesses of Shrewsbury were bound to accompany the king when he
went thither to hunt.

Habberley was early held under the Corbets of Caus by members
of the family of De Arundel, who retained it till the close of the 13 th
century, when it passed with an heiress to the Corbets of Wattles-
borough and Moreton Corbet. The Corbet estates passed in turn
to the De Burgh family, and on their partition among four co-
heiresses, Habberley was part of the share of Elizabeth de Burgh,
wife of Thomas Mvtton, of Shrewsbury, with whose descendants
it remained till 1846, when it was bought by Mr. William Hanbury
Sparrow. It is now the property of Mr. Heighway Jones, who is

lord of the manor and patron of the rectory.

The Parish Register Abstract of 1837 gives this account of the
Parish Registers of Habberley :— "Habberley R. No. i, ii, Registers
1670-1790. No. iii, Bap. Bur., 1791-1812. No. iv, Marr., 1751-1812."
This account is not quite accurate, for though the first page begins
in 1670, the earliest Register really commences in 1598. Several pages
have been inserted and the entries now do not run consecutively.
There are two gaps in the middle of the 17th century (from 1618 to

1627 and from 1630 to 1670), but apparently some pages have dis-
appeared in comparatively modern days, as extracts exist from years
not now in the register book. The first Register extends to 1736.
It is a volume containing 23 parchment leaves, size 10J- by 5 inches,
in a brown leather cover. The second Volume contains entries of
Baptisms and Burials from 1736 to 1791, and of Marriages to
1753. It consists of 11 parchment leaves, 13 by 7 inches, in a
parchment cover. The third Volume is a parchment book, of which
only 8 leaves are filled, 13 by o inches, in a leather cover. On the
cover was printed "Parish of Pulverbatch", but the word "Pulver-
batch" has been crossed out, and "Habberley" written over in ink.
The Register, which contains entries of Baptisms and Burials from
1792 to 1812, isheaded :

— "Habberlev Parish Register 1792." The
fourth Volume is the usual printed Marriage Register, and extends
from 17^4 to 1812. There are also some early books of Church-
wardens' Accounts still in existence.
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In the Condover register a long document is inserted giving an
account of an exchange of glebe land at Habberley, in which
mention is made of Parson Norgrave and Parson Cooper, and Mr.
Thomas Mytton's steward "Bayly Hincks." The document is

undated, but speaks of the exchange having taken place some 58
years before, in the time of Richard Norgrave, parson of Habberley,
and Mr. Richard Mytton, lord of the Manor. The next parson, John
Cooper, was unjustly obliged by the Steward to pay rent for the
land, and owing to the death in London of Thomas Mytton, could
obtain no redress of the wrong. His successor, Thomas Cooper,
brought the matter before Richard, the son of Thomas Mytton, and
his widowed mother, Rebecca. William Owen, parson of Pontes-
bury, upheld the claim of the church, but no clue is given as to the
final settlement of the matter. Thomas Mytton died in 1656. having
apparently left Habberley in consequence of the troubles of the Civil

Wars. He was one of the best known of the Parliamentary generals,
but not one of the most advanced politicians. An eminent member
of the Mytton family made Habberley his home in the first half of

the iSth century, and lies buried under the Communion Table of the

Church. This was William Mytton the antiquary, who made large

MS. collections for a history of Shropshire. He was the second
surviving son of Richard Mytton of Halston, Sheriff of Shropshire
in 1686, by his wife Arabella, daughter of Sir John Houbion, Lord
Mayor of London. He died 8th September, 1746, aged 50, and was
buried here on the 10th.

Habberley Hall is a fine half-timbered building, over the porch of

which was formerly the inscription : "This hous builded as you see
A.D. 1593 by W.L." W.L. is probably William Leighton. fourth
son of Sir Edward Leighton of Wattlesburgh, Sheriff in 1568, and
Anne Dorell (or Dayrell), his wife. The Right Worshipful Mistress
Anne Leighton, buried at Habberley in 161 5, was probably his

mother.

The Purslows, who are among the very few families described as
gentry in the register, were of Hogstow, in Minsterley parish.

The Church of Habberley is first mentioned in the 13th century,
but it probably existed earlier. It was apparently a chapelry of
Minsterley, which is thought to have been the site of a Saxon
Collegiate Church, transferred later to Westbury, and with
Minsterley. Habberley became associated with the latter foundation.
The present Church of St. Marv. is a small building of stone
in the Early English style of architecture, and consists of

chancel and nave, with western bell-turret. It was new-roofed
and repaired in 1864. On the north side of the chancel is a
small lean-to building now used as a vestry, which may have
erected for a chantry. On the south side is an aumbrey. Near
the entrance door are a large number of deeply incited arrow
marks. The stained glass in the east window was inserted by
Mr. Frederick Turton Sparrow, in 1868. He died 20th March,
1887, and was buried in the churchyard.

The patronage of the rectory belonged to the Corbets in the 14th

century, and afterwards to the De Burghs. From them it passed to

the Myttons. and remained in that family till 1846. when it was
purchased by William Hanbury Sparrow. Mr. Heighway Jones is

now patron. The value of the rectory in the King's Books is

.£4 os. 2d. per annum.

Cardeston is a parish about 6J miles west from Shrewsbury, on the road
from Shrewsbury to Welshpool, in the hundred of Ford, diocese of Hereford,
archdeaconry of Ludlow, and rural deanery of Pontesbury. Its area is

2,400 acres, and the population in 1901 was 259. Since 1886, Cardeston has
been united with Alberbury for civil purposes, by order of the Local Govern-
ment Board, but the ecclesiastical parishes remain distinct.

At the Domesday Survey, Roger fitz Corbet held Cartistune of Earl Roger
de Montgomery, and Gislebert held it under him. Gislebert's estate soon
passed to the Corbets of Wattlesborough, and before 1255 Cardeston and
Loton had been annexed to the fee of Wattlesborough, and became part of

the great Barony of Caus. The estate descended from the Corbets to the

Mawddwys, from them to the Burghs, and from them to the Leightons by the

marriage of John Leighton, Sheriff of Salop in 1468, with Ankaret, second
daughter and co-heiress of Sir John de Burgh. The Leightons have ever since

been lords of the manor of Cardeston. Wattlesborough Castle, which was
erected in Norman times, has been the residence of all these families until the

year 1712, when Sir Edward Leighton moved his residence to Loton. His
stepmother Jane, Lady Leighton, however, continued to live there until

her death. It is now occupied as a farmhouse.

Cardeston Church, which existed at least as early as the 13th century, was
perhaps originally a dependency of Alberbury Church. At a later date, in

some unrecorded way, the Abbot and Convent of Wigmore held the advowson,

and they presented the rectors from 1275 until the dissolution of that house,

on the nomination of the lords of the fee,—the Corbets of Wattlesborough,

—

who were the real patrons. In 1526 they presented the nominee of John
Leighton. In 1547 the King presented, on the nomination of Richard
Leighton. In 1563, and ever since, the Leightons have presented to the

rectory. The Abbot of Wigmore commuted his right of patronage for a pension

of 8s., which is still represented by an annual sum of 8s. iod., which is paid by
the rectors of Cardeston, under the name of a Fee-farm Crown-rent. The
value of the rectory in glebe and tithes was worth £3 6s. 8d. per annum, at the

Valor of 1534-5.

In 1 341 Cardeston was assessed to the Ninth as a distinct parish ; in 1547,

it is called a rectory or free chapel ; in 1563, it is styled " capella curata sive

ecclesia parochialis "
; and in 1570, a parish church. The present church of

St. Michael was rebuilt in 1749, and consisted of nave and chancel, with a
bell turret. On the west wall of the Church is a stone with this inscription :

—

" Rebuilt with the assistance of generous Benefactors, 1749, John Gittins."

The money was found through a Church rate. In 1844, the building was
restored, the present octagonal embattled western tower was erected, and
windows of the perpendicular type were inserted, at the cost of Sir Baldwin
Leighton, 7th Bart., and Lady Leighton. £500 of this was given by Lady
Leighton, as part of the proceeds of the sale of a print taken from an original

miniature of the " Ladies of Llangollen." On the gallery beam, uuderneath
the plaster, was this date:

—" 1678 R.T." The length of the Church was
45 feet 3 inches, and its breadth 14 feet 4 inches ; the length of the chancel

being 13 feet 4 inches, and the breadth 11 feet 1 inch. In 1905 the Church,
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which had fallen into a bad state, was completely and judiciously restored.

A new roof, oak screen, and pulpit were added, and a vestry and church-yard
wall were built, and a stained glass window placed in the Church, at the cost

of about £1,000. A 13th century round-headed window, which had been built

up, was discovered in the south wall of the chancel, and opened out. The
font, which is an octagonal structure with circular basin, dates from the

14th or 15th centary. The Communion Table is Jacobean ; and a chest in

the tower is dated 1703. The bell has the initials R.D. C.W., and date 1700.

A large plate, or paten, has this extraordinary inscription :
— '

' The gift of

Eliz. Turner for the use of Carson Church for ever, 1733. Curse on them that

use it for any other use." The donor was buried under the altar of the
Church on 19 July, 1747. The present rectory was built 1830—40. The
old rectory stood near the Church, and was converted into cottages.

The Pariah Register Abstract of 183 1 contains the following account of the
Cardeston Registers :

—

" Cardiston R. No. I. Bap., Bur., Mar., 1706—1740. No. II., Bap. 1741

—

1808, Bur. 1741—1747, Marr. 1741—1750. No. III., Bap. 1808—1812.

No. IV., Marr. 1756—1812. Burials at Alberbury since 1747." This
description of the Registers is correct. There was an earlier Register, now
lost, a few extracts from which have been preserved and are here given.

Vol. I. consists of 1 1 parchment leaves, size 1 5 by 8 inches, in a vellum
cover, on which is inscribed " Cardeston Register, Number I." The entries

are mostly in Latin until 1734, after that in English. It is beautifully written,

until 1729 in the handwriting of the Rev. Samuel Smith, and is in excellent

condition.

Vol. II. contains 29 parchment leaves, size 13 by 8 inches, in a vellum
cover. The entries are in English, and the Register is well written and in good
condition. Several blank leaves at the end of the book have been cut out.

On the cover is inscribed " Cardeston Register, Number 2."

VoL HI. contains 5 parchment leaves, only two of which are used, in a vellum
cover, size 11 by 8 J inches. Several blank leaves have been cut out at the end
of the book. Cardiston Register, Number HI." is written on the cover.

Vol. IV. is a paper book of the usual printed marriage forms, three on each
page, in a vellum cover. Only 5 1 entries have been filled up. The size of the

book is 14J by 9J inches. " Marriage Register, Number I, Cardiston, is

written on the cover.

Burials are entered in the Register only down to the year 1747, and it is

said that these took place at Alberbury, and not at Cardiston. If so, they
are not apparently entered in the Alberbury Registers, as are many other
burials from Cardeston. The Leightons are the only family of any importance
recorded in the Register. The children of Sir Edward Leighton, 1st Bart.,

were baptized at Cardeston, between 1678 and 17 10. His first wife, Dorothy,
was daughter of Sir Job Charlton, Bart., Speaker of the House of Commons.
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He married, 2ndly in 1693, Jane Nicholl, to whom he devised Wattlesborough
for life. His eldest son, the 2nd Baronet, then made Loton his residence,

and built the North front. Since 171 1 Alberbury has been the Parish Church
of the head of the family. Baldwin Leighton, Esq., Captain in the 27th
Regiment, the second son of the 2nd Baronet, by his wife Rachel Forester,
lived at Carston Park, a square stone house still existing about a mile from the
Church, and of which his father had given hiin a lease for life. He was father
of the 6th Baronet, and died in 179 1. In early maps a large enclosed park
is shown. In 16 17 Richard Baker, " de Carston parke," was buried at
Alberbury.

For much of the information in this introduction, we are indebted to Mrs.
Baldwyn Childe, and other members of her family.

It only remains to add that the Registers were copied by Mr. T. R. Horton,
and the proofs have been collated with the original Registers, and passed
through the press, by the Rev. W. G. D. Fletcher. They are now printed by
the kind permission of the Rev. J. Owen Evans, at the cost of Mrs. Seymour,
who has generously presented them to the Society.

Ratlinghope is a parish situate on the road from Shrewsbury to Bishop's
Castle, four miles west from Church Stretton and twelve miles south from
Shrewsbury, in the hundred of Purslow, rural deanery or Bishop's Castle,

archdeaconry of Ludlow, and diocese of Hereford. The township of Gatten
is in Ford hundred. Its area is 5,456 acres, of which 3,756 are arable and
pasture, 200 woodland, and about 1,500 common. The population in 1901

was 197. The surface is hilly, and the soil is sand and clay, on a rocky subsoil.

An old Roman road, the Portway, runs between Ratlinghope and Church
Stretton, and is continued along the crest of the Longmynd in a north-easterly

direction. In the neighbourhood are some British camps and tumuli.

Ratlinghope, in Domesday Rotelingehope, means the hope or valley of

the children of Hotel,
'

' Rotel
'

' being the Saxon name from which the County
of Rutland was called. At the time of the Domesday survey, Rotelingehope
was a manor of two hides, which were waste, and was held by Robert fitz

Corbet of Earl Roger de Montgomery. In Edward the Confessor's reign,

Seuuard had held it. Robert fitz Corbet was a younger brother of Roger,
the builder of Caus Castle ; he left two daughters, his heirs, Sibil (or Adela),

and Alice. Sibil, who had been one of Henry I.'s mistresses, married Herbert
fitz Herbert, whilst Alice became the wife of William Botterell. Before 1209
Ratlinghope was acquired by Walter Corbet, an Augustine Canon, and a relative

of Prince Llewelyn ap Jorwerth, who gave him a letter of protection.

Walter Corbet founded here a small cell or priory of Augustinian Canons of

St. Victor, in connection with Wigmore. Nothing is known of its history,

but at the dissolution there was a Prior and 29 Canons ; and the possessions

of the Priory, valued at £5 us. i£d., per annum, were sold in May, 1546, to

Robert Longe, citizen and mercer of London.*

In 1845 *ne manor and advowson of Ratlinghope were purchased by
Robert Scott, Esq., of Great Barr, M.P. for Walsall, and at his death in 1856
they passed to his son John Charles Addyes Scott, Esq., who died in 1888, and
on the death of his widow in 1907, their son, James Robert Scott, Esq., became
lord of the manor and patron of Ratlinghope.

Stitt and Gatten, two miles north-west, were members of the Domesday
manor of Ratlinghope. Between 1204 and 12 10, William de Botterell con-

firmed a moiety of Stitt to Haughmond Abbey. Robert Corbet, of Caus,

also gave to the Canons of Haughmond his culture of Gateden, and an assart

situate near their culture of Gatteden. There was a church at Stitt in the reign

of Henry II., but since the dissolution of Haughmond Abbey nothing more
is heard of it, and its district with Gatten was annexed to the parish of Ratling-

hope. W. E. M. Hulton-Harrop, Esq., is lord of the manor of Gatten, which
he inherited in 1866 from his maternal grandfather, Jonah Harrop, Esq.

The Church of St. Margaret, at Ratlinghope, is a small stone building,

consisting of nave and chancel, with south porch, and a wooden bell turret.

The original Church erected in the 12th century was no doubt the Priory Church
also. The Rev. D. H. S. Cranage says that the mediaeval Church may have
entirely disappeared, and that there are no details which prove that the

present building is not entirely of post-Reformation date."|"

The south and only door was made in 1625, and erected by Humfrey
Bigge and Thomas Bright, then Churchwardens. The roof may be of the

same date. There are two fonts. In 1341, Ratlinghope Church was in the

Deanery of Clun. It was afterwards held to be in the Deanery of Pontesbury.

It is not named in the Valor Ecclesiasticus of 1534—5. Until the dissolution

of the Priory it was considered as extra-parochial and extra-diocesan.

The Inventory of Church Goods made nth August, 1549, shows that

there were then at Rotlynchope '

' one chalyce off sylver parcell gilt, and one
cruete of pewter, one vestment of crule, one crismatory. one altare cloth,

one towell, and two bellys. " In 1 5 5 3 there remained '

' to bellys, [one chalice

of silver] with the patent thereunto
'

' ; and another return of 1553 gives
'

' a chales of sylver, ij belles.
'

' The Religious Census of Shropshire made in

1676, states that there were at Ratlinghope (in Pontesbury Deanery) 128

Conformists, no Papists, and 3 Nonconformists. These were the number of

inhabitants over the age of sixteen. In 1727 William Mitton was patron of

the perpetual curacy.

The Parish Register Abstract of 1831 contains the following account of

the Ratlinghope Registers :

—

" Ratlinghope R. Nos. I., II. Bap., Bur., 1702—1793, Marr., 1702

—

1752. No. III., Bap., Bur, 1794—1812. No. IV., Marr., 1755—1812."

The Registers have been very badly kept, all the earlier ones are missing, and
those of the earlier ones that remain are in a bad state of preservation. Nos.

I. and II. are now altogether lost ; they were apparently in existence in 1876,

when the Rev. W. G. C. Nottley made a list of the Registers, and placed it

in the box in which the Registers were kept. Sometime between 1876 and 1896
these Registers disappeared, together with Mr. Nottley's list.

The Marriage Register 1755—1812 (No. IV. above) was formerly bound
in boards covered with parchment, but one board has disappeared, leaving the

parchment torn and crumpled, with a large hole in the centre, and the whole
book is in a dilapidated condition. The marriage entries are on the first

twelve leaves which are loose and damaged. It is a folio book, containing
the usual printed forms.

The Baptisms and Burials, 1794—18 12 (No. III. above) simply consists

of three loose sheets of parchment, folded, making twelve pages, without any
cover. The writing in places is nearly obliterated, and difficult to decipher.

The transcripts at Hereford, which commence in 1660, are fairly com-
plete, and it would be very desirable that these should be copied and printed,

so as to make this Register more perfect.

The Registers were copied by Miss Hulton-Harrop (now Mrs. Rowan
Robinson), and were collated in 1903 by the late Rev. F. W. Kittermaster, and
have been seen through the press by the Rev. W. G. D. Fletcher. They are

now printed, by permission of the Rev. T. R. Glenn, the present Incumbent,
at the cost of W. E. M. Hulton-Harrop, Esq., of Gatten Lodge and Lythwood
Hall, who has generously presented these Registers to the Society.
