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PREFACE.

The parish of Brantingham comprised the chapehies of Blacktoft

and EUerker. The living was appropriated by the Bishop of Durham

to the Prior and Convent, who probably sent relays of clergy to

minister to the three churches. Blacktoft had a separate register, but

that at Brantingham included Ellerker.

The following registers commence in 1653, and are comprised in

five books (up to 181 2). The first consists of eight leaves of

parchment, measuring 12^ by 7 inches, and has a parchment cover.

The second contains sixty -four parchment leaves, 14 by 6^ inches,

and has a parchment cover. The third is a marriage register, with

paper leaves and a cardboard cover, and measures 16 by 10 inches.

The fourth is also a marriage register, on paper 15 by 9I inches,

and was "lost for many years." The fifth book measures 15 by 7^

inches, contains sixty -seven parchment leaves (only seventeen of

which have been utilised), and is bound in leather.

The writing is on the whole fairly legible, and the books are in

good preservation.

There were several testamentary burials at Brantingham prior to

these registers. Amongst others Anthony Smetheley of Brantingham,

who died in 1577, having directed that he should be "buried near

his father and mother, and that a great stone be sett in the inside

of the Church wall near his grave, and thereon be engraven his

name and arms."

The register of the burial of Thomas Jobson, 9 July, 1800, has an

interesting note.

During the year the Registers of Stokesley, Patrington, Blacktoft

and Scorborough were issued to subscribers for the year 1900, and

the Registers of Bingley (Part I) and Kippax to the subscribers for

1 90 1. The latter have since received the Register of St. Michael -

le-Belfrey (Part II).

For 1902 the Registers of Hampsthwaite, Wath-on-Dearne, and

Brantingham are in the press. The Registers of Hartshead, Linton -

in-Craven (Part II), Marske- in -Cleveland, and Cherry Burton will be

issued for 1903.

Members are again advised to pay their subscriptions promptly,

so that no delay may take place in the delivery of any of the

Registers by reason of Rule 6.

It is very desirable that new members should be constantly

added to the Society ;
and members are earnestly requested to assist

the Council in this respect.



RULES.

1 That the name of the Society shall be "The Yorkshire

Parish Register Society," and the Society shall have for its objects

the transcribing and printing of the Parish Registers in the County

of York, and such Bishops' Transcripts as may be accessible.

and shall not be re-admitted until all arrears have been paid. New

members may be elected by either the Council or the Society.

6 That the subscription shall be due on the First of January

in each year, and that no work shall be issued to any member whose

subscription is in arrear.

7 That an Annual Meeting of the Society shall be held in the

month of February in each year, of which at least seven days' notice

shall be sent to all the members. At this meeting a report of the

work of the Society, with a statement of the income and expenditure,

shall be presented. These shall be annually published, together with

a List of Members and the Rules of the Society.



8 That so long as the funds of the Society permit, three

vohimes at least shall be issued to the members in each year.

9 That copies of the publications of the Society shall be

supplied to members only.

10 That no payment shall be made to any person for editing

any work for the Society, but that the Editor of each volume shall

be entitled to ten copies of the work so edited by him, and the

Incumbent to two copies for the use of the parish.

1 1 That the Council may require any Transcript to be examined

by them before publication.

12 That each volume of Registers published shall have a full

index of both Christian and Surnames and of Places.

13 That the Treasurer's accounts shall be audited by a member

of the Society, who shall be elected at a meeting of the members.

14 That no alteration shall be made in any of the above rules,

except at the Annual Meeting. Notice of any proposed alteration

must be sent to the Hon. Secretaries a month before such Annual

Meeting, and by them communicated to the members.
