quarters at New Orleans" and with lew Orleans and Lorgan City as ports-

of entry.

Volume I of Ship Rogisters and Enrellments of Now Orleans, Lou-

isiana cnvers the period from lMarch 51, 1804, through Decomber 31, 1¢z20.

As indicated in the Preface, this velwre contains record of registers
issued during the whole of thig period, but no record of enrollments

issued befrro 1815.
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It may be observed that some entrics carry tho notztion: "Seo

preface far information regarding citizenship under Lcuisisna Purchase.”
By the terms of the Louisiana Puréhasc, the United States gave full
citizenship status to all in the vast province of Louisiana who took the
oath of allegiance at the tiﬁe of the d-uble transfer of the province
from Spain to France and from Franco t~ the United States of Amorica.
Therefore, includcd in these fow entrios will be found statcménts that

the ovmer or owvmers of vessels being registered or enrolled were bona

The first Collector of Customs al ¥ew Orleans, under Unitsd States
authority, was Hore Browss Trist. Colloctor Trist had boen opcrabting
his office in the old Spanish custom housc exactly 100 days before tho
first ship register was issued. The dato was March 31, 1804, and tho
applicant for this initial certificato vas Jean Francois Merieult, a
Frenchman by birth who had been living in Spanish New Orleans for a nwn-

ber of years as a well-to-do merchant. Iic slso had been a member of the

I1lustrious Cabildo. Ierieult had his palatial Casa de Comerico in Royal

street and a fleet of merchant vessols on the high seas, and in business
circles as well as in the social 1ifc eof iew Orleans he twas one of tho
most subgtantisl of its new Amsrican citizens. It is worthy of ncte
the lloerisult's ship, the first to be registered Ly Andrew Porter, Jr.,
acting surveyor of the port, bore the patriotic nomoe of "Thomas Joffer-
son," Its provious designation is net lmowm, but the probabilitiss ars
that it did not boar the appellaticn e¢f the distinguished presidéntial
purchaser of Louisiana.
