Another Relative of George Washington

Sir Richard Anderson of Herefordshire, England, in his last will and
testament dated 1630 directed that 40 shillings be given to "my cousin
Lawrence Washington of Brasenose" College (at Oxford), while Sir Richard's
two sons attended Pembroke College. Lawrence Washington was the
progenitor of George Washington of Westmoreland County, Virginia. Sir
Richard Anderson was lord of the manor of Pendley which is partially within
the Parish of Tring, Hereshire; and his wife was a daughter of Robert, Lord
Spencer, Baron of Wormleighton and owner of the manor Althorp.
